Summary ul llreulln.
Prolseaor Carmichael summarli-a tbe 

reaulis ol the experiment ss lollows:
Tbe use ol a ration containing twenty- 

five pounds ol silage dally per steer was 
sttcaded In this experiment with almost 
exactly tbs same rats ot gain a* wat tbe 
use ol a dry ration.

The results ol tbla experiment Indi­
cate that allage may be used to good ad­
vantage lo Iba fattening ol cattle, when 
■lover and hay are high In price. The 
relatlee ealue ot toe silage I* not 
changed by markat condition*, but its 
natb value would, ol course, depend up­
on the prevailing prices lor other feeds.

No difference In the flnieh ol ths two 
■els ot catlle was apparent. This w*e 
shown by ths fact that, although when 
tha cattle were at market, one pen con­
tained only eilage-lsd cattle and another 
only dry-fad cattle, a buvsr ol wide ex­
perience, without knowing how the cat­
tle had been fad, purchased both lots at 
tbe same price. Olber expert cattlemen 
failed to note nny dIRrrenes belweeo 
the two lots of cattle,

I.-ns HhellcH Corn H rquirril.
It la not to be expected that silage 

alone or ellage and other rougb feed 
will produce a high flnleb In a short 
leading period, since not enough grain 
la prrtsnl in tbe silage tor thie purpose. 
Leaa ahelled corn waa required, how­
ever, by the steers that received ellage 
than by Ibe ones tbat received only dry 
Iced.

Hogs tbat tollowad alfage-Ted cattle, 
when less shelled corn waa fad lo the 
rattle on account ol tha ooro in the { 
• llage, made fewer pounds gain per 
steer than did hog* that loMowad catll* 
reeeteing all ol their corn la the lortn ol 
shelled corn.

Tbe leading ol tsnksga to ths hog* 
that followed these esttle was attended 
with greatly Increased gains. It is be- 
lievsd that other feeds, such as skim 
milk, llnessd ollmeal, middlings, toy 
beans or alfalfa hay could be used to 
good advanlage lor thia purpose.

At a time when all sorts of animals 
and plants are brtal to a large aeale, 
It la not wholly atftuiilshing endeavors 
should have been made to ralae rare 
beautiful 'and valuable butterflies by 
artificial meana. In fart, the first but 
terfly farm was established some years

In 
side a high laltlce-work fence, which 
separates them from the outside world 
till they are purchased by collectors 
at high prices.

Similar plants. In which more elabu 
rate methods o f butterfly breeding are 
employed, have of recent years been 
installed, the best known being those 
founded by Dr. Hughes, at Chomerac, 
and by M. Andre, at Macon.—Tech­
nical World.

THE FLOOD AT KANSAS CITY
K AW  RIVER FALLING  BUT MIS­

SOURI ST ILL  R IS IN a

Weather Bureau Officials Look for 
Only Small Additional Rise 

in the Missouri.

Kansas City, June 12 —The Kaw at 
lU  crest and alowly reegding. The 
Missouri still rising sml retarding the 
fall of the Kaw. This waa the coadV 
tion of the two rivers at Kansas City 
Thursday.

The Missouri river at the Hannibal 
bridge showed a rise of only one-teatb 
of a foot Thursday. Not much change 
In the gauge la expected In the next 
24 bourn.

There la uncertainty at the weather 
bureau as to when the Missouri river 
will reach Its crest at Kansas .City. 
For that reaaon there was hesitancy In 
making a prediction Thursday, beyond 
a general statement that there would 
not be much change. The reaaon for 
this waa that while the Kaw showed a 
tendency to fall, the Missouri was still 
rising above Kansas City. The situ­
ation is somewhat compllcatMl by the 
prediction for showers In Kangas, Mis­
souri and Nebraska.

"W e have seen the highest of tha 
flood In thF Kaw," Mr. Connor, the ob­
server, said at noon Thursday. "The 
Kaw la falling at all points. There 
was only a trace o f rain In the Kaw 
walerOhed Wednesday night. The Kaw 
should fall a half foot by Friday nIghL 
but the fall at Kansas City after that 
lime will depend upon the stage of the 
Missouri river.

"The Mlosouii river rose at Sioux 
City a half foot, but a fall waa shown 
at Omaha and Plattamoutb The gauge 
at at. Joseph showed a rise and the 
gauge here stood at 28 4, with the 
water slowly rising From present con 
ditlons I do not ex|>ect the floo<t level 
In the Missouri to go much higher.

"The fall In the Kaw affects the 
gauge on the Hannibal bridge, and the 
fall In that stream will minimise the 
effects of the rise la the Mlaaourl 
above the mouth o f the Kaw. The 
Missouri, after It begins to fall, will 
continue to recede slowly for the rest 
of the week,”

Young Farmer Boy Chqkes His Father 
to Death,

Pittsburg. Kan., June 12.— While at 
tempting, ns he believed, to save hi* 
mother's life, Ben Bird, ageil 18 years- 
Thursday choked his father, J, H Bird 
a well-to-do farmer, to death. The 
trouble occurre<| on the Bird farm 
southeast of Plltsburg The body of 
the deail man was found In his field a 
few hours after the tragedy by neigh 
born, ftp to the time that he was 
placed under arrest for the murder, 
young Bird did not know that he had 
killed hla father. In a slatenient to 
the prosecuting attorney Thursday 
night. Bird says that bis father came 
home Intoxicated and meeting Mrs 
Bird In the field near the house began 
to beat her. Young Bird, seeing the 
helplessness of hla mother. Intervened 
and grasping hla father by the throat 
threw him to the ground. Releasing 
bis rluteh he resumed hla work believ­
ing that hla father was In a drunken 
stupor. The family Is well known In 
this part.

Children Buffocatsd In s Trunk.
Pall River, Mass., June 12— After a 

long search Thursday night the bodies 
of Joseph and Andre Beaudry, 8 and 
15 years old respectively, were found 
locked In a trunk In which the chil­
dren are supposed to have hidden 
theniselvea In order to escape going to 
school. The trunk has a spring lock. 
The medical examiner decided that 
their deaths were due to suffocation.

BIRD PIANO A NEW INVENTION

Instrument for Training Canaries U 
Warble Bimpit Tunea.

Is the rlever Inventot 
of no less useful device than a bird 
piano, says the New York Press. For 
be It known, the young woman is al 
one and the same time a lover of ca 
nary birds and a deep atiident of 
music. She long age came to the con 
elusion that the whistles and flutes 
used by bird fanciers la training ca 
narles to sing wniw not as giM>d as 
they might be.

At last she decided no wind instru­
ment. with or without a reed, was 
what the trainer net<!*d. The happy 
thought came to heritbat a music box 
would be useful In ten<'hlng the golden 
youngsters to use, thclT voices and 
she had much success along that line. 
But the music box wOs too mechanical 
for the best results, y I t  was difficult 
to keep It from ratlRr^ biway at a rate 
more rapid than the' jfrdinary bird 
could follow. So she set her wits to 
work and evolved the bird piano. The 
tones are produced with silver wires, 
which are struck by tiny hammers on 
the pianoforte principle. By means 
of the little Instrument tunes simple 
enough for any Intelligent canary’s 
understanding can be played as alowly 
as. necessary and with the Insistent 
repetition essential to success In bird 
training.
