Crawford takes contest win
Castle Crawford of Lazbuddie has been 

erowned the winner in the 12th week ot the 
Journal's football contest.

Two other players also missed only four 
games. Sarah Rey of Muleshoe was 20 
points off on the tiebreaker and Crescent 
Crawford of Lazbuddie (sister of this week’s 
winner) was 22 points off.

Those who entered despite the holiday 
week were plagued by upsets, both college 
and professional games.

Cottonseed paym ent estim ated
SPECIAL TO  TH E JOURNAL

M EM P H IS. Tcnn. —  The U .S. 
Department o f  Agriculture has pub­
lished a final rule governing opera­
tion o f  the cottonseed assistance pro­
gram for the 2000  crop o f cotton­
seed.

The Agricultural Risk Protection 
Act o f 2 0 0 0  directed that $ 100 m il­
lion o f Commodity Credit Corp. 
funds be used for assistance to co t­
ton producers and first handlers, and 
it has been decided to operate the 
new program on the same model as 
the old one.

At the close o f  the application 
period, the Commodity Credit Corp. 
will estim ate the total quantity o f  
cotton eligible for payment and ca l­
culate a national payment rate.

Payments to gins will not be sub­
je ct to limitation. Gins must agree to 
share any payment received with the

producer “to the extent that the rev­
enue from cottonseed sales is shared 
with the producer.”

Applicants' payment quantity shall 
be calculated by m ultiplying his 
weight o f  lint for which payment is 
requested by the 1995-99  Olym pic 
average pounds o f cottonseed per 
pound o f  lint ginned for all dom estic 
ginners.

Then the total payment quantity 
will be determined by taking the 
weight reported by all applicants and 
multiplying it by the 1995-99  aver­
age figure.

According to the National Cotton­
seed Products A ssociation, the U.S. 
Department o f  Agriculture estim ates 
the 2 0 0 0  cottonseed crop at 6 .5 5 8  
million tons, which translates to a 
payment o f about $15 .25  per ton.

The 1999 payment was $12 .2 3  per 
ton, or $4 .77  per bale.

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Low-growing roses create groundcovers that serve as barriers

I have stressed before the 
importance of plant cover to 
protect the soil from sun and 
w ind. In rare ca ses , 
groundcovers can do more than 
that.

Several types of low-grow­
ing roses are available, thomy 
enough to discourage the pas­
sage o f dogs and coyotes. If the 
bushes are both twiggy and 
thomy, they may even turn back 
cottontails and cats. Needless 
to say, they also will discour­
age all but the most stubborn 
human intruders. (There are 
exceptions: While I was living 
in Tucson, a nude peeping-tom 
got caught when he turned and 
ran into a hedge o f prickly pear. 
Don’t try this at home.)

Note that the roses discussed 
here are shrub roses, not prone 
to the diseases that sometimes 
plague hybrid tea and other 
“show” roses.

Possibly the most readily 
available o f roses aimed at 
groundcover use is the double- 
flowered rose-pink ‘Flower 
Carpet,’ eventually 2 feet high 
and 4 feet across. The leaves 
are a very bright green, and it is 
likely to flower on and off all 
summer and fall. It is not an old 
variety, but it has become ex­
tremely popular.

Another new type is a series 
of single-flowered varieties 
named after English counties 
—  notably ‘Essex,’ ‘Hamp­
shire’ and ‘Hertfordshire.’

O f these, ‘Hampshire’ is 
short enough (12 inches high) 
to fit the stereotype we have of 
very low -grow ing
groundcovers. It can spread to 
3 feet wide. The flowers, lim­
ited to summer, are red with 
yellow centers.

‘Essex’ flowers in reddish- 
pink with lighter centers, and 
its blooming season is longer 
than ‘Hampshire,’ extending 
into autumn. It grows 2 feet 
high and spreads to 4 feet.

‘Hertfordshire,’ 18 inches 
high and 3 feet across, has pink 
flowers and the longer bloom­
ing season.

If you have a lot of ground to 
cover, you might consider one 
of another recently introduced 
series named after gamebirds.

‘G rouse,’ with pleasantly 
scented single pale-pink flow­

ers, grows only 2 feet high but 
an amazing 10 feet wide. 
‘Pheasant’ is slightly shorter 
(20 inches) but just as wide, 
with double pink flowers and 
yellow stamens.

If you want something more 
old-fashioned, two suggestions 
would be the rugosa rose ‘Fru 
Dagmar Hastrup’ or the spe­
c ies  Rosa p im p in e llifo lia  
(Scots’ rose or bumet rose).

‘Fru Dagmar Hastrup’ is 
justly well-known for the clove 
scent of its flowers, which are 
single and pale pink —  fol­
low ed by b ig , dark red, 
globe-shaped hips or seed 
pods. (Yes, some rose hips are 
used commercially as a source 
of vitamin C.) This variety 
grows about 2 feet high and 4 
feet wide.

The Scots’ rose is somewhat 
less colorful, with its off-white 
flowers (early summer) and 
dark purplish-black hips, but it 
has a quiet beauty. It gets 2 feet 
high and spreads 3 feet wide. It 
is unusually prickly, so makes 
a decent barrier. This species 
will spread somewhat by pro­
ducing suckers, so it might not 
be advisable for sharing space 
with less agressive plants —  
unless you don’t mind chop­
ping off the suckers.

Incidentally, if you live in 
the country you might be inter-

estcd to know that pheasants 
are big eaters of rose hips when 
they get the chance. Quail also 
feed on them to a lesser extent 
—  and, unfortunately, I ’m sure 
the cottontails do, too.

For large plantings, as for 
along field margins, there are 
many tall-growing kinds o f rug­
osa roses that produce good 
crops of hips.

Also, the old multi flora rose 
may have fallen on hard times 
because the rugosas are pret­
tier and don’t sucker as much 
as the multiflora, but it’s still a 
rugged plant that can be grown 
in tough situations without a 
lot o f coddling. It also can be 
bought in quantity at give-away 
prices. The white flowers can 
be showy in quantity, and it 
produces good crops of hips 
that turn red at maturity.

All of these roses are adapt­
able as to soil types and all are 
reliably cold-hardy. They will

be more attractive with mois­
ture, of course, but most of the 
rugosa types and the mu Itiflora 
certainly can do without a lot 
o f ‘water once you get them 
going.

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Spurts fail to save Lady Mules in tourney

The Lady Mules were 0-3 in a 
frustrating visit to last week’s 
Queens Classic in Plainview, de­
spite very good performances in 
spots.

The first two periods of their 
Thursday opening game, against 
the Levelland Loboettes, were 
examples of the Lady Mules at 
their best.

57-33.

Anne Cox and Candace Hutto 
each added a free throw in the 
fourth period. Gartin completed 
a three-point play by making the 
charity toss afterCox scooped up

In Friday morning’s second 

game, the Lady Mules tangled 
with the Dimmitt Bobbies; re­
calling lessons learned, Muleshoe 
started strong.
