That men may litre at this coat and 
maintain health and vigor is proven 
by the fact that millions are doing It 
today. That one of the cheap foods 
upon which they thrive may be grown 
throughout the eouihern half of the 
Volted States U among the new reve­
lations of the department of agricul­
ture. That It will stand shipment to 
the balance of the country la als« 
shown.

A ton and a half of this food was 
last year harvested from a sixth of 
an acre In South tYirohna It will this 
year be widely propagated and next 
'ear There will be plants for dtairlbu- 
tlon to a wide circle of expert 
uientere.

The plants rh:it make this cheap llv 
tag possible m the tropics are the 
arolds. oue representative of which 
Is the "elephant'a ear" with which 
Americans are familiar as as orna­
mental plant. It la one of these 
arolds whtrfi yields the jot of the 11a 
wailans, the r...'langa of the Cubans 
and the oto of the Panamans Yatlaa 
lasheens and varlmie ether plants 
somewhat widely known belong to the 
name family, which Is called by a 
hundred different names In various 
parts of the world

Rtwighly they are all arotda They 
grow In abundance In t'entral Amer­
ica. South America, the West Indies, 
equatorial Africa. Malayain, the Ha 
walian Islands. Japan and China In 
all thc::r countries ths natives plant 
them crudely in damp pla< es and rest 
abundant haryesls. They prepare 
them (or eating In a hundred ways 
They are tooihsome. nourishing, eco­
nomical They far auntaaa many ot 
the expensive foods of this eotintry 
and hate much that retotumeuds them 
to the ei>t*re world.

The arolds are root crops They 
are mure be.,rly comparable, with po 
taioea than with anythtug rite wc 
know The tubers grow In elueters on 
the roots of the plant. They are often 
Larger than ones (1st and are covered 
with a somewhat rough skin. This 
may, however, easily be removed, or 
It may be led on until after rooking 
The tubers may be baked or boiled oi 
tried Baking la probably the best 
method of cooking them. They may 
be mashed and prei>ared with butter 
or milk or eggs.

There are «reat rumbert of ways 
of preparing them, the detail of which 
Is unnecessary until they are procur 
able They are boiled or fried and 
baked on the plania'iooc of the trop 
lea. and no meal U >Tumpl«t« without 
them.

These arolds will grow wherever the 
elephunt's ear floiirishea, but too far 
north will not coroe to maturity 
There are many varieties, and some ot 
them flourish much farther north 'han 
others.

The arolds are wet land plants 
They thrive on lewlandi that are much 
flooded, provided the waior does not 
stagnate on them. Their favorite con 
ditions are those under which pota 
toes would not thrive Some varieties 
grow well under conditions suitable 
(or rice

There are in the south millions of 
acres that are lying Idle t>ecauae they 
are too wet. and some of these great 
areas would be Ideal lands upon which 
to grow the aroMs. 'TTtev require lit 
tie cultivation aa compared with other 
crops It la because of this small la 
bor demand that the crop has atways 
been ao popular in the tropica, where 
men are not given to overexert Ion.

The coming of the famous aairon 
omers of the world this summer for 
a convention here will do more to call 
attention to the progreaa of I.os An­
geles ns a arlentiflc renter than any- 
iklng that baa yet occurred.

are labeled and mounted for use in 
the classes of the department Tbs 
collection probably would sell foi 
860,000 if the university would pari 
with it.
