JUST WHY IS A BAD EGG ?

Big Problem Taken Up With 
View of Helping the 

Farmers.

HUNT FOR A SANITARY HEN

Topeka, Kane.— T̂he Topeka board 
o f health issued a proclamation July 
1 that all eggs shipped uut of Kansas 
must be goiMl, that they must be fre.-<h. 
and that all egsr« candled and found 
bod should be returned to the f.-irmer 
who coud feed the bad egg,, oo his 
hogs. It was also ordered that eggs 
kept In cold storage should be labeled. 
This was done to see If It wotild not 
atop the loss c f  more than (1.090,000 
in egg shipinents to the eastern mar­
ket! and Increase the prl. e of the 
Kansas egg. The egg- shipped from 
Kansas have been quote-i New York 
had to pay the loss If bad eggs from 
other slates because the dealers In New 
York had to |>ay the loss If l>ad eggs 
were found In the ca.-es. The dealers 
wold not pay so much for K.inaiis eggs 
where lere was danger of loss.

This order has been in effet for three 
weeks now and alreaily the board of 
hctlth and egg shippers have struck a 
nag. All absolutely fresh eggs are 

not good eggs. The dealers have bought 
eggs that they knew were ahsloutcly 
fresh, not over two or three da.va old. 
and when the eggs were candled for­
eign substances were found In them 
Heretofore when the .andllug showed 
dark objects In the eggs It was sup­
posed to l>e one of ancient vintage and 
was thrown out. Now It seenu that 
even fresh egg, are not always to be 
depeiid<-d upon.

This fact has caused a row um.uig 

the farmers who take their eggs to 
market two or three times :» week and 
then have two to a doxen thrown out 
when they know the egg., arc fresh 
The order still stands, but the board 
of health has started a line of inves- 
tigatinn which may lead to some plan 
being adopted which will jirevonl for­
eign substance being found in the eggs, 
making the hens produce absolutely 
atorlle egg.,.

A. tl. Phillips, awiatant instructor 
In poultry culture; Walter E. King, 
profesaor of bacteriology; sn-d Dr. Ot­
to Ma’arer, osstsunt In bacteriology of 
the Kansas Agricultural colh-ge, have 
been given special instructlona to try 
to develop a "pure food hen." and they 
are already at work at the college. A 
minute wonn. a piece of stable refuse, 
undlge.sted food, small pebbles, small 
pieces of vKood have already been 
found within the shell of freshly laid 
CSKS. eggs that fhe experts took from 
the nests a minute after they heard 
the old ".biddy” tune up her cackling 
apparatus. Dr. Maurer will devote his 
entire time to the study o f the egg 
from the time It Is produced until It 
is served on the tabe. The others will 
do special work along the lines he 
maps out.

Dr. .Maurer will try to find out why 
some eggs are contaminated before be­
ing laid, what causes this, how It may 
be prevented, and he will fry to de­
velop some plan whereby eggs may be 
kept a longer time In storage without 
deteriorlatlng.

It is pMsIble that the .sanitary con­
ditions of the chicken yard may be 
the cause and the physical condition 
of the hen may affect the egg. ft has 
already been found that a hen may lay 
half a doxen good egg, and then one 
with some fiwelgn matter In It, and 
still the sanitary conditions and the 
health of the hen seem to be first class.

No Investigation Into the causes of 
the decomposition o f an egg has ever 
been made, or at least no literature 
has ever been jirlnteU on the subject 
If such an Investigation were made, so 
that the original work at the college 
will be of considerable Importance, 
not onl>' to the egg producers but to 
the consumers.

H/H-k ib'rftvt I-'jrgs.
The end sought by the Investigators 

is to prmluce a sterile hen. a hen that 
will always lay a perfect egg. The ali­
mentary canal, the oviduct, and the 
ureter of tne hen nil have the aame 
outlet, and thia makes It possible fur 
the egg to be cnntRmln.xted hy foreign 
auhstunces an<l bactiiia. and thus 
cBu.se rapkl decomjxvlthm after the 
eggs Is laid.

A rran gem en ts  ha\e been made so 
that a quantity o f  fresh eggs will go 
to New York and Boston with every  
car ahiptped from  Kans ,s. These eggs 
will tr-cvel under the si me condition  
as those fo r  the m agkets. hut when 
they reach these cities the eggs will go 
to  chem ists who will wi.cke « xamhm- 
tlons fo r  the Kansas s.-hool.

"Watar seeks Ita levai.** la an am 
preialon heard so fretjiiently na to ba 
niraoat trite, and yet tha law baa Its 
axceptioos. Thera ara conditions an- 
der which watar actually flows up­
ward aud rises above Its aourca. I f  a 
glass tuba ba dipped into watar, tha 
column inside will bs abova tha laral 
of tha surrounding surface Moreover, 
If a Uiba of half tha diaiiieter ba sub-j 
atltiitcd, the column doubles its 
height. The water creapa alung tha 
Inside of the tube, owing to the ad­
hesion. and forma a cup shaped de­
pression at the lop.

An explanation la not difficult. It 
can be proved mathematically that If 
tha diameter of a circle ba diiuin- 
tahed one half, the ctrciimfereoca Is 
also reduced to that extent, while the 
area Is one-fourth o f Ita former value. 
The circumference o f the column of 
watar being reduced one-half. Ita con­
tact with the glass, and hence tha ad- 
hasiva force, Is nlao diminished that 
extent, while the croaa aeotlon. and 
hence the weight, ta decreaaed to n 
fourth of what It was before There­
fore, the second column can be twice 
the height o f the flrat without exceed­
ing the lifting power.

Remarkable as the underlying prin­
ciples of this phenomenon undoubted­
ly are. nature made use of them lung 
before man made their discovery. 
Every tree and flower adds 1-a teslt- 
mony. The cor* of a tree or plant. In­
stead of bring a single open channel, 
coniiata of a apongellke aubatanoe 
containing many miniature tunneta, 
through which the sap and moisture 
collected by the roots flow upward In 
small rivulets, rising higher and high­
er, In sheer deflunce of the great law 
of gravily.—Sunday Magaxine.

In regard to Ita adaptability Hr.; 
Hope said.

It takes on dyes, bleaching and fln
Ishtng more brilliantly than the cotton 
fiber It will resist boiling In water 
or caustic potash solution for some 
minutes without change and Its cam 
bustlon Is certainly no more rapid 
than that of cotton. The coet of Its 
me. ufacture It much lower than the 
market price of cc'ton. The flher can 
be mede of any length. The strength 
of the yam apparently exceeds that 
of cotton.”
