The model wa.s loaded wlih weights 
and sank to the bottom of the shallow 
pools where It 'was shown off; then 
the ” flns" were set tn correct posi­
tion for tisliig, and In a few aecondH 
the submarine had come direct to the 
surface of the water.

Abaurd, However, to Reduce the Num­
ber of Students, 8aya Amcr- 

can Medicint.

"The overcrowding of (he medical 
profession comes up for discussion 
every little while, and always will ; 
rome up, for It la the normal condi-1 
tion in all callings, ' says American , 
Medicine. ''Eronomlsta have repeat-1 
edly shown that Industries owe thoir 
existence to a large unemployed claas 
from whom labor ran be obtained at a 
moment's notice. In the parable, tha 
master said: ‘Why stand ye hero, all | 
the day id ler j

"There are always more workmen 
than tho work requires, and the cry 
of overcrowding Is as old as man and . 
Is now heard every year in trade. In I 
every clvlllxed land we find some doc­
tors in poverty, aome lawyers, and 
some clergymen. It Is a condition 
which cannot bo remedied and the 
proposition to reduce the number of 
medical students Is palpably abstird— 
almost amounts to the suggestion that 
the sick be comi>elIed to submit to 
the ministrations of the least efficient.

"The number of students Is being 
reduced In England on account of the 
Increasing cost and labor of oblatulng 
a license, but it will not guarantee all 
the graduates success. Indeed over­
crowding Is socially desirable, as It 
increases the struggle (or efficiency. 
In the struggle for existence, success 
goee to the cfllcleiit, not necessarily 
to those wo consider the he^t.

"The diminishing Incomes of physi­
cians have already been mentioned In 
these columns, and the ranses deter­
mined, but that has nothlnf( to do with 
the utter failure of some—a matter 
due solely to the Inevitable overcrowd­
ing "  1

England has a food and drugs adul­
teration act, but that It has failed to 
atop the evil Is clear from the proofs 
at this show of alum, sulphate of zinc, 
potatoes and fuller's earth In bread, 
peroxide of hydrogen and fluoric acid 
In milk, jams made of sawdust, tur­
nips and various seeds, afterward la­
beled "strawberry" and "raspberry;” 
coffee mixed with powdered chest­
nuts, burned figs, acorns and horse 
beans and sweetmeats containing 
ochre, sulphate o f lime, red lead, shel­
lac and a host of vile coloring mat­
ter.

Boot polishes and printers' Ink are 
made with the same dyes as are used 
In cheap sweets.

Also, there is a big outcry about the 
bods the British masses sleep on. All 
the poorer beds are stuffed with what 
Is called flock, or "mill-puff,”  which 
Is simply vile rags lipped up just as 
they come from the srarengers' dust 
heap.

Reattla, W ash—Thera la an Island 
In Puget aound of about I t  ocrea. tha 
renter of w hirh la a dense forest of 
fir. hemlock otid cedar. Underbrush, 
vines and ferns have Intergrown amid 
the trunks of the trees until the whole 
seems as ImpwseaSle to human traffir 
at a Jungle. The shore line is a 
mixture of gigantic rocks and stretch­
es of sandy beach No man would 
chmiae to live on the Island, but never- 
thel(-iia it Is the means of earning a 
big Income for six men who are prom­
inent in the fur trade of the Parlflc 
roast.

The Island haa been uacd as a cat 
farm It la ao thick with rata that 
the roi ki" appear from the decks of 
passing steamers to be literally cov­
ered with the (i-llne quadrupeds.

to tha rocky shore and take tba other 
end in their boat, making a great 
semicircla. the radius of which Is the 
extreme length of the seln When tha 
boat reaibes shore farther to the west 
the net appea’-B to be dragging a 
heavy load of fish Tha men pull un 
til the net empties Ita load of hun­
dreds and hundreds of pounds of many 
kinds of fish upon the beach. Tlu-o 
they wash the seln. load It Into their 
hna's and pull awav for their homes

The next morning th» fish have dis­
appeared. The cats have dcroured 
them.

There Is a growing demand tor In­
expensive fur to supply the medium- 
priced muffs Slid furs and the fish fed 
cals have proven a source of extraor­
dinary profit to their owners Not 
only on this island, but on other Is­
lands has the industry spnit.K up. and 
on the extrema western coast of the 
state the rocky islands are maintain 
In* their cal farms.
