COMMISSION WILL PROBE.

Interstate Commerce Body Will Inves.
tigate Live Stock Rail Rates,

Washington, D. C, Aug. 10.—Pro-
posed advances in the freight rate on
live stock of 2% ¢ a houndred pounds
between the Missouri river and Missis-
sippi river points, which were to have
become effective August 15 will be
suspended pending inquiry by the In-
terstate Commerce commission into
the reasonableness of the increase.

For several vears the live stock rate
between the Missourl and Mississippi
Tivers was 13%e a hundred pounds.
In April of the present year it was in-
creased o 14%c¢ a hundred pounds.
That rate is now in effect. In July the
roads filed tariffs swith the Interstate
Commerce commission increasing the
rate of 17¢ a hundred pounds, effective
August 15.
