Thera have not been many fat na­
tive steers In the local supplies for 
the weak but the demand for them

tons. Buyers have been < lalniing that 
they waiitad some fully fat cattle to 
mix In with the large aiippllcs o f range 
bee-f bill for Ihe kinds coming here 
they have bid Indifferently and irreg­
ularly. There have been no strictly 
good fat dry lot cattle coming and had 
share been a few here It might have 

.made some dlfferonoe. but It Is notsd 
that-th«. nisB'kal’ (or Miam at the out­
side points has been iq pour shape 
and there is complaint the same as 
bars on the medium to pretty good 
hinds.

cultural Introduftlon*. Tliere are to 
be found some o f Ihe best iltUated 
varieties, developed by the coin4>lned 
efforu of man and nature for thou­
sands o f years; and th*r<. also, are 
almost all » f  the wild tyfte* which our 
prehUtorlc oncesturs utilised In pro­
ducing the cultivated crops of our 
time

The report under ret lew' deals es- 
psi'lally with the useful plants which) 
should he Introduced In'o Ihe far 
M'est and Suuthw>-st from that portion 
of the Orient known as Tiicstlne A l­
ready the Smyrna flg a«id Thompson s : 
seedless grape, otnong other fruiu. 
Kherson oats and hard Russia ruid 
Turkey wheats, among < erealB. ha\ e - 
been Introduced into the I ‘ tilted Htxtes' 
and made it ptxialhls to extend uri- , 
tlvation to ragluns heretofore untilled, 
and It l« believed that what has boen 
dune in thla dtrevtlun 0  but a splendid 
beginning of a most promising future 
posihlllty.

This land cbwely resembles Cali­
fornia except a* to Ihe extent of area; 
In fact, 0  practically a California re­
duced to about one-twent4eth In site, 
but markedly similar In general top­
ography, climate, vegetation, and agri­
cultural nnd soonomlo powilbilltte*. 
Llk* t'hillforniM. Paleatln* Is longest 
from north to south; It. too hss very 
high mountatiM. and very deep *>e- 1 
pressinns PasMng from west to east j  
In either, their Is the littoral deglon ! 
along the coast, the lone of hills and i 
plateaus, then the long lelley in e«>-h , 
wsiiile still farther east arw fartlla 1 
plateaus, finally tumbig Into arid or 
desert Isjids. Each, too has a dry, | 
warm season, and a hnnld gnd more ; 
temperate one. Paleatlne •  evett more 
favored than ('allfornM with regard 
to winter temperature, fur although as 
In CallfortiU, the tempt utuxe rises 
high III summsr. It rarely drops In rhe 
winter lo the freexlng point. Snow Is 
rare even on the plateaus and f.irm»rs 
in almiwt all parts o f the Holy l-atid 
are safe from any damage it> frost.

Courlously enough, the h't of flora 
of this small territory of Palestine In- 
cludea approximately bhe same num­
ber of species ss that of tljllfo ru 0—  
about 1,000. In both sections e\er- 
gresn Shrubs predominate. The same 
forms of vegetation, often rhe same 
genera, are found on .Mount Tamal- 
pals, Oallf.. and Mount Carmel. Pales­
tine; rhe maqu0 formation of Palas- 
tlne 0  to he oompsreKi to the chapar­
ral and cham0o of California: and Ihe 
forms of vege0tlon of the Leixinon 
and the Hemion mountains ere much 
the same as those o f the twsstern slope 
of the Sierras This analogy of the 

^o ra  o f Palestine with that of Cali­
fornia justlfles Ihe expe«-tiitions o f the 
bast result.* from their iiitro.luctiun 
Into the last named state.

Among the largo number of wild 
■peicles ami varieties found In Pales­
tine Is the wild egiimer, drum our cul­
tivated ty-pes of wheat and related 
cereals teem to have been derived. 
The author of the paper found laxge

By selection and 
crossing of the wild cereal, which pra- 
fei'S ix>or, rocky, shallow, dry soil, and 
thrived without any >cultlvatlon. It 1s 
thought poxelbue to produce new 
races which will be very persistent and 
very hardy, and to extend the cultiva­
tion o f wheat to regions where on ac- 
<'ount of the low quality of the soli 
and the severity of the climate. It 0 
at present impossible to produce It.

