and each year knows where there I* a 
ahortage or a surplus. His system of 
keeping accounts Is as perfe. f as th>it

on any one o f hi* farms. In hi* 35 
y e «r*  o f 'namilng he ha* not had -a 
irop  failure.

It ie rich land out there, and clxty 
bu.hel. of corn to tbe acre waa not 
too much to exp«rct a. aa averagi 
yield Naturally, aver.'body believed 
that thi. great army of crowa had 
heard of that garden ipot, and had 
marched upon It to devastate the new 
ly planted fields, and leave ruin and 
famine In their wake, so man. womai 
and ehlMreo organiMd In a .ystematU 
campaign against tb* black daMroyer. 
They were hunted In thalr rooata. the} 
were trapped, they war* polaoned, and 
they were even pursued by fire

The farmers soon not lewd anotbei 
new vl.llor that season—a grub that 
not only attacked the roots of th< 
young com. but atau played bavo< 
with the gras. They hainuaocd th*.« 
disastrous vuiialion. greatly, for II 
never occurred to them that tha crow 
waa among them for any other pur 
poae than evil Bu th* warfare or 
the crow was carried on with marci 
leas vigor and the next Mason tber« 
was a decided dei rease la the size ol 
tha crow colony It grew smaller and 
smaller year by year until only a few 
wild and alraggllng docks put In at 
appearance.

During all this time the yield ot 
corn an acre bad gradually decreasec 
and tha crow was credited with being 
the principal cause of the loss Tb« 
grub was attll at work, bnt the farm 
ars had no Idea that they were not 
able to handle It Rut the first sea 
son tbe crowds failed to appear tb« 
yteld of corn waa .mailer than It hac 
aver baeu. and the aaason was one ol 
tha moet favorable for corn in tbe bis 
tory of tbe county Rome ot tbe farm 
era went to thinking The grub In 
ersiMed In numbers. Th* com crop 
kept on growing Ie*. and less, untl 
lep bushels to th* acre was aa big * 
yield a. that rich bottom would re 
turn, and tbe crowa had not tieen per 
milted t> get another foothold In thf 
region, either

Then the thinking farmers made u{ 
tbetr minds that the reason the crowt 
had put In such a large and suddet 
appearance a few years before wai 
that they bad simply followed tb« 
wake of tbe grub, end had come tr 
feed on that Irrepressible pest, anc 
then the commiini'y felt like kicking 
itself clear out of the state They 
wuni to work to try to get the crowi 
back again. They sent clear to tb< 
Wabash country, where the blggeei 
crow roost on top of the earth 1s lo 
cated, and bad thousands of crowi 
captured and forwarded to them.

Tbe next season aometbliig like tb« 
old time colony took up Its ijiiarters Ir 
the woods and that fall the biggea' 
crop of corn that had been known li 
the region for five yeara waa gathered

! *The loneliest living creature In the 
I United States la undoubtedly tb# mon­
goose,*' waa the atatement mads by 
Raymond L. Dltmara, curator of rwp- 
Ules at the New York Zoological park. 

, "I believe that there are but two or 
thrw* ol th* lieasta In thU country. 
Mongooec society, you might say, la 

. not teeming with members. A mon­
goose is a pink-eyed, flexible snouted 
IttU* animal, with a shape like a de­
butante. He la chiefly waiat, that la 
to aay. Ha la partial to anakaa, aa a 
steady diet, or, perhaps. It might ba 
better to aay a w riggly or unsteady 
diet. He was one of tbe original 

i 'catch-'em-alive-Os.' A mongooae will 
kill almost any sort of an ord ln i^  
sUed snake. Most of the cnnstrlctor 
family, however, are too big for him. 
Hut he’s a bold mite of a furry crea­
ture and will tackle almost anything 
In the serpent line. A mongooae la 
easily domesticated and In many re- 

■ spects la quite as pleasing a pet as a 
cat or dog.

I “The single objection to him is tbs 
 ̂ (act that If he can't have bta anakea 
be I* only too willing to subeist on 
chicken. A* a raider of henroosts a 
Maryland darky la a neophyte com­
pared with a mongoose. That la the 
reason there are ao few of him In this 
country. There la a federal law which 
absolutely forbids the Imporiation of a 
mongoose.

