Several causes have contributed to
this state of affairs. The movement
westward to new lands and the gapid
development of our cities draw off both
men and money from the older oom-

munities of the east and naturally
drew feaviest on our cheapest and
least accessible areas. Then an ex-

ploitative system of farming designed
to get the most out of the soil at the
present without regard to the future
completed the decline of farming here.

But now the movement westward
and to the cities has been checked and
even reversed. People are turning
toward the country and the (oheap
eastern lands. Success in farming in
the region will depend on the prac-
tice of such a system of farming as
will not only give a remunerative cash
return at the present but will build
up the fertility of the soil.

Once good soll conditlons are re-
gtored, the land Is well adapted to the
keeping of live stoek, particularly to
sheep raising; to géneral farming, es-
pecially hay and potatoes, and to the
growing of certaim kinds of fruit
These southern New York lands offer
excellent opportunities for intelligent
voung men with energy. They can
be purchased cheap, they respond
readily to the proper treatment, they
are mear to our great markets, and
they are certain to increase in value,

IL.ihemal, Kan Avg. 16 Seward and
Stevens counties want a large number
of hands to help harvest broom corn
The crop now ripening is the largest
ever ralsed in the southywest and it
is feared that the shortage of help
will prolong the harvest until late in
the fall

The prices paid for broom corn dur-
ing the Jast few years has awakened
a new interest in this commodity all
over the sounthwest and many farmers
who formerly devoted less than one
hundred acres to brooum corn, now de-
vote a much larger acreage and in
some instances single crops run oto
thousands of axres. R, J. Terwilliger
of Liberal, who awns a fine body of
lamd In Stevems county, has 1,700
acres in broom copn and the best esti-
mates place the yielkd above 308 tons,

which, at the present market price,
should met him $30,000 Mr. Terwil-
liger estimates that t will take ome
hundred men ninety days to harvest
this crop alone The best of this
broom corn land sells at from tén to
fifteen dollars per acre and in many
instances the net receipts from a 160
acre fanm will more than pay for the

farnm and consequently a healthy de
mand for land at these prices is ex-
peoted The proposition is receiving

much attention from farmmers further
east and they are quietly buying up
all the kand in sight at the prevailing
prices and preparing to devote their
time to maising broom wvorn

Southwest Kansas s also forging
to the fromt as a wheat country as
the present crop will attest.

Do not be constantly drugging your
live stock with the idea that some-
thing is wrong with their heaith,
When convinced that the animal is out
of condition and that medicines are
needed have a veterinarian prescribe
the medicine and give it under his di-
rection. Much harm can be done by
the constant use of condition powders,
as they usually vontain drugs having
diuretic properties. As a consequence
the kidneys ‘become accustomed to
stimulation, and when the medicine is
stopped the kidneys, not having the

Stalng Growing Wood.

The idea of stalning wood as it
grows seems revolutionary, but a
Loulsiana man has invented a process
by which this can be done. By this
method any light wood can be made
practically any darker color or dark
wood made still darker, though it will
be difficult to lighten the patural
shades. It also obviates the neces-
gity of dyeing mahogany or other
woods of this nature. A bucket of col-
oring fluld is hung just below the
branches of & young tree, or any tree
that is in good, healthy condition. A
bose runs from this bucket to a point
pear the base of the tree and here the
bark and some of the fibers are cut
out and the coloring matter applled to
the pores thus exposed. As the sap
fiows through the tree the stain s elr-
culated with it and the wood changes
{ts color to any shade desired. The
possibilities of such a process are al
most unlimited ,and some very un-
usual colorings can be obtained in
this manner. The expense of dyeing
the wood later is also saved.
