I t  1* 
not at a ll unlikely. It is claimed. Shat 
over 3500.000 will 'be rex-elved fo r  this 
season's pi-achvs. I f  the shipments In 
straight car loads ruooh 400 cars, that 
alone will mean itractlcally 3400.000. 
Besides a great many car loads are 
sent out loi-ally In mnaller shipments 
to markeUi in Idaho, .Montana, Wynm- 
lug and Utah points. W ith hundreds 
o f wagon loads hauled out. th* total 
number o f car tends If the entire wrop 
had been alilpped In straight cars, 
would reach very nearly If not tiiore 
than 600 cars.
