London —The average man, who en-
joys a dish of green peas and knows
the delicaoy merely as “peas,” will be
astonished to hear that at the Royal
Horticultural soclety’'s show at Holland
park one well known firm alone
showed 60 varleties of the vegetable.
Though the ordinary consumer does

A representative of one of the big-
gest firms of seed merchants In Lon-
don sald that the different varieties of
peas were grown almost exclusively
for show purposes,

For commercial purposes,” he said,
“only the dwarf varieties are grown
The expense of ‘sticking’ the taller
peas would run away with the grow
er's profit

“The finer varieties of peas are
grown for culinary purposes only by
expert gardeners In private gardens

They are much finer in taste than the
ordinary pea, but they have no com
mercial value, because the average pur

chaser will neither pay extra, nor, in
deed, ask for a particular kind

‘At the moment, as a horticulturist,
I should recommend the Battleship
pea as the best, but the grower for the

arket is producing quite a different
varifety He Is growing a dwarf pea |
of 2 feet 6 inches or 3 feet at the most
in height !

treaty, as also the contract for Mary's
projected marriage with the future
Twenty-seven years later
Mary was in prison at Chatsworth
and from there addressed an appeal
to her brotherinlaw, Charles IX of
France, imploring him to intercede
with Elizabeth. This letter is accom-

Denver, Col—At the next regular
session of the state legislature a bill
will be iIntroduced to compel farm-
ers to stamp eggs offered for sale with
their names and the dates they are
iaid. The bill will be introduced by |
Harvey B. Garman from Denver
county

The object of the law, Mr. Garman
says, is to enable the purchaser to tell
just how fresh an egg !s when be
buys it. This will be a public benefac-
tion, he thinks, as most of the people
who come to Colorado for their health
depend upon fresh eggs.

“It {2 not an easy thing to purchase
eggs that are fresh,™ sald Mr. Garman
the other day, commenting on the pro
gosed law “And the consumptive
secking health knows this better than
anyone else.. The grocer always has
on hand what he calls ‘fresh’ eggs,
seconds’ and ‘cracks’ and some gro-
cers have been known to keep In
stock eggs which on their books are
marked ‘rots.’

USE FOR BLOTTING PAPER

In Germany It Is Made to Take the
Place of Waste for Cleaning
Machinery.

In Germany blotting paper is used
to clean machinery. Tow, woolen
refuse, sponge, cloths and jute waste
are the materials usually employed for |
the cleaning of machinery and parts
of engines which are solled by dust
and lubricating substances. The bet-
ter varleties of cotton waste are very
good for scouring purposes, but the
cheaper grades are charged with dust, !
and In using them a sponge cloth,
specially manufactured for the pur-
pose, 18 employed. In using blotting
paper for scouring purposes the use
of cotton waste is decreased and the |
sponge cloths are entirely dispensed
with. On an average the German
workman recelved under the former
system 260 grams of cotton waste, one
new sponge cloth and one or two ren-
ovated ones every week. Now he is
supplied with 150 grams of cotton
waste, and about elght or ten lheeu‘
of blomns paper, at a cost of 8%.
cents, or one-third the cost of the cot-
ton waste. The paper 1{s not only
cheaper, but it does not soil the ma- |
chinery with fibers and dust, as dof
the woolen refuse and the sponge |
cloths. It I8 also less combustible '
than other cleaning materials, and if
it should be caught in the machinery
while engines In motlon are belng;
cleaned it tears easily and the work-
men run no risk of having their hands
drawn into the machinery.—Harper's

Friends of Pach ¥ England and
France Urge Reserves to Halt
Extinetlon.

London —Whether it be the ontcome
of Mr. Roosevelt's recent hunting trip
in Africa or nol.imoeting held by the
French soclety knbwn as “The Friends
of the Elephant,” at which it was de-
cided to approach the French govern-
ment with the objeet of seocuring bet-
ter reserves for elephants in Africa,
has had the effect of reviving some in-
terest in the same matter AMONg mem-

bers of the sister soclety in London.

Lieut, Col. John Henry Patterson,

one of the most wetive wembers of the
soclety, sald in an interview: “In the
United Kingdom this question has

been ably and zealously dealt with by
the Soclety for the Preservation of the
Wild Fauna of the Empire.

“The objects of the assoxiation are
to create a sound public opinion on
the subject of the preservation of wild
life, both at home and 'n the colonies
and British dependencies; to further
the formation of game reserves and
sanctuaries, the selection of the most
suitable places for these sanctuaries
and the enforeing of sultable game
laws and regulations.

“The soclety devotes considerable
attention to the prescrvation of ele-
phants, and has sent many deputations
on the subject to successive forelgn
and colonial secretaries. Elephant re-
serves at present exist in all our Af-

are found. In British Gambla no ele-
phants are allowed to Le killed, and It
fs hoped that similar sanctuary will,
owing to the efforts of the French so-
clety, be extended to the elephants In
the French West African possessions.

“For the year ended March, 1908,
539 tons of ifvory, Wworth $2,802,760,
were imported Into the United King-
dom alone. Taking the¢ average tusk
to weigh 40 pounds (a very liberal es
timate), this means the death of more
than fifteen thousand clephants. - The
fvory was practically a!l African, the
quantity from India being only of the

value of $173,000 1f this animal

In fining her the magistrate, Paul
Taylor, told the nurse that “her con-
duct showed a very inadequate con-
sclousness of her duty. S8he had been
guilty of a serious moral delinquency.”

 Spain, but against the viceregal gov-

ernment of Mexico and against the
Bonaparte usurpers of the Spanish
throne, when*Napolecon put his broth-
er Joseph at the head of the Spanish
Kingdom. This revolution was crushed
in 1815,

It was not until 1820 that the second
revolt broke out, headed by Augustin
Iturbide and the Indian, Guerrero. In
this revolt all parties in Mexico were
united. Iturbide became the leading
figure through his influence with the
church. It was not until late in 1821
that the purposes of the revolutionists
were put into anything like definite
form. TIturbide was thus the real liber-
ator of Mexico, and the nation has
really only been independent 89 years.
And at first It was an empire with
Iturbide as emperor, |

The produetion of these preservative
micro-organisms is the object of a new
company, whieh has recently opened

large laboratories are being Installed
for the purpose of ralsing millions of
billions of bacteria for use in the
dairies of the world
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The manager of the new company
sald that the discovery of the preserva- |
tive microbe was the result of years of |
sclentific research

“Its object,” he sald, “is to fight|
other microbes that are found in butter |
which have a harmtful effect upon it— |
that of turning it rancid. The only
way of combating these germs has
bhitherto been by the use of preserva-
tive chemicals, which are bharmful
adulterants, |

“But now my firm has succeeded in
finding an antidote germ to the hu‘m—l
ful one, and by introducing it into the
milk before churning butter is made|
which will keep fresh and pure for a
lung time.

“The inoculation of the milk has the
effect, broadly epeaking, of setting up’
a fight between the opposing armies of
germs and the bad ones, that would
destroy the freshnese of the butter, are |
destroyed by the harmless ones which |
are introduced.”

The microbes are sold in the form of
a clear liguid, In small bottles, which
1s added to buttermilk and prepared in |
a certaln way before use. When the
preparation is ready one gallon of it is
added to every 20 gallons of cream in
the butter churn, the rest of the but
ter making process proceeding in the
usual way.

The prices of the cultures used in
these procesges vary from 75 cents to
$2.50 a bottle, and full instructions to
dalirymen are issued with each con-|
signment, The cultures are equally
