A small Friday run of hogs at the
leading points today did not prevent
the trade from showing a weaker
turn. There were a few early trades
in good kinds of butchér weights at
close to steady prices, but this was
short-lived. For the bulk of the
trade the packers demanded conces-
stons of 5 to 10 cents and were finally
able to fill their orders at the de-
mand asked for, while some of the
coarse heavy packing grades went at
15 cents under prices for the same
kinds yesterday. There was not many
light hogs here and the tops -were
not as good as the top getiers of yes-
terday While the market was lower
for the bulk the small supply was out
of first hands in good season.

SHAW ON CLOVERS.

—

When Mixed With Other Grasses It
Makes Best All Season Feed.

Clover is one of the best pasture
plants, all things comsidered, that was
ever introduced into a country. This
does not mean that it is the most pal-
atable, In this respect blue grass ex-
cels it and possibly some other grass-
es. But for continulty of growth dur-
ing the seasen of grazing and for
maximum production when grazed, it
Is only excelled by alfalfa, which, in
the strict sense, Is not a4 grazing plant,
nor are all kinds of clover equally. It
would seem correct to say that alsike
clover takes first r@ank as pasture
among clovers, that the common red
is a close second, that the mammoth
is a close third and that the amall
white clover is the lowest In palata-
bility,

Because of the adaption In clover
to provide much pasture and also nu-
tritlous pasture, and because it grows
freely at least for a time in pastures
along with grasses it ought to be
Erown with these as a4 rule, when
grown for pasture. Bu! except in the
white variety it will not maintain it-
self very long in pastures. The small
white variety will maintain itself in-
definitely It has peculiar adaption
for being grown along with blue grass,
The latter grows up qulekly in the
spring and then takeés a rest while the
summer suns wax warm It Is dur-
ing this rest period of growth in the
blue grass that the white clover is
most in .evidence. Alsike clover is
more enduring than the common red
or the mammoth, at least on most
solls,

The advantage from growing clo-
vers amid grasses in order to furnish
pastures are, first, that they add to
the producing power of the pastures,
especially during the first season of
grazing; second, that they prolong the
season of good grazing throughout the
several months of the growth period
of the year; adn third, that they fur-
nish nutriment to the garsses when
they have died, and, therefore, in this
way also, they add to the producing
power of pastures,

Under some conditions of growth
harm may result from their presence
in pastures. This may follow when
the clover is present in excess the

first year that the pastures are laid |
down, It may grow 8o thick and rank-
ly as to crowd out some of the grass-
€s, at least in portions of the pasture,

It may also follow from the tendency
in clover when ve succulent te pro-
duce bloat On the other hand the
presence of the grasses will hbe a
safeguard agalinst bloat to the extent
of almost entirely ellminating the
danger T!w tendency in green clover
to produle bloat, however, is much

less than in green alfalar

From what has been sald it will be |

apparent that in pastures of any con-
siderable permanency, the aim should
be to sow clover, if for no other rea-
son than to Increase the grazing the
first year. e aim should be, also,
to sow severgl varleties of clover in
the same, as these come into season
for grazing more or legs at different
times. But there may be occasion
when clover only should be sown to
provide grazing, as when for instance,
the pastures la)t -but one year,

Clover. pasture i= nuwitious and 1t
is rich in protein. This
daapts it to ¢ sh grax for grow-
ing animals and for cows in milk. It
is not possible to have too much of
this beneficial food plant on farms
where it grows succeéssully.—Thomas
Shaw in the Dakota Farmer,

LONG AND SHORT HAUL.

Commerce Commission for Strict En-
forcement of Provision,

Washington, D. C, Oect. 21.-In a
formal order issued late vesterday,
the interstate commerce commission
announced its intention to administer
strictly section four, the long and
short haul provision of the recently
amended Interstate commerce act,
The order was the outgrowth of a
hearing held by the committee two
weeks ago on the matter of the ap-
plication of interstate carriers gen-
erally for relief under the long and
short haul provision.

