The to­
tal at tha five leading prim ary m ar­
kets Is 74.000 and la 11.000 leas than 
for tha asms day last week but toOO 
m ore than a  year ago. At thia m ar­
ket the rrcelpiB were about 3800 and 
were cluae to 1800 mure than were 
here last Monday but about the same 
as a  year ago.

In the local eupply for today there 
was more o f  a showing o f steers that 
have been on feed than have been 
com ing fo r  lume time and am ong 
them  were a few' o f  quite good qual­
ity  although nothing on the prime or 
fant.'y order. The arrivals o f wewterns 
was proportionally large but there 
were several hutda o f them direct 
from  another m arket to a packer. The 
m arket fo r  a ll grades o f  stock waa 
alow in getting started and while 
there wits a feeling that the trade 
ought to show some strength the best 
the selling interest could do was to 
start the ntarket on a steady basis for 
the mure attractive grudea o f beef 
cattle while fo r  the com moner and 
cheaper priced kinds It waa a  slow 
deal at all times and any change In 
prices was toward a  lower level. This 
extended to westerns ns well as to the 
native contingent. The best fed ca t­
tle here were o f the grades that sell 
around 18.76 and sales o f  the fat 
dressed beef grades o f steers were on 
a basis o f 83.76 6  6.40 fo r  the bulk 
but with some o f the less a ttrsc live  
kllletrs go ing at and under 13.60. It 
wus late In the forenoon before the 
range contingent got to m oving to the 
Bcalea and prices were steady to easier 
with the best grades selling on a basis 
o f  1 6 .2 6 9 6 .26 , while the commoner 
grades went at $4.6006.00.

sm.ill supply o f  fat stock, less than 
100 out o f  the tulul supply bsing fit 
fo r slaughter. Trade assumed a fa ir 
amount o f activity  within the opening 
hours, early sklrmlohes through the 
pens convincing buyers that supply 
carried no excessive proportion o f 
k iller gra<tes and sellers experienced 
no trouble in making early cloaran es, 
the small supply o f good kinds being 
well out o f tlrsl hands before noon. 
Hellers were bullish in their demands, 
but 'packers would tint respond and 
final clearances were made at steady 
prices com pared with the close last 
week. I>emand fo r  feevlers dhl not 
show much Improvement, although 
country ibuycrs were m ore plentiful 
than on the opening day last week. 
However, they were more discrim inat­
ing In m aking selections and on early 
rounds were demanding coin esslotis 
before they would operate with 
enough libera lity  to decrease supplies 
to any extent. Sellers would not a c  
cept low er prices and there waa not 
much to the early trade, although a 
stronger demand developed later In 
the day and final elearances were good 
with prices uneven.

Farm er* In Oklahoma Net Very l l lg l i

McPherson. Okla., Oct. 2 4.— Loads 
o f broom corn are coming Into Mc­
Pherson every day. And broom com  
is quite an item  In McPherson county, 
when It Is rememl>er*«l that 3440 acres 
were planted to Hie brush last year 
and It represents In Its harvest not 
leas than $64,440 to the farmers o f 
this county-

The acreage this season Is much 
larger than It was last year; In fact, 
a safe esUimate la that It Is tw ice as 
large. Ow ing to the fullare o f -wheat, 
constderahle ground was planted to 
the future ibrontn stand, and In this 
way makes up fo r  much o f the de­
ficiency In wheat.

Another factor, however. Is the fab ­
ulous price which prei'alled in the 
m arkets last season. The article went 
soaring around th * $244 mark, and It 
looked as a m ighty profitable business 
to Invest rich ly this season. This has 
brought on a reaction, and leas, no 
doubt, w ill be sowed next year. It  is 
claimed that larga brnomcorn raisers 
have studied this carefully and taken 
advantage o f  this up-and-down fluL-tu- 
ation In the amount planted.

The price o f tha brush varies at 
pretens from  $40 for the crooked to 
$130 fo r  the straight, thus running on 
the average nearly $124 per ton.

