with former daya o f the week but tho 
total la atm larccr than the demand, 
o f the packera are caltlnc fur at thl. 
Ibne. In fact Uiere la \ery little de­
mand and none that la actually ur- 
■eiit. Kor the week to date there lia. 
been an tnerenae of 13.000 In the to­
tal at five market pulnta compared 
with last wek and the total of 188,000 
la 12,000 lariter than for the aainc 
time la.t year. At the local point 
there la a ahorla«e o f 3100 comimred 
with laat week, but It la the total at 
leadlDf poinu that makes the mar­
ket.

The local aupply thl. mornlnit was 
not large but the opening demand 
was without urgency and the trade 
■was alow and late In getting started 
There were a few load, of fairly gooil 
abort fetl .teer. among the .uppllea 
but nothing on tho atrlctly good fully 
fat order. Tho steer buyer, wore late 
In getting Into the yitrd. and when 
they did go out they bid weak price, 
on a iMi.t. of late decline* and did not 
oare whether they got cattle or not 
gt the ‘bid., but later took hold 
freely a . a steady basis of prices. 
In a general wuy price, for 
beef steer, of all grades are IS 
to 26 cent, lower than 'at the start 
of the week wltlh the forty to elxty 
day fed steers i^ e tln g  tho most of 
the decline. There was nothing here 
good enough to aeil above Ihe 86.0U 
mark and the bulk of the steers here 
sold In a range of 86.25 it: 5.30. The 
market was dlscouraglrgly dull all 
day and a clearunce w;is not made un­
til late In Ihe afternoon. There Is 
nothing In sight )>roml.ing early im­
provement In the trade as the country 
seems determined on shoving off cat­
tle at a time of year when there le 
never a big demand, for the reason 
lihaj the packers »?way* have big sup­
plies of range beef on hand at this 
season and the ipoiiltry season is also 
a bear argument. There were a few 
range <«ttlo hare and the market for 
them Wa. fully n* .«low a-s for the na­
tive granles.

There eras a furthsr sharp shrink­

age In hog values this morning and It 
now looks as though the 68.00 mark 
had gone gllinmerkig for the imme­
diate future. Tlie fnll crop o f hogs 
seems to have t>een started to market 
and pac kers are pounding prices suc- 
cussfully. They are taking It off In 
chunks and not letting the seller have 
any quarter. Kor the week to date 
the total suitply at the live leading 
market points la 186,000 and shows 
an Increase of 39.900 over the ttrst 
half of last week but the number ls 
still slightly under a year ago. At 
the luial market the total fur the half 
week Is double that o f the aitme time 
laat week but slightly leas than a year 
ago.

At the start this morning the pawk- 
ers bkl 20 to 25 cents lower than tha 
market of yesterday for all grades 
and weights of h<igs and were able 
to ewtabllrih the market at a 15 to 25 
cent reduction with the bulk of the 
sales showing a 20 cent roluetton. 
In this sweeping decline o f tlie past 
few daya there has been a marked 
narrowing down In the range o f pri­
ces end the bulk o f all weights todao' 
sold within a 15 cent ranire. whereas 
a week ago there was a spread o f 40 
cents In the bulk with the light 
weights selling at the top of the range. 
Tha market had fair activity and a 
big volume of husinean was done be­
fore the noon hour.

Fresh supply of 4800 sheep and 

lambs tiMlay added to a string o f 450 
western feeder oflerlngs held over 
from yesterday's m.irket made a total 
o f around 5200 on sale today, bring­
ing the supply for the half week up 
to 7566 as compared with' *3*3 for 
the like period a week agu and 6236 
for the coiresponding lime a year 
ago. Total count of marketings at 
the live market* for the week to date 
gives an aggregate of 296,000 as com­
pared with 225,400 a week ago ajkl 
131,000 a year ago. liargcst portion 
of today's aupidy au.s from western 
raiiges. only two decks of natlre o f­
ferings being Includeil In the day's 
rivelpts. litunhs predominated, about 
two-thirds of the day's supply being 
these kinds. Tho market was slow 
to open. Buyers claimed that their 
orders were to buy on a lower busts, 
nud their efforts were directed that 
w.iy from the start. Ueports of lib­
eral Biii>pUi“«  and lower openings at 
outside market* proved a stimulant 
to the he.irl9h sentiment prevailing 
and on first round* bid* were any­
where from twenty-live to fifty eent* 
lower, however, seller* were not dis­
posed to grant such sharp reductions 
preferring to wait until they got more 
definite Imformatlon before they 
would relinqulah holdings, and as a 
result very little actual trading was 
done during the forenoon; however, 
later In the day a fair amount o f ac­
tivity developed with the bulk o f the 
sales being made on a 35 to .50 cent 
lower basis comt»are«l with yesterday.

