Two day* of <|iilte heavy iiiarkelliig 
of cattle at this point was followed t>y 
moderate receljits l<ala). The supply 
o f 1.7'00 hand was incalerate for a 
mid-week seaalon. although showing 
■ n Increase over the Ccielpts for laat 
Wednesday and tho corresponding day 
a year ago. Combined marketing-' at 
the live leading puknis aggregated *4,- 
400, a smell Increase over a week 
ago. P'or the expired half of the week 
IcK'ul receipts are approxHnateb' 3,4 00 
In ex e«s of arrivals few the name pe­
riod last week and this lnc)re«se prac­
tically -repronenls the gain in total i 
Buppllee at the Hve leading maiireta 
over last week, the run In round llg- 
nres being 107,400 this week as com­
pared with 103,300 for the llrst three 
days lust week. Tiie movement of 
rattle contlrrue* of larger volume than 
a year iigo. the gain at live maa'ketn 
this week over the corresponding days 
last year being approximately IS.OOO 
head.*

Oeiieral recelpta here today -were 
made np largely uf fat steers. While 
plain to good etrers predominated 
there wan a showing of the choicer 
grade*, offerings including some of 
the best heavT cattle seen here In re­
rent weeks from Kansas feedlots. 
The price ratige between mediocre 
and strk-tly good long fed stuff oon- 
tlnura very narrow 4>ut It has been 
noted recently that buyers are show­
ing more dtsi-rlmlnstlon In favor of the 
good quallticd coltle whk-h are real­
ly proving cheaper on the hooks tlmn 
the plainer kinds. Kxport demand 
Is showing some enlargement accord­
ing to eastern advices and New York 
Is taking more of the good cattle at 
western markets than a short time 
ago, yesterday's $8.10 heeves on this 
market llndlng outlet through a Neiv 

i"^(f7k buyer. While these evidences 
of enlarged outlet ar* encou-vaglng, 
the general demand Is none too broad 
and Chicago reported a weak and 
lower trade thle morning on a run of 
19.000 cattle.

Koports of weakness at other points 
Claused the lo<ul trade to open rather 
slow, but heavy fUle also had a ten­
dency to check tree bidding on the 
•arly ronnde. However, buyers had 
a place fur all the rattle offered and 
when the market got under way It 
was at prices well maintained with 
the level of the -previous day.

.Market had good action, once a 
trading ibssis was reached and the 
mederute auiiph- wae qnlckly cleaned 
up. Hteady prices were the general 
rule, although there were weak spots 
on heavy kinds. Two loads of choice 
Kansas fed steers, weighing 1531 to 
137'* pounds, made |* 1-0, the extreme 
top ftulk o f all the steers sold at 
$3.36«5 16.

to a discassion of the general prob­
lem of •|ixw-off" buying In Its rela­
tion to the eommerclal egg. but sim­
ply to desi-rlbe a system of marketing 
which Is In successful iqieratlon ami 
w-hich seems to he accomplishing this 
result.

The maj-keting of eggs In this par­
ticular Instance Is accomplished 
through a creamery In Ihe northern 
part of .Minnesota. HecniiHo of the fm-t 
tliat farmers must take their milk or 
ciream to the creamery at frequent and 
regular intervals, it is an agency es­
pecially well suitvvl to obtaining the 
egg in a fresh condition from the 
farmer A., It secm.s that there must be 
other creameries ati situated that they 
eoiild readily put their eggs directly 
In the hands of a retailer In a fair- 
sized city wlD'' only a short shipment 
It seems well to desi ribe the methods 
used In this case. The volume of eggs 
handled In this wav would, of course. 
probaiMy never he<-ome so great as to 
make them a factor In the mass of 
eggs now handU-d comunerx-lally.

As stated before, the eggs are 
brought by the fiirtjver droctly to the 
ereamery when bringing his milk. 
While this p-artlcnlar creamery Is 
privately owned. It Is essentially co­
operative, In that Its owner imhI man­
ager is a far-Highled hiisinesa man. 
with other Interests In the vtllage. and 
he sees that Ihe Increased .agricul­

Thera are three way* to put cow- 
peaa In with the corn ciop. One is to 
bruadcast the seed at the laat t-iilUva- 
tlon. riding through usually on hort-e- 
back.

Thir method is batter 
than the first, but It has a number of 
dleadvautage*. The third method is 
to plant the cow-pt-as in the bill with 
the corn. In order to do this success- 
fully, one must uae a planUr with a 
fertilizer attachment, or, a. some of 
the newer machine., a regular cowpea ' 
attachment. Th l. Is the simplest 
method, and the results from it have'# I
bee-n great enough to Justify Its use.
