Another moilerate supply of cattle 

came in this morning. l.aOO head lie- 
Ing tha popular eatiniute. A week 
ago 2̂.020 registered and on the corre- 
spoiidliig day a year ago arrivals num­
bered l.tSt. At the five markets 
combined receipts totaled 22,800, 2.200 
more than last Tuexday and about 
that many more than showed up on 
the corresponding day lust year.

A better feeling pervaded the trade 
In beef steers right from the start. 
CMttle oame In thirsty and accumulat­
ed a good nil when given access to 
water but this fuel did not serve to 
delay bilaiiieaa to a very great extent. 
The full buying contingent was out In 
the yards at an early hour and while 
there was Some attempt at time kill­
ing the market got under way >n good 
season. After supplies started moving 
toward the scales the market took 
on an active appearance and the pens 
were well cleared before the noon 
hour. I'rlces were steady to strong 
aa a general rule, with some of the 
mure tavored kludw hitting a 5 ti IBc 
higher level comparing with the bulk 
of trading yealerday.

The better uualitled corn fed steers 
got beat action, plain light stuff on the 
short fed order, along with anything 
oil the grassy order selling about the 
same as on the .previous day. The 
spread between plain and well flntsh- 
ed beeves, recently very narruw, 
shows a widening tendency. O-rass 
cattle from the southwest are showing 
up In increaelng turnvbers at some of 
the southern maylc«ts, although com 
j>a.ratlc,gly few have reached this point 
up to datk. Home of the iwtive cattle 
arriving, however, are beginning to 
show the effects of. running on grass 
and these wse rfloaiiiiH a slow, dla- 
orlminatlng demand.

Steers lorbied the big end of the 
general cattle supply on sale at these 
(yards today, yunllb ' was on the fair 
to good opdbr, nothing strictly choice 
being offered. Hales Included a prtttt.y 
useful class of beeves at tS 
awhile the hulk of the cvrop was made 
up of grades imlable In a spread of
