The small quota of stackers and 

feeders Included in today's cattle sup­
ply changed hands readily at prices 
that shuwe-d no muterl-al change In 
the pries schedule, although under­
tone exhl4)lted signs of strength nnd 
tendency of i-alues was to seek a 
higher level. Competition for the 
few  odd lo ll of stock steers scattered 
around through the yards wras brisk 
and movement toward the scales was 
started at a comparatively early hour. 
Country demand has pk-ked up eoti- 
slderably In volume during the last 
couple o f days, the resitlt of recent 
ralna. which has greatly benellted 
pastures in the corn belt. I.ocal deal­
ers are having a hard time In keeping 
a reserve supply of cattle on hand, us 
outside buyers are taking cattle as 
fast as they aocunvulate; In fact, some 
of ttie big dealers are complaining 
as to the light supplies coming in nnd 
say that more cattle of the light and 
medium weight Stocker variety could 
be used.

Carbon disulphide or gasollna 
is poured over tba sawdust dissoly. 
tng tbe turpentine and resin, which 
pass off aa gases Into a coll of pipes 
leading to a tank. The process Is 
similar to tbe distillation of sugar. 
The wood pulp rem&lna, free from 
pitch and suitable for tha raanufac-1 
ture of paper. The present method of 
dietlllatlon leaves tbe pulp In tbe form 
of charcoal.
