Prefseeer Sargant Bays Bhs Is of Low- 
sr Ordar Than Man— Has Not 

Otvaloped aa Rapidly.

Boston.— That woman la a lower or­
der of being than men and that she 
has not developed so rapidly from tha 
barbaric state as man Is tha latest as­
sertion by Prof. Dudley A Sargent, 
head of tbe department of pbyeical 
culture at Harvard, and well known 
as a writer upon subjects pertaining 
to woman's developmsnt.

Are women conelltiitlonally tougher 
than manT This Is the question upon 
which Doctor Sargent was aaksd to 
pass Judgment. It waa also a question 
which was brought up by Prof John 
M. Tyler of Amherst at the maeting 
of the American Physical Education 
association.

"It la a question which la difficult 
to answer," declared Doctor Sargent, 
“perhaps becausa tbs word ‘tough’ la 
one capable of so many interpreta­
tions. Taken in tb* sense of meaning 
more enduring. I should ba Inclined to 
believe that women were In that re­
gard superior to men

“ It stands to reason that sines they 
are constructed on a plan better 
suited to cope with physical forces of 
a certain kind, they should ba able to 
withstand conditions which man. who 
Is built with an entirely dissimilar ob­
ject In view, !a unable to contend 
with.

"Briefly, we may say that woman Is 
nearer the aavaga atata. Her devel­
opment Is more primitive than man's. 
Just as the Indian la mors primitive 
than a white man.

"Woman being biologically mora of 
a barbarian than a man, she has 
greater proportion of physical endur­
ance. She can undergo many strains 
that a man can not.

"Women accumulats energy while 
men expend It. Women have been 
davaloping tbalr muscles whila men 
have been developing their brains.”

Tne first slep in belter cream 
quality In hoi wnatber la to separate 
the milk tinmedialely —as soon aa It Is 
milk Start tba aeparatoi' aa soon 
as a faw rows have been milked, ao 
that the milk does not stand around 
warm any lunger than absolutely nee- 
esoery Every five minutes that fresh 
milk stands In warm weather makes 
a great difference In the length of 
time the cream will keep. The t>ac- 
teria multiply like the coat of aboelni 
aa horse when the price das doubled 
for each nail

.lust as soon aa the cream it aepa 
rated It should t>e cooled Cooling 
doean't mean merely setting away In 
a cool lellar. especially If there te a 
large amount of It Effectual cool 
Ing must be done by running water or 
by the nse of one of the ‘ aerators" 
of whh h there are many on tbe mar­
ket. One o f these Is not expentiye, 
and It will help a great deal Tbe 
cieam should be kept, for best re- 
sul's. at about 50 degrees Fahren­
heit.

Setting gway In a large can Is a 
very poor way to cool cream If a 
tbermomeier I* used to heap a record 
o f the actual temperatures. It will be 
seen that by this method tbe cream la 
nor really cooled for a long time Suer 
it is set away And this time I* when 
the germs grow more rapidly and 
eventually cause the bad flavors and 
many other butter troubles.

Never mix warm cream with cold 
Tbs reason is I hat the cold cream will 
be warmed and tbe germt will bare 
a chance tu work again Cool tba 
fresh cream In a aepai'ate ran and 
then mix them

There Is alwavs much difficulty in 
keeping > ana clean and sweet In very 
hot wealtber. I'his trouble will cease 
If Ibe tana ara waab-d with eoroe 
good cleanser and then scalded— 
really scalded with boiling hot water 
Then they should be set out In tbe 
sun In a clean place to drv out There 
should be no difficulty in keeping 
them sweet. This la another large 
factor In gi>od cream.

In hauling rresm to the station and 
shipping It to the creamers there are 
piany trials. Some way should be de 
vised to keep tbe can out of tbe sun 
while It la being hauled. Eithsr a 
covered wagon cp ^ blanket drap- 
ped around the can will ba effective 
There are some placst where they 
have regular quilted Jacket! for the 
cream cam. These are wet when the 
cans leave the farm, and posalbly once 
or twice on the way. Then If ihe cans 
stand out on a railroad platform for 
two or three hours at noon, they will 
not be much heated up even If the 
thermometer is near the top.

Trenton, N. J.—Because of the »ro- 
rlaions of the will of tbe late Henry 
Sked it is likely that 117.000. the pro­
ceeds o f the recent sale of the Sked 
farms at Hokswell and Pennington, 
will be tied up In the court of chan­
cery for at least sixty years. A life 
Interest In the farms was Isft to Mrs 
Sksd and th# children, and upon 
their deaths were to go to the grand 
children.

"What elepa hax-e been taken 
looking towards the rebuilding of 
the capitol at the permanent seat 
of government?"

'If tbe state continues to In­
crease In weilth during thie decade 
as It did during tbe past, tbe prin­
cipal and Intereal should be liqui­
dated In ten anhual payments, or 
at a maximum coat of five million 
dollara— principal and Intereel."
