of oysters that 100 million a year |

would scarcely be missed if they were

removed, the expanse of water just
beyond the river's mouth is dotted
with oyster islands. As In the case of

the coral reefs, which on the seaward
glde may be covered with living, grow-
ing coral, live oysters thrive in the
same waters where the accumulation
of dead generations has served to
form the Islands.
