Ftor the 
labor of afllxlng etaiups to th eir enor­
mous mail n scesslta tes  In som« Anns 
the em ploym ent of a  special c lerica l 
staff

In th e pcstofficaa o f eotne countries 
steps In th is d irection have already 
been taken. H ere, for Instance, news­
papers and m .igasines are  mailed by 
th eir publishers In bulk without 
stam ps, and t t e  postage la paid In a 
lump sum of one re n t a  pound. Then, 
again, some firms th at send eut Isrge 
quantities e f  ctrru lara reg ister them­
selves under a  certa in  number at the 
poatofllce, their envelopes are  printed 
with this nam ber and the d rru la r i  so 
mailed are paid for In bulk. In Ba­
varia large consignm ents of le tters 
m sy merely be pos* marked by ma­
chinery and sent without su m p s, the  
postage fee being paid In a  lump sum 
at the tim e of mailing. It Is iiald that 
since February' 1, IklO, this system  
has saved the Bavarian postofllre the 
expense for peper and the printing 
cost for 10,000,000 stam ps

A w riter In the 1'mr.chau, a Ger­
man publication, suggests a further d e­
velopment of this system  along the 
lines of a  m eter, like those used for 
w ater, gsa and e lectric ity , in which 
the le tters  would be placed and auto­
m atically sUm ped with a  postmark, 
th e  m achine recording each le tter so 
mailed. T hese m achines would ho In­
spected periodically and the bills col­
lected, Just as are those the con- 
sum er of gag or water.

MAKING RAIN WITH ROCKETS PARIS LIKES WHITE CANARY

■xpsrim enta Tried  W itk Conaiderabla
B uceets on a C offte Plantation In 

Bouthern India.

Expeiiraenta made to aacartaln 
w hether the diacherge o{ eiploaives 
during cloudy w eather produces rain­
fa ll are described in a  U tter from 
Ja m es S tan et.

"Borne years ago," he aaya, “an ex­
perim ent was tried in the Cuddapah 
d istrict of southern India with con 
sidereble success. I snn part owner 
of an esta te  In the Heramdlly hills, 
w b.ch Is situated In a  particularly 
dry sons. F o r  several seasons poor 
coffee crops w ithered away from lack 
of rain during Ju ly  and August.

"W hen 1 was vlaUliig the estate  in 
Ju ly , 1806, I noticed that heavy clouds 
gathered every afternoon and I 
thought th at If we had been in a 
position to Are ezpioaive rockets from 
the higbeet peak of the bills about 
4,300 feet, a shower of rain might 
have been produced.

" I  therefore arranged to have a 
supply of rcM'kets kept on the estate 
and tired off every afternoon at the 
rate  of one rtx-ket every live minutes, 
but only when the condition of the 
atm osphere waa such that heavy ruin 
threatened on all sidea.

"W hether rain has fa llen  in re 
spoDse to these explosives or not the 
fa c t em alns tb a t ever since we flrs' 
tried  the experim ent we h are  been 
fortunate enough to catch auffleUnt 
m oisture to enable the crops to sur­
vive the drought."

F iring Into the clouds with th e ob­
je c t  of causing rain was practiced for 
several years In southern O erm anr, 
Bw ltacrland and France, but seem s to 
have been abandoned tom e tim e ago. 
T he Idea was to protect th e  vineyards 
and o ther cultivations from damage 
by hailstones, it being thought that 
by the dlocbarge of large guns rain 
would fall and tb a t the danger from 
hallstorm a would be averted.—London 
Daily Mall.

ATetiaa.— Prof Prlrbram 's experi­
ments In artiflcinily creating new spe­
cies of animal life  are bound to at­
tract the  deep Interest of acU-ntlsta all 
over the world.

At the Biological Inatttute here Prtx- 
bram baa made certain  Uiards produce 
living young Instead of laying eggs. 
He baa ettsb lished  tbe poeaiblllty of 
changing, on a  preconceived plan, the 
color of anim als, tbe  form of the 
wings of Insects very low In the scale, 
and tb e  structure of tb clr skin. He 
has produced these cbangew by apply­
ing high tem peratures to the crea- 
turee be experim ented on, and tbelr 
young have Inherited theee changes.

Prof. Poch, tbe great biologist and 
ethcologlat. aeyt In an Interview, tbat 
th ere  are now no fixed rigid form s of 
anim al life ; man can change them In 
a methodical, scientific way, thus open­
ing vast poeelbliltiee of Improving and 
ennobling tbe human race.

T be pioneers In th s wonderful work 
are Prof. Loeb of the t'n lv ersity  of 
California and Luther Burbank, and, 
where they have abown the way. Prof. 
Prlxbram  has been dlligenUy foilowiug 
with wonderful succees.

Position In Front Rank of 
Naval Pow tra.

London.— T be development by the 
Ja p a n ete  of tbelr naval resources 
since tbe end of tbe war with Uussla 
la a sub ject about which not muc h In­
form ation of an authentic character 
had le e n  divulged, but a Hood ot light 
was abed upon the m atter In tbe pa­
pers read by delegates trom Jap an at 
tbe International I'ongreas ot Naval 
.Arrhltecta, ju st beld lb London.

