Bullish sentiment held undisputed
sway in the fat cattle trade ut this
point today. The principal faclors
serving to create a strong and higher
trade were very light receipts locally
and favorable reports from other cen-

/ ters. Only 1,200 cattle were bulletined
for the local market and when the
market opened it was doubtful if the
official count would show even that
many head on sale. The estimate in-
dicated a supply about half as large
as was offered last Wednesday, There
was also a material shrinkage in re-
ceipts at outside centers, the five mar-
kets reporting less than 40,000 head,
a falling off of 16,000 compared with
a week ago.

Steer offerings at this point compris-
ed something less than twenty full
loads and a sprinkling of odds and
ends. These were practically all ‘na-
tives, the showing of western grassers
being confined to very small propor-
tions. Usual quality was shown in the
native supply, the run being made up
almost exclusively of medium to fairly
good short-fed grades. Nothing dis-
playing exceptional quality or flesh
was included. Buyers were out in the
yards early, and their actions indicat-
ed that they carried good orders. Ne-
gotiations were soon under way and
sellers, taking stock of general condi-
tions surrounding the market, de-
manded stiff premiums for their hold-
ings. Packers' needs were apparently
urgent and they did not show a dispo-
sition to haggle., The result was a
brisk movement at prices showing a
good dime advance over yesterday in
most cases, with here and there spots
quoted 15 cents better, Best of the

Among visiting stockmen at the lo-
cal yards yesterday was B, B, Gex, one
of the wealthy and enterprising farm-
ers and stockmen of Nodaway county,
Missouri. Mr. Gex (pronounced Jay)
owns a fine, well-stocked and highly
improved farm between Graham and
Maitiand. He also operates a large
ranch in the Panhandle of Texas and
a good farm on the Ohle river in Ken-
tucky, Mr. Gex's native state, Mr. Gex

| settled in Nodaway county in 1872 and

in rural
Missouri
coun-
ty. He was instrumental in scecuring
the first rural mail route established
in Nodaway county.

Mr. Gex recently brought up a string
of young steers and helfers from his
Texas ranch to put on his Nodaway
county farm and he took sixty head to
his farm in Kentucky., He says the
blue grass in Kentucky was knee high
when he left there two weeks ago,

Speaking of conditious. in Nodaway
¢ounty, Mr, Gex said; *“"We will have
a fair crop of corn thi# year, the av-
erage yield running somewhere around
25 bushels to the acre. This, consider-
ing the hot, dry summer, is not so bad
and it is certainly a lot better than
anyone expected to see during the
drouthy period. Prices for the com-
modity, however, will be high and this
will have a tendency to cut down the
amount of cattle feeding during the
winter. So far farmers of my locality
have not been troubled with hog chol-
era. Health of the herds has been
very good and there will be consider-
able corn used to make pork. But the
outlook at present indicates very light
beef making operations., VFeeders are
afraid of the high priced corn and
only a few loads have been bought to
go on feed. Nor has there been many
cattle purchased to go into corn
fields."”

In 1728 45 Hun-
garian Gypsies were executed on
this charge.
