courses conducted enrolled more than
8,000 students who got a liberal agri-
cultural education boiled down into
a week's time, Of that number, 3,000
were women and girls, “The women
and girls comprised a larger percen-
tage of the enrollment than ever,"
said Acting Superintendent R, <
Bliss, “At pome places, like Emmets-
burg and West Liberty and LeMars
and Shenandoah and others, they
actually outnumbered the men and
boys. At Porest City, more than 250
women and.girls enrolled and the to-
tal attendance there of 660 was the
largest of the season. The ioterest
was finer than eter and we did more
work of a college grade than ever be.

MORTALITY AMONG HORSES
South Dakota l::'u Severe During
the Past Winter,

Hot Springs, 8. D, April 22.—A
feature of the past winter that was
prominently talked at the meeting of
the Western South Dakota Cattle
Breeders' assoclation, at Rapld City,
last week was the heavy mortality
among horses during the winter. In-
quiry as to the cause brought out sev-
eral reasons, but they all simmered
down to the fact of short pasturage
and the extreme winter that had jus
been passed through. It is found that
the mortality in different sections of
the range country has varied, as the
snows have been light or heavy, In
these sections. But, while at Hot
springs the other day, one gentleman
from the eastern part of Fall River
county, who had been a heavy loser
in horses, his losses having amounted
to fully seventy-five per cent of a con-
siderable herd, gave a new version
of cause for the mortality and which
has started some inquiry along this
line among range men who have been
met by the Record correspondent.
Snows were deep in this section of
the country and pasturage was very
short on acount of drouth and hor-
ses on the range in that section had
to fall back on sage brush and forage,
This, he claimed, effected the kid-
neys of the animals so that they soon
becama helpless and, if not killed to

put them out of their misery, they
soon died on the open range,
Following up this statement and,

taking it as a ground for further in-
quiry, It was learned that there was
some diverity of opinion as to the
causa of mortality. In sections a
little further west it was found thar
range men who were in stralghtened
circumstances on account of short-
age of pasturage let their horses run
in the sage Lrush and almost en-
tirely subsist upon it and that they
came through all right, A reason for
this was finally found in the fact that
in the Fall River instance the animals
had been eating black sage, or what
is called by some “grease weed,"” while
farther west there is a different kina
of sige and both cattle and horses
have subsisted on It to some extent
without apparent injury,

In all instances where horses are
seen along the railroad, in the range
country, they are found to be very
poor until you get well up into Mon-
tana, where the range was better, the
snows not so deep and temperature
mild, as a rule,

FARMING IN COMMON SCHOOL

Ohlo University Will Prepare Teach-
ers to Meet New Law,

Columbus, O., April 22, —During
the summer session at Ohio state uni-
versily, which opens June 17 and con-
tinues for eight weeks, the college of

agriculture will offer instruction In
agriculture especially designed for
teachers in the high and elementary

schools, The course will be strietly
agricultural, with six instructors In
charge, each man a specialist in his
line, The entire plant of the college
will be available for this purpose and
the equipment and material in the
regular agricultural course during the
collegiate year, Instruction will be
given along the folowing lines: Ani-
mal husbandry, farm crops and grain
judging, horticylture, dairying and
soll fertility.

The college is offering this work at
the request of the commissioner of
common schools, Frank W, Miller,
who has charge of the enforcement of
the new state law requiring the teach-
ing of agriculture in the common
schools, As this law goes into effect
next.September this summer course
will present an opportunity for teach-
ers to thoroughly prepare for the
new work.

the germination ability qd the purity

test,

A sample of ci8ver seed recently
submitted to the inspection, was
claimed by the dealer to be 90 per
cent pure and to give a germination

86 per cent. Upon examination it
was found that there were 17 pounds
of geed other than clover in every 100
pounds, By actual count there were
4,047 dodder seeds in every pound,

Memphis, Tenn,, April 22.—Under
the ruling of Judge A, B, Pitman of
the circuit court, provided you desire,
a man can get drunk .in Tennessee
free of charge, providing he can get
credit at a saloon or brewery.

Judge Pitman, in the case of the
Indianapolis Brewing company against
James Funia, ruled that the brewetry
could not collect rent from the de-
fendant because both parties were
engaged in the ligquor traffie, made il-
legal by the statewide prohibition
law. No man need pay a brewery or
saloon for goods purchased, provided
sueh goods are under the ban of the
law, Judge Pitman said.

“Your ruling means that any one
can get drunk for nothing whenever
he wants to, doesn’t it?” Judge Pit-
man was asked.

“It does, provided he can find a
trusting bartender to give him credit,”
the eourt answered,

DYNAMITE IN FARMING.

Experiments With Explosive in Parts
of South Dakota,

Miller, 8. D., April 22,—The plant-
ing of dynamite in the hard subsoil
of the central part of the state is be-
ing tried by a number of people who
will experiment with a few acres at
first, Some two feet down from the
surface over a great area of the state
the ground is too hard for the water
to soak and naturally trees, alfalfa or
vegetation with roots penetrating deep
down have difficulty in making rapid
growth, It is belleved and claimed by
those who know that sticks of dyna-
mite placed here and there in the
ground and shot off will tear the earth
up and allow the water to soak down
#0 that the soil will be In perfect con-
dition afterwards for trees or crops
of any kind, It is likely that this
method of treating the ground will
become popular as soon as it Is
demonstrated beyond doubt to be
practicable,
