TOP BEEVES UP TO $840

Unevenness One of Prominent Fea-
aures of Week's Business in Buich-
ers’ Stock—Veals Lower-—
Stockers Decline Sharply.

The usual small week-end run of
cattle reaching the local yards today
included few fat steers and business
in this line was not of large enough
volume to offer a reliable basis for
price comparison purposes. It was in
every market at yesterday's level of
values,

Cattle receipts for the weck at the
local yards aggregate approximately
8,300 head, practically the same as
for the prec«dlng week but 2,000 lar-
ger than for the corresponding period
& year ago. The five market aggregate
for the week, 110,000 head, stands
18,000 less than last week's grand
total and 4,000 more than for the
corresponding week a year ago. Buy-
ers this week called a halt on the up-
ward trend of fat caltle prices and
succeeded in forcing declines on the
general run of medium and low-priced
steers during the first half of the

. The market reached s low-
est level Wednesday and has since
shown improved tone so that net de-
clines for the week are not very se-
vere. Irregularity, especially on year-
ling stuff, has been very marked all
week. Last week's high set of quota-
tions brought out a lot of this class of
cattle in the fon-part of the week,
much of it lacking finish, The strict-
ly good kinds held up well but de-
clines of 15@ 25¢ and even more, were
registered on medium and plain
classes during the first half of the
week, Thursday part of this loss was
restored and closing prices on year-
lings are around 10@ 15¢ lower than
a week ago, spots perhaps showing
25¢ under one week ago.

On the better grades of steers sal-
able at $7.75 and up the market,
while lacking the snap and action so
prominently displayed last week,
showed but little weakness and clos-
ing prices are steady to 10¢ lower
than a week ago. On the fair down
to plain light killing steers early de-
clines of 10®@ 15¢ are still in foree and
some of these light steers are
quotable 25¢ lower than a week ago,
Quality of the steers offered here this
week was not up to last week's high
standard, although there has been

Further advance was scored in hog
values today, putting the market at
the highest level since November 12,
1910, Demand had lost none of it's
recent wire edge and with a rather
scant Saturday supply available sell-
ers were able to land their holdings
at prices averaging fully 10c higher
than yesterday. Trading was active
at the sharp advance, the pens being
entirely cleared early in the day. Tops
reached $8.07%, several loads making
that figure, with a big slice of the
crop going into packers’ hands at a
range of $7.90@8.05. Quality was
about the same as yesterday.

Estimating 3,500 head for today the
week's receipts at this point aggre-
gate 34,300 head. last week the to-
tal was 34,818 head, a month ago 47 -

READY TO HARVEST ALFALFA

First Cutting in Oklahoma Promises
Big Yield.

Oklahoma City, Okla., April 27.—
One hundred power hay presses are
listed among the Oklahoma City out-

bound freight items of the last two
weeks, In preparatiop for the first al-
falfa harvest of 1912, which is one

week distant. Implegent house sum-
maries indicate that this cutting will
be by 30 per cent the largest in the
history of the state, the season having
been exceptionally fine for the full ma-
turity of the plant, The average year-
Iy yield of hay has been approximate-
ly 250,000 tons, and its average year
ly enrichment to the statc’'s commerce
in excess of $2,000,000.

Some of the previous plantings died
last summer on account of the severe
drouth, but spring conditions this
year have been so fine that sutficient
new acreage has been planted not only
to recoup the drouth losses but to
make the total alfalfa acreage at the
present time the largest in the history
of the state., Conservatlive estimates
place the amount of money that will
be put in eirculation in Oklahoma dur-
ing the next six weeks from the sale
of this hay at $1,500,000,

From now on until January
there will be some profitable money
crop coming on in Oklahoma every
month, The $1,500,000 of alfalfa will
begin a series of farm harvests in this
diversified agricultural state that will
distribute in ten months $200 060,000,
Just as the first aifaifa cutting is go- |
ing out, the first vegetables will be
coming on, and after that will come
the first harvest, the wheat and oat
crops, the first kaffir corn crop and the
immense summer hay cutting, During
the last of May, cattle fattened on
the most abundant blue stem grass
crop in the history of the state will
begin shipping to the local factories,
and it is conceded that the June and
July receipts will be the largest in
the history of that industry,

After the summer crops have been
marketed and cotton crops have heen

BUTTER FAMINE IN NEW YORK

Reserve Stocks Nearly Exhausted and
Prices Going Up Fast,

Jessie

New York, April 27.—This city is
experiencing just now one of the per-
fodical “butter famines” that usually
mark this season of the year. Re-
serve stocks are nearly exhausted, and
under the stimulus of a good demand
and light receipts wholesale prices on
all creamery grades are advancing
sharply.

The usual shortage was not antici-
pated this year because of the late-
ness of the season and the belief that
the increase in production would
meet the enlarged demand.

However, the expected increase of
supplies did not materialize to any
great extent. Another reason for the
shortage in New York is the compe-
tition of several of the western mar-
kets, in which prices are relatively
higher than those quoted in the local
market.

Fascines are a bundle of willows,
bound together with a wire and filled
with crushed stone. The fascines are
strung on a cable and dropped into
the face of the current. The depth of
the river, according to the soundings

at this point, is about thirty feet,
The cables will be dropped one
after the other from 15 to 100 feet
apart along the entire width of the
outing, which is about one mile in
length. The fascines are forced
against the bank and are gradually
filled with sand. They are expected,

in the course of time, to become so
imbedded that further washing away
of the ghores will be stopped. This

to bhis bome In Ayala The years
went by slowly and Zapata quletly
fomented a spirit of retallation
against the government among the|
people of his class.

the Diaz government Zapata would
have soon started one of his own

Zapata did not quit fighting when
the peace compact was signed be |
tween Madero and the Diauz govern
ment.
