Th-' Kori-st Service la r ils in g  several 
aciea o f HIg tree ar-dllngs In the 
Tahoe National Forest In I'a llforn la, 
ut a more northerly p.>lnt than any 
natural Dig trc>' grove, W hllr th- giant 
sequoia* are found Pi Ihc fon sts  uf 
the .Sierras at vsrtoiis i-'.ints thniugn- 
out a total range o f oiiine. 2'>0 mtbs. 
In the iKTlh i'i .> tw -»th irds o f this 
range there is practically no ivitural 
repr->duiq|oii. It h.«s coi S'-iiumtly been 
a question whether th-- species would 
not practically disappe.ir from  Ihls re- 
glon when the picseni maluru trees 
die.

The most northern exitslng grove of 
Big tree* is on th « Taboe Forest, but 
aliuut 34 miles Buuthc.isl o f  the site 
selected fo r  planting. This la on a 
moist Hat not far from  .Nevada t'lty, 
and ls about 2,700 feet aliove sea level. 
The first seeding was di.iie In the fall 
o f 1919, with very am , .-sful ri'sulls. 
and laal fa ll an addltlon.il area w a i 
seeded.

The method used In planting the 
seed wna that known to fiirester* a* 
"th e  *e<.d spot method " .spots almut 
8 feel iifiart each way were prepared 
by pulverlxlng Ihe earth with a gar- 
den hoe. Meeds were th-n drofiped on 
lhe*»> spots and lightly i>resset| in the 
soil with Ihe foot. The Q-iiirlshlng con- 
dlti<iii o f  the young s. edllnas gives 
good reason lo expect u future growth 
o f HIg tree* at this point. W ith pro. 
tectlon o f forests from  fire there 
seems to be no roiisun why the Big 
tree* should disappear even though 
scientists regard them iia survivals 
from  a past age. butonlc.tlly speaking.

ty firm o f Dnnn and Alexander, has 
Inaugurated •  movement that w ill u l­
tim ately result In carload a fte r  car­
load being shipped every year from  
this diatrk't to the morthern niarketa 
Mr, Alexander Is going Into the melon 
production business on a large soale 
having p la n ts  fo r  the present year 
forty  acres Ai wafernielona and ten 
acres to cantaloupes and intending to 
Increase his acreage year by your, un­
til he has oga o f She largest melon 
trai ts in the Southwest.

Tha seedbed received the moat 
thoruugli Intensive cultivation possi­
ble and Is well prepared fur th * oon- 
servatlun o f a maximum amount o f 
moisture and plant food through the 
grow ing season. The vines have been 
planted at an average distance o f 12 
feet from  eauh other, thus g iving them 
plenty o f room to grow. The cultural 
methods w ill work toward the pro- 
duclluii o f aixe and quality rather 
than number. It being the aim o f Mr 
Alexander to eatabllah a live ly  de­
mand for the Oklahoma county melon 
from  the very start.

OICTIOMARY MAKERS AT FAULT

QUEER BATTLES IN HISTORY

Monterey Wat Fought Indeora and In
the Dutch Wars On# Encountar 

Occurred Underground.

It needed only a war wherein ndro- 
planea were used to complete the list 
of queer battles.

At the battle of Monterey, In the 
Mexican war, our-troops were able to 
command the streets of the city with 
their artillery, but they experienced 
much dllTIculty in driving the Mexi­
cans from their houses. Accordingly, 
as the city was built of stone or adobe, 
the American broke through the walls 
from one house to another, flghtlng 
and driving out the enemy as they 
proceeded. Thus, ft sppears, the bat­
tle of Monterey wae largely fought 
Indoore. ■*'

In the time of William the Silent, 
when the Netherlanda were ^ghtlng 
the Spaniards, a number of Spanish 
vessels became frosen in on the Zuy- 
der Zee. Out came the Dutch on 
horseback on the Ice to attack the 
Spaniards. This Is probably the only 
battle of record wherein cavalry waa 
employed directly against a naval 
force.

There have been battles fought 
underground. Chlefest of these was 
the fierce encounter pertaining to the 
siege of Haarlem In the Dutch wars. 
Ths Spaniards mined and the Dutch 
countermined with equal industry, and 
below the ground a terriflo conflict 
ensued. Whan, after the Consmuae, 
tha Versailles troops took Parle, they 
chaeed certain of tha Comnsunlit 
foroea to the great aewers of the 
Preach capital, and In these more 
than one aangulnary battle occurred.

