C „ June 13.— Gar­
den vegetable* are rem arkably free 
from  diseases and Insect pest*. This 
Is due to the fact that they are nearly 
all annual* and Jhey are grown in 
amall quuuttliee T iid  on different lo ­
cations e v e ir  year or so.

Hnialt hush fruits, on the other 
hand, are oJiiiust certain to be serious­
ly dauiageq by a) number o f parasite* 
unleM the.v’ receive the necessary care 
to protec-t them. The ixnidlllon* under 
which this class of l>«ck yard crop* j 
grows la favurahbi to the development 
o f these p i^ s . H

The plates a rq llon g  lived and fre ­
quently carry the larvae or the *|M>re* 
o f their respective parasites over from  
season to season. As handled by must 
people, the dls<utKe<l stems, leaves aud 
frulia ere  left on the ground about the 
bushes, and parasites propagate in 
sui-h rubbish with vigor.

Frobahly the iios t general and the 
most destructive |oet encountered 011 
the bush fruits 1* some form  o f foliage 
eating w »riiis  111,*- the larva u f the 
saw-fly. These worms appear ulinost as 
scH>n as the leaves are oul and they 
w ill Buon strip the entire bush o f Its 
foliage unless th>-y are promptly ex- 
trrm liiated. It Is fortunate that they 
cull l>e killed very easily I f perfectly 
treated and the trrattiienC will apply 
equally Well w ith any leaf rating 
worm.

The sawfly's eggs are laid on the 
center o f  the plant. Watch your berry 
bushes closely and get busy as soon as 
those leaves locatol well down in the 
under side uf the leaves, especially 
you notice llttl*  holes In any uf th* 
low er leavea, as that means that th* 
worms are here and are getting In 
their work o f destruction. I f  taken In 
hand now there w ill be little trouble 
or expv-nse involveal. so act promptly 
ile t sum* powdered white hellebore 
and dust It un all uf the foliage In tbs 
region where th-- worms ha vs begun 
work, etcatler il thickly and gel It on 
bulh side* o f  the leaves. Du th* dust­
ing early in moriiing before the Jew la 
o ff th* leaves. The powder w ill Chrn 
stick fast and w ill remain until th* 
next heavy rain.

I f  It should rain iitimediately, pow ­
der again. The « hole bush should be 
treated I f  Ih * wi-rnis h sr* got a good 
start, and If you allow  these worm * 
to strip the fo liage the fn ilt  w ill be 
small, shriveled and tasteless. Ke- 
memlrer that the leaves are both the 
dtgesUv* and res-draiory organa o f  the 
plant, and without them It can neither 
eat nor breethe.

I f  large numbers o f  ants appear on 
the bushes, investigate th* under sur- 
fac* o f th* leaves for tiny green aphis, 
or plant lice, A good spraying with 
tobacco water will tlx them.

Cane horers, g.ill beetles, tree rrick- 
eia, etc., kill Individual canes and the 
only rmnedy is lu cut out and burn all 
Infected canes and clean up all rub­
bish.

Red rust IS plevalent in some sec­
tions and It !• very deadly and especi­
a lly  rontagioua It Is a parasitic dis­
ease which pauses spots o f rusty look­
ing fungi 10  appear on the stems. Cut­
ting out Hiid burning dtseas>-d canes 
and s|iraytiH( the rest fre<|tiently with 
Bjjrdeaux ntixture Is the only means uf 
com lsitlng U. This mixture Is hard to 
handle In a amall garden.

The grain ratl-m fed these steers 
during the winter consisted o f four 
parts corn, live inirts bran, and one 
purl oil meal. The grain was mixed 
with cut a lfa lfa  hay. The amount of 
hay given the steers was a lltlle less 
Ih.m they would It was enough,
but their appetitea were’ kept keen. 
The steers were fed tw ice a day. The 
grain ration varied from  six to twelve 
pounds, depending on the appetite o f 
tho animal. For a grentor part of 
every day they w.-re turned out Into a 
lot for exerclee.

