the Constitution of Texas, known as
the “Bill of Rights” shall not be in
any manner, affected, amended, im-
paired, suspended, repealed or sus-
pended hereby."”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional
Amendment shall be submitted to a
vote of the qualified electors of this
State at an election to be held on the
first Tuesday after the first Monday
in November, 1962, at which election
all ballots shall have printed thereon
the following:

“FOR the Constitutional Amend-

ment empowering the Legislature

to insure continuity of state and
l(wu_l governmental operations in
periods of emergency resulting
from disasters ecaused by enemy
attack by providing for the
prompt and temporary succession
to the powers and duties of
public office, except members of
the Legislature, the incumbents

of which may become unavail-
able.”

“AGAINST the Constitutional
Amendment empowering the

Legislature to insure continuity
of state and local governmental
operations in periods of emer-
gency resulting from disasters
caused by enemy attack by pro=
viding for the prompt and tem-
porary succession to the powers
and duties of ‘public office, except
members of the Legislature, the
incumbents of which may become
unavailable.”

See. 3. The Governor of Texas shall
issue the necessary Proclamation for
the election and this Amendment shall
be published in the manner and for
the length of time required by the
