The 
in-betweens, including one large 
area town, we have NOT found to 
be friendly.
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We also have found that people 
who say “come to see me,” fre­
quently don’t mean it at all. 
Once I put such a person on the 
spot. I said, “Ok, when do you 
want us?” and the poor guy near­
ly fainted. It was in this town that 
I mentioned earlier.

The most foolish money we 
ever spent was for a doorbell at 
that town I mentioned. The only 
persons who ever used it were the 
postman who had a letter with 
two cents due, a Fuller brush 
man and the paper boy.

Now, we are finding MulesHoe 
to be friendly. In fact, folk have 
gone out of their way to be nice to 
us—not just surface friendliness 
such as the “come to see me 
sometime,” greeting, but gen­
uinely friendly. They’ve asked us 
to take part in events and we are 
pleased. Two groups have even 
asked me to play the organ, 
which indicates how far t h e y  
will go to be friendly, even to be­
ing gluttons for punishment.

When you buy a share of stock, 

you own an interest in every sin­
gle thing a firm has; when you 
buy one of its bonds, you don’t 
own any part of the company. The 
bond or debenture is merely a 
promise to pay.

Suppose out of 1,000 shares out­
standing, you own one share. 
Then you have an undivided one- 
thousandth share in the company 
not in any particular thing but in 
every piece.

When you buy a bond, you 
own no part of the company. The 
firm promises to pay the loan 
back when the bond matures.

As a rule, bondholders have lit­
tle say directly about the firm or 
how it picks its officers and 
manages its business. Of course, 
lenders exercise indirect influen­
ce since they must have confiden­
ce in the firm and its manage­
ment before they will part with 
their money.

Bondholders get their interest 
before any stockbroker gets his 
dividends; and should the firm go 
broke, they get paid out of its as­
sets before the stockholders get

a nickel.
Preferred stock, as a rule, 

yields fixed dividends before the 
common stockholders get any­
thing, but preferred stock divid­
ends are payable only if declared 
by the corporation.

As a rule, common stockhold­
ers risk more and therefore stand 
to make greater profit (or loss).

The legal invention of the en­
tity called a corporation has made 
vast public investment in indus­
try and commerce possible. By 
allowing anybody to buy in or to 
lend to the firm, a corporation has 
made large scale research, pro­
duction, and marketing possible 
while each investor can study and 
decide where he wants to risk his 
capital.

A & M Testing 
Service Set Up 
To Check Salt

A new service to aid farmers 
in combating salt problems on 
irrigated land has been announc­
ed by the Texas A&M College, 
according to County Agent J. K. 
Adams. Facilities for determin­
ing quality of irrigation water and 
measuring salt accumulations in 
the soil are now ready for full 
scale operations, Adams said.

Since all waters contain salt, a 
salinity threat exists to some de­
gree in every area where irriga­
tion is practiced. Salt problems 
are most apt to occur in the Trans 
Pecos, Coast Prairie, Rio Grande 
Valley and the Wichita Valley 
areas, but may exist in local area 
of the High Plains, Rolling Plains, 
Rio Grande Plain and other sec­
tions of the state.

Salinity tests of water reveal 
whether it is safe to use for irri­
gation purposes and what man­
agement practices or soil amend­
ments, if any, are needed for sus­
tained production. Soil salinity 
tests are also important because 
soil types determine in many 
cases whether saline water is us­
able, the agent pointed out.

A charge of $5 will be made 
for testing water samples and $4 
for soil salinity tests. Testing of 
soil samples for fertilizer and 
limestone requirements will con­
tinue to cost $2. A special set of 
forms has been developed for use 
of farmers in submitting water 
and soil samples for salinity test­
ing. Bailey County farmers can 
obtain these forms along with ad­
ditional information of salinity 
testing at County Agent’s office 
in Muleshoe.

This is less than a 50 per cent 
participation in driver education 
courses by Texas schools,” Mus­
ick said.

Total enrollment for grades 
nine through 12 in public schools 
during the past year was 472,873 
students.

YOUR HEALTH

Food Handlers 
Given Lessons 
In Sanitation

Over 15 million meals will be 
served in 20,000 'rexas eating es­
tablishments this week. If you’re 
average you’ll eat at least two of 
them.

You could go into the vast maj­
ority of those restaurants and 
cafeterias and be assured of get­
ting a wholesome meal—totally 
oblivious of the fact that you’re 
eating food cooked and served by 
complete strangers.

How can this be, especially sin­
ce some 2fi different diseases can 
be spread by imporperly handled 
food? Included in the list are 
such scurges as trichinosis, the 
deadly botulism, strep infections, 
and salmonellosis (food poison­
ing).

There are many reasons of 
course, but among the main ones

are the three-day short courses in 
sanitation conducted by the State 
Department of Health for persons 
engaged in food preparation and 
service. In the past five yeurs, 
according to official records, 
thousands of Texans have taken 
instruction.

The subject matter, presented 
in a non-teclinical, easy-to-under- 
stand style with films and demon­
strations covers such essential 
points as basic bacteriology, in­
sect control and personal hygiene.

One public health instructor 
from the Department’s Division 
of Public Health Education, assis­
ted by local health officials, will 
put on a course anywhere in the 
State on request. Attendance is 
open to anyone, but usually those 
who come to the two-hour daily 
sessions are cafe and cafeteria 
personnel.

Lake.
