Journal Endorses
The Muleshoe Journal favors the proposed $360,000 

bond election to remodel the courthouse and build a new 
county jail.

We believe:
1. That remodeling is badly noedod and that the 

present jail is a disgrace.
2. That the $360,000 proposed maximum cost is 

not excessive.
The original figure, a purely tentative one, was for 

$290,000. This, however, covered ONLY the actual con­
struction costs. It did not include such items as:

Architect's fees; state laws require that an architect 
be hired for any county structure to cost more than 
$2,000; thus the fee at 5 percent of the total cost, 
would amount to $ I 4,500.

Bondsman's fees are $2,500.
Contingency fund, a "safety" item included on all 

building programs, is $14,500.
Removal of offices and rent for the time the struc-

ture is undergoing remodeling, would run to $6,000, a
conservative figure.

Equipment would cost $28,000. This includes not 
just office equipment, but such items as modern count­
ers, etc. The clerk's office also would be made with
vault doors.

Thus, altogether, the cost is not out of reason.
The Journal feels that the $360,000 figure is not ex­
orbitant.

Tax raises to provide for the bond repayment would 
bo within reason. True taxes would rise slightly since 
valuation also would have to be increased. A $1,000 
valuation would be increased to $1,250, raising the taxes 
to be paid from $9.50 to $11.87. And taxes would be 
raised from $190 a year to $237.50 on property original­
ly valued at $20,000. Valuation of such property would 
be boosted to $25,000.

These figures certainly would not place an un-

2,800 To Cast Ballots

Last week's comparison be­

tween growing Muleshoe and de­
clining Podunk (we’ll call it that) 
has set off considerable discus­
sion. Some were able to identify 
this Podunk, but several have j 
asked if I meant this or that 
town.

Anyway, the column posed this 
question: Why arc there no va­
cant business houses in Mule- 
shoe while Podunk has gobs of 
vacant buildings? Sevc-ral per­
sons have come up with the 
answer — as their writers saw 
the answer.

Here are two such answers: 
“ Your good column in last 

week’s Journal prompts me to 
the effort of writing to try and 
fill you in on why some towns 
grow bigger and others .smaller.

“ The town you mentioned with 
all the Vacant business buildings 
isn’t too hard to identify, and 
your reasoning as to why it is 
declining seems accurate enough.

“ But as to why Muleshoe grows 
—that’s fairly easy to tell, al­
though the tolling may sound 
corny. Trite but true, Muleshoe 
grows because: The people in 
Muleshoe take pride in the com­
munity. They perhaps never open­
ly exprevss this pride, but it is 
certainly evident when they talk 
to strangers. They are quick to 
defend Muleshoe against unwar­
ranted criticism, and quicker to 
point out Muleshoe’s finer points.

“ Muleshoe’s growth has been 
relatively slow, but extremely 
stable. Business failures here, 
while few in number, have al­
most without exception been due. 
to lack of foresight before start­
ing in business, lack of planning, 
and lack of adequate beginning 
financing.

“ Muleshoe business men are. 
solid citizens who use the same 
good practices in their personal 
affairs as in their business hous­
es and business dealings. Sound 
business ethics result in sound 
businesses.

“ Mulcshoe's increasing home- 
building is another good example 
of this same soundness. Homes 
here are built to live in — not 
for speculative reasons.

“ There seems little likelihood 
of a situation existing here simi­
lar to that in other overbuilt 
cities where hundreds of houses 
stand empty.

We do not have a proper place 
to keep juveniles, we have no 
proper place for women prison­
ers, no place for mental patients 
and we are lacking in adequate 
room and we are deficient in al­
most every respect.

FOUR - YEAR PERIOD
The law gave counties four 

years in which to comply with 
these requirements. That four 
years exnired in August of 1961.

Another letter which I receiv­
ed was considerably more blunt. 
‘Towns grow or decline,’ that 
letter said in part, ‘ in direct 
proportion to the leadership econ­
omic factors being equal.

‘ I realized this back during 
the depression days when one 
town seemed to succeed (relative­
ly speaking) while its neighbor 
dried up on the vine. I studied 
the situation and reached the 
conclusion that leadership made 
Ihe difference; one town develop­
ed its natural resources to the 
fullest while the other merely 
rocked along, waiting for the 
depression to end.

‘I have in mind two such 
•owns—neighbors in West Texas. 
Today one of those towns is ‘on 
the map’ while the other has

grown very little since the de­
pression. Apparently the slow­
down during those days killed 
the town.

‘The point I am trying to 
make in my feeble way is this: 
People and not products make a 
town. I ’ll agree it takes both, 
but what the people do with 
their natural resources is the 
factor that determines growth or 
lack of it.’

And he added this punch line 
just above the signature (which 
I couldn’t make out): "Heel- 
draggers never built a town.’

Here's Step-By-Step Courthouse Picture
(Continued from page A-l)

We have as yet done nothing 
about it. But several months ago 
a Bailey County grand jury call­
ed in each member of the com­
missioners’ court, other officials 
and civic leaders, and asked that 
we look through the jail.

