In addition 
to protecting hla sheep he has derived 
IIS high aa 3-10(> revenue In one season 
from  bounties eoHui-ted and the stale 
o f pelts. He ships the furs to New i 
York and receives a* high s *  35 for 
prime pelts.

Mr. Brune does not use poisoned 
bait on aeeoiint o f the danger to his 
valuable shepherd dogs, but use* steel 
triips and minrivs made out o f nve-gal- 
lon tin coal oil cans distributed over 
hi* range. The cans have a star-shaped 
aperture cut In the top for the coyote 
to put his head through. The sharp 
points o f the star are lient downward 
and a ball o f bacon, egg*, chicken or 
dead horse pl.iced in the bottom o f 
the can.

AVhen a coyote puts hla he-ad In the 
can the sharp points o f the star cat<-h 
in his mane anti the thkk hair around 
his neck and he is unable to w ithdraw 
It. A  coyote caught In thla n.anner will 
walk backward In a circle with the 
can on his head and w ill not get fa r  
from  the locality where the snare Is 
placed, •‘^1
