With a 
little tidy record-keeping, you can 
make life easier for yourself and 
your family when you are gone.

So, why not rmtke a New Year's 
Resolution to follow these sug­
gestions:

1. Get a heavily bound note- J 
book folder or file folder as a 
central collecting point for all 
the records of your affairs.

2. Put your especially import- 
ant papers in your safe deposit 
box, but make a list of those 
papers and a brief summary of . 
their contents to put in your home i 
file.

3. Get for your files copies of I 
birth certificates for all mem­
bers of the family, and add them 
to the file.

Editor’s note: The Sandhills 
Philosopher on his Johnson 
grass farm maps his plans for 
1963, his letter this week indi­
cates.

Dear editor:
According to an article by an 

expert on world affairs which I 
read last night to rest my mind 
after mapping my plans for 1963, 
you can spin a globe of the 
earth and jaoint your finger at it 
and regardless of where it comes 
to a stop, there’ll be a crisis 
there.

This was supposed to convince 
you that times are serious, the 
world’s in a ferment, and the 
days ahead are uncertain.

All this proves to me however 
is that this expert’s not very 
familiar with the world’s record.

There never was a time when 
you couldn’t point your finger at 
any spot on the globe and show 
up a crisis. Even if you missed 
a country’s capital and got only 
a farm house or an apartment 
in town, there’d still be a crisis 
there, and nine times out of ten 
it’d be financial, the same as 
it is in the major trouble spots 
around the globe

What this expert ought to real­
ize is that if most individuals 
can live with crisis all their lives, 
the world ought to be able to 
also.

AUSTIN—In his final press con­
ference as attorney general, Will 
Wilson paid tribute to Texas news­
papers for helping expose graft 
and corruption.

Wilson said that Texas newspa­
pers. large and small, deserve a 
lot of credit for the progress he 
made during his six years of 
administration.

“ In our system” he said, "the 
lights of day, brought through 
the news media, is the most ef­
ficient enforcement agency we 
have.”

He gave special credit to the 
press for bringing the slant­
ed hole oil well probes of East 
Texas into the open, exposing 
the anhydrous ammonia tank man­
euvers of West Texas, and call­
ing for fast action in other scan­
dals.

He remarked that he considers 
a probe for corruption 
of local governments the field 
that offers the most investigative 
opportunity to his successor, 
Waggoner Carr.

MAN HUNT
Meanwhile, the incoming 

AG Waggoner Carr is involved 
in a search for able assistants 
or the attorney general’s depart­
ment. He wrote Leon Jaworski, 
president of the State Bar Assoc­
iation, that it’s very difficult to 
find trained men.

Number of assistants now has 
dwindled from 80 *o 08.

Carr said he needs capable men 
with good courtroom experience, 
as there are 4,000 cases pending 
in the attorney general’s office, 
the ‘eyes of the nation’ are on 
the slanted-hole well investiga­
tions.

He approved the commission’s 
goal to get small industries for 
250 small towns. E. B. Germany 
of Dallas, chairman of the com­
mission, pointed out that this plan 
would offer eight-hour-a-day em­

ployment to local people and 
leave time for them to tend to 
small farming and ranching op­
erations.

“ If we could have 250 little 
towns with little industries,” 
Germany said, “we would have 
more solid citizens. ’

Connally has proposed the es­
tablishment of a Bureau of Com­
merce to carry on the work of 
tourist and industrial agencies.

He now serves on 18 
boards, in addition to his duties 
as attorney for the state.

2. That health and accident in­
surance firms be required to re­
fund premiums if the insured 
asks to cancel within 10 days 
after he receives his policy.

3. That state agencies be pro­
hibited from denying jobs on the 
basis of age, except for certain 
law enforcement posts. A study 
revealed a great age barrier in 
moc* industries, with a special 
problem for workers in the 40-55 
age bracket.

4. That the Legislature consid­
er granting greater autonomy to 
local governments and that it re­
move from the statutes county 
and city laws no longer in force 
or effect.

5. That county officials convey 
court - committed, mentally ill 
patients to state hospitals immed­
iately and not hold them in the 
county jails.

Eleven committees offered 
some 50 pages ot suggestions to 
the council. Many of the bills 

i  proposed already have been draft­
ed.

Despite the fact that an effec­
tive diphtheria toxoid has been 
available to everyone for many 
years, there is still an under­
current of diphtheria cases oc- 
curing in Texas.

At the ena ol September, 1962, 
there had been seven deaths in 
Texas attributed to diphtheria. 
In 1961, because of a series of 
isolated outbreaks, the death toll 
from this disease reached 23.

State Health Department auth­
orities speculate that the reason 
for this undercurrent of diphther­
ia cases is the fact that victims 
had not been immunized.

Most pediatricians suggest as 
a  matter of course that their very 
young patients receive the diph­
theria toxoid in combination with 
other vaccines and that periodic 
boosters be administered accord- 
ig to a schedule prescribed by 
your family doctor.

Immunity against the disease 
Schick test — developed by Dr. 
Bela Schick, but scheduled boos­
ters are often used in place of 
Schick testing.

The disease occurs most fre­
quently among children between 
the ages of one and 10, but can 
strike an entire family unprotect­
ed with diphtheria toxoid.

It is spread from sneezing and 
coughing of a convalescent or 
other carrier, or less frequently, 
from contaminated articles. Diph- 
fheria may develop within fyvo 
to seven days following exposure.

Common symptoms include a 
sore throat, . fever, drowsiness, 
headache, and vomiting. If such 
symptoms occur, and there is a 
chance that the person had been 
exposed, a physician should be 
called immediately.

The disease is not only danger­
ous ana sometimes fatal, but 
damaging after effects can be 
serious and long lasting, or even 
permanent.

Immediate treatment is neces­
sary to avert possible disaster. 
Medical care under close super­
vision of a doctor rhoutd be main­
tained until the patient is pro­
nounced well.
