Docking and Castrating.

Two operatlona which should tint 
be D glected on the market lambs are 
docalng and caatraliny ' Ru<k* 
lambs begin to tea* the ewes and one 
..solher at about eight lo ten weeka 
of age ro les* they are caatratwd one 
cannot hope for the b-at gains from 
the feed they rnnsiime When put on 
Ibi market, entire, they wall for K5 
c e n t*  to t l below wether Iamb* This 
is beci,u*e they are thinner and have 
developed niewullne < haractera, mak- 
liig the meat of poorsr quality than 
that of wether or ewe lambs There la 
very little more danger lu caarating a 
lamb than a pig yet no one thinks of 
feeding boar pig.- for market.

IVof kins or removing the tall Is 
quite a eimp'e operation Oo tbe 
r.mg'S one man does ihe entire op- 
eiatb'D. tbe tail being cut off w.ih a 
knife Bat with most .MU»ourl farm 
er* tm-.i men can do It better. The 
easiest way Iw to catch the lamb and 
bold It so that Its u il ran be chopped 
off with a hatchet or ax Thia Iw the 
earl—' -md quickest method, hut not 
the safest, for often lan.bw will die 
from bleeding, and in most cases 
more or Ie*w weakened from tbe lows 
of bWKHi n i c e  la also niore <1anger 
of tofe' tiun. especially jn warm 
weather

Docking with a hot Iron or chisel 
Is miHb pieferred The irons are 
made similar to large i-lncera. with 
handles about 18 Incbe* long The 
end « heated to nearly red heat and 
the tall slowly pinched off if the 
Irons are too hot and the work done 
too rapidly the end* of the blood ves­
sels will no! be seared shut and bleed­
ing will occur, so do not burry tbe 
operation It is adrisuble to put tbe 
lambs tall through a bole in an Inch 
board to prevent buruiug the body 
One man holds the left fore and hind 
legs with bis left band and the right 
legs with h s right hand, the back of 
the lamb being held tightly against 
bis - best. The other man uses tbe 
hot Iron.

A gasoline blow torch, like that 
used by tinsmiths. Is the most conven- 
lent way to heat irons. These cost t i  
or $«, but one can usually be Itor- 
row< d from the local hardware dealer

f'astratiDg la done by holding the 
lanih tbe same as for docking. With 
a sharp sterile knife the lower third 
of the sack la cut off. The testirle* 
can then be sqiieeaed out and pulled 
out either with tbe flngera or a pair 
of pincers espsclally made for that 
purpose In all rases keep tbe knife 
and hands sterilized by the use of any 
reliable disinfectant. A 8 per-cent so­
lution of carljollo acid or corrosive 
sublimate 1 part to l.OOd part* of wa- 
ter are good. Pine-tar scared over 
the wound acts ag a mild disinfectant 
and keepa dirt from getting in the 
wounds.

Docking and castrating should he 
done in tbe morning on a warm, 
bright day. lo allow the laiiibs to get 
over the shock and to lessen th" dan 
ger of catching cold It also giver 
one an opiiortunlty to watch th< 
Iambs and give them any attentlo'' 
neceasary.

Tbe age to dock and castrate d 
pends upon tbe strength and coni 
tion of tbe Iambs rsuaiiy two i 
Uiree weeks of age Is the risht i Ium*

to gauge tbe Influence of light on ; 
planta Cultivate a plant in a room , 
with a w indow only on one side and ' 
its Btalka In growing will Incline to­
ward tbe source of IlghL Phyalolo- 
glsta explain this by suggesting that 
the aide to the dark grows more 
quickly than that exposed to tbe light. 
There remains, howevsr, the fact that 
the plant has reacted to the light of 
whose effect It was consrloni.

A sense common to many plants is 
that of touch Of this tbe most illus­
trative example Is, as Its name Im­
plies. the sensitive plant Another 
leaf, reaponslva to the touch, la the 
ratch-fly, whose two halves close down 
upon tbe other by means of a central 
binge.— Harper’ i  Weskly.

Cow peas nsay he seeded In the com 
at the last cultivation or Uiay may be 
put In the row when tbe corn Is plant­
ed In the flrat case they are beat 
drilled In with a one-borae drill at (be 
rate of (wo or three pecks per acre 
when the corn la laid by. To be sure 
of a atand It la heat to lay the corn 
by a little earlier than usual. They 
may be broadcasted and plowed In, 
but this method t* not so sure o f ae- 
curing a stand as la the method of 
drilling them In drilling It la beat to 
remove the two outer hoes or discs, 
putting three rows In each middle.

Tba Mlaeouii Experiment Station la 
coming to prefer the seeding of cow- 
peas In the hill or drill to seeding 
them between the rows, especially In 
the northern half of (be stale. Ex 
p< riuienta on Ihe various outlying ex- 
perlment fields have shown that 
where seeded between the rows they 
have materially decreased the com 
yield, in many eas-s acting seemingly 
aa weeda. When planted In the hill 
or diill. however, It la best to wait 
until the ground le thoroughly 
warmed A aiMicial cowpea seeding 
attachment must he used on Ihe corn 
planter. Such at'acbnienu are now 
on tbe market for use on a part of the 
makes of com planters.

The arnpunt o f rowpeas to sow In 
the hill or drill dependa aomew bat on 
tbe variety of peus Rut In genemi 
approximately tbe same bulk of peas 
should be suwi^a* of corn. Around a 
gallon an acre of tbe best quality 
would be a fair e*ivmate Peaa plant­
ed with tha corn In this way will 
make more seed than when sown be­
tween the roera. thia metbod being 
eepeotally desimble where the corn 
and peas are to be hogged down. Tbe 
"n isck" cowpea Is one of tbe best 
varieties to use for this purpose, al­
though the "W lilppoorwlir’ and "New 
R ia " vartotlea are also good. Where 
one wishes to cut up tbe com and 
pees together It la best to use a vin- 
Ing variety iUse the ’ ’Clay’ ’ that will 
twine about the etalha. Cowpeaa are 
•ometimee used In this way for silage 
purposes with good reciilta, where 
they climb Ihe etalha well. But It Is 
generally about a* satisfactory to sow 
peas separata from the oorn and put 
In about one load of peas ot three or 
four of corn ae the eik> Is being filled.

TTie planting of peas with com la 
one of tbe cheapest ways of making 
pork., while tbe ua* of sheep, eapectal- 
ly range sheep or lambs, for pastur­
ing these out Is also quite generally 
satisfactory. The sheep will clean up 
the peas and blades of the corn to 
the ears without seriously damaging 
the corn otherwise It will often pay 
well to sow tbe cow|ieas with the corn 
in this way and allow them to fall 
down, simply to enrich the land.
