HE WILL USE HOG SERUM

Ed. Warren, of Nebeaska, Will Test
Merits of Hog Cholera Preventive,
.

G. Ed, Warren, big landowner
and prominent stockman of Jefferson
county, Nebraska, yesterday market-
ed at the local yards two carloads of
mixed steers and heifers of his own

ralsing and feeding at the satlsfactory
price of $7.90, Mr. Warren staid over
until today for the purpose of ar-
ranging for a quantity of anti-hog
cholera serum to Inoculate a bunch of
swine on his farm,

“I have faith in the efficacy of
the Serum treatment as a preventive
against hog cholera,” sald Mr. War-
ren this morning, “It has been used
in my sectlon of Nebraska with gen-
erally satisfactory results and 1 in-
tend to vacelnate my hogs with serum
secured at the yards here, Cholera
has cut & big swath in the hog sup-
ply in Jefferson county since last sum-
mer, As a result of the scourge and
resultant shortage of brood sows
there Is not to exceed fifty percent of
& normal crop of spring pigs in my
locality, Out there we are closely
watching the developments of the
plan for an open market for stock
hogs. When we buy stock hogs in
that country we alWways have to pay
fat hog prices and very often a prem-
fum of $1 per cwt. over fat hog prices.
On the other hand if we ship pigs and
underweight hogs to the markets we
usually have to take $! per hundred
less than fat hog prices for them. It
appears to e that the plan to ship
fremune hogs back to the eountry un-
der the proper restrictions is a good
one that should he of great advantage
to hog growers and feeders.”

Mr, Warren reports most of the
cattle fed in his section during the
past winter shipped out and says that
there s a big shortage in the supply
of stockers and feeders, He i# opti-
mistic regarding the crop prospects
In his part of the state, “Wheat,
oats and alfaifa promise exceptional-
ly wood erops,’™ said  Mr, ‘arren.
“Corn planting was delayed some-
what by wet weather but most of the
corn is now in the ground and farm-
ers are by no means pessimistie con-
cerning the outlook for this ecrop.”
Master Tim Warren accon.panied his
father to the yards, it was the
youngster's first visit to the city and
he put In full time while here in see-
ing the sights of the stock yards and
business district,

| ' RURAL TEACHERS’ PAY SMALL

Average Pay lo Lou Than That Re-
ceived by Street Laborers
in Cities.

The statistioians tell us that the av-
erage salary of the teachers of the
nation In the common schools is less
than $400 a year, and in the rural
gchool districts less than $300, the
Hon. David Franklin Houston, secre-
tary of agriculture, writes in Loslie's.
Illinois reports rural salaries ranging
from $250 to $400; Kansas, a salary of
less than $250; Missouri, Mississippi
and Tennessee, one of less than $250;
Vermont, Maine and North Carolina,
one of less than $200. In urban com-
munities it ranges from $500 to $600
to $1,800 or $2,000 or more. The an-
nual compensation of rural teachers is
- less than that of strest laborers in cit-
fes, less than that of bricklayers, plas-
terers, carpenters, plainters and brake-
men, and the superintendent of Ala-
bama reports that in that state it is
less than the average earnings of con-
victs,

When the people know the facts and
are intelligently led they will face the
situation, provide the means and will
regard the expenditure for develop-
mental purposes not as a burden,
but as an investment.

As peo-
ple of ordinary business sense, they
must recognize the necessity of ef
ficiency of production. A nation which
is spending $700,000,000 a year on
war, past and future, $800,000,000 for
tobacco, and $1,500,000,000 for whisky
cannot make the plea of poverty ana
cannot afford to say that it will stop
at an expenditure of $330,000,0000 fot
schools.
