Artiflclal Limbs.
fnder the law* relating to artificial 

limbs and apparatus, or commutation 
therefor, th* surgeon general of th* 
army gave orders during the last fiscal 
year for 94 legs, 1 foot and 6 arms. 
He Issued commutation certificate* 
for 1,56? cases of amputated leg. 1,569 
of amputated arm, 40 of amputated 
foot, and 1,777 caae* of loss of use of 
limb.

Under the set of June 17, 1870, and i 
subsequent amendments to that law, 
the surgeon-general fumiibed artF 
flclal limbs or apparatus to 23,627 dis­
abled soldiers and sailors. Of this 
number 13,861 have died; 692 have 
been dropped from the rolls, and 671 
hav# been rejected At the end of the 
fiscal year ending June 30, 1912, 3,612 
remained on tbe rolls, a loas of 893 
beneficiaries during tbe year.

The war department has estlniBted 
that |X6.000 will be required to pay 
the claims coming due during th* 
fiscal year ending June 30. 1914.

Hitherto, 
the police have been accustomed to 
use unrefined lenguage in the impera­
tive mood, such as "Ol! o l!" or 
“ Koral kora!" which signify, "HI!

MAKES RECORD OF ’QUAKES

Invention of Italian Scientist la Said 
to Be an Improvement Over 

the Seismograph.

That the. seismograph is not the 
last word In the matter of being ac­
curate and Immediate In recording 
earthquake tremors has been proven 
by the Invention of an Italian sci­
entist, who, through a simple inetru- 
ment, by the aid of Hertsian waves 
has been able to obtain records ol 
dlaturbancea ttaroughont the earth.

It has been generally known that 
earthquakes, beeides giving rise to the 
mechanical waves such as are regis­
tered on the aelsmograph, also have 
been the cause of great electrical dis­
turbances In the form of wireless 
waves.

The invention consists of a metal- 
flllng coherer, which operates a bell 
that acts aa an announcer of the dta- 
turbanoea sought for record. This In­
vention several times baa raglatered 
vibrations down la tha earth at small 
and great distances anywhere from S 
to 15 minutes ahead of the best seis­
mographs.

The United States* government has 
taken the device into conelderatlon 
and is about to have it installed in the 
several bureaus where seismographa 
have been relied upon for records.
