This tag of the Experiment Sta
tton is not a guarantee of the chemi

cal cemposition of the fertilizer, but

merely certifies that the fertilizer has
been registered with the director of
the Experiment Station

The law requires that the Experi-
ment Station shall collect from the
open market samples of all brands of |
fertilizers sold in the State, make a
chemical analysis of each brand and
publieh annually a detalled report. |

The result of the work of the Ex !
periment Station has been
out of the State dishonest fertilizer
dealers and to encourage the sale of
rellable fertilizers. The annual re
port issuéd by the station has beeome
a safeguide to farmers and dealers
who purchase fertilizers in Missouri.
