MAY PENSION MOTHERS.

New Kansas Legislature Will Consider
Measare,

Topeka, Kan,, June 14, —Backed hy
Gov, Hodges and prominent Demo-
crats of the state, the Kansas Board
of Control, which has charge of all
the charitable institutions, is already
at work for a fight before the next
legislature to abolish orphan homes,

The new Kansas plan provides for
A state pension for mothers, so that
the state will maintain the famlilies
under the wing of the mother, instead
of the state putting the children into
a state institution, Chalrman H, G,
Bowman of the Board of Control is
gathering the facts that will enable
the friends of the movement to go be-
fore phe legislature and seoure a wid-
ow's pension law. The educational
campaign to be waged the next eight-
een months, it is believed, will assure
this enanctinent,

“The stiate now takes the delinguetn
children and puts them in an institu-
tion and the widow goes about rub-
hing her hands off in the washiub to
support herself,” said Chalrman Bow-
man, “Taking everything into consid-
eration, it costs about $5 a week for
the state to take eare of a child,

“The child is given rigid discipline,
but it is not the discipline of the home,
Most of the bhoys and girls we get in-
to the state institutions are not nat-
urally bad, but they are the victims
of environment and the lack of home
training, The mother is away all day
| working to support them.

“She lsn't home when they get back
from school, and the ohilldren play in
the street and get into mischief and
then into trouble, and later into the
state homes or industrial schools for
delinguents,’;

The general plan contemplates a
probation officer in each county who
will look into the case of every widow
and find out whether she is the prop-
er person to have control of the chil-
dren, and just what support should
be given her, that she may praoperly
maintain the home and keep the chil-
dren together,

Then she could be taken hefore the
Juvenile court and examined as to her
support, the children and her income
and an order made for enough funds
each week to properly support that
home, so that the mother could really
give the ¢hildren the home training
they need. If the mother were not
the proper person to have charge of
the children they would taken
away and given to some other woman
who would be a mother to them, and
the state would pay her for their sup-
port,

TO CONTROL SERUM OUTPUT

United States Depanment of A\gricul-
ture Issues Regulations for Same,

Washington, June 14.—Regulations
that will affect the manufacture of
hog cholera serum have been issued
by the secertary of agriculture effect-
fve July 1. They were issued under
the authority of an act of congress
passed March | this year and are en-
titled “Regulations governing the
preparation, sale, harter, exchange
and importation of frus, serumw., tox-
ine and anslogous products intended
for domestic animals”

The principal provisions of the rules
are that serum making plants must
be open at all times for government
inspection and n.ust run under a gov-
ernment license, The rule does not
concern itself with the detalls of man-
ufacture of the serum, merely specify.
ing that the plants shall be sanitary
and that approved methods shall be
used., Each separate container must
be correctly labeled and bear the -
cense number of the manufacturing
establishient and a return date,

Serum makers are agreed that the
rules are practical and will protect the
purchaser,

Put It Beyond Reach of All But

the Very Rich.

All students of the sculpture and
architecture of the Imperial Roman
age are familiar with the magnificent
purple stone known as imperial por-
phyry, but it is probable that but
few of the students know of the im-
mense diMeulties that were encounter-
ed in the procuring of the stone so
much esteemed iu that age of luxury,

Weigall, who personally visited the
region whence this stone emanated,
reached the eonclusion that the great
distances between the quarries and
the places where the stone was used

must have given the price a “boost,” |

so that the porphyry was beyond all
except the rulers of the earth,

It appears that the quarries from
which this porphyry was obtained are
situated in the eastern Egyptian des-
ert, that region known as Gebel Duk-
han, “The Hills of Smoke.” The desert
is about 27 miles from the Red seo,
opposite the southern end of the pen-
fasula of Sinal

The quarries extended here and
there into the hillside without any re-
semblance of regularity. The blocks
of porphyry were pried from out of
the rock wherever the work could be
most easily done. They were trans-
ported down the Nile, and, in fact
to Rome, in the rough. This purple
porphyry was not known to the an-
cient Egyptians. Some Roman pros-
pectors must have scoured the desert
to find it. The barren coast of that re-
gion was harborless. Each block of
porphyry must, therefore, have been
carried across the desert to Kench, on
the Nile, and thence shipped by river
barge to the sea. Then it became
necessary to transship it to the great
Mediterranean galleys, and thus con-
veyed across the treacherous waters
to the port of Rome.

There I8 no other place in the world
where this porphyry is to be found,
and when the quarries ceased to be
 worked, some time previous to the
seventh century, the use of that stone
had to cease also, nor has it since
been procurable,
