CLOVERDALE PARK WINS HIGHEST 
A WARD FOR WATER PLANT READTY

Is Winner Over 750 
Cities and Towns of 
Texos, Mayor Told

Highest rating of Texas cities for 
"water plant presenting the most 
attractive appearance” was given 
Midland, out oi 750 cities and towns 
considered, it was announced in a 
letter received by Mayor M. C. Ul­
mer today from Dr. George W. Cox, 
state health officer.

Hie award was one of five first 
places given annually, the others 
being: highest percentage of popu- 

‘ lation connected to public water 
supply, to the town of Commerce; 
system with best bacteriological 
record minimum of 48 samples, to 
Hallettsville; maintaining best lab­
oratory for control, Austin; com­
pleting greatest improvements .to 
plant, Groesbeck.

An attractive scroll designating 
Midland as winner of the place of 
water plant presenting the most at­
tractive appearance was mailed to 
the mayor and council.

Mayor Ulmer gave tribute to the 
council for the eifort spent over a 
period of years to make Cloverdale 
Park one of the principal beauty 
spots of West Texas and to A. B., 
Cole, keeper of the plant, for cairy- 
ing out the city’s program during 
the past several months.

Cloverdale Park has one of the 
best systems of picnic, outing equip­
ment in the state, for a watenvorks 
plant, and also is highly beautified

• with lawns, trees, flowers and 
shrubs. Pumping equipment is 
housed in attractive brick buildings, 
all accoutrements of the plant being

• of harmonizing construction.
Dr. Cox, in his letter, said;
"Prom the nominations of our 

regional engineers located at var­
ious points in the State our annual 
Texas Honor Roll for Water Works 
Systems has been compiled for the 
purpose of commending certain mu­
nicipalities for their »utstanding ac­
complishments in the water works 
field.

Pa]f Swabs F our Barrels Per Hour

Swabbing four barrels of oil hour­
ly, Stanolind Oil & Gas Company 
No. 1 W. F. Cowden heirs today 
proved a two and one-quarter mile 
northwest extension of the Holt 
deep Permian pay west of the North 
Cowden pool in northern Ector 
county. It swabbed a total of 48 
barrels in four hours through 2 1/2- 
inch tubing set on lop of lead-wool 
plug at 5,215 feet. Packer was set at 
5,118 feet.

The well had been acidized with 
1,000 and 2,000 gallons in .succes­
sive stages, and another treatment 
was planned. Following first acid 
job it swabbed two barrels of oil 
per hour. Swabbing still was under­
way at last reports.

'Tlie API recently Issued this 
statement:

An expanded program of voca­
tional training for the production 
branch of the petroleum industry 
has been planned for 1940 by the 
American Petroleum Institute’s Di­
vision of Production Committee on 
'Vocational Training. The committee 
recently was appointed with a sub­
stantially increased membership by 
W. H. Meier, Atlantic Refining Com­
pany, Dallas, who is chairman of 
the division’s Central Committee on 
District Activities and of the voca­
tional-training group.

The tentative program includes 
closer cooperation with the federal 
Office of Education and state voca­
tional authorities who conduct the 
employe classes, extension of the 
training program to oil statgs which 
do not yet have oil-production class­
es, and development of a nmnber of 
additional courses and texts. To 
provide closer contact with authori­
ties in states which have not had 
petroleum courses, representation 
on the API committee has been in­
creased to include officials of nine 
leading oil-producing states, and 
the number of industry representa­
tives also has been considerably in­
creased.

Each Reports Prizes From 
Battles Today in Blockade

British Claim Capture of Two Merchantmen 
But Admit Loss of Destroyer With 157 Men 
Losing Lives os Powers Trade Blow for Blow

LONDON, Feb. 19 (AP).—Great Britain and Germany traded blow fox- 
blow today in fui'ious xxaval warfai-e. While the British pridefully counted 
two captured German merchant ships as prizes of their sea blockade 
the Admiralty disclosed that a British destroyer had been exploded with 
loss of 157 lives.

The enemy powers, meanwhile, waged a legal battle over fate of the 
German prisoix .ship Altmark, the British presshig for internment of
the vessel in Norway and the Ger-it-----------------------------------------------
mans demanding her release.

