Then add yeast mixture to 
lukewarm milk and stir in enough 
flour to make fairly stiff dough.

however, the owner refuses to 
accept the appraiser’s figure, two 
cotirces are open: The county can

_ g o  ahead and up its price, also 
Spaying the additional amount of 

the State’s half, since the State 
will not go above half of the ap­
praiser’s figure, unless the mat­
ter goes into court. In that latter 
case, if the land owner wins, the 
State then will kick in its full 
half, even though the figure runs 
above the estimate of the certi­
fied appraiser.

5. Right-of-ways must be acquir- 
jed and the titles cleared to all
pieces of land involved.

Lest we be mis-led into thinking 
that “ supply control”  would be 
limited to wheat and feed grains, 
we find Dr. Cochrane had this to 
Say in the Journal of Farm Eco­
nomics, November, 1959, pp. 714- 
715:

“ It is probably the case, how­
ever, that beef producers would 
be forced to accept supply control 
if producers in the above aggre­
gate of animal products adopted 
supply control. .

In an interview in the Fall, 1960, 
issue of Farm Quarterly Maga­
zine, De. Cochrane was asked:

"After a few commodities adop­
ted supply control do you think 
others would be encouraged to 
follow suit?”

His reply: “ It would not be a 
matter of encouragement; some 
of them would be forced in. . .

Further evidence that the por-

posed wheat plan was conceived 
with fhe idea of setting the stage 
to extend “ supply control” to oth­
er cpmmod.ities is found in the 
same interview:

QUESTION: “ What groups
would you say are most prepar­
ed to adopt supply control?”

ANSWER: “ Wheat producers, 
manufacturing milk, poultry, in 
that order seem most interested.”

Thus, the real issue is spelled 
out for the wheat farmers who 
plan to vote in the coming refer­
endum. More than just wheat is 
involved. May the voters cast 
their ballots wisely.

I.Would like to lead off our new- 
let',er this month with a brief dis­
cussion of the so-called Mass 
Transit Bill, S 6, which was re- 
por'ed out of the Banking and 
Currency Committee on a nine 
to six vote, a much closer vote 
than had been expected.

This will be the first major 
piece of legislation in the current 
session of Congress to offer a 
test of New Frontier thinking. The 
bill provides for a $509,000,(>00 
three-year program to be admin­
istered by the Housing and Home 
Finance Agency. The money would 
be furnished large municipalities 
cOr the ostensible purpose of aid­
ing them in problems of mass 
transportation. It would be well 
to point out here that the money 
could be disptnsed at the whim of 
the HHFA Administrpctor. that 
the money is “ back door financ­
ing”  and not subject to appro­
priations by Congress, that recom­
mendations made by the govern­
ment’s own Comptroller General 
in an effort to close som» of the 
obvious loopholes in the bill were 
rejected bv a majority vote of 
the Committee.

The logical arguments against 
this bill, especially from the 
standpoing of Texas, are so nu­
merous it Is inconceivable that 
the measure will ultimately pass 
in its present form. But proponent 
of the measure have great strenth, 
and they, are in a hurry to get 
it passed.

As the ranking Republican on 
the Banking and Currency Com­
mittee’s subcommittee on Hous­
ing that considered this bill, it 
fell my lot to handle the opposi- 
ion. In all casv_s we atttmpted to 
shape the measure so it would 
be more palatable, should it ulti­
mately be passed. In some cases 
we were successful; in some we 
were not. As it left the full Com­
mittee for floor action the bill 
is still devoid of limitations, com­

pletely lacking in controls, with­
out the semblance of a definition 
and loaded with blank checks.

Some of the arguments used in 
favor of ihe bill would defy a 
logical mind. For instance, in one 
case proponents advocated the 
federal aid on this basis; Local 
transit companies were going 
broke because people we;e stay­
ing home to watch TV at night, 
and not riding the transit system 
downtown for movies as they had 
done before the advent of TV. 
This threw a burden on the com­
pany, since the buses had to o- 
perate at night with very few pas­
sengers. The argument was ad­
vanced that, with federal funds, 
the system could be updated, mod­
ernized, and therefore people 
would once again ride downtown 
at night and go to the movies. The 
fallacies in this argument are so 
obvious they need not even be 
pointed out, but it illustrates the 
extrtmes to which some people 
will go when there is a prospect of 
“ gifts”  from the federal treas­
ury (with someone else providing 
the taxes to make the funds a- 
vailable, of course.)

