A TIME TO REMEMBER
Twenty years ago this week be­

hind an infamous wail dated April 
23, 1943, Warsaw, Poland saw a 
day and time never to be forgot­
ten. The world must never forget.

The Warsaw Jewish population, 
placed behind the ghetto wall 60,- 
000 strong, made the heroic move 
to resist the Nazi SS troops who 
had put them there. Early in 1942 
some 500,00 Jews lived in War­
saw. By April, 1943, 325,000 had 
been exterminated; some few had 
escaped; othere were in slave la­
bor centers; 60,000 remained as 
prisoner-slaves behind the red 
brick wall.

On the sunny warm afternoon 
of August 2, 1962, 1 walked among 
the rubble of the ghetto. Recon­
struction was under way. I ima­
gine that today there are no 
traces left of the wall or the razed 
tenements. I have in my memen­
tos a piece ofshnttered stone that 
will ever remind me of the event 
inhistory — one of "man's grav­
est inhumanities to man.”
The ghetto was destroyed house 
by house, block by block, man by 
man. On May 15, 1943. 60,000 Jews 
were dead.

Dr. Joseph Szczepkowski, a pro 
testant minister, who had been 
living and preaching in Warsaw 
for thirty-nine years, said to me, 
“ I stood on the top of a bombed 
out building ten blocks away and 
saw Jewish mothers toss their 
babies over the wall hoping by 
chance somebody would take the 
baby and give it a chance for 
life if any life remained. Some 
few were saved.”

At Zamenhofa and Anielewicza 
streets in a square that is still

under construction is a beautifu. 
48-foot tall monument cut from 
granite in honor and memory ol 
the people of the ghetto. Behind 
the monument are still signs oi 
war, death and destruction. Across 
the street, there now stand new 
eight-floor apartment houses.

Poland is now a communist 
state, but few Poles seem to be 
communists. They are a proud 
people, a freedom-loving people 
(the man on the street). Coper- 
nius. Pulaski, Chopin,Cruie, Pa­
derewski — all Poles. April 23, 
1943 — a time to remember, and 
a time to forgive.

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Social Security Expert to Explain 
'Partially Retired' Benefits Here

Many people lose money because 
they don’t check on their social 
security when they reach retire­
ment age, says John G. Hutton. 
Lubbock Social Security District 
manager.

A representative of Hutton’s of­
fice will be in Muleshoe Wednes­
day to assist persons in social se­
curity problems, including the re­
tirement angles, Hutton said. He 
will be at the courthouse from 
9:30 to 5 o'clock Wednesday.

Hutton said many people are 
still working when they reach re­
tirement age. and they believe 
they cannot get any benefit pay­
ments unless they are completely 
retired.

Hutton said workers who earn 
over $1,200 yearly may still get 
some social security payments de­
pending on the amount of their 
earnings. He cited as an example, 
a 65-year-old worker eligible for 
$100 per month from social secu­
rity. In this case, the worker could 
get some benefits even if his year

ly earnings were as high as $2,600. 
If a wife or child were eligible 
for benefits on his account, the 
worker could earn more than 
$2,600 and still collect some so­
cial security benefits for himself 
and his family.

Hutton urged workers age 62 or 
over, who have not applied for 
benefits, to check up on their so­
cial security status. The Lubbock 
office is located at 3828 Avenue 
H in the Family Park shopping 
Center and is open to the public 
Monday through Friday from 8:30 
a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

COMPLETE FOUNTAIN SERVICE

A  library is a social agency with a 
double relationship to books and people. 
A  good library should be a source of in­
formation to all active social elements and 
groups including the professions, the 
trades, the cultural activities and the re­
creational life of the area. It serves all 
ages. The library of today, as the library 
of the past, is a community institution sup­
ported and fostered by related interests 
and designed to meet common needs- 
There can be no set pattern for tho form­
ing of a library because every library is 
dependent upon the society out of which 
is grows.

.O C A L  INTEREST AND IN 
ITIATIVE ARE ESSENTIAL 

The library should be as familiar to every 
inhabitant as the post office, and library 
service should be more easily available 
and more diversified than the post office. 
Furthermore the library should have some­
thing for every inhabitant every time he 
calls, for if the library is an active and a 
recognized factor in the daily life of men 
and women, it can be a potent agent in 
rendering the individual more effective in 
his personal life.

