Last Sunday this corner start-
ed a discussion on why senior
high school pupils drop out of
school before receiving their di-
plomas. But the issue covered, we
found, had too many facets to be
covered in one single column.
So, I put a *continued-in-our next'’
on Sunday’s column,

So, this is part !I.

The World Book says there are
two principal factors responsible
for this drop-out problem. It says:
** As society becomes more and
more highly mechanized, certain
jobs disappear. The remaining
jobs, as well as the new ones
that are created, require an in-
creasing degree of skill. That is
one factor in the picture, The sec-
ond is a human problem.

“*Almost all of the youngsters
included in the current legion of
the unemployed are so-called
“‘dropouts,’”’ students who left
school before they earned a di-
ploma.Theirs are the faces that
were missing from the highschool
yearbooks.

“If present predictions hold true,

moreover, their number will in-
crease in the years ahead. As
matters stand today 40 out of

every 100 youngsters in the United
States either fail to attend high
school or drop out before they
have finished. If this trend con-
tinues, says Abraham  Ribicoff,
former secretary of Health, Edu-
cation and Welfare, the number
of unschooled, unskilled and un-
emploved youths will have soar-
ed to 7.5 million by 1970. Of these,
some 2.5 million will not even
have finished grammar school
They will represent, roughly, 30
percent of all the young workers
who are expected to enter the la-
bor market between 1960 and 1970.

Now the problem of these young
drop-outs, such as Joe whom I
mentioned last Sunday as a point
in case, are dropping out just at
a time when education is a
“must.” Check the help-wanted
ads, and all say “high school edu-
cation required as a minimum”
— or, ot least, the great majority
do, even if the job itself might
seem not to require such a quali-
fication. That’s the trend today;
just at a time when more and
more pupils are dropping out of
high school. This same source
I've been quoting, goes on to

y: “Unkilled, they will struggle
to find employment in a labor
market in which iobs often dis-
appear at the click of a switch.

“In New York City alone, auto-
matic elevators have already dis-
placed an estimated 40,000 oper-
ators. In one large automobile
plant, a manufacturing operation
that used a require 39 workers
and 39 machines is now handled
by only nine each.

“Nor is the ‘blue collar’ work-
man the only one whose joh is
threatened, Some types of ‘white
collar' jobs also are disappearing.
largely because of office automa-
tion. Altogether, 1.5 million of-
fice jobs vanished between 1953
and 1960, Of the jobs available
today, according to a reliable
source, only a small number —
four out of everv 100 — do not
reounire an education.

“The problem the unemployed
dropout faces, then, becomes pain-
fully clear; he is caught in a
squeeze play. Unable to qualify
for the skilled jobs that are open.
the supply of unskilled iobs he
might be able to fill is drying up.”

And the article goes on to sav
that there is another irony in the

picture, ‘‘Becuase of .automa-
tion, and stechnical devices
says one authority, professional

and technical iobs are going to
grow by 3 million — or about 40
percent — during this decade. Jobs
in clerical and sales fields will
grow by about 3.7 million. Skilled
occupations are expected to pro-
vide 2 million additional jobs bv
1970. Implicit is the fact that
these 8.7 million new jobs would
more than absorb these 7.5 million
dropout younsesters, who, be-
cause thev lack skills and school-
ing, will know want in the midst
of plenty.

“Educational requirements for
anv kind of iob are hicher today
than ever before. According to
most personnel directors, thev
will rise a notch or two each
year from here on out. One per-
sonnel director said that within
the next 10 vears, post-high
gehool education for two vears —
at a funior college or technical
institute = will replace the high
gchool diploma as a basic re-

guirement, , . Tndav a hieh school