The study of thla and other .wild 
type* of our cereals does not confine 
Itself to a merely befwnl si and his­
torical end. txit becomes Intensely 
practical as an ooosulc. even soctol 
problem, as Its ulthmat* aim Is to i>ro- 
duce a little more tirand at' a little less 
expeiwe. and to render this production 
posalble where, up to the present time, 
it 'has b< en Imposslbla.

works whioh oonfalna Injurious com­
pounds tt*hai'e on))' a small area Is 
to be limed ttia ordinary 'barrel lime 
allowed to aii slake or water slaked 
to a  powder may be used. The 
ground llmaatone U (he cheapest form 
where large amounts are to be applied. 
This la beat appllad by means o f a 
lime distributor after plowing and he- 
fors working f li*  ground down so that 
the praporatlon of the seedbed may 
work fb *  lime into the soil. For a 
stnall area however. It will be more 
feasible to acetter the lime from a 
■■agon box with a sovel by hand. The 
cresk and river bottom soils and most 
of the fertile itpland.s In Missouri need 
no lime.

Alfalfia ma> be sown In the spring 

im tbe very fertile lands but for aver­
age to thin lands, fall or late summer 
sowing Is moch bettar. From the mid­
dle of August to the middle of beptem- 
bar la th* bast time for central and 
north Missouri, but In the extreme 
southern paxi tbe seeding may fre­
quently bp doiio as late as the Arts of 
Octobsr. Much depends upon ths 
weatlier duflng August a* to what 
time It ahould be sown. Frequently 
the first o f Auffust is better than later 
sowing and vary good returns have 
beeu gotten by sowing l.q July.

Clean aaad o f strong vitality and 
free flrom obnoxiiua weeds should be 
used and sown at the caite o f fifteen 
to twenty pound* per acre. Seed con- 
talnlng dodder should alwa)-s be avoid­
ed Twenty pounds is usually to be 
reoonvmendod unlew the seed la very 
good and (he 4ieed ibed In exneptlonal- 
ly good condition. *rhe et̂ ed Is best 
broadoaotad and lightly harrowed In. 
covering ih a , depth o f from ofle- 
fourth to ooe-italf innh. A more even 
stand wUI be secured if  one-half ih .  
seed Is sown one way and th . other 
half across Uits seeding. The seed

On vegy fat Uie lands, alfalfa Is 
Sionetimea seeded In the spring with

«he spring i t  may ba sown alone or 
wl«b a light seeding of nets nr barley 
for a aueee crop.

In 
fall sowing there Is soni* danger of 
th* plants being burned out If dry 
weather follows th* seeding and If 
near a meado'W th* grasshoppers fre­
quently destroy ths youug plants, but 
fur ordinary upland the cluxnves for u 
su<veaaful stand are much better than 
where spring auwlng Is practictul.

T h . seed bed must l*e well prejutr- 
ed Young alfalfa plants a r . very ten­
der and th . condlUona must .be favor­
able to start them off well For HPring 
sowing, the ground should he plowed 
In the fall so aa to allow It to be well 
settled below l>afi>re seeding In the 
Sluing, the ground should be worked 
down and a well pulverised seed bed 
prepared. Fur fall sowing, the ground 
should be plowe<l early preferably In 
June or July, ploavR>K deep and work­
ing down at oore It stiouhl be work­
ed at frequent Interval, until time tu 
sow to kill all growth o f grusa and 
we«ii. and coiiaerve molittir*. Jf late 
plowing la nevrasar; the ground should 
be well rolled tu compm t It below and 
bring ths loose soil In cluite xontoct 
with the bottosn of th* furrow.

Certain flowers do much better If a 
small portion of the atem Is cut off 
especially If they have been carried 
s long way. and a certain mimber ar* 
better for slicing the atema up. so as 
let them absorb the water more eaally 
Tbti Is especially eo with flowers 
that are not to go off quickly like the 
hellebores.—From Oardenlng nius- 
trsted.