American Folk gonga.
As yet no ballad writer ha* appeared 

In Amt-rtca that rivals Klplltig or tbe 
pre-eminent Burns. Tbe product wa 
have from professed ballad singers la 
mediocre. Hut out in the far corners 
of the land there are to be found the 
folk song*, true ballads whoa* au- 
tboribtp will never be known. Tb* 
eoure* of our national development 
and the Inherent romance of th* 
fields and forests has Inspired th* or­
dinary lyre to lofty songs. And the 
life of Isolated communities and tha 
common If narrow Interests of tha 
men who work In gang* under all 
aorta of dangers have given rise to 
song and chant that savor ot the 
blood The Kngltsb department ot 
harvard university has commlsalonad 
John A. Lomax, aasoclate professor In 
College Station, Tex., under tbe Shel­
don fellowship, to gather together 
theae typical ballads. Tbe old cow­
boy ditties, tbe chanteys of the coaat, 
tb* gulf and the great lakes are what 
he wants There are also army 
songs, lumberjack chants, tbe songs 
of voyageur, miner and vagabond. 
AH these serve to characterize vividly 
lllfe that Is passing And it may be 
that thorough search will reveal un­
suspected treasures.

Feeullar Hletery of “ Blaekemith"
kena That Are Interaating t* Nu> 

ml*niatl*ts-»SoSBn With Na- 
oeaalty far •mall Chang*.

A good deal baa been heard of lato 
roars among rota oollw'tora about th* 
so called "Blackamltk*’ token* of 
Canada Th* uDsetlsfaotory con­
dition of the currency in Canada up 
to comparatively recent times ea- 
plalns the reasoa lor tk* Isau* ot such 
rolns.

For many years the supply of legal 
copper coins had been altogether In­
adequate. so that ofien anything In 
the shape of a eopper pnsaed current. 
At the beginning of the nineteenth 
rentury the only legal copper circu­
lating medium waa an insufficient and 
itimintshing supply of worn out Brit­
ish half pence asmt over from Eng­
land.

A little later thla wa* supplemented 
by a deluge of Imported private to- 
kei,3. Their overabundance, accord­
ing to a writer In tbe Numismatist, 
soon caused them to be discredited 
and stringent mean* were adopted to 
prevent further laiporta'lon of such 
coin Into Canada or Its manufacture 
iher*.

Hut a* the necessity for an adequate 
supply of amall change became more 
preaatng, varloua wav* for evading the 
blockade were evolved One of these 
was by making or Importing tokens 
which bore a date previous to tha 
data of th* edict excluding private 
coin*. Another wa> which was at 
nn* time vary prevalent In England, 
was to evade the counterfeiting laws 
by suppressing the legi-iida and lub- 
itltutlng Instead sotne raprirloua or 
meaningless legend, aa "('laudius Ho- 
oianuB,'' "Georglua T1 Rox," "Oeorge 
Rule*," “Glorlus ler Vts,** etc. Theae 
spurious coins praaented tbe same 
general appearance to the Ignorant 
populace as tbe regal coinage.

A third means, and this la cbarac- 
lerlatic of th* Canadian Blacksiiittba, 
was by counterfeiting the worn Brit­
ish half pence, the only legal copper 
coins In circulation, on which the 
date, legend and all but an Indistinct 
outline of the design had been effaced 
Although they thus produced a rude 
coinage these early Canadian coiners 
showed considerable skill In ao ma­
king fresh coin* bear the appearance 
of an old worn out but still legal cur­
rency that they were able to circu­
late vast quantities of their spurious 
Imitation*. It la worth noting that 
the designs on these Blacksmiths 
often face tn tbe opposite direction to 
ihetr prototypes.

As an explanation of tbetr name th* 
story la told that a blacksmith ot dis­
solute hablu Uvwd In Montreal and 
“alien he wished to have a ‘good 
time’ struck two or three dollars of 
these coppers and thereby supplied 
himself with suIBclent change to grat­
ify hi* wiabea.”  Tbe name was 
adopted by numlamatlitte and applied 
to the whole aeries.