By the terms of the order there
will be no change in the existing stat-
us or in the present rights of carriers
until February 17, 1911. They may
file with the commission such changes
in rates and tariffs as ondinarily would
be filed in the course of their business
under the present rate basis or ad-
justments,

The commission announces that it
does not necessarily approve, through
this permission, anyv rates or fares
that may be filed, all of them being
held subject te complgint investiga-
tion na,d if necessary, to correction,

One Gun Keeps Off Indians,
Previous to the coming of the rail-
way a small military post had been
established here, but as there was no
reason why the place should prove at-
tractive for resldence, very few availed
themselves of the protection from In-
dians which the fort offered. The place
was really never a fort, though it re-
celved the name of Fort Worth be-
cause it was thought a fort would
some time be built. The post consisted
of a few rough stockades, and old-
timers say,, it had one gun, which,
though small, was noisy -enough to
frighten any adventurous Indians.
hen the first merchants started
stores here they did business in houses
constructed as cheaply as possible, for
no one believed the town would
amount to anything as soon as the
rallway moved further west Dallas
was only 32 miles away to the east,
with a population which was large
for that day, and a little to the west
was the frontier town of Weatherford
with almost 1000 popunlation, ready to
kko Fort Worth's business away as
as the rallway gave it an op-
Dott\lllw.

The question with the prospective
buyer of a farm is, can I make It pay
S0 as to be able to buy such luxuries
as please my individual tastes? That
depends a little on your tastes, of
course, Some people have tastes that
no income will meet. But §f you will
be content h a modern house,
equipped In equally fine style with
the reasonably well-to-do eity man,
with a good plano, a library of stan-
dard works, such convenlences as
bath rooms with hot and cold water,
furnace heat, gas or eeletric lights,
an automobile and general surround-
ings In keeping with these things, the
answer would be yes This answer
is confidently given because so many
have provem t problem to be true.

But you must buy carefully and
you must cuitivate vour farm wisely,
after you get it. Slip-shod farming
methods have gone out of style, With
all the fertllity and wonderful cli-
matic advantages of the southwest,
the best results require the application
of brains and energy. There are new
sts of rules to follow. The agricul-
tural college, the experimental farm,
and, the father of all these, the Unjt-
ed States department of agriculture,
are ready to tell any aspiring hus-
bandman how to proceed. Even the
merest novice cannot fail if he will
try to learn how. The city man who
will devote a little time to study is
likely to outstrlp his country neigh-
hor, hecause not all the country tillers
of the soll are willing to take to
“hook Jearning” in connection with
their work. They are too much in-
wlined to farm as their fathers farm-
ed, and that was before the new fan-

Texas Has No Fear of Running Ont
of Nature's Bounties,

San Antonio, Tex., Oct. 20 —Signif-
icant figures w hlf‘h g0 to show that
80 far as Texas is concerned there
is little fear of exhausting her natur-
al resources for many generations to
come, have been issued by Dr. Wm

D. Phillips, director of the bureau of

etonomic geology of the University of
Texas.

In a statement of the coal resources
of this state he says: “The latest es-
timate of the original supply of but-
uminous coal in Texas show that we
have §,000,000,000 tons and of lignite
23.000,000,000 tons or a total fuel
supply of 31,000000,000 tons, 1 we
allow that eaich ton of fuel mined rep-
regsents a loss of one and one-half
tons, the loss of coal and lignite is
27,209,376 tons, an significant pro-
forurm of the original supply. Dur-

the last 26 wyears the of fuel
hn been so small, compared with the
ogirinal supply, as to be quite negli-

A Wyoming correspondent writes to
Wallaces' Barmer
“Will you please give me the rela-
tive value of sugar beets and corn for
fattening hogs, The hogs are on al-
falfa. Corn is worth $1.30 per hun-
dreweight, and beets $5 per ton.”
Sugar beets are not valuable feed
for fattening hogs Thelr composi-
tion is much the same as silage, con-
taining as they do in every 100 pounds
1.1 pounds of protein, 10.2 pounds of

fat. Corn is over seven times as rich
in proteln, six times as rich in carbo-
hydrates, and forly thmes as rvich in
at Judging from the composition,
300 pounds of corn should be equiva-
lent as a fattening food to a ton of
sugar heets Sugar beets, however,
have a value due to their palatability
and succulence, which their composi-
ton does not Indleate; but their great
bulk makes them rather an unsuitable
feed for the limited digestive system
of the hog