There la h ird ly  a Missourian who 
would not as quickly dlspena- with hla 
daily meat snd bread as do without a 
regulaj- supply o f potatoes and yet 
only a few  really know that nearl> all 
tuliers consiime<l here are gr-twn at 
home and are not Imported from  Ire­
land, where, as the common belief Is. 
they are grown by a man named Mur- 
uhv.

In 1949 the farmers o f  Missouri—  
not Ireland— raised a  total o f 7.4*9.- 
444 bushels uf ;>utHl<.e« snd sent moat 
o f the crop to market where they 
brought the average wholesale price 
o f  47 cents per bushel. A  f.^:t worth 
resnemtierlng la that most o f the fo r ­
mers who raised this vast aupply o f 
tubers are not Irish, but German. At 

' the prk-e given per bushel the crop 
' was worth 15.013.440. which Is more 

than enough to bulM .Missouri's pro- 
pu*.x) new state capItol. In fact. If 
a ll the money rc e lv e d  for the "M ur- 
phvs”  o f 1909 was put to that use 
there would still remain 813.440. 
which sum could he used In erecting 
a n*w szeciitive mansion, a struct-jre 
also budly needed, and completely 
furnish It.

Many («re.-n i*otalo<«<.
How many city  people have ever 

heard o f "g reen " poialiies, and yet 
thut Is the ahai>e thousands o f bushels 
leave the state In. first for the mar­
kets o f the north, east and west, and 
finally fo r  the "new  potato" section* 
o f the south. M'hllc not exactly of 
the color mentioned they are In the 
"g reen " stage, being young, fresh and 
tender. They are riisheil out from  the 
"O rrlck  d istrict" o f  .Missouri In fast 
trains as "perishable fru it." and when 
they reach their far away destination, 
sell fo r  a fancy prk-e.

_  O f the 1809 crop 2.138.553 bushels 
went from  the producing counties by 
raHroad* as surplus and, on reai-hing 
the market, sold for $1,368,874, ac­
cording to return* made to Supervis­
ing Statistician A. T  Elniunston of 
tha labor bureau. The remainder o f 
the year’s production was sent to 
local markets, generally In w.ygons. 
save the few  bushels each fanner 
kept fo r  home use.

W h ile tha Orrlck district o f  Ray 
county, hawted a few  milea east of 
Kansas C'H.v, north o f the Missouri 
rtver Is the center o f  the potato In­
dustry o f this state, producing more 
bushels per a«-re than any other sec­
tion. yet the truck farmers o f  St. 
Louis county, who number m.xny hun­
dred. placeil the largest amount on 
the market, whk-h market hap|>ens to 
lie the city o f  St. loiuis. In all In 
1949 they hauled out and sold. 468.- 
440 buehels valued at 1340.096. The 
Orrk-k district, which la a section 
o f land about th irty miles long and 
fou r miles wide, shipped nut 333.976 
bushels, valued at 3313.745. Bu­
chanan county Is credited with a  crop 
o f 350.040 bushels o f  potatoes, v«lue<I 
at 3160.400. Other counties are large 
producers, especially Jackson, Greene, 
Pettis and Jasper, but their railroad 
Shipments are small, the annual crop 
o f potatoes being consumed In their 
cities and towns.

A fte r  g iv in g  the above information 
the Red Book solioquizea further on 
this subject with:

"There  1*  no reason why Missouri 
should not have an annual potato crop 
which Is twice or three time* as large 
as •was the one o f 1909. Many large 
markets are close at hand, consisting 
o f Ht. T.kvii1s, Kansas City. Ht. Joseph. 
Htirlngflcld and about twenty other 
citle* and towns, all located In the 
state, and always ready to pay a fa ir 
prk-e for good -potatoes.

Missouri Potatoes In ncniaiiil.
•The yield In the Orrlck district 

averages about 110  bushels to the 
acre, but on some farms 240 bushels 
are often harve«ted. In 1895 many 
acre* yielded 400 bushels, but that 
year was very favorable for potatoes. 
The harvest In Missouri commences 
about June 25. Many carloads o f po­
tatoes. dug up "g reen ," are shipped 
to northern states toward the end o f 
June, where they bring good price*. 
Toward the end («f August the Orrlck 
potatoes are sent Into the southern 
states."