At this ineiting were 
present deputies or amlssaries from 
the Ituwian colonies in Fiuie.iaJa slid 
Canada, and a representative of sev­
eral thuuoiuid Hiisslans now on their 
way to l.os Angeles from the fathor- 
lund. It was unanimously agree ! that 
no further eotnmuiilatk' ventures 
would be made In Jlexku, despite the 
fact tliat the Dias government is ex­
ceedingly well dlspisn-d toward the 
Russians and has offered them land 
and subsklies of other kinds.

ObJ<*ftloila lu .Yfcxlco.
ITie chief oblcrtion to .Mexico is 

the high duty on agricultural machin­
ery which adds from 25 to 40 per 
cent to the cost of farm Implaments 
and supplies which are bought for the 
must part In Lais Angeles by the 
Russian colonies In Mexk'O.

Ke(>reeentatl\es o f the large Can­
adian colony i l̂so reported that they 
ware desirous o f finding a climate 
more favorable to agricultural pur­
suits than the colder ime of the Do­
minion.

This would bring lO.uUO Riisslana 
from Canada to this state; that num­
ber would be augmented by perhaiw 
2000 from this clt.v and several ihou- 
oand now en route from Russia, m. k- 
Ing one of Ihe largest loinmunltle* 
of Ita kind In the I'nited ><tates. ^

.A curious and mildy amusing fea­
ture o f the meeting was the recital 
of exploring ad\>ntures by the Molo- 
kan colonlets from the coinmnnitles 
in and near Ensenada, There are 
several thousaiMl Moloknns in these 
two colonies and all of them are sing­
ularly antiquated In their methoiis 
and way*. -As a result of their old- 
fttwhltuied tradition* they decided to 
send out emlsoarles In search of new 
territory, much In the manner of 
Abraham during BHdical times. Four 
men were selected from each colony 
and divided Into two jiartlea. One of 
these jicrtles *tarle«l for Sonora dis­
trict, about 1990 mile* away, and the 
other was dls|iatche-l for Durango 
district, about 1500 miles dLstant from 
the common starting point. They had 
horses and provision wagoiwi. but 
their supply was scanty an<l their 
route ted through deserts. forests, 
swamps and mountain* almost Im- 
p:i« sable.

Eiuliircil Yiiiiiy llanl'-liip-*.
During their search for the prom­

ised land these two parties endureil 
terrible hardships, three of their 
horses dleil. one of the w;igons was 
demoltehed, nnd a number of the men 
almost perished o f fever. At the 
meeting they dellvere<l themseRes Ui 
the Russkin tongue of fervent equiv­
alents of "never ag iln " and deckled 
that aouthern California was Just 
about right for the contemplated new 
colony.

The Russian community ne:tr Santa 
Barbara will probably he started dur­
ing the early part o f 1911. a* a good 
deni o f •preliminary pr«i>aratlon la 
necessary before Uie tiig venture I* 
tliially launched.

This colony will be composisl of 
noukitbours and Molokans a* well as 
Rjsslan* of Ihe Greek chimb. The 
former class are followers of Count 
I-eo Tolstoy and bolleve, in the equit­
able division o f proi>erty. They are 
more ixp-todafe and Intelligent than 
the Molokan.s. but all three classes as­
similate and co-operate well ami have 
got along together In perfect harmony 
In other colonies.

There Is now a small mixed -olony 
of >10*1x01 In Kern county which will 
he greatly enlarged In the near fu­
ture. but It seems likely that the S.xn- 
t «  Ikvrbara county community will be­
come and remain the largest in .Amer­
ica,

The gull la not 
exactly a sbow-me bird. It will swal­
low anything; and It Is not at all diA 
criminating. No duubt the verb "gull'* 
comes from such a source, and this 
flock that accompanied Aviator Cur- 
Uaa were quite gullibln enough to be­
lieve that they had discovered a new 
apecles in the ethnological world. 
Where genuine terror among the feath­
ered tribe will be spread la tn the 
poultry yard; since n more kite over- 
head startles hoarse crioa from the 
patriarch of the hennery, and Inapirea 
a wild scuttling to shelter by his en­
tire snmgllo, an aeroplane might eeo- 
lly reeult tn his simply talllag la a 
dead faint with fright.

Hints for Anglers.
The new motto of the dry-fly pnriets, 

"Watch the wait.”  reminds a writer 
In the London Qlobe of other angling 
mottoes of past times. Walton hlni- 
aelf provided an admirable motto for 
the brotherhood of anglers In his part­
ing words. “ Study to be quiet."

I do not know the 
origin of the motto on the book-plate 
of the Fly-Fishers’ Club library, ”Pls- 
cator non solum poscatur," but It Is a 
happy thought and happily expressed.