Hear Admiral .Vlotokl Kondo, tb e  Id- 
apectur-general of Jap an ese  naval con- 
xtructlcn. who cu ntrlbu leJ a paper on 
the prrgress of bis departm ent, dealt 
tlrat with tbe (o’j r  navy yarda, two of 
which, th. ê at Yokoei',ka and Kure. 
have launched eight armored abips 
since 19U&. It muat be rem em bered 
that before tbat year the largeat vea- 
rel built lb Jaium  waa a four-lbuuaand- 
ton protected cruiser

Yokosuka dockyard waa atarted In 
1m>5. and Ita tlrat dock opened In 18TU. 
Only woiMlen ships were built until 
1M>6. knd from that year until 1906 
only gunboats and sm all cruisers. T o ­
day tbe yard employs more than eight 
thousand men and occupies 116 acres, 
baring two large and three sm all 
building slips and four graving docks, 
ail ot which will take any warship 
afloat

Tbe Kure navy yard waa begun only 
lb lk89, but It DOW rivals the Yoko­
suka. having two large slips, besides 
sm aller ones for torpedo cra ft, and 
two graving docks, with two others 
under const rnetton. H ere guns and 
gun mournings are manufactured, tbe 
progress In output having been autn- 
rlent to supply tbe arm am ent of a l­
most all tbe warshl|>s built In late 
years. Kure also possesses steel and 
arm or plate works, tbe latter plant 
having been started tn 190} T b e ar­
mor Is made by a s|>eclal process de­
vised by Jap anese engineers, and baa 
given good results.

Tba two other navy yards, the 
Baaewo and tbe Matdzuru, are on n 
sm aller scale, being used for repair 
work and the construction of sm all i 
craft In addition, there are  now two , 
private sblpyarda capable of building 
armnrclads. oni at N agasaki, the other 
at Kcit>e Each has just received an 
order for a battle  cru iser sim ilar to 
tbe ship ordered tn England last year, 
while a fourth vessel of the tam e type 
la b’ltiding at Yokosuka.

In tbe course of hts paper on naval 
ei:glneerlng In Japan. R ear Admiral 
Terugoro Fu jll stated  that these four 
new battle  crulsora fitted with tur­
bines would have erg lnea ol 61,000 
horsepower. T b c lr  displacem ent Is to 
be 27.600 tons, and with tbelr high 
speed and gun power, when they are 
completed In 1914 tbey will m ake a 
potent f.ytng squadron tn tbe Haciflc. 
T he turbine has been adopted for all 
ahipt begun since 1905, some vessels 
being fitted with the Curtis turbine,  ̂
and utbars with that of tbe Parsons i 
type. The boilers In use In tbe Ja p ­
anese navy are of a new deeign, first 
tried in a cruiser In 1908. These 
“navy typ e" boilers, as tbey are 
called, will be Installed In tbe new 
battle  cruisers Previous arm orclads j 
built In Jap an had been fitted with | 
M lyabara boilers, the Invention of tbe | 
Jap anese admiral of that name.

Side bv aide with tb e  development  ̂
tn warship building capacity, mer- | 
chant sblp-bulldlng In Japan baa also 
made progreas, as la shown by t b e ' 
paper on this sub ject contributed by | 
tbe d irector of the m ercantile marine 
bureau. He begins by saving tbat In 
1863, when an American fleet, under 
Commodore Perry, appeared off tbe 
Jap anese coast, the sbogun'a govern­
ment waa surprised at the enormous 
s ite  of tbe warships and awakened 
from tbe Indolent dream t of the p a s t

The grosa tonnage of vessels built 
under the shipbuilding encouragem ent 
law from 1897 to 1910 was 286,501 tons. 
Jap an la not, however, perfectly self- 
supporting as regards tbe supply of 
steel for shipbuilding, as although the 
governm ent works opaned In 1898 ran 
produce 100.000 tons yearly, builders 
have still to Import foreign m aterial.

But the progress made during tbe 
last decade Is sufficiently strik ing, en­
abling Jap an , as It baa done, to reach 
and m aintain a position In the front 
rank of tbe  n tval powers of the world

Food.

Another Instance of tb e  way in 
w blcb the Berlin  police sutborltlea In­
te re s t tbemaelvea In every detail ot 
tb e  private life of tbe c ity 's  Inhabi­
ta n t ! la afforded by a  decree ju s t is­
sued by tb e  police president which 
arb itrarily  flxei .the aum per day 
which Is to be allowed for food to 
dom estic aervanta during tb e lr  em ­
ployers' absence lb  summer.

The term  "dom ealic servant” In­
cludes everything, from the maid of 
aJl work of tbe sm all household to tba 
butler, with all h it retinue of lesser 
lights. In tbe house of tbe rich , and 
tb e  decree lays down that each man 
servant shall receive a dally allow­
ance of 36 cents and each meld ser­
vant 30 cents for food during tbe  
whole tim e of tbelr em ployer's ab- 
■euce.

T b e  new police regulation has been 
greeted with more delight by tbe  
servsu ts then by tb e lr  employers, es­
pecially among tbe middle clasoei, 
where tbe dom estic servant problem 
In G ern en y  la already acute enough. 
Although tbe amount of the dally al­
lowance cannot be considered as ex- 
cesaive in relation to  the present 
prices of food, when It is rem em bered 
th at tbe ordinary wage, which In G er­
many la anything from 37.60 per 
month upward (or the average dom es­
tic  servant, has also to  be paid dur­
ing tb e  employer's absence. It will be 
seen  that tbe new regulation will 
moan a eonslderable Item tn the 
reckoning of the middle-class fam ily 
about to  st&rt on Its summ er vacation.