Dr. Johnaon perpetrated many Jebee 
In hta dictionary, hbt among bla most 
famous blunders wes his daflnltloe of 
"pastern" aa "the haea ef a horse."

The dictionary Biakera often took 
aceaalon to make their deflnlilona hit 
their anemlee. Wesley deflnad "Math- 
sdlst" aa "one that tiveth according ce 
the Bsethod laid down in the Bible." 
Or. Johnson defined oate aa "a grain 
which In England Is generally given 
te horses, hut In Scotland supports 
the people." Ha iJefliK-d "pensioner" 
as "a slave of state, hired by a sti­
pend to obey hla master," which defl- 
aitioa was made much of by the doc­
tor’s enemlia when ha bimaelf was 
awarded a pension.

Balley’a dlctlonaiT defined the L»- 
rlot or Golden Oriole as "a bird that, 
being looked upon by one who has the 
yellow Jaundice, cures the person and 
(flea htmaelf." Penning, who waa the 
next dictionary maker, was afraid of 
this, and merely aald “ Loiiot, a kind 
of bird." But one of the beat bits of 
misinformation was given In the dle- 
tlonary of Kdward Pbillpe. who In 
one place declared that "a gallon la 
s naeasure centaluing two quarts" and 
In another place declared "a quaver 
Is a measure of time In muatc. being 
tha half of a crochet, as a crochet la 
the half of a quaver." which leaves 
the subject as clear aa mud.

SALVAGE SHOT FROM THE SEA

Seamen on Engllah Coast Earn Money
by Belling Old Proj«..,iiea 

te the Admiralty.

Shot plcklnr la the "art* e f retriev­
ing shot and auell from the bottom of 
the sea. In order to practice tbli 
profeaslon nowadave a man must be 
In posaeaalon of a boat, plenty of cour­
age and n Itcenae.

Target practloa la carried on alraoet 
every day at Portamouth, England, 
and the admiralty are wllllag to pay 
a good price for shelle which are re­
covered from sand bai.ka and ahallow 
water.

Shot pickers go out to tea In boats, 
watch the firing Intently while It la In 
progress, sad tbea, as aoon aa the last 
shot haa settled In the water, die 
perse in various directions In order 
to discover the eheUs.

These are located by meana of a 
long line weighted with lend, which 
hae a small buoy fixed at one end. 
This end Is thrown overboard, and the 
boat la rowed slowly In a semicircle 
The weighted line dre^i over th< 
sand beneath the water and catches 
against any shell that Is projecting 
above the sand. A thin. Arm pole U 
then lowered, so that It makes a clean 
line from the shot to the side of the 
boat, and, while this Is held In place 
by one man. a pick la thrust down by 
another to draw the projecting shot 
from tho sand beneath the water.

The Sliding Seat.
A sliding stroke waa adopted Ify Eng- 

Ileh oarsmen long before movable 
■eats, hut upon what the Americans 
called tha "buckskin and butter’’ plan. 
Newcaatle scullers used to elide on a 
long, highly polished thwart by the 
free use of grease or soap, their row­
ing troiinera being strapped at the eeat 
with wash leather. This device waa 
Introduced to the Thames by Robert 
Chambers when he sculled a match 
with Harry Kelly In 18M, and was 
used by the Tyne crew when they 
rowed St. John, New Brunswick. In 
1870. In 1871 the Tyne crew, who had 
gained a knowledge of the movable 
eeat during their visit to America, 
used eliding seats at Newcaatle; and 
they were fitted to tha coxswainleas 
four In which the London Rowing club 
beat the Atlanta crew, of New York, 
In 1872. After the success of the new 
arrangement at Henley, sliding seats 
were adopted by both universities for 
the varsity boat race of 1871.

The Drunken Parliament.
There was a Scotch parliament 

once which would not bare cast a sec­
ond glance at the Temperance 
(Scotch) bill which haa Just made Its 
third appearance In the house of com­
mons. The first parliament which 
met In Scotland after the restoration 
of Charles IT. had not tha least hank­
erings after temperance reform. It 
acquired the name of “the drunken 
parliament,” In fact, and lived up to 
its reputation. Scott la bla “Tales 
of a Qrandfather" gives evidenca: 
''When the Scottish parliament met 
the merobere were In many Instances 
under the Influence of wine, and tbsy 
were more than once obliged to ad­
journ because the royal commissioner 
(Middleton) wae too Intoxicated to be­
have properly In the chair."