The ration and method o f handling 
was changed when the grass was long 
enough In the pasture fi»r grazing. 
The steers were turned out In the pas­
ture at night and returned to the 
barn In tho inomiiig. The pasture Is 
only a short distance from  the harn.

Tho grain ration was then ehatiged, 
iilso, to flve parts corn, four parts 
l>ran. and ono part oil moal. The 
grain was mixed with cut a lfa lfa  hay.! 
The amount o f grain fed was Increas­
ed slightly Jiver the winter ration. 
The animal “ were fed three times a 
day. Tw o o f the feeds were moisten­
ed with water. ,

These show animals will he taken 
off the pasture v<-hen the hot weather 
comes. Then they w ill be tiirnod out 
In a dry lot at night. During the day 
they will be in the barn. The doors 
and windows will bo sc-reened to kee.p 
out tho flies.

THE NEW STALLION LAW.

It W ill l*rovl<lc Much l*rot(s-lloii fo r 
llorv- Hreeders.

Intersst In Collsctions.
It la quite the fud among smart 

folk to flock to sales of rare books, 
furniture or pictures, even when they 
have no Intention of buying. For each 
of these collections Is th* result o f a 
lifetime of study, and the opportunity 
to see them as a whole cannot recur 
again, while Individually the pieces, 
passing Into private bands, may be 
loat to the publl* for years. For this 
reason young glrla are sent with their 
governesses to see th* treasures that 
will soon be scattered far and wide, 
and even whole cisksea from fashion­
able schools are taken for morning 
Tiewa. Such visits, naturally, do more 
for the artistic education of these 
fortunate young folk than w*aka of 
lecturing and photographs.

.Mrc.uly the number o f  stiilllon* and 
Jacks licensed In Colur.ido under the 
ficw law has passed 900, and will proli- 
ably exceed a Ihousami. W hile iiio.xt 
o f the stallion owners are coiuplyliiK 
with the law w lthuiil objection, anil 
In many instances w ith  enthusiasm, 
there are some who decline to lake 
out a Itoenso. The object o f  the law 
is to provide protection for the horse 
breeder and fo r  the siallion owner aa 
well. Those who refuse to have their 
horse examined or to take out s li­
cense are not only m skliig themselves 
liahle to prosecution, but also Incur 
the snspiclon that they are etsndlng 
a horse that would not pass a veter­
inary examinution. Owners o f mares 
should Insist upon seeing the horse’s 
license before doing business. W hat 
is the use o f breeding a mare In a 
horse that will produce only a diseas­
ed colt? The main object o f the law 
Is to rid the state o f  herldltary horse 
diseases, which were becoming a lto ­
gether too common. I f  the new law Is 
cnrefully enfor*'a-d, w ith in a few  years 
(?olorado horses will be free  from  most 
o f these tr.nnsmissahle diseases.

A great deal depends upon the work 
o f the veterinarians. In many In­
stances the temptation to pass a horse 
with a spavin or other herldltary Im ­
perfection is great, but where this Is 
done It is more than likely to he dis­
covered, und not only will the horse 
lose his license, but the velerlnury 
surgeon who passed him w ill be dis­
credited.

Another thing that stallion owners 
should reniemher. I f  their horse ts 
licensed, they can collect fo r  services 
without (llUlcully. I f  the horse Is not 
licensed, he Is standing Illegally, and 
there Is no way that the owner cdii 
force collection for such service.

The new law w ill umiuestlonnbly 
stand every test In court, as It is an 
exercise o f the police power o f the 
state for the protection o f all, and 
those who undertake to fight It w ill 
find nothing but g r ie f for themselves. 
The new law has com e to stay, and 
will do much for the horse breeding 
Industry. Hereafter no one w ill pur­
chase a stallion until satlstled that he 
can pas* an examination fo r  license. 
It Is a duty the home owner owe* 
him self and hi* Industry to report any 
stallion l>elng offered for pulillc ser­
vice without a license. Such cases 
w ill be promptly prosecut'id by the 
Inspection board.