They made an investigation of 
the situation and returned recom­
mendations that positive action 
be taken to correct these defic­
iencies and provide legal and 
proper jail facilities. In addition 
to this we had similiar recom­
mendations from the Chamber 
of commerce, the Ministeral Al­
liance and other civic groups 
and individuals. So in response 
the commissioners' court em­
ployed an architect to study the 
Situation and prepare plans that 
would appear to Ire the most 
feaseable and practical to cor­
rect the deficiencies. It was the 
judgement of the commissioners’ 
court that the jail situation is 
only a part of the problem, as 
the courthouse its self is too 
small and we are lacking in of­
fice room and storage places for 
records. For example neither the 
Tax Collector's or the County 
clerk’s office is large enough

OUTSIDE SPACE RENTED
We do not have room in the 

courthouse for the county at­
torney, und are presently paying 
rent for his office. We do not 
have room for the highway pa­
trol office. We do not have any 
place to keep jurors when they 
are kept overnight, we do not 
have suitable room for Grand 
Juries, or for the drivers license 
examiner, Social Security repre­
sentative or personnel of the 
state department of public wel­
fare.

So it was the judgement of the 
commissioners’ court that if act­
ion was to be taken it would be 
good business and cheaper in the 
long run, to consider all these 
the architect drew plans provid­
ing completely new jail facilities, 
adding new office room to the 
courthouse and remodeling the 
present building. The present 
building is now structurally 
sound and it is the professional 
judgement of the architect that 
to add to, preserve and re-model 
it would be the cheapest and 
best solution.

The plans called for an addi­
tion to the back side and on each 
end with the present building 
to be re-finished, so it would all 
look alike, both inside and out. 
The construction cost estimate 
of the first proposal was $265,000 
Please bear in mind that this 
was construction cost only and

did not include architect fees, 
legal fees, equipment or any 
other expenses. When however 
we attempted to allocate office 
space under this proposal it was 
soon discovered that it was not 
large enough.

Consequently it was necessary 
to enlarge it. This raised the 
estimate to $280,000. Then it was 
decided that we would probably 
need more jail room, so when 
that was added it brought the 
estimate of the cost of construc­
tion and remodeling to $290,000. 
In addition to this, there will be 
architect fees in an approxi­
mate amount of $14,500.

LEGAL FEES
There will te  legal and finan­

cial fees in the approximate 
amount of $2,500. The architect 
recommended a contingency fund 
of approximately $14,500 to pro­
vide a bit of latitude should it 
be necessary to make different 
selections or substitutions of 
materials, alter plans or to take 
care of problems that might 
arise. We had a study made of 
what might be needed in the way 
of new office equipment and fur­
nishings with the thought con­
stantly in mind that we would 
preserve and use all the equip­
ment and furnishings we now 
have that can be used.

It was estimated that we might 
need as much as $28,000 to spend 
for that purpose, In addition to 
this there would be other expense 
in re-locating in temporary quar­
ters while the construction is be­
ing done, I believe about $6,000 
was suggested for this. All this 
will add up to about $555,000, 
So the architect recommended 
that we call an election in the 
amount of $360,000 in order to be 
on the safe side. If any amount 
of this is not needed, it will not 
be used. All work will be con­
tracted and all purchases made 
by sealed bids. If the bids should 
be low enough that the maximum 
amount of $360,000 is not needed 
then only the amount needed 
would be used.

REASONS CITED
The election was called for 

November 6th. the day of the 
general election. There are basic­
ally two reasons why it was 
called for that day.

The first is it can be held 
cheaper at that time because we 
will already have election judg­
es and clerks at work. This 
will save the taxpayers some 
monev.

And secondly, we thought that 
because that is the day of the 
General Election we would pet 
a more representive expression

| from the people. So on that day 
you will determine by your vote 
whether the project will be ap­
proved or dis-approved. Amt 
again, 1 am not trying to per­
suade you either way. 1 am only 
trying to furnish you information 
that will help you make a deci­
sion.

There is presently on the 
ground floor and second floor of 
the courthouse, both floors com­
bined, approximately 850(/ square 
feet of floor space. The new 
construction would add approxi­
mately 12,500 additional square 
feet of new floor space. This 
would, as I said, provide com­
pletely nc.w construction and fac­
ilities for the jail, and room 
enough on the ground floor for 
all county offices, including room 
for the extension service offices, 
the district attorney, the high­
way patrol, a county courtroom 
and the county library. There 
may be some question as to 
whether or not we need a county 
courtroom.

LOOKS TO FUTURE
And perhaps at this time we 

do not. but it is my personal 
judgement that in the years to 
come we will need one very 
badly in ordc-r to have a suit­
able place to try Justice and 
county court cases. In addition 
to that it would make nice work­
ing quarters for the drivers lic­
ense examiner, Social Security 
representative, department of pub­
lic welfare personnel and 
others who sometimes need room 
in the courthouse, The jail would 
provide potential capacity for 
about 60 prisoners, providing 
separate facilities for juveniles, 
mental patients and women pris­
oners and meeting all the re­
quirements of law. The present 
jail equipment would be traded 
in on the new, and the space 
where the jail is now located 
would be converted into storage 
space for old county records. 
There would be room to k^ep a 
dispatcher on duty day and rry’it 
if that should be required or 
desired.