The Darling was the sixth des- 
ti-oyer lost by Gr-eat Bi-itain. Where 
or when the 1,375 ton vessel was 
sunk was not disclosed. The Ger­
man high command, howevei-, re­
ported the sinking of a destroyer 
and an undisclosed number of con­
voyed merchant steamers “in var­
ious sea areas yesterday.”

G e r m a n  merchantmen which 
sought to reach Germany from Pigo, 
Spam, but were captured by the 
British were the 3,000 ton Mora, 
loaded with manganese ore, axxd the 
2,542 ton Rostock.

BRITAIN PROTESTS SHIP 
SEARCH BY NORWEGIANS

LONDON, Feb. 19 (AP) — Tire 
British foreign oflice Sunday de­
manded an explanation of why a 
Norwegian search of the German 
prison ship Altmark, before she 
was boarded by a British naval 
force, had faUea to reveal the pres­
ence of more than 300 British sea­
men.

Foreign Minister Lord Halifax, in 
a statement handed to the Nor­
wegian minister, complained that 
“the Norwegian government liad in 
this matter failed hi their duty as 
a neutral."

I ’he Bi-itisli protest countered a 
Norwegian protest against the 
British navy’s action in raiding the 
Altmark and freeing the long-cap­
tive British seamen.
Halifax Inquires

Lord Halifax was said to liave 
asked Norwegian Mmister Erik Col- 
ban:

1. “In view of the known charac­
ter of the Altmark,” whether she 
was searched and, if so, what was 
found?

2. If the Norwegian authorities 
had found prisoners aboard, what 
action would they have taken?

3. Precisely why did Norway ap­
parently consider the Altmark as 
an innocent merchantman when slie 
liad been used as a prison ship for 
some time?

4. If she were considered a mer­
chantman, why were Norwegian 
warships with her?
Prisoners Welcomed

The British, jubilant over the 
spectacular release of the Altniark’s 
prisoners, gave those of them able 
to return to their homes a hpro’s 
welcome. In Liverpool, where several 
lived, the seamen were escorted to 
their bunting - draped homes by 
cheering throngs.

In the station awaiting their ar­
rival, the crowd sang sea chanties 
and when the train pulled in roar­
ed this welcome; “”rhere’ll always 
be an England.”

Three hundred and fom-teen of the 
seamen were admitted to two Edin­
burgh hospitals after the landing 
at length and about half of them 
were released later.

They were said to be in “pretty 
fair shape.” Britain’s complaint to 
Norway, lodged yesterday but only 
disclosed today, added that the Brit­
ish government felt justified in 
“pressing” for the Norwegian in­
ternment of the Altmark, boarded 
Friday night in the shelter of Jos- 
ing Fjord (Gjesslngfjord), n e a r  
Stavanger, by officers and men of 
the destroyer Cossack.

Found imprisoned below the Alt- 
mark’s decks, the rescued British 
merchant seamen were freed during 
old-fashioned, grappUng-iron and 
hand-to-hand naval action.

Finns Claim Big 
Wipe-Oui of Reds 
Near the Frontier

HELSINKI, Feb. 19. (AP).—The 
Red army’s eighteenth division, 
swollen to 18,000 men by reinforce­
ments, was reported by the Flnnisii 
high command today to have been 
sun-ounded and annihilated neai- 
Syskyjarvi, fifteen miles from the 
Russian frontier northeast of Lake 
Ladoga.

The Finns said all of the 18,000 
were killed or taken prisoner. (No 
mention was made by the Finnish 
communique of Russia’s announce­
ment of further penetration of the 
Mannerheim line along the Karelian 
Isthmus.)

The communique said Soviet a t­
tacks on new Finnish positions 
along the isthmus front had been 
repulsed with Russian losses equal 
to about one battallion. Twenty Rus­
sian warplanes were reported des­
troyed.

FINNS RUSH TROOPS TO 
STOP RUSSIAN ADVANCES.

MOSCOW, Feb. 19 (AP)—The for-, 
tified area and village of Muola 
in the center of the Karelian Isth­
mus on the Mannerheim Line have 
been occupied by the Russian army 
and enemy “keeps retreating,” the 
Leningrad communique sadi today-.

The Russians claimed the cap­
ture of 313 defense fortifications m 
fighting Saturday and Sunday.