I am very happy to report that 
Texans are by and large opposed 
to this bill. I sent telegrams to the 
Chambers of Commerce of all 
Texas cities over 50,fcu0, asking 
for their views on this subject. 
We did not receive a single an­
swer in favor of the bill.

On the matter of costs; Wit­
ness after witness admitted that 
the original $50 million would 
only be a “ drop in the bucket”  to 
what would ultimately be needed. 
Even the HHFA, and the Depart­
ment of Commerce, admitted that 
$9.8 billion will be needed in a 
ten-year period to make any kind 
of dent in the mass transporta­
tion problem of the Nation’s ma­
jor cities.

We do not deny that problems, 
great problems, exist for some

cities on the problem of mass 
transit systems. But we believe 
the problem could and should be 
handled by the people involved. 
Why should the people of Texas, 
for instance, contribute to the 
solving of mass transportation 
problems in the metropolitan 
areas of the East? We prefer to 
solve our own problems, and, with 
in reason, allow others to do like­
wise. If their problems can not be 
solved without our help, that is 
another matter.

This office continues to receive
mail from Texas farmers who are 
unset over the Administration’s 
proposed wheat program. Wheat 
growers will decide in a referen­
dum to be held within the next 
few months whether to accept the 
place the problem before Con­
gress. A* the present time the 
battle is shaping up in earnest. 
On the one hand is the Adminis­
tration. backed by some smaller 
farm organizations. On the other

hand is the Farm Bureau, the 
largest and most conservative of 
arm organizations. Some what 
typical of the letters received by 
me on the subject is one from a 
north Texas wheat farmer that 
called the proposed program 
“ complicated, strict, and unrea­
sonable.”

Also in the field of Agriculture: 
This office recently sent a tele­
gram to the President urging our 
government to take steps to pre­
vent losses of export markets for 
the domestic poultry industry. 
Since the formation of the Euro­
pean Economic Community sales 
of American poultry to the Com­
mon Market countries have be­
come increasingly difficult. We 
asked the President if more legis­
lation was needed to recoup our 
losses and expand exports. In 
reply, the State Department pro­
mised that new and expanded 
efforts would be made by our 
government in the field. The De­
partment said Congress, in the 
Trade Expansion Act of the last 
Session, gave the Administration 
sufficient authority for this.

We also asked the Secretary of 
Agriculture to help in efforts to 
expand rice exports Texas is a 
major rice producing state, and 
much of last year’s crop is still 
in the hands of growers. Unless 
expanded efforts are made at ex­
porting rice this will end up under 
government ownership, with at­
tendant heavy expenditures.

The President, as you know, 
has just returned from a meeting 
of several Latin American leaders 
in Costa Rica. It is my hope that 
many benefits will come from this 
meeting, that some sort of con­
certed action will be taken to 
bring about the downfall of the 
Communist dictator that now con­
trols Cuba. The present situation, 
as it regards that unhappy island, 
is intolerable. Cuba serves as a 
base for subversion and unrest 
throughout Latin America, not to 
mention its potential value as a 
staging area for armed aggres­
sion against any nation in the 
Western Hemisphere.

I have joined with Senator Carl 
T. Curtis of Nebraska in intro­
ducing a resolution in the Senate 
to require Senate approval of all 
Administration proposals to re­
duce or limit America’s armed 
might. Our thought in this is to 
prevent a Disarmament agree­
ment with Russia in which this 
power in the vain hope that Rus­
sia would then agree to a reduc­
tion of its own arms. History has 
shown that treaties with Com­
munist nations are not worth the 
paper they are written on. We, as 
much as anyone, want a peaceful

AUSTIN — Ask the first 100 
people you meet to name their 
favorite sport and chances are 
good that at least 7 will say 
swimming.

They have 13,000 pools to 
choose from, and the season is 
right at hand.

And things stand to break even 
better for the wet set in days to 
come. According to the National 
Swimming Pool Insitute, Texas 
will have some 70,000 pools in 
1970. All this is good, because 
swimming lends itself to social 
adjustment. It teaches coordina­
tion and builds stamina. A child 
why overcomes fear of water has 
learned courage.