Communities differ considerably and 
agencies active in one are not necessarily 
active in another. Teachers, merchants, 
salespeople, churchgoers, automobile 
owners, baseball fans, movie-lovers, and 
school children of all ages are all part of 
the public to be reached. The more people 
who are actively interested, the more far- 
reaching are the services the library can 
perform. A cooperative undertaking of all 
groups can do much to bring about a real 
library center.

SERV ICE IS THE KEY 
NOTE O F A  LIBRARY 

The public library is an institution for the 
continous communications of knowledge 
and ideas by means of printed materials, 
but there are also special services which 
the library may develop: forums, lectures, 
exhibits, motion pictures, dramatics, m ic­
rofilms, records, and childrons "story hour" 
programs.

The book collection is the main feature 
which tho library uses in Serving thr com 
munity. A book collection should bn built 
around the needs of the community, and

should reflect respect for the reader's 
ability to select his reading material, J

A  selected collection of reference tools % 
is essential. For adequate reference s'er. 
vice, if is necessary to make use of all the 
resources of the library: books, newspap. 
ers, periodicals, pamphlets, clippings, pic. 
tures, visual aids. It is likewise necessary 
at times to call upon community resources.

Local history should play an important 
role in the book collection. This subject has 
limitless possibilties: ( I )  All the books by 
and about people in the community f2) |  
All the books abou+ the community (3) 
Pictures o f . local residents and buildings 14 
Programs of local clubs and special events 
15) Files of the local and area papers.

Lack of space prevents the small library 
from collecting many public documents, 
Certain of these publications, however, are 
needed.

If school librarians, teachers, and public 
librarians actively cooperate, it is possible • 
to provide an interchange of books be. *  
tween school and public libraries so that 
in reality the books for children and young 
people form a community collection.

Today in small communities all over 
Am erica the public library is assuming a 
more dynamic role. The dramatic course 
of events since W orld  W a r  II has brought 
into focus the great need for informed 
citizenry.

It is not an impossible task for the small. 9  
cst community iibrary to become an ef. 1 
fective agency for the total good of the 
area it serves.

An entire area can be drawn into close 
relationship in a library program, such as 
is proposed by the local library board of 
directors. The library fund is being sup­
ported by a growing list of organizations 
and community-minded individuals who be­
lieve in the value of books and reading. ^

W e  congratulate the groups and citi­
zens in the Muleshoe area who have this 
common concern for their library's active 
expansion and participation in community 
life. W e  share with all friends of the library 
that a modern, well-supported library 
should bo a basic necessity on any pro. 
gressivo community and the library is im­
portant lo  everyone in this area.

There is no sorrier person than 
one who has been victimized by a 
phony deal. Unfortunately, once 
tha buyer has signed an order or 
contract, little can be done to get 
him off the hook. “ But I didn’t
realize.......... ”  are words often
hear by lawyers who are us­
ually unable to help at that point. 
Despite the complete disavowance 
of “ caveat emptor”  (let the buyer 
beware) by ethical merchants, 
there are still some businesses 
that thrive on high promotion 
deals. Buyers are contacted by 
direct mail, over the telephone, 
Or by “ come on”  advertisements. 
These contacts all resort to fancy 
claims and a high pressure ap­
proach.

How can you avoid such sales 
tactics? There is no sure way, 
outside of dealing with reputable, 
established merchants, and using 
common sense in reading the ads. 
But there are certain danger sig­
nals that should ring the alarm 
bell. Here are a few:

"Buy now or lose the chance. .”
“ You nave been specially se­

lected . . ”
‘ It’s only a legal form. .
“ You can save up to. .
"Yours absolutely free. .
These signals do not necessarily 

indicate a bad deal, but they are 
frequently used by shady promo­
ters. So read carefully, think it

over, compare prices, and ask for 
information from a merchant you 
know, or from a friend.

Remember, in this world of
tough business competition, one 
seldom gets anything for nothing. 
Once you have signed an order, 
even the law may not be able to 
help you, no matter how improvi­
dent the deal may be for you. In 
fact, unless the seller is doing 
something illegal, the law may 
wind up helping him to. enforce 
the bad deal that you made. So 
watch the signals and look be­
fore you leap — or sign!