Weighed as a buahiess proposition. 
Sir Oliver Lodge'e gysteoi has justlQed 
Itself, and wbat waa tentative and ex 
perlmental Is now belug taken up on 
commarclal lines as s practical auxil­
iary of busbaDdry.

Lionel liailge. Who has control of 
this department ef4Str Oliver's work, 
has explained the developments of the 
last yuxr or two and the hope they af­
ford of further progres*.

"Have you ever noticed what a re­
markable impulse le given to the 
growth of cropa by s thunderstorm?" 
asked Mr Ixvdge “ That Is the effect 
of the strongly charged atmosphere, 
and our object Is to supply a similar 
stimulus systsmatlrslly

"The growth and development of 
plants In the arctic regions compares 
favorably with that In southern coun 
trie*, and yet their summer Is very 
short, and the sun's ray* have to travel 
tn auch an obllqus direction that much 
of their beating power Is lost. Why 
ts It, therefore, that tha planta flour­
ish? The explanation Ilea In Ihc strong 
electrical rurrenta which are passing 
from the air to the earth, the effect ol 
which ran be seen In the Aurora Bore­
alis.

"The electric current can be gener­
ated either by a small dynamo or from 
the nearest supply company's mains, 
and by means of a transformer It Is 
raised to the high pressure required 
(about lOd.OOO volts! The current 
from Ihe transformer Is more or less 
altemstlng, that ta. It Is not a steady 
current in one direction, but oacllla- 
tlng first In ons direction and then tn 
the opposite. For convenience we call 
the current In one direction poeltive 
and In the other aexstivs. It Is the 
[H.sltlve current that we discharge 
from the network e f wires above the 
plants. I'nder special conditions—as 
wbera there Is aji excess of natural 
electricity—tt might he advisable to 
uae the uegatlve, hut alternatlug cur­
rent a ould be of « e  use.

"T o  sort out tha positive and nega­
tive currents from the transformer 
valves specially laeentad for tha pur- 
poae by Hlr Oltrar are used Work­
ing exactly like the valves In an ordi 
nary pump, they allow the current to 
flow tn on* direatton only, and pre 
vent Its getting bark; they thus store 
the electricity In "th* field network 
from shich It 'flxses off to the plants 
below.

"This field network consists of fine 
Iron wire, the wires being spread 
about tau yards apart and eighteen 
feet or so above the ground The 
wires are so fine that It is dilflcult to 
see them even when standing ImmedI 
ately below them.

"The action that the electrical dis­
charge baa on the plants. Sir Oliver 
suggests, rosy be considered as arti­
ficial sunshine, and aa In no way ta­
king the place of fertlllxar. The richer 
the soli the larger th* Increase that 
may be expected. With more plants, 
on average soil, the electrified area 
may be expected to yield SO per cent 
more than tha non electiifled If a 
higher Increase than this Is obtained 
we consider the results good and If 
lower poor. On rich soli very much 
larger parcentagea have been obtained 
The power required is quite small, 
and many of the installatlous at pres­
ent working are In unskilled bands."

Ons day a 
steamship steward knocks at our 
stateroom door, hands us ths govenw 
ment’s printed form of declaration, 
and the "Notice to Passengere." Sud­
denly, for the first time In our Uvea, 
wa find ourselves "hump up against" 
the law. Home of ua cannot under­
stand It. We tremble; our hearts 
beat. Wa have rnnaultatluna with 
friends and strangers. Hlood curdling 
stories are told. We ran think of 
nothing else, talk of nothing elae. 
Where have we parked our new 
things, where our old? W ill they dig 
out everything? W ill they believe 
us? Those little presents ws have 
brought la—are they preaents until 
we have declared them? And ao on, 
and BO on, until our last days become 
a nightmare compared with which 
■caalckness la a paradise. Neither la 
there any man to protect us with any 
of those liberal "Interpretatlona" 
which stand most of ua In alead. Wa 
must go through the ordeal as wo go 
through death—alune!