The county clerk, county tax 
office and county treasurer would 
all be. grouped together in one 
large vault-room, so that when 
you walk in you would walk into 
a larpe vault in which all these 
valuable records such as court 
records, deed records and etc., 
which actually involve the title 
to your homes and other real 
oroperty, would be kept. Space 
for these three offices would of 
course have to be allocated ac­
cording to the most feaseable 
a'rranpement. and individual safes

provided so that each individual 
office would have a piace to keep 
other valuables.

COURTROOM RETAINED
On the second floor the district 

courtroom would be left substan­
tially as it is. The balance of 
the room up there would be re­
modeled so as to provide office 
room for the District Judge and 
court reporter, and for the dist­
rict clerk in the event the county 
and district clerks office should 
ever be divided, which it pro­
bably will be some day. There 
will be restrooms for both men 
and women. Also, there is to be 
a large general purpose room 
with a sliding partition and stor-> 
age space. Folding beds would 
be stored so this room could be 
used to keep jurors including 
mixed juries, should it In? needed 
for that purpose.

This room could also be used 
as a meeting place for the grand 
jury, a counsel room for law­
yers and witnesses, and for 
other purposes. It has been sug­
gested that the district court­
room should be made larger, but 
the architect says that because 
the walls are supporting walls 
the cost of enlarging it would 
be almost prohibitive at this time. 
For that reason we have no plans 
to enlarge it.

All the new construction would 
be- built strong enough and on a 
foundation sound enough that 
another story could be added in 
the years to come in event an­
other expansion program should 
be necessary. The entire building 
both old and new would be inter­
nally heated and cooled with 
modern heating and cooling equip­
ment.

30-YEAR DEAL
This in brief is about what 

you can expect to get for your 
money in the event you approve 
the bond issue on November 6th.

claim check. Mort refused to pay 
for the stolen car. Harry sued 
him.

Must Mort pay for the stoten 
car?

Mort probably would have to 
pay. Most courts have held that 
a statement on the back of a 
parking claim check is only ef­
fective if called to car owners’ 
attention. Mort had not done this. 
Also, Harry had a right to be­
lieve from the fact that Mort 
maintained an enclosed space 
for parking, with attendants on 
duty, that he was paying the park­
ing fee in consideration of care 
and watchfulness to prevent in­
jury or loss.

Parking lot operators may at­
tempt to escape responsibility by 
a notice of limitation of liabil­
ity posted on the lot or printed 
on the claim check given the 
owner of the car. But with few 
exceptions the courts have not. 
upheld such limitations were 
the loss or injury was due to' 
the negligence of the operator of 
the lot, and where the stipula­
tions were not specifically call­
ed to the attention of the car 
owner.

Arkansas Led Fight 
For Texas Statehood

In the spring of 1840, the 
boundary line between Arkansas 
and the Republic of Texas was 
surveyed from the Louisiana line 
due north or Red river.

Dr. John R. Conway, brother 
of Arkansas Governor James S. 
Conway, was the commissioner 
making the survey for Arkansas. 
He was appointed by President 
Van Buren. As a result of the 
survey, most of what was then 
Miller County, Arkansas w a s  
placed in Texas.

Where Arkansas j u d g e s  
held court, and Arkansas sherif­
fs had served processes, made 
arrests, and collected taxes, were 
found to be within the boundary 
of Texas. The line, as establish-

ed by the commissioners, was 
about 10 miles farther east than 
was previously understood to be 
the boundary.

The line, which has stood the 
test of time, divides the progres­
sive city of Texarkana, down the 
middle.

The annexation of Texas to 
the United States was of nearly 
as much interest in Arkansas as 
it was in Texas. With the help 
of o t h e r  pioneers, including 
many Arkansans, Texas had es­
tablished her independence as a 
republic. The United States and 
many foreign nations had recog­
nized rfbr government.

Being a separate and indepen­
dent republic, Texas had a clear 
right to voluntarily attach her­
self to any power by which she 
might be received. In the exer­
cise of this right, she twice made 
overtures to the United States to 
enter the Union. The first was 
under the administration of Presi­
dent Andrew Jackson, who had 
given his strong moral support 
to her fight for independence, 
but his Congress refused.

The second attempt was under 
the administration of President 
Van Buren In 1843, a treaty was 
made at the instance of the 
United States, but this, tew, was 
rejected by the U. S. Senate. 
Efforts of Texas for statehood 
continued 9 years.

Slavery was the main issue. 
The South wanted her as a slave­
holding state. The north reject­
ed her for this roason. There 
was also the specter of Texas 
being divided into four states, giv­
ing the area at least 8 electoral 
votes.