HELSINKI, Feb. 19 CAP)—Fin­
land threw fresh troops into the 
path of the Russian juggernaut on 
the Karelian Isthmus Sunday; 
strengthening a new line of re­
sistance as the Red army attempted 
to consolidate recent gains and 
struck again at areas far behind 
the front with its air armadas.

(Today’s Russian- communique', 
describing Saturday’s developments 
on the Isthmus front, said Soviet 
troops had penetrated more than 
eight miles to the railway town of 
Sainio, only four miles from thé 
important Finnish city of Viipuri'. 
The Finns were said to have sufr 
fered- “grave losses” as they fell 
back before Russian attacks, fii-iiig 
villages in the line of retreat).

Deadline for erection of mail box­
es in order to qualify for free mail 
delivery service in Midland having- 
been set for FJebruary 28, officials 
of both the senior ' andt junior 
chambers of commerce today joined 
with Poslnjaster Allen Tolbert in 
issuing an urgent appeal to local 
residents to put up mail boxes just 
as soon as possible.

Local postoffice officials were this 
afternoon working out tlie boun­
daries of the area to be served by 
the free delivei-y, sucli information 
to bo published Tuesday afternoon.

Postmaster AUen Tolliert pointed 
out that since it has been several 
months since authorization of the 
service was given, he is of the 
opinion that said authorization will 
be cancelled unless local citizens 
erect their mail .boxes very shortly. 
The starting of the service hinges 
upon the marking of streets, the 
numbering of houses and tlie erec­
tion of mail boxes on 90% of the 
houses in the area to be served. The 
postmaster is required to malce a 
personal sun'ey of the situation, 
reporting hi;; findings to postal au­
thorities in Washington. Postmaster 
Tolbert will make the survey on 
FebruaiY 28. He said that if the 
présent authorization is cancelled, it 
will perhaps be two or three years 
before such service will again be 
authorized.

“Is Your Mail Box Up?” is the 
slogan adopted today in an attempt 
to have 90% of the houses numbered 
and equipped with mail boxes be­
fore Febinary 28.

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There's Money for Rent Again
People who go around looking for mortgage money 

usually have a reasonably fair idea just how good times 
are. If the money’s easy to get, they know things aren’t 
so bad; if Capital can’t be readily pried loose, conditions 
aren’t so good.

So the recent report of the National Association of 
Real Estate Boards, to the effect that capital is again look­
ing for takers, offers a hopeful footnote on the signs of 
the times._ In 81 per cent of 261 representative cities, the 
report said, capital was readily available for mortgage 
loans. In 11 per cent of the cities, the supply was keeping 
up with the demand, and in only 8 per cent was there a 
shortage of money.

In fact, the situation has never appeared more favor­
able during the 17 years in which surveys have been made, 
the association said.

:K ^
Of further cheer to the prospective home owner 

should be the fact that mortgage interest rates have drop­
ped off generally from 6 per cent to 5 per cent. In some 
places, money cam be had for 414 Per cent.

The decline of 1 per cent in the standard rate may 
seem like a dribble, but calculated over a long term it is 
nothing to sneer at. On a $12,000 home, financed oh a 
20-year plan, the difference between 6 and 5 per cent 
would amount to $2400 after 20 years.

In' only 3 per cent of the cities surveyed is there a 
current tendency for the interest rate to rise. In 41 per 
cent of the communities, on the other hand, the tendency 
is toward even further I’eductions, and in 33 per cent, it 
is steady.

The fact that mortgage money is plentiful, despite 
the fact that interest rates have dropped, would be en­
couraging during any era. That it should come at a time 
when war has. struck the world is regarded by I’eal e.state 
men as an extremely favorable sign. It is an indication 
that war influence has not yet gripped the nation and 
that mortgage money is showing no tendency to become 
scarce, as might be expected in a period of un.stable,eco­
nomic and political conditions.* + *

Connected with the government programs for expand­
ing and improving housing and with the current campaign 
to trim building costs, the reduced mortgage rates and 
the abundant supply of capital offer genuine incentive to 
the man who is thinking of building. Most home builders 
are dependent on the use of someone, else’s money to get 
their project under way. If such money can be easily ob­
tained, the confidence of capital in the building program 
is pretty well established.

Nothing more wholesome could happen-to the Ameri­
can people in the spring and summer to come than a sub­
stantial increase in building activity.