But play for the plungers means 
work for someone else — namely 
State Health Department engi­
neers and local health department 
sanitarians who sponsor and con­
duct trainingco urses for pool 
managers and personnel from 
border to border.

“ Short schools”  for poo! oper­
ators are concentrated during 
April, May and June, the inten­
tion being to enroll as many oper­
ators as possible before hot wea­
ther and overflow crowds make 
it hard for them to get away 
from their work.

in modern pools.
How important are swimming 

pools as links in the chain of dis­
ease transmission? Eye, ear, nose, 
throat, skin and intestinal infec­
tions are among the most com­
mon conditions spread in swim­
ming pools.

Most prevelent, however, is 
ringworm of the feet — common­
ly called “ athlete’s foot.”  It is not 
contracted in pool water, but by 
walking on wet walks and floors 
on which spores flourish.

In well-operated pools there is 
little chance of contracting any of 
these conditions. That’s the rea­
son the State Health Department 
puts such emphasis on swimming 
pool satiation.

Swimmers, too, have a respon­
sibility toward pool cleanliness. 
Like most public places, a pool 
quickly assumes the character of 
its least desirable patron.

Dear Fellow Texan:
The Cold Wat is making hard 

demands on our country, both in 
money and manpower. But they 
are duties and demands that 
must be met. The U. S. Congress 
therefore has found it necessary 
once again to extend the period 
of the military draft law.

The extension voted by Con­
gress is for four years.

I think all of us are convinced 
that the large manpower needs 
of our Armed Forces can lx; met 
with certainty only by a draft 
law One reason for this is that 
the incentive young men once 
had for volunteering is largely 
gone. Why?-There is no GI Bill 
today. There is only the certainty 
for our young men that they are 
going to give up some of their 
time in military service while 
others their age stay behind and 
study or find jobs.

The only thing a young draftee 
knows today is tfuit his obliga­
tion to his country will be mot; 
whether our country will appre­
ciate the young serviceman is a 
different matter. That is up to 
you and me.

American servicemen stand 
against the constant pressure of 
the Communist armies all around 
the rim of the Free World. They 
are being killed in faraway plac­
es like South Vietnam, in a Cold 
War that is really a Hot War.

For several years I have urged 
the Congress to pass a GI Bill 
to help educate Cold War military 
veterans. I have re-introduced 
the GI Bill this year, in the hope 
that more and more people will 
support it, and that it may be­
come law. This year, 38 other 
Senators have joined me to co­
sponsor the bill.

I have often made the point 
that people with a higher educa­
tion can earn more money, and 
from higher earnings, more taxes 
are paid back to the government 
so that in the lonp run educa­
tion is a sound investment.

This is not a bonus bill: it is a 
bill to train veterans for read­
justment to civilian life where 
they can earn more money, live 
a more meaningful life for them­
selves and their families.

The U. S. Census recently is­
sued a report that supports me 
on comparative earnings. It said 
that a college graduate’s family 
had a $3,000-a-year income ad­
vantage over that of a high school 
graduate in 1961; the family in­
come in 1961 for college grad­
uate households averaged $9,300 
a year; family income where the 
earner did not go beyond high 
school graduation averaged $6,300; 
for families where the wage earn­
er did not go beyond elementary 
school the average incotne was 
$3,300.

There will be approximately
250,000 veterans of the Cold War 
in Texas alone.

And sure enough, last night I 
read an article predicting that 
before very long medicine is going 
to have an electronic machine

that’ll produce an instant diagnos­
is. You just step inside, it’ll x-ray 
you, take a blood sample, register 
your temperature, meditate a few 
seconds, and scientifically and 
electronically diagnose you.

I have been giving this machine 
some thought, and I suspect there­
’ll have to be some improvements 
and added attachments before it'll 
come into popular use.

For example, say it’s coin-oper­
ated. All right, you drop $25 in 
the slot, the door opens, and you 
step in. After the gears get 
through grinding and the lights 
through flashing, and the diagnos­
is comes out on a printed slip, 
ordinarily the door would re-open 
and you could step out and head 
for the drugstore with your pre­
scription.

But what if you’ve got a com­
plicated case, not just a handy 
virus? They’ ll have to have an­
other coin slot inside to deposit

more money in before the machine 
will let you out. No machine is 
going to 'reat you for a bad cold 
at the same rate it charges for a 
psycho - neurological break-down.