Arkansas people were deeply 
aroused by these rejections. It 
became the isue on which Jam­
es K. Polk was elected to the 
presidency in November, 1844. 
How the annexation came about 
is related in a speech delivered 
by Arkansas Senator A.H. Sevier, 
who was one of the leaders in the 
fight for annexation.

“ The treaty with Texas was re­
jected. but the issue was made 
up and presented to the country 
for its decision at the ballot box” . 
Senator Sevier explained. ‘That 
issue was decided in November, 
1844, and in favor of the Texas 
candidate. Mr. Tyler had yet one 
session of Congress left under 
which to administer the affairs 
of the country. In this short frag­
ment of his term, a joint resolu­
tion for the annexation of Texas 
was introduced in the House of 
Representatives by a prominent 
Whig of Tennessee’

It was finally adopted by near 
ly a party vote. The vote was 
taken at a night session. The 
House had adjourned and most 
of its members were in the Sen­
ate. galleries to see the results. 
Every door and window to the 
Senate chambers were filled with 
eager and anxious spectators.

“ Every resident representative 
of any foreign power or state was 
also here", the' senator said in

his description, ‘and among the
rest, the minister from Mexico. 
In this moment of hope and fear, 
involving such interest to the 
United States and the future fate 
of the Republic of Texas, the vote 
was taken and the resolution 
carried by a vote of 27 to 25.

"On the first day of March, the 
resolution was approved by Pres­
ident Tyler, and on the third of 
that month, a messenger was 
sent to Texas with the resolution, 
and on the night succeeding that 
day, the term of President Tyler, 
and of the session of Congress 
that passed these resolutions, ex­
pired together.”

On March 6, two days after 
President Polk took office, the 
Mexican minister filed his pro­
test on the annexation and de­
manded his passports. Within a 
few weeks, our minister to Mex­
ico returned home .severing dip­
lomatic relations with Mexico.

As soon as the Texas Congress 
could act, Texas accepted the 
proposition of the United States 
and became enrolled as a ful- 
fledged state. It was a particular 
cause of rejoicing in Arkansas, 
because the initial movement for 
Texas Colonization had come out 
of her borders,, when Stephen F. 
Austin left Washington, Arkan- 

I sas, to plant his colony on the 
! Brazos river.

The union has been advocated 
in a report of a select commit- 

I tee of the Arkansas Legislature 
in 1844. which had been studying 
a joint resolution introduced by 
W.W. Floyd, of Johnson county. 
The resolution proposed to in­
struct the Arkansas delegation 
in Congress to secure the annex­
ation of Texas.

“ It will be incomprehensible 
to those of future ages that the 
United States government, found­
ed as it was after a successful 
revolution by which the people 
gained their independence, shou­
ld be so slow and tardy in aiding

our own people ir. Texas in their
struggle for freedom.

“ It will scarcely be believed 
that when we have in our power 
to incorporate them into this Un­
ion, and are warranted to do so 
by the law of nations, we were 
blind enough to wait on a mere 
punctilio and run the risk of ei­
ther not acquiring Texas at all, 
or doing it after an infinite de­
gree of trouble and cost” .

Andrew Jackson, from his re­
tirement in the “ The Hermitage” , 
wrote an almost frantic letter 
urging the annexation before it 
was too late. He explained that 
Texas might become discourag­
ed by repeated rejections and 
ally herst-lf with England.

The old hero lived long enough 
to see his advice accepted by the 
United States, but he did not live 
long enough to witness the official 
entry into the Union.

CONGRESS IN REVIEW
The Congress, in its wisdom, 

deleted more than *4 pillion in 
spending proposals from the Ken­
nedy Administration proposals, 
that would have totaled $9(i bil­
lion plus, as submitted, accord­
ing to an Associated Press labulu- 
tion. The- total would have beer 
more than $5 billion in savings, 
had Congress not increased Ken­
nedy - McNamara proposals for 
the military by about $50 mil­
lion to strengthen our de fin e  
position in several key areas. 
This vast spending budget of $02 
billion plus, assures us o ' an­
other big Kennedy deficit for the 
fiscal year, with various Senate 
Committee analysts already p it­
dieting the deficit figure will be 
at least $8 billion. This spending 
total is exclusive of the $9,471 
billion we must spend this v  ar 
for interest on the national debt 
which is a permanent appropria­
tion, and is not voted on each 
year.

In review, Congress defeated 
the President’s proposition ttui 
there he created a Department 
of Urban Affairs. I am glad that 
this measure was defeated be­
cause I am convinced 'hat it 
would mean the further in'.-i't- 
ion of the federal government 
into the affairs of the state mid 
citv governments.

Congress defeated the medical 
carr- proposal of the President 
which would have created a fed­
erally sponsored medical care 
program, under Social Secu-iiv 
This was defeated by a vt-’ y 
narrow margin and has been gen­
erally viewed, throughout ti e 
country, as a bill that should 
have- been defeated.