Maybe everything would be simpler if both parties held their con­
ventions AFTER the elections.

zr> WEEKS YEAR 
AVERAGED BY PAINTERS

THE average painter in Cleve­
land today is making $1.30. an 
hour, a high rate. But the work 
available gives him only alDOUt 770 
days’ work a year, scattered usu­
ally on two and three-day weelos 
over a period of perhaps 2.5 yeeks. 
He comes up with earnings at the 
end ofthe yeai' of rouglily $1000.

Under the proposed plan, con­
tracts would be made for 42 weeks 
of steady work, for which the 
painter would receive $1680. That 
is $680 more tlian he is getting 
now, and represents roughly the 
difference between bare subsist­
ence and comfort. If a full 52 
weeks’ work were needed, as much 
as .$2000 could be earned.

But in doing UiJs, his hoiuly rate 
has fallen from $1.30 to $1. ’This 
m e e t s  considei-able opposition

HOUSING AUTHORITY 
TAKES INITIATIVE IN MOVE

NEVERTHELESS, u n d e r  the 
guidance of federally - sponsored 
local housing authorities, thé plan is 
being broached in city after city. It 
will not affect the cast of new con­
struction.

At present it applies only to 
regular maintenance work in com­
mercial buildings and public hous­
ing projects by painters, plumbers, 
steamfitters, electricians, carpen­
ters, cement workers, bricklayers, 
and similar crafts.

If successful, however, it might 
well pave the way for similar an­
nual wages in construction if 
building could be stabilized so as 
to make future work certain for a 
long enough time.

Typical is the situation in 
Cleveland. There, when the U. S. 
Housing Authority tunaed large 
housing projects over to the local 
authority, union maintenance men 
went to work u n d e r  an annual 
contract. The Cleveland Federa­
tion of Labor opposed it, but the 
Building ’Trades Council tenta­
tively approved.

New under the leadership of the 
Painters’ Coimcil, an effort ts be­
ing made to apply the same system

among those painters who happen 
to have fairly steady work. The 
Cleveland painters will vote on 
the plan.

Courtney D. Ward, secreeary of 
the Cleveland District Painters 
Council, is backing the proposed 
plan. He believes the increase in 
annual income, the guarantee of 
regular pay envelopes, and the 
general security of the plan more 
than balance tlie loss of hourly 
rates,

ELIMINATES HIGHER WAGE 
FOR NIGHT WORK

WITH the plan goes a provision 
that the eight horn's of daily work 
nray be any eight hom-s, and not as 
now specific daylight hour's with 
high overtime rates if another time 
for painting is chosen.

"W e believe more painting will 
be done under the.se conditions," 
Ward says, "Many factories and 
offices hesitate to interrupt opera­
tions, or to pay overtime rates for 
painting in off hours. We ai'e con­
fident that more work will be cre­
ated, . and that painters who come 
under the plan will be far better 
off at the end of the year than 
now.”

The annual wage maintenance 
agreement on the Cleveland hous­
ing projects is the fii-st in, the

\

guaranteed steady work for a long 
period.

Otherwise th e  sacrifice of th e  
hourly rate is too risky, he be­
lieves.

Although it would not be wise 
for a hunter to neglect safeguarding 
himself when near a womrded jave- 
Ime, tales of the wiley, sharp-tusk­
ed animal attacking a man witlmut 
provocation probably or more or 
less folklore.

That’s the opinion of Will J. 
Tucker, secretary of the Texas game 
fish and osyter commission, who 
doesn’t believe the collard peccary 
is quite as ferocious as he has been 
pictui'ed.

The Heet-iooted wild hog, whose 
hide was B.sed as cuirency tlrree- 
quarters of a century ago in south­
west Texas, currently is enjoying 
its fii’st full .season of protection in 
this state.

A decade of effort by conserva­
tion-minded sportsmen last spring 
climaxed in the enactment of a lav/ 
by the legislature closing the sea­
son on the dwindling species except 
from Nov. 10 to Jan. 1.

Tucker said the short-legged, 
tough-hided' beast is not carnivorous 
and not likely to. tackle a wildcat 
or a man, but the black-bristled, 
.smallish animals, which full-grown 
weigjrs only 50 pounds, cannot be 
.said to lack courage.

If its young is set upon, the at­
tacker, natui'alists say, invites a 
terrific fight. Not only does the 
javelina use its protruding, knife­
like tusks, but its sharp., cloven 
hoofs can slash deep into the vitals 
of an adversary.