This thing is going to take a 
lot more study and research be­
fore it’s ready to be put on the 
market. It’ll take years, and it’s 
a good thing, because when it 
gets time to get around >r» it, 
science is bound to com out 
eventually with a coin operated 
farm tractor, but we want to post­
pone it as long as we can.

Managing The News
A public debate has been underway 

in recent months over the question of 
news "management." Critics of the Ken­
nedy Administration charge that news re­
leased to the public is being managed, or 
colored, and that the full story is not be­
ing given the public.

This charge is true, but it not true that 
this is something new with the Kennedy 
Administration. It is something that has 
developed as our government grew so 
large and is also partly a result of con­
ditions which arose in World War II and 
in the Korean Conflict.

The fact is that the American public 
is now being given what news the State 
Department and the Pentagon, and the 
White House, decides is best for it to

have —  to a large degree, in the field ot 
foreign relations. This was true in the 
Eisenhower years as it is today, with Presi­
dent John Kennedy in the White Hou$e.

The plain truth is that the State Depart­
ment, the C IA  and the Pentagon have 
grown so big and powerful, as federal 
monsters, that no newspaper, no citizen, 
can break through the palace guard and 
expose evils, and the guilty, in this sys­
tem.

It is a process which has been going 
on for many years. Only a concerted, In­
spired official, top-level investigation 
group, could correct the situation. Preii- 
dent Kennedy, who has expressed interest 
in correcting it, could begin by appointing 
such a group, with broad powers.

Reason is, there’s a bill before 
the Texas House of Representa­
tives calling for a slogan to be 
imprinted on our auto license pla­
tes. Three choices are given in 
the bill. They are “ Lone Star 
State” . . . “ Vacation State’ ’ . . 
and “ Texas Has Everything” .

Latter slogan was sent in by a 
newspaperman Bob Bray, pub­
lisher of the Marble Falls High­
lander.

Come to think of it, what’s 
wrong with “ Hi Pardner’ ’ — the 
two words we used in starting 
this column? Sounds like the 
friendly welcome of a Texan . 
in state or out of state.

Cost of adding a slogan to the 
Texas tags would run only abou’ 
$150. Or just the cost of the new 
dies.

Speaking of license plates . . .a 
bill by Rep. Ray McNutt of E ’ 
Paso would eliminate the front 
tag. Saving to the state — $400,- 
000 annually.

UP IN THE AIR -Activities of 
state agencies in areonautics fill­
ed the air in two recent meetings 
of the House Committee on State 
Affairs.

— Municipal annexation bill, as 
nassed bv the House, is consider­
ed a compromise bv the Texas 
Municipal League. Ditto for in­
terested industries — including 
the Texas Association of Home­
builders — that have been on the 
other side of the fence.

Straddling the fence during the 
four days it took the House to 
pass on the bill written by Rep. 
Henry Grover of Houston, and re­
written by Rep. Jerry Bulter of 
Kenedy, were enough represent­
atives to decide the matter for 
one side or the other.

Several votes indicated the 
cities might win the right to an­
nex additional territory in a man­
ner they consider reasonable 
Other votes indicated the indus­
trial pressures would be the winn­
ing factor.

Finally, 130 House members 
decided Grover’s bill was good 
enough to send to the Senate as 
a “ workable vehicle" for a joint 
conference committee. But 14 
felt that it still wasn t fair either 
to cities or to rural people living 
on fringes of the cities.

Main point in contest stiil seems 
‘o be: How much authority 
should cities have over surround­
ing areas subject to annexation?

As it stands, cities would be 
limited to setting “ minimum stan­
dards.”

All This and Bunnies, Too! Try'em 
On That Easter Ham You'll Cook

ALONG WITH coloring Easter 

eggs, your small fry would prob­
ably get a big thrill out of help­
ing you make some very special 
bunnies.

These little bunnies are ingen­
ious: a whimsical cook thought 
them up. Tried in our own kit­
chen, and served with slices of 
baked ham, we found them fun 
to offer.

A grown-up cook will have to 
make the potatoand-cornmeal 
polenta base for these rabbits. 
But after the mixture is chilled 
and turned out of its pan, small 
boys and girls can use rabbit­
shaped cookie cutters to cut out 
the bunnies from this polenta.