Congress voted large appro­
priations for foreign aid, but re- 
uced JFK requests by about $1 

j billion.
The Farm Bill, as passed, >*- 

a bill which satisfies no one. Ad­
vocates of outright regimentation 
of the farmer feel that it dor, 
not go far enough. There are 
many of us who feel that it goe1 
too far. I look forward to the 
day when we can return fa"m- 
ing to a market-regulated econ­
omy.

The UN bond provision vss 
passed, which I opposed. The 
President will have discretions, y 
power to purchase UN bonds. 

We defeated outright a num­

ber ot the Kennedy Admin‘st"a- 
tion bills, ai$d it should be noted 
that most of those which were 
passed, were not approve! in the 
form which the President T ig i i- 
ally requested.

There are notable fabures of 
the President in the forJ.g.i pol­
icy field, as di umati: ‘d by the 
Cuban situation, arid the failure 
of this Administration to save 
any money, and 'o show any 
fiscal responsibility, is tragic.

Administration advocates, who 
try to ‘point with pride’ ;o th«. 
enactment of any conv-luratle 
part of the President’s New Fron­
tier proposals, are hard pressed. 
Aside from the usual money 
bills, or Departmental appropria­
tions, and the- foreign trade hill, 
the measures that came thrjagh 
the legislative hopper are real'y 
only bits and pieces of what the 
President sought to obtain. And 
most of the trimming savixl the 
taxpayers money.

FOREIGN TRADE B III 
1 regret that the Foreign Trade 

Bill, as passed by Congress and 
i signed by the President, and now 
| the law of the land, was pretty 
I mdeh what the Adminisir.i' on 
I wanted. 1 testified befory tne 
Senate Finance Committe-., din­
ing hearings on the V I  and 
urged that Congress reta'p more 
authority, and go slow ir enact­
ment. Mv resolution, introduced 
in the spring, provides for estab­
lishment of a Joint Congression­
al Committee on Foregn Trade 
to exercise Congression it over­
sight in the field, and 1 shall do 
my best to get a hearing on this 
measure during the next session.

Trash Problem 
Plagues Cities, 
Health Groups

Thousands of years ago, the 
cave dwellers had a simple sol­
ution to the sanitation problem 
—when conditions became un 
bearable they simply moved to 
another cave.. But, this present­
ed problems. There were uilv . 0 
many caves to go around.

As urban complexes developed 
the citizens realized that dump­
ing trash in the streets and hop­
ing that it would rain and wash 
away soon turned the city into a 
huge dump.

of de-monstration short-courses 
on the proper disposal of refuse.

This year nine such one-day 
demonstrations are being con­
ducted—one within easy travel­
ling distance of every commun­
ity in Texas.

Sponsored with the cooperation 
of refuse equipment manufactur­
ers and the host cities, engineers 
from the State Health Depart­
ment's Sanitary Engineering Div­
ision organize and conduct the 
demonstrations as well as notify 
everyone in the area who should 
bo interested in refuse disposal 
procedure.

The list includes nearly every­
one associated with municipal 
sanitation — mayors, city com­
missioners, city managers, heal­
th officers, sanitarians, sanita­
t i o n  superintendents, public 
works directors, city engineers, 
county officials, members of 
civic organizations and citizens 
interested in community sanita 
lion and public health.

Highlight of the meetings is a 
demonstration of c o l l e c t i o n  
trucks and sanitary land fill equip­
ment and the correct method 
for using the equipment.

Sanitary landfill as opposed to 
other refuse disposal methods in 
Texas is one method which F is 
considerable potentials in mak­
ing sanitary refuse-disposal prac­
tice economically feasible for 
many communities.

Basically the method employs 
three steps—the refuse is dump­
ed in an excavated trench, i' 
is compacted by heavy trac'nr 
equipment, and finally covered 
with compacted earth.

Garbage, rubbish, and ashes 
are disposed without nuisance. 
firn or public health hazard;.

Sites of this fall’s courses are: 
Plainview, Sweetwater, Weather­
ford. Mount Pleasant, Lufkin, 
Rosenberg, Temple, Kerrville, 
and Harlingen. (A  weekly fee* 
uro from Public Health Educa­
tion Division. Texas State Depart­
ment of Health.)

Farm Tractor 
No 'Runabout', 
DPS Points Out

Using the farm tractor for an 
all-purpose runabout is a danger­
ous practice. Do not use a trac­
tor for trips not directly related 
to field work. Department ol 
Public Safety urged Thursday.

Slow-moving vehicles are one 
of the major problems of rural 
highway travel. Many of them 
are inadequately lighted or lack 
proper identification with which 
to warn motorists, DPS said.

“ It is up to the operators of 
slow - moving farm vehicles to 
practice- courtesy whenever they 
can. When it is possible the farm 
operator should pull his equip­
ment onto the shoulder and allow- 
faster-moving traffic to pass. Al­
though the farm operator has a 
privilege to move his farm ve­
hicles and equipment upon the 
roadway, he should be willing to 
pull off the roadway for his own 
protection. This may prevent 
himself, his farm vehicles and 
farm equipment from being in­
volved in an accident,” DPS poin­
ted out.