On top of that, its leathery liide 
provides a formidable armor against 
the claws and teeth of other wild- 
wood denizens. About the only 
thing to which it is vunerable are 
rifle bullets or the well-aimed kick 
of a big-hoofed bea.st which has. 
caught it off-guard.

The javelina, whose numbers have 
been seriously depleted by hunters, 
especially commercial hunters, is 
found in 22 southwest Texas coun­
ties, which are said to be one of the 
last refuges of the native American 
wild hog;.

Hunted as a game animal since 
the advent of the white man in 
the southwest, the peccary now is 
protected not only against shoot­
ing but the law makes it illegal to 
have any part of the animal, such 
as a hide,, in one’s possession at any 
time except during the 45-day open 
season.

This was done to prohibit possible 
hide bartei'lng across the Rio 
Grande or on this side of the stream.

Penalties for violation of the 
statute nm  from $10 to $50 fines 
with each act constituting a .sepa­
rate offense.

Its. Iride and bristles fairly valu­

able., the peccary was the object 
of unrestricted slaughter by com­
mercial huntsmen for many years.

But recent research by the game 
department indicates that even the 
commercial hunter’s pickings be­
came slim of late since hides offer­
ed > for sale in Texas in 1938 totaled 
only one per cent of the number 
marketed seven years prior.

In 1886, H. P. Attwater, Texas’ 
first grea.t naturalist, foimd the 
skins were used as cmvency in the 
Zavalla county region and were in 
demand for exporting, manufactur­
ers using them to make gloves and 
ihe bristles for brushes.

Even Attwater, writing about the 
javelina just before the turn of the 
centmry, observed “the nature of the 
pecari'y seems to have toned down 
considerably from its former fero­
city, ,but where they have not been 
hunted too heavily they retain their 
former spirit of bravery.”

Col. Theodore Roosevelt, hunting 
near the Frio river canyon in .1892, 
bagged a number of javelina. A 
Kentucky cavalryman once reported 
the wild hog rushed its adversary 
with the ferociousness of a tiger 
and August Santelban, a settler, re­
corded in 185(1 that the beasts were 
dangerous and would attack upon 
the slightest provocation.

As far as can be determined, great 
droves of the animals roamed tlie 
plaii:;s of soUtli Texas in the days 
of the founding of the republic and 
constituted one of the inhabitants’ 
chief source of supply for food and 
apparel.

The meat is regarded as a good 
table fare, but in order to prevent, 
the flesh becoming permeated with 
a strong taste, it is necessary to 
cut away a muskbag fomid on the 
rump immediately after the animal 
is killed. The bag limit is two a 
season.

Yellowish gray of limbs and 
brownish yellow mixed with black 
above, the peccary young are a de­
cided reddish tint when born. As it 
grows older, the animal becomes 
more or less black, plentifully pep­
pered over the head and back with 
white caused ,by a white band on 
each bristle, a  whitish band or col­
lar on each side of the neck passes 
up and back nearly to the spine, 
hence the name collared peccary.

The javelina, unlike most hoofed 
animals, sleeps in some sort of a 
den and takes refuge, head fore­
most into holes. ’The nest of the 
young, of which there are almost 
two in each litter, is found in hol­
low logs and holes.

Its principal food in winter is 
nuts of every deseription and in tlie 
summer it feeds upon fruits, seeds, 
and roots.

Tire .species’ mode of living is at 
times colorful, naturalists say. The 
biggest boar is boss of the drove 
and throughout the day leads it. He 
is ever on the alert when the re­
mainder of his tribe lies sprawled in 
the .shade.

The jaVelina’s sensitive nostrils 
catch every scent and vvai-n it of 
approaching danger; On the march, 
the sows and pigs are in the mid- 
d'le, the boss in front and the husky 
boars bring up the rear and flank 
the .sides.

Bedding down for the night, the 
drove .boss takes up his station at 
the entrance of the hole or log, 
facing out.

Hunters relate stories of finding 
the animals in that position, crack-

Use of its muskbag by the pec- 
caiy, found on both sexes, has,, been 
the object of considerable, specula­
tion and research. Some- authorities 
assert the seent-gland is part of a 
signal .system. At times very .strong, 
the musk is carried in a deep fold 
in the skin with the bag about two 
inches in diameter .and half an 
inch thick.