“ It has been observed that 
many farm tractors, vehicles, 
and motorized equipment while 
upon the roadway are so designed 
or pulling other vehicles and equ­
ipment that the operator is un­
able to ascertain the approach 
of traffic from the rear. Under 
such conditions these vehicles 
and equipment should have a 
rear view mirror like on a truck 
and bus enabling the operator to 
see the approach of traffic from 
the rear.

“ However, in many instances 
where there were no such ob­

structions in rear of the operator 
it has been observed the opera- 

has been negligent in failing 
to turn his head around to check 
for the approach of traffic from

WAGE EARNER’S PLAN
There is an alternative to 

bankruptcy. Relief from con­
stant harrassment by creditors 
and threats of suits and garnish­
ment of bank accounts can be 
found by the filing of a Wage 
Earner’s Plan in the federal 
district court under Chapter X ll 
of the Bankruptcy Act.

A debtor can request the court 
to stop all suits and garnish­
ments during a three-year per­
iod while he pays into the court 
to satisfy all of his debts over 
this extended period of time.

A Wage Earne-r’s Plan has 
certain advantages over bank­
ruptcy:

There is no stigma of having 
avoided one’s debts. Every cred­
itor is paid in full.

A debtor is taught, under court 
supervision, to reserve a cer­
tain amount each pay day to go 
to his creditors; and he- is not 
allowed to purchase anything on 
credit during the time the plan 
is in effect.

A debtor is allowed to keep 
his mortgaged property unless 
the court decides it is too ex­
pensive for his income.

A person who has filed bank­
ruptcy within six years and is 
again being pressed by his cred­
itors, may file a Wage Earner’s 
Plan. The law does not permit 
him to go into bankruptcy with­
in this six-year period.

It is also possible to pay less 
than the full amount of one’s

debts. If a debtor simply does1
not have enough money to live 
on and still pay his obligations 
in full, it is possible to pay ,5J 
per cent or 60 per cent ot Sie 
amount he owes to each cred­
itor and then receive a dis­
charge of the- balance by the 
court after the Wage Earner’s 
Plan is completed.

The debtor pays enough to 
the court trustee over a three- 
year period to cover all his 
debts, court costs and attorney’s 
fees. Most plans provide that 
interest be cut off as of the 
date the petition is filed in court; 
and a debtor may save enough 
on interest to cover the costs.

In Kansas City, Kansas, there 
are 2.00 active Wage Earners' 
Plans. In Birmingham, Alabama, 
there are over 7,000 plans in 
relatively unknown in Texts, and 
few persons are presently tak­
ing advantage of Wage Earn­
ers’ Plans.

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Johnsons Find Florence, Italy 
City of History, Art, Beauty

REPORT FROM ITALY - III

Dear Folks. Epistle number 
three on "The Trip" begins witl 
Thursday, Sept. 6. Here we art 
in Florence: land of the Etrus­
cans, home of the Medici, birth 
place of Dante and Michangelo 
refuge for Galileo, center of the 
Renaissance. Boy, were we eag 
er to dig into this historic, beau­
tiful city!

First stop today was the Pitt 
Palace. This houses one of tht 
world’s most famous art galler­
ies. This magnificent collectior 
of masterpieces was gathered by 
the various Medici princes. In 
these long rows of rooms hang 
some of the greatest paintings of 
all times by Raphael (several of 
his Madonnas), Titan, Rubens, 
and other great painters that I'm 
not familiar with (unfortunately). 
If you’ re better versed in art, 
perhaps you’ll recognize the na­

mes of Andrea del Sarto, Valas- 
luez, Murillo (I thought he was 
t heavy-weight contender in the 
10’s), Bartolomeo, and Perugino. 
The two most impressive pictures 
dr me, were Reubens “ Con- 
lences of War” (as gruesome as 
he title implies) and “ The Four 
Philosophers”  (a copy of which 
ve saw in the basement of the S- 
\E national chapel at Northwes- 
ern. Really, in many of the room 
we were as impressed with the 
>ictures and frescos on the ceil- 
;ng as we were with the paint- 
ngs on the- walls. We got only a 
short glimpse of the gardens be­
hind the Pitti Palace. They are 
beautifully kept, and are graced 
with numerous fountains and 
rows of statues along the walk­
ways.

Our next visit wasto the Med­
ici Chapel. This place is actually

composed of two separate struct­
ures. The first of those structures 
is the “ Mausoleum" which is as 
lavish as were the Medici prin­
ces whose bodies it now inshrin­
es. It is a vaulted structure cov­
ered with marble, semi-precious 
stones, mosaics, and Florentine 
agate, all blended together in ex­
travagant luxury.