It is believed the odor, similar to 
that carried by muskdeer and skunk, 
enable the young to find the mother, 
mates to find each other or a lost 
member to locate the main body. 
Another -belief is that boars rub 
their backs on bark to mark their 
range. ,,

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBIT­
ING CERTAIN VEHICLES TO 
TRAVEL THAT PORTION OP 
MISSOURI A V E N U E  PROM 
THE POINT SAID A’VENUE 
INTERSECTS STATE HIGH­
WAY NO. 1 ON THE WEST, 
TO THE POINT SAID AVE­
NUE INTERSECTS MARIEN- 
PELD STREET ON THE EAST, 
AND PROVIDING A PENAL­
TY FOR THE VIOLATION OP 
THE PROVISIONS THEREIN.

Whereas, it is deemed advisable 
by the City Council, for the pur- * 
po.se of promoting the public health, 
safety, order, convenience, pros­
perity, comfort, and general welfare 
of the people of the City of Mid- 
larid, Texas, to regulate and con­
trol and prohibit the use of a cer­
tain portion of Missouri Avenue by 
certain vehicles, which are deemed 
hazardous, a.s well as hurtful, to the 
safety, health, good-order, comfort 
and welfare of the jreople of said 
city; therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY COUNCIL OP THE CITY OP 
MIDLAND, TEXAS:

Section 1. That no commercial 
bus, moving van, truck or truck and 
trailer, or pick-up truck, whether ■ 
loaded or unloaded, whose standard 
maximum load capacity exceeds one- 
half ton, shall use that por­
tion of Missouri Avenue from the • 
point said Avenue intersects State 
Highway No. 1, on the West, to the 
point said Avenue intersects Marien- 
feld Street on the East.

Section 2. There is excepted from 
tire irrohlbition of Section 1 hereof 
all said vehicles therein named 
which cro.ss said portion of said 
Missouri Avenue from a northerly 
or southerly direction, without go­
ing easterly or westerly along" said 
Avenue, to deliver passengers or 
loads within the immediate resi­
dential section of the vicinity of 
said Missouri Avenue; or which 
travel easterly or westerly along 
said Missouri Avenue to deliver pas­
sengers or loads to property abut­
ting said Avenue, provided said 
property to which said delivery is 
destiMd does not also abut upon 
said Btate Highway No. 1, locally '  
known as Wall Street.

Section 3. Any ordinance or part 
of ordinance or other provisions in 
conflict herewith, are hereby re - . 
pealed.

Section 4. Any person, firm or 
corporation violating any of the pro­
visions of this ordinance shall be 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and upon conviction thereof shall 
be punished by a fine of not less 
than $5.00, and not to exceed 
$100.00; and each violation shall 
constitute a separate offense and 
be punishable as such.

Section 5. .If any provision of this 
ordinance violates any Statutes or 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, or if any court holds such 
provision for naught for any rea- ' 
son, the remaining provisions shall 
not be affected thereby, and shall 
continue in effect.

Section 6. Whereas, the provisions - 
regulating the use of said Missouri 
Avenue in the City of Midland, 
Texas, are inadequate to protect 
the life, property, safety, health, 
and well-being of the public and 
of the citizens of the City, thereby 
creating an emergency and a ne­
cessity for such regulation immedi­
ately, and the suspension of the 
rule requiring ordinances to be read 
on separate dates; and such emer­
gency is declared to exist and the 
said rule is hereby suspended, and 
this ordinance shall become effec­
tive from and after its pa.ssage and 
publication.

Double Planting 
System Is Lfrged

COLLEGE STATION.—A system 
of double planting is advocated for 
rural people who are in a hurry for 
shade about their homes but do not 
admire any of the rapid growing 
trees. Tills suggestion is made by 
Sadie Hatfield, specialist in land­
scape gardening for the A. and M. 
College Extension Service.

She says: “Plant rapidly-growing 
trees 10 or 15 feet away from, the 
hou.se and slow-growing trees farth­
er back. As soon as the slow-grow­
ing trees have made enough growth 
to give needed shade, the rapid­
growing trees may be cut down and 
removed.” Among the rapid-growing 
trees which may be used in this 
way are cottonwood, sycamore, and 
native elms. Trees for more per­
manent places in the landscape 
which grow large are pecan, black 
walnut, and live oak.