The masterpiece of beauty, 
however, is the second structure 
--the “ New Sacristy". This bu­
ilding was designed by Michel­
angelo, and the simplicity of li­
nes and adornment look almost 
austere in comparison with the 
other buildings. It is said that in 
this building Michelangelo strove 
to glorify the devine inspiration 
in man with purity and be-auty 
rather than the tempera! power 
reflected in the elaborate Mau­
soleum. Here, we saw our first 
works of Michelangelo: his inter­
pretations of Dawn and Dusk on 
one- side of the room facing Ni­
ght and Day on the other side of 
the room also an unfinished Mad­
onna and Child. There are two 
empty niches in the room which 
were to have been occupied by 

j figures representing Heaven, Ear- 
| th, and other forces of the uni- 
I her forces of the universe. These 
in 1534 Michelangelo fled the ty- 

j ranny of Alessandro de Medici 
j and took refuge in Rome. We ha­
ve all read of Micht-langelo’s ge- 

; nius, but it’s really impossible to 
I comprehend the emotion, philo 
I sophy, beauty, dreams, and real- 
i ity that he could put into stone 
j without witnessing and feeling 
his work. ! don’t want to sound 
like a pseduo-something-or-other 
(l must frankly admit that many 
of the supposed masterpieces of 
painting left me cold—probably 
because of my ignorance) but 
Michaelangelo’s sculpturing re­
ally did things to me. I think I 
felt his works as much as I look­
ed at them-and I don’t mean wi­
th my hands.

This brings up another, and 
somewhat unpleasant sidelight on 
the trip. I’ ll swear the German 
tourists (and there were hordes 
of them) were little better than 

| the wild tribes that came down 
& defeated the Romans. So many 
of them felt compelled to wipe 

\ their grubby paws on the price­
less paintings and Marble stat­
utes—it’s a wonder there’s any­
thing left to see. I’ve heard plen- 

i ty about "Ugly Americans” , but 
I can honestly say that the Am- 

I ericans we saw on tour conduc- 
; ted themselves with more resp- 
I ect for these treasures than ma­
ny of the Europeans.

Our next stop was the Cathed­
ral of Santa Maria del Fiore or 

! II Duemo. This beautiful, marble 
j church was started in 1296 and 
i the dome was not completed un­
til 1434. It is the second largest

church in the world (St. Peter’s 
in Rome is larger) and is certain­
ly one of the most beautiful in 
Italy; the whole facade is finish­
ed in pink, white and green mar­
ble from various parts of Tuscany 
The stained glass windows were 
designed by some of Florence’s 
most famous artists — Donatello 
ble from various parts of Tuscan. 
Ghiberti, and a couple of others. 
Inside, we viewed one of Michel­
angelo’s best and most famous 
groups, Descent From the- Cross. 
This magnificent work shows the 
dead Christ in the arms of Mary 
Mary Magdalene, and Joseph of 
Aramathea.

Just across the street from II 
Duomo is Baptistery. This was 
originally the Cathedral of Flo­
rence until the larger structure 
was made. The Baptismal font 
was left here though. The doors 
to this building are perhaps the 
most famous and beautiful in the 
world—especially the set facing 
East, which Michelangelo named 
the “ Gate of Paradise”  for its 
extreme beauty. The south door 
is the work of the gothic sculptor 
Andrea Pisano and is made of 
28 bronze panels showing scenes 
from the life- of John the Baptist. 
The North door contains 28 bronze 
panels in bas-relief, showing sc­
ene from New Testament. This 
door was done by Ghiberti; he 
was awarded this job as a com­
mission after winning a conte-st. 
It took him 21 years to complete 
the door. After finishing it, he 
was commissioned to do the Ea­
st door. This door, the "Gate of 
Paradise” , was finished in gold 
leaf. It took Ghiberti 38 years to 
complete-. He spent a total of 57 
years making 2 doors for this one 
building—but their beauty is in­
finite and their accomplishment 
made Ghiberti immortal.

This concluded our morning’s 
sight seeing. We returned to the 
Pensione for lunch and a short 
siesta. The Italians, like our La­
tin American friends, subscribe 
to the afternoon nap as an instut- 
ion. All stores are closed from 
12 until 3:30.

We spent a short while at the 
Ponte- Vecchio, the only original 
bridge still spanning the Arno— 
all others were blown up by the 
Germans during their retreat in 
World War I. This old bridge is 
covered with shops which have 
been kept in the same families 
for centuries

We also spent a short while at 
the Piazza della Signoria and 
Loggia die Lanzi. It was getting 
too late to take any pictures by 
then, so we determined to return 
for a better look and for picture 
taking the next day. I ’ ll try to 
describe it in the next letter. Suf­
fice it to say that this one plaza 
has the greatest array of statues 
per square foot of any place in

Little Change in Farm Products' 
Prices Seen for Balance of 1962

Prices of farm products and 
livestock generally will continue 
high for the balance of 1962, 
specialists for the extension divi­
sion. Texas A&M, said today in 
their monthly commodity out­
look. The rrport was compiled 
by John G. McHaney, extension 
economist, and released here by 
J. K. Adams, county agent.