Soon to be constructed on Lake 
Washington, at Seattle, Wash., is 
a bridge that will rise and fall 
with the water level. Tlie bridge 
will be 7800 feet long, and have 
accommodations for four lanes of 
traffic and two sidewalks.

I t may get 
ruled off by the state authorities, 
on t h e  ground that he did not 
formally consent to its entry. 
Or . . . he might withdraw it. 
(He has luitil Feb. 24.)

BUMP IS FORECAST;
HOW HARD IS QUESTION

ECONOMISTS in the Commerce 
Department figure business Is go­
ing to take a sharp bump some­
time in the near future. ’Tliey 
don't know how far it will fall 
or how soon it will boiuice back 
up; h a v e  a hunch that it will 
come back pretty soon on account 
of war-born expansion of export 
tra.de. i anp

Meanwhile, here’s the way they 
figure it;

Tlie fail boom was pretty much 
an inventory boom. Inventories 
are still piling up. though new  
orders are falling off. Tlie index 
of indiLstrial production is drop­
ping fast. Prices o f, industrial raw 
materials, wliich went up sharply 
wlien the war started, have been 
going down since mid-December. 
Cessation of inventoi'y accumula­
tion will means a stiff business 
drop.

Nevertheless, they don’t see 
the situation as parallel to 1937, 
when there was a crash after an 
inventory boom.

For one thing, they say, there 
has not been a general rise in 
wage rates, as there was during 
the 1936-37 boom; on the con­
trary, wage costs per unit have 
declined. Further, the pending 
drop in government snending will 
probably not be as' heavy as it 
wa.s in 1937. Lastly, many indus­
trialists may carry larger inven­
tories in expectation of war de­
mand.

U. S. PLAYS “GOOD 
NEIGHBOR” ON CANAL JOB

U. S. army engineers are survey­
ing for a canal across Nicaragua— 
but it’s not that big “second Pan­

ama” ‘that has been so much talk- 
ed-of. Instead, it’s for a rnpdest 
barge canal which the Nicaraguan 
government hopes to build.

Half a dozen officers and .some 
enlisted men have been at work 
since last November. Present 
plans are for a waterway via the 
San Juan river from the Atlan­
tic to Lake Nicaragua, with pos­
sibly a short ditch from the west­
ern side of the lake to the Pacific.

1 When President Somoza of 
Nicaragua was in Washington a 
year ago he mentioned the pro­

ject to President Roosevelt and 
asked for a lift.
Good - neighborly, t h e  President 

agreed to have the army do the 
surveying. It doesn’t cost much 
—and, IT the U. S. ever does go 
ahead with the big canal project, 
(for which treaty rights exist, and 
for which comprehensive surveys 
were made back in 1931) the 
barge canal which the Nicara­
guans are going to build will be 
helpful.

He’s always lived in northeast­
ern Montana, pursuing an active, 
outdoor life. Now he collects odd 
canes and pipes and will tell many 
stories of frontier life to anyone 
who understands French or one of 
the several Indian dialects he

.speaks.
Historic old Port Union and the 

town of Mondak, on the Montana- 
North Dakota line, were the scene 
of his early years. Port Union was 
an early-day trading post on a 
promontory overlooking the junc­
tion of the Missouri and Yellow­
stone rivers. Mondak was a village 
nearby. Both are only memories 
now.

Bushman was born near Fort 
Union in 1834 of Assiniboine and 
Pi'ench parentage and was a trap­
per and chief scout for the post 
until he married Margaret Azure 
in 1867, The frontiersman met hjs

wife on a trip to Woody Mountain 
in Canada, .

After his marriage he operated a
trading post. For the past 35 years
he has lived here.

Bushman knew Sitting Bull- and 
witnessed many a skirmi.sh- be­
tween whites and Indians. He 
never took part, however, in any
of the Indian wars.

He has outlived all his brothers 
and sisters, his wife and all but 
three of his 11 children. His liv­
ing children are Gabriel, Jr., and 
Mrs. Mary Moran, both of Wolf 
Point, and Adolph, of Choteau, 
Mont.

(Continued irom page 1)
dents of Helsinki scurrying to cover 
twice during tire day, signalled a 
renewal of widespread air, raids in 
’wliicli Soviet bombers killed several 
score persons in souUiorn and cen­
tral Finland. Twenty-four Russian 
lilancs were officially reported 
downed.