Predictions follow:
Hogs: For the rest of 1962, it 

appears that prices will very 
likely continue slightly above 
last year's price for the same 
period.

Lambs: There does not seem
to be much cause for weakness 
in the lamb market for the re-st 
Of 1962.

Cattle: “ Some increased avail­
ability of fed beef in the last 
quarter of 1962, particularly near 
the end of the year, along with 
a seasonally larger supplies of 
pork and turkeys, are expected 
to result in a moderate decline 
in fed cattle prices. Briefly feed­
er cattle- and calf prices may 
ease downward . . but a sharp 
break is not expected.”

Broilers: “ Larger hatchery out­
puts will begin to enlarge broiler 
marketings in November when 
turkey consumption is near its 
seasonal peak. If increases of 
prices will begin to drop in late 
1962.”

Turkeys: " ,  . Because of the 
supply situation it appears that 
prices received by producers dur­
ing the rest of 1962 will he better 
than those received during the 
same period of 1961.”

Eggs: "Egg prices for the re­
mainder of 1962 are expected to 
hold close to year earlier levels.”

Wheat: “ Prices received by 
farmers will likely remain above 
(he year’s earlier levels for the 
rest of 1962.”

Cotton: “ The 1962 cotton crop 
is expected to be nearly three 
percent greater than last year, 
due to increased yie-lds per acre. 
The 1962 average yield in the 
United States is estimated at 449 
pounds per harvested acre, up 
from the 1961 yield of 438 pounds 
. . Stock of cotton held by CCC 
on Aug. 1 was about 4.7 million 
bales. This is a sharp increase 
from a year earlier. . Spot mar­
ket prices for cotton in U. S. 
have declined steadily in recent 
months. .

Grain sorghum: . . Feed
grain prices for the rest of 1962 
may average fairly close to the- 
levels for the same period in 
1961.”

AUSTIN — Attorney General 
Will Wilson issued an opinion 
that the Constitution Party of 
Texas cannot nominate mem­
bers for district offices at its 
state convention.

HIGH COST OF LEARNING
Tuition for Texas’ 2 state uni­

versities and colleges may be 
doubled by the time members 
of the 1964 high school gradua­
ting classes are ready to enroll.

Texas Commission on Higher 
Education decided to ask the 
Legislature to double tuition— 
from $50 to $100 a semester— 
and increase appropriations by 
55 per cent during 1964-65.

Commission approved a $4,000,- 
000; agreed to raise college pre­
sidents* salaries; and ordered its 
staff to look into the elimination 
of remedial writing and reading 
and tours from college curricu- 
lums.

Request for more money came 
after it was noted that this fall’s 
enrollment of 110,000 students in 
19 colleges was an increase of 9 
per cent over last year, and the 
‘war babies’ will soon be knock­
ing at the doors.

DEFICIT RISES
Deficit in the State’s General 

Revenue Fund increased by al­
most $13,000,000 during mid-Oct­
ober, according to a report from 
State Treasurer Jesse James.

On October 9, the State was 
in the red to the tune of $41,250,- 
in the red to the tune of $41,25,- 
349. By October 24, the deficit 
was $54,074,283.

MAP PROJECT PUSHED
Absence of topographic maps 

of the entire state may be hold­
ing us back in the nationwide 
race for new industries.

At a meeting of the Texas Map­
ping Advisory Committee, Harry 
Clark, director of the Texas In­
dustrial Commission, said that 
topographic maps are very nec­
essary to industries considering 
sites here. Chairman John J. 
Vandertulip said the maps are 
essential to industrial and agri­
cultural planning.

Topographic maps are those 
that show the physical features 
of a region in minute detail.

When a mapping program of 
73 counties is completed, Texas 
will be half - mapped.

ATTRACTIVE NUISANCES
State Health Department of­

ficials issued a warning against 
the use of arsenious acid con­
tainers for water bottles.

Field engineers recently found 
about 40 of the one-gallon size 
containers along the highway in 
Collin County. One had about

one and one-half ounces of ar­
senic left in it — enough to kill 
more than 100 people.

Death of three members of a 
Josephine farm family was at­
tributed to accidental poisoning 
caused by drinking water out of 
a container which had been used 
for cotton defoliation.

‘These plastic bottles are at­
tractive nuisances. . . .and dead­
ly,’ an official said.
RADIATION DETECTION PLAN

An officer of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety soon should 
be able to help out at the scene 
of a radiation accident or inci­
dent anywhere in the State in 
about 30 minutes, Col. Homer 
Garrison Jr. announced.

A stepped-up training program 
in radiation which began on Oct­
ober 29 is expected to provide 
enough trained men to handle 
any emergency.

Officers who have completed 
the course already are driving 
vehicles equipped with a Geiger 
Counter to measure very low 
amounts of radiation, a m i d- 
range survey meter, and a high- 
range meter.

Men also carry personal ’Dos­
imeters’ on their persons so they 
periodically can determine the 
amount of radiation they have 
bec-n subjected to during the sur­
vey of an area in which radio­
active spillage has occurred.