Meanwhile posters appeared in 
the streets of the capital ordering 
all men belonging to the second 
class Oi the years 1897 to 1919—to 
report immediately lor examinations 
to ueierniine their fitness for iiiili- 
tary service. >

Western Pressure Eases

The Finnish high command’s 
nightly communique reported a les­
sening of the steady pressure on 
liie west flank of the Mannerheim 
Line, wliere a bitter Russian offen­
sive, now in its third week, has 
compelled llie defenders to with­
draw from some positions in the last 
few days.

Military men said the withdrawal 
was part of a strategic plan upon 
which the Mannerheim Line was 
built. Its deep series of fortiilca- 
tions, machine-gun emplacements 
and rifle pits are designed to en­
able a small defending force to ex­
act a heavy, toll for every foot of 
ground yielded and foreign observ­
ers believed the Russians were only 
beginning to reach the main line 
of resistance.

Further gains, these observers be­
lieve, will cost the Red army even 
more terrific losses in men and 
equipment than the Finns say it 
has already sustained. ,
Finns Bomb Rail Line

The necessity of bringing up 
fresh men, supplies and munitions 
was believed by military men re­
sponsible for the lull in the Russian 
olfensive. Tlie Finnish air force 
was reported to have bombed with 
telling effect during the past week 
the railway line running through 
the Leningrad “bottleneck" to the 
front, thus adding to the* Russians’ 
transportation difficulties.

Tire Finns officially reported de- 
stuction of “many’,’ Russian tanks 
yesterday on the Isthmus front, 
where they, said the action was lim­
ited mostly to .skirmishes and ar­
tillery exclianges.

Nortlieast of Lake Ladoga, liow- 
ever, tliey said they had repelled 
Russian assaults, capturing several 
strong points in counterattacks and 
killed approximately 570 oi ilie 
enemy.

The Russian were estimated to 
liavc lost 130 additioniil men in 
.skirmi.shes near Kuhmo. still furth­
er north of the eastern front.

The number ol persons killed in 
Ru,s.sian air raids behind the lines 
yesterday was estimated oflicially 
at 40. but unofficial reports from 
Central Finland indicated at lea.st 
Uiat many fatalities in li,salmi 
alone.

Hie Finns .said their own , air 
force liad seen “vigorons action” yes- 
ierday, figliling “many successful 
air battles and scattering and driv­
ing back enemy bombing forma­
tions.”

Nazis See “Piracy”

The official attitude was said to 
be that Britain had acted “like a 
policeman in entering a liouse with­
out a warrant when he knows a 
crime is being committed.”

With the British protest, the in­
ternational tumult over the Altmark 
case developed a new form. Ger­
many yesterday protested to Nor­
way, Nazis calling tlie raid “a clean 
case of phacy” and "gangsterism." 
The German minister at Oslo de­
manded full reparation. In turn, 
Norway protested vigorously to 
Britain over the disregard of her 
sovereignty and asked that the freed 
seamen be returned.

The disclosure of Britain's official 
attitude was in line witli the more 
outspoken views of the British press 
which termed the government’s de­
cision to rescue the Altmark’s pris­
oners “historic.”

Japan’s ultimate aim in China, 
Admiral Stark contended, is clearly 
“the elimination of all Occidental 
interests inimical to the Japanese 
plan f o r  exercising control o v e r  
eastern Asia.” He then added:

“The problem of the foreign set­
tlements is a very grave one and 
may soon demand strong action by 
the powers wishing to preserve 
them.”

There is no force other than the 
American fleet available to check­
mate any such Japanese move, as 
long as British and French war­
ships must keep open the sea lines 
in the opposite side of the world.

In the navy’s view, the point to 
the v/arning of Admiral Stark and 
Secretary Edison that an allied de­
feat in the European war might 
face the United States with a strong 
coalition of unfriendly naval powers, 
is that Japan figures in every such 
liypothetical combination.

The United States undertook its 
first pair of 45,000-ton battleships 
because.of reports that Japan had 
started work secretly on craft more 
powerful than this country’s 35,- 
000-ton .ships.

When and if the navy builds tliem 
even larger, as recommended by 
some congi'essinen, the extra ton­
nage will go into heavier armor and 
the longer range so vital in the im­
mense distance of the Pacific, rath­
er than into speed.
