Sheppard Declares
Only Five Years Will
Be Needed by Nation

WASHINGTON, Aug. 26 (AP)—
Chairman Sheppard (D-Tex) of the

today that it was the war depart-
ment’s intention to create a “possible
army” of 4,000,000 men by early
1945. ;

Sheppard stated this goal during
debate on enactment of conscription
legislation. He coupled with it the
statement that to limit the num-
ber of peacetime drafters to 8,000,000
during any one period would “ser-
iously cripple” the war department’s
plan.

Senator Lodge (R-Mass) proposed
such a limifation. Sheppard and
some other conscription advocates
were lining up behind a proposal by
senator O’'Mahoney (D-Wyo) for a
1,000,000 man limitation on trainees
at any one, period.

Sheppard said the “possible army”
trained group of “third line” re-
3,400,000 conscript trainees. Upon
enactment of the draft bill, he con-
tinued, the war department planned
to call up these men beginning Oct.
15, this year, with a contingent of
75,000. By early January, he said,
there would be 400,000 draftees un-
der training.

Another 400,000, Sheppard con-
tinued, would be called up April 1,
1941, with 600,000 the following|
October 1. After that the men would
be inducted in groups of 400,000 each ;|
April 1 and Cctober 1 througn April
1944, That would bring in the final
group to give a total of 3,400,000
conscripts. All of these, he said, by
expiration of the: conscription bill
in April ,1945, would have received
a year of training.

The effect of the Lodge amend-
ment, Sheppard continued would be
to cut off 600,000 from the war de-
partment’s goal of 3,400,000 trained
third line reserves.

Lodge argued that at any time
it became necessary congress had
the power to raise the limit.

Sheppard’s outline of the war de-
partment’s program brought a pro-
test from Senator Taft (R-Ohio)
that no such ambitions plans had
bheen given by the Texas Senator
when he explained the Burke-Wads-
worth hill at the beginning of the
debate. Sheppard then had said,
Taft contended, that the number of
men to be called after the first 800,-
000 were summoned, would depend
largely on the need for them.

Senator Wheeler (D-Mont) ob-
served that “week by week” the war
department seemed to be inecreasing
its requests to congress for men and
equipment. Sheppard reported that
Wheeler was “absolutely mistaken,”
that no increase had been made in
requests.

On London Is
Beaien Back

Bombs Dropped on
Many Cities Along
The South Coast

By The Associated Press

LONDOQX, Aug. 26— German war-
planes failed today in an attempt
to again pierce London’s defenses,
but massed nazi raiders smashed at
a 30-mile stretch of the south coast
and showered bombs also on a wide
area inland.

Two big waves of German bomb-
ers headed toward the capital were
turned off by British fighters in a
10-minute battle in the clouds about
20,000 feet over the southeast coast.

Machine-gun and cannon fire of
Messerschmitt fighters escorting the
bombers died away as the Germans
made for home without breaking
through, at least three of their
planes falling as the battle’s toll.

Fourteen German planes were re-
ported down previously.

An air raid alarm earlier sent
Londoners underground for the six-
th time since Saturday, but the
metropolitan area was unscathed.

An air ministry spokesman said
the German air force had suffered
a ‘‘very sharp reverse” in day light
raids and that increasing night at-
tacks apparently indicated a change
of tactics.

(German reports ‘said British
planes were downed in air fighting
today at a rate of five to every
German plane lost).

An unidentified plane was report-
ed to have dropped bombs near New
Ross, 25 miles inland in southern
Ireland, killing four persons.

Besides Dover, the channel “hell’s
corner,” Folkestone and the south
Foreland apparently bore the brunt
of the Luftwaife’s reply to Britain’s
first big air attack on Berlin.

Air Base Offered
The U. S. by Bermuda

WASHINGTON, Aug. %8 (AP.) —
Bermuda’s announcement that she
was ready to place an air base at
the disposal of the United States
encouraged expectations today that
some official pronouncement would
be forthcoming this week on the
status of negotiations for addition-
al defense outposts in other Bri-
tish possessions.

Thus far neither the White
House nor the navy department has
made any comment on Saturday’s
disclosure at Hamilton, Bermuda,
that the great sound of the resort
islands would be made -available to
the United States on a 99-year lease
for an air, and possibly navy base.

Besides Bermuda, Newfoundland,
Trinidad, Barbados and the Baha-
mas have been mentioned as possible
base sites. President Roosevelt, who
has heen condugting the negotia-
tions, has not hinted, however, what
locations are heing discussed.

The final tabulation by the Texas
Election Bureau gave . Culberson,
former gas utilities supervisor for
the commission, 458,061 votes to 410,-
656 for Pierce Brooks of Dallas, sec-
ond high man in the July primary.

Alexander had 438,893 votes
against 399,090 for Hal S. Lattimore
of Fort Worth.

The election bureau said it would
make no additional compilations. It
estimated less than 20,000 votes were
missing.

It was Brooks' third defeat in as
many tries for state office. Once
he was defeated for governor and
once for lieutenant governor. He
told newspaper men he didn’t intend
to seek office again. In a telegram
to Culberson, he promised his “full
co-operation as a citizen.”

Culberson was head of the gas
utilities - division when Railroad
Commissjoner Ernest O. Thompson
and C. V. Terrell constituted a ma-
jority of the commission. He was
discharged from commission em-
ploy by Commissioner Jerry Sadler
and retiring commissjoner Lon A.
Smith.

Reports indicated that the state
house of representatives would con-
tain approximately 90 new members
of a total of 150, and the 31-man
senate would include 10 new mem-
bers.

Senators apparently defeated in
run-offs were the veteran Will D.
Pace of Tyler; Morris Roberts of
Pettus, chajrman of the finance
committee: Gordon Burns of Hunts-
ville and J. Manley Head of Steph-
enville.  Among the house victims
was W. E. “Uncle Elmer” Pope of
Corpus Christi, who began his legis-

lative service about 25 years ago.

Only two of Texas’ 21 national
house positions were at stake in the
run-off, 19 incumbents having been
renominated in July.

Rep. Clyde Garrett of Eastland,
who. had ousted Thomas L. Blan-
ton..four -years ago, was himself
beaten by District Judge Sam Russell
.of Stephenville. Complete unofficial
returns to the Texas Election Bu-
reau gave Russell 27,584 votes to
24495 for Garrett. .

Eugene Worley, young state rep-
resentative from Shamrock, was
chosen for the congressional post
to be relinquished by Marvin Jones
of Amarillo, chairman of the house
agriculture committee. Returns from
all 28-of the district’s counties, 25
complete gave Worley 30,111 votes
against 22,596 for Deskin Wells,
Wellington newspaper publisher.

Contracts for 6747
Planes Granted by
Defense Commission

WASHINGTON, Aug. 26 (AP.) —
The defense ‘commission reported to
President RooSevelt today that con-
trast for 6,747 army and navy
planes were outstanding ds of Aug.
17, although funds for much of the
aireraft prccurement: program  were
still tied up in the $5,008,000,000 de-
fense hill. .

The figures were contained in a
report based on treasury department
figures brought to the White House
by Robert Horton, publicity direc-
tor of the commission.

The report said that, as of Aug.
17, contracts were ‘i.. the works”
for 3,916 army pla: s, including 2,-
029 combat c:c observation planes
and 1,887 other types, primarily
training.

For the navy on that date, Hor-
ton said, contracts had been let
for 2,831, including 1,221 combat
and obesrvation, and 1,610 other
types, mostly training.

Horton explained these  figures
covered contracts outstanding for
planes yet to be delivered. Dates of
delivery for the planes were not
disclosed.

He said it was impossible to con-
tract for planes to fill out the pres-
ent, program until congress passed
the $5,008,000,0000 measure.

The report- was made public at a
time when congressional critics con-
tended the defense program was
bogging down. Senator Vandenberg
(R-Mich) made such a statement
last night and asked for an investi-
galion. Senator Byrd (D-Va) said
only 343 combat planes had been or-
dered in the last 100 days.

Horton said the army and navy
anticipated delivery of about 2,200
planes in the latter half of this
year® and about 2,500 in the first
half of 1941.

London’s Populatien
Hurries to Shelters
As Warnings Sounded

Striking on a 30-mile front, Hit-
ler's bombers smashed at the “hell’s
corner” channel port of Dover—the
ancient town where Julius Caesar
tanded to (invade England 1,995
years ago—and sought to penetrate
London’s defenses for the sixth time
in 48 hours.

At least 10 of the nazi raiders
were reported shot down.

London’s densely-packed millions
huddled in underground shelters
while alarm signals shrieked for 37
minutes, but no German planes were
sighted above the city.

The raiders, streaking over the
southeast coast from bases on the
German-held French coast only 22
miles away, set great fires at Folke-
stone and hombed crowded streets,
inflicting many casualties.

All of the towns attacked — in-
cluding Folkestone, Deal, and the
cathedral city of Canterbury—and
the south Foreland region, also un-
der fire, lie in the Dover area
which might be used as the gate-
way for a nazi land invasion. .

Waves of British RAF bombing
planes, in a display of rising aerial
might, thundered over Berlin in a
3-hour raid before dawn today,
while nazi warplanes dumped high
explosive, incendiary and “shriek”
bombs on the London area for the
fifth time in 48 hours.

Berlin reported 1,500 bombs to-
talling 300,000 pounds were dropped
on 38 objectives in the British Isles
auring the night. “Small fires and
property damage” resulted in the
London. raid, the British said.

Aviation experts in London. - esti-
mated that 3,000 German planes—
abouf " one-sixth of Hitler’s .total
operating strength in the air—have
been thrown into the 9-week-old
assault on the island kingdom.

Heavy explosions reverberated in
downtown Berlin as as least four
waves of RAF bombers streaked over
the cloud-blanketed German capi-
tal—Berlin’s {ifth air-raid alarin
since the start of the war—and hun-
dreds of anti-aircraft guns set up a
terrific din. The roar of airplane
motors was audible in the heart of
the city, but nazis asserted = there
were no casualties and that no
bombs fell in the capital itself.

The Germans acknowledged that
at least one incendiary bomb land-
ed in a village near the Berlin indus-
trial suburb of Spandau, 20 miles
. from the capita!, while others fell
in the north Berlin suburbs of Ros-
enthal, setting fire to a three-room
garden hut.

“One of the planes which crossed
Berlin was shot down by anti-air-

craft guns on its return flight,”
said DNB, official German news
agency.

Other RAF raideirs appeared over
extensive areas of Prussia and Sax-
ony, stirring alrams in many cities,
including ancient Leipzig, where
thousands of visitors to the Leipzig
fair underwent a 25-minute alarm.
The I.cipzig raid carried out a
“foreign teature” for the fair prom-
ised in leaflets dropped by British
planes several days ago, warning
that the city would be ‘raided.

enemy fleets during the week end,
confiicted.
\ Britain said losses on Saturday
were 50 Geerman planes and 19 Bri-
tish while on Sunday the figures
were 55 German and 13 British.

Germany said losses on Satur-
day were 64 British planes and 20
German and on Sunday 73 British
and 12 German.

The British press counseled against
a public clamor for reprisal raids
on Berlin.

The way lto win the war, the
papers insisted, is to keep pou}ld-
ing solely at enemy military objec-
tives no matter how strong the.
desire to “get even” for the in-
creasing list of .British civilan cas-
ualties. y
After Saturday night’'s and Sun-
‘day mornings’ blows at London, -in
which great fires were set, the Ger-
mans rested briefly during the day,
then resumed their assaults Sunday
evening.

In the Saturday night raid, one
big bomb burst within 300 yards of
U. S. Ambassador Joseph H. Ken-
nedy’s residence on the city’s out-
skirts and incendiary bombs show-
ered all around, but the axl1ba§s_ﬂdor
reported there were no casualties.
The German command repor.ted
widespread damage to Britain’s
Rolls-Royce engine factory, to ab
least three airplane factories m}d
to troop concentrations at Dover in
Saturday night raids.

The British, in turn, said they
scored heavily on German territory
with Saturday night raids on fac-
tories in Stuttgart, Ludwigshaven
and elsewhere and on airdromes in
France, Belgium and Holland.

We've Had Debate. Now Act!

It is one thing to debate thoroughly and democrat-
ically the measures for the country's defense. It is an-
other thin¥ to'snarl them in a maze of irrelevancies and
strangle them in a welter of red tape.

About 4 mdnth ago, we urged thorough debate on the
bill for universal selective military service. That debate
has been held. In spite of occasional lapses into childish
personalities,”we believe that .about all has been said on
both sides that is pertinent.

It is time ‘to make a decision. If we are to have uni-
versal service, we ought to have it in time to begin getting
men to campstirsfall. If we are not, we ought to open an
intengive.recruiting campaign immediately.

As it is, we ean do neither. It would have been wrong
to W}l()op the umversal service bill through on three days’
notice. But it is doubly wrbng to fiddle with it week after
weeks long after every pertinent thing has been said on
the subject. Both candidates for the presidency, and there-
fore‘presumably both parties, are in favor of it. The time
has eéome to make the decision, one way or another.

Tf we are to have sele(twe service, we should have
it now, for the boys called to camp this fall will not be
trairfed to amount to anything until next summer. If we
are not to -have it, then we should know it and begin an
intenisive recruiting campaign immediately, for the same
reason.

Thousandq of men are no doubt reasoning like this:
“Well I’1l wait and see if this draft thing passes. If it does,
theyjl call me when it's my turn.” Whereas, if they knew
definitely that the conscription plan had been rejected,
they might volunteer, knowing that to voluntary decisions
like their own the safety of the country had been en-
trusted.

* * £

If there is a single lesson to be learned from Europe’s
agony of the past year, it is this: when the moment of
danger comes, it is too late to prepare. Viectory is to him
who prepared in advance.

There is a certain point where dcmocmtm debate be-
comes mere obstruction and confusion. When everything
pertinent has been said, decision is in order. The debate
over universal service is approaching that point.

It ought to be decided, so that the country and the
world will know where we stand. It is vitally necessary
to prove to Hitler and to the world that with republics it
is not always “too little and too late.”

Destruction

Somehow the idea got about that the present war,
because of its breath-taking brevity, has been less destruc-
tive than that of 1914-1918.

Then comes an inconspicuous little item from Vichy
that France must rebuild 6000 bridges merel\ to assure
normal resumption of traffic.

Six thousand bridges! How many bridges are there
in the town you know best? Imagine the strain on the
community of rebuilding them all this year.
by hundreds and thousands. Then remember that your
total is just bridges. Roads, telephone and telegraph lines,
buildings, public and private—all these add to the heap
of ruins.

This a single month of active war did to France.
Britain and Germany are now inflicting on each other this
same sort of mutual destruction.

To keep this from the United States, many a saecri-
fice is justified.

There is no doubt’ in my mind
that Canadians would fight with
every available weapon to prevent
annexation. However, they have
no fear of any effort on our part
to take them over. I never have
heard any responsible American
suggest such a thing.

It is true that Canadians are on
the whole more like American than
English. It is also true that the
average Canadian expects to join
hands with his’ American neighbor
in case of attack.

However, the Canadians are a
proud and, independent people who
refuse to let even mother England
dictate to them. The bond which
holds them within the British com-
mon wealth is more of sentiment
than reality, and they will main-
tain their sovereignty.

I have heard the question raised
| of whether any pact we made with
| Canada would ipso facto be a pact
with England as well. The answer in
my view is that England would have
nothing to do with an American-
Canadian agreement, unless thatb
agreement specifically made Britain

‘a party to it.

Canada is a sovereign state and is
wholly free to make any agreement
she wants with the United States.

WASHINGTON.—A. Defence Com-

mission member is whetting a new
sword to cut the Gordian knot of
“amortization,” which is holding up
defense contracts.

DRIF BACK
TO “DUST BOWL”

FROM all that’s been written
about the Okies, you might have
the idea that Oklahoma had been
practically deserted. That not only
isn’t true, but there is good reason
to believe that people are already
beginning to drift back to the “Dust
Bowl.”

Several western states in the area
showed- slight decreases in popula-
tion according to the 1940 census.
But Oklahoma lost only 61,603 peo-
ple as compared with 1930. Its
present population of 2,334437 is
larger than had been expected.

Reason probably is that dust
storms in the western counties of
the state have been decreasing in
frequency, and wheat and -cattle
are again being raised in sections
once believed doomed to desertion.
Some of the Okies have undoubtedly
returned.

Even so, 48 out of 77 counties
showed decreases, and so did three

of the 21 cities over 10,000 in pop-
ulation. - Of the 61,603 loss in pop-
ulation, 55,267 was the loss in the
14 western counties of the “Dust
Bowl.”

Daniels to Report on
Mexico Halting Boat %

MEXICO CITY, Aug. 26 (AP.) —
United States Ambassador Josephus
Daniels said today the embassy, with
the cooperation of Mexico’s foreign
ministry, expected to prepare a re-
port for the department of state
in Washington on the halting of an
American oil tanker by a Mexican
gunboat.

It was understood one point the
embassy hoped to clear up was whe-
ther the American ship had entered
this republic’s territorial waters.

Reports yesterday from the navy
department and foreign offfice stat-
ed the tanker R. J. Hanna had been
halted briefly by gunboat G-29,
about 75 miles northwest of Acapul-
co, Pacific port. It was permitted to
proceed without a search after its
identity was' established.

Conscription to
Be Urged in Talk

NEW YORK, Aug. 26 (AP.)
Unless congress acts quickly on con-
seription legislation it was disclosed
today at Wendell L. Willkie's head-
quarters, the republican presidential
nominee probably will make a
speech soon urging its prompt pass-
age.

In his acceptance address Willkie
expressed approval of “some form
of selective service.” He has had
nothing to. say for quotation since
that time, but aides said he favor-
ed Immediate action.

Talking with reporters on defense
legislation in general, Willkie called
for a speed-up of military plane con-
struction.

“I want to commend Senator Byrd
(D-Va) for his inquiry as to why
100 days have gone by since the
president said we mneeded 50,000
planes,” he said; “and only 343
planes have been ordered 'for the
army, navy and marine corps. None
will be delivered in this calendar
year and some will not be delivered
until 1942. x x x

“I do not know whether the situa-
tion described by Senator Byrd is
the fault of administration or of
legislation.

“Whoever is at fault, it should be
remedied immediately. It is a trag-
edy for us to continue fto dally
along with defense.”

LONDON, Aug. 26. — Massed Ger-
man raiders, hurtling across Bri-
tain’s coast along a 30-mile front,
blasted Dover, the channel “hell

corner,” Folkstone and the south
Foreland today in savage reply to
the first big British air attack of
the war on Berlin.

The day’s battle raged over Dover,
the English Channel port only 22
miles from the French coast. Four
of the attackers were dowiied here.

Folkestone a town of 35,000* popu-
lation, bore the brunt of a heavy
attack in which two of the German
craft were shot down after creating
scenes of horror among the popu-
lation. Folkestone is southwest of
Dover and 26 miles from Boulogne,
France.

South Foreland, sparsely settled
sandy waste northeast of Dover near
the Royal Military School, was the
scene of the day’s third major at-
tack.

The dull roar of bombs was heard
throughout the raging battle all
along the coast east of Dover to
Folkestone.

The German attackers and Brit-
ish challengers battled desperately
almost two hours, the planes plung-
ing so low over Folkestone that
RAF men guarding barrage balloons
opened fire on the raiding craft with
rifles.

Before the British fighters downed
their first three German planes in
the Folkestone area, large apart-
ment houses close to the seafront
were bombed to the ground.

A number of fires sent huge
flames licking skyward. Rescue
workers searched frantically in the
ruins for victims.

Only a few bombs were dropped
east’ of Dover. The action over Dov-
er itself was confined mostly to dog-
fights high in the sky while anti-
aircraft guns pmped shells inces-
santly at the raiders.

The crews of three German planes
shot down off Folkestone were res-
cued by British motor lifeboats.

At least seven of the raiders were
shot out o fthe German formations
roaring across the southeast coast,
where scenes of horror accompanied
a savage 20-minute attack on the
surprised populace of one coastal
town.

A number of casualties, including
many dead, were inflicted by the
nazis who dived from a formation
of 20 bombers to blast at the town
“In the midst of the morning shop-
ping hour. y

In a matter of minutes, the Ger-
mans loosed an attack on another
coast town, to the west of his one,
and in an hour and one-<half batle
four of the attackers—three Messer-
schmitt fighters and one bomber—
were downed by British fighters.

Two attackers were shot down in

the other raid within three minutes
after the British swept aloft to the
challenge. One fell in flames just

outside the town, the second plum-
meted into the channel.

Fighting raged all over the heav-
ens in the second attack, with planes
dogfighting, sometimes as high as
30,000 feet. Others dived so low they
barely missed the housetops.

One bomb hit squarely on a laun-
dry filled with girls at work. One
body was removed from the wreck-
age. Volunteers searched for addi-
tional victims,
|  Another bomb destroyed six hous-
es. Another tore up railroad tracks.

The attack caught the town un-
awares, the people at first think-
ing the attackers were heir own
planes.

“They headed for us, accompanied
by fighters which seemed to drop
out of the sky,” one eye witness
related.

Today's assaults followed a thun-
dering early morning raid on Berlin
by British planes after five attacks
on this seat of empire within little
more than 48 hours.

An air ministry communique an-
nounced the total number of Ger-
man aricraft downed yesterday had
reached 55, with 13 of their own
lost.

The air ministry news service de-
clared 43 of the German craft were
brought down in one of the war’s
most terrific air engagements near
the great naval base of Portland.

Tn their first major drive on the
German capital, the air ministry
announced, RAF planes dumped
bombs on Berlin armament factor-
ies while other formations raided
additional military objectives in the
Runr and elsewhere in northwest
Germany.

German officials announced the
British bombers dropped no bombs
on the city proper and only a few
in the suburbs.

Hardly had the British bombers
returned before German fliers be-
gan raining fire bombs over a wide
area of Wales and southeast Eng-
land.

Most , of the incendiary bombs
dumped on Wales struck in fields.
High explosive hombs were dropped
on the northeast coast, but the only

casualty was one soldier injured
slightly.
Earlier, the British = bombers

streaking out across the channel
crossed paths with nazi night raid-
ers who bombed a town in the Mid-
lands, industrial center of England,
causing some casualties including “a
few people killed.”

Ths night of raid and counter-
raid followed a Sunday of aerial
sparring.

Bombs fell in several places on the
outskirts of London during the Sun-
day raids, but the air ministry said

WASHINGTON, Aug. 26. (AP.) —
Justice department officials com-

pleted arrangements today for the

tremendous task of registering and
fingerprinting an estimated 3,600,000

for completion Deec. 26.

The registration law, enacted by
congress as a - defense precaution,
requires that every alien over the
age of 14 present himself for regis-
tration and fingerprinting. Would-
be citizens who have taken out their
first papers must register like non-
citizens.

Children under 14 must be regist-
ered by parents or legal guardians
and need answer only nine - of the
15 questions.

The registration questions cover
personal identification; the manner
of entry into this country; occupa-
tion; military service; memberships
in social or other organizations, and
any aclivity in promoting the inter-
ests of a foreign government.

The penalty for failure to register
or for making false statements is
$1,000 fine or six months imprison-
ment or hoth.

The data will be filed at the jus-
teie department and kept confiden-
tial, although a cross check may be
made against criminal or ofher rec-
| ords.

NEW ORLEANS. — One of the
strangest things about the whole
strange story of the downfall of the
Long machine ‘here is the fact thau
Gov. Sam Jones would not have
won if he had not had the warm
support of a man who was once
one of Huey Long’s closest friends
and staunchest supporters.

That man is State Senator Jim-
ny Noe, a rollicking, jovial, hard-

wrrking and hard-playing politi-\

cian who makes a bizarre but ef-
fective teammaie for the idealistic
governor.

I'or a Jlong time it has been
Noe's dearest ambition to be gov-
erinor of Louisiana. He actually
wis governor as a matter of fact,
briefiy, stepping up from the lieu-
tenant-governorship during one of
the reshuffles of the old Long
" high .command; but what he
cravea was a full elective term.

Huey denied it to him, first, de-
cluring brutaliy that he was never
going to let another man who was
not a lawyer become governor—
largely on the ground that only a
maii familiar with the law could
keep stepping the way a Huey

Long governor had to step with-
oul getting his foot in it.

Jones was the second man who
deidca it to hini, nosing him out

in the first primary of the guber-
navorial race this year, after Noe
hdc started the big expose which
started the Long machine on the
skids. But Noe swung around and
gave Jones precisely the canny,
hard-hitting aid he needed.

NOUL LAUGHED,
JOINED UP

NOE came around at least partly
because a young business man in
Jones entourage had the good judg-
ment to go in and talk turkey to him
at a time when Noe was extremely
sore at the whole Jones crowd.
This was just after the first pri-
mary, when the bitterness of defeat
sl rankled.

The business man was W. Pres-
cott Foster, wealthy sugar planter
who has since become Jones’ high-
Wway commissioner. Foster and
otheis of the Jones strategists were
coasidering the situation; obviously,
they had to get Noe to declare for
Jones, and work for him, if Jones
was to have any chance in the
final run off primary.

“Lel’s go over and see Noe,” said
Foster, at last. “He’ll be sore and
he'll cuss us out, but we’ll just have
to take it.”

They called on Noe that evening,
anG Foster's prophecy was proved
coirect. Noe was sore, and he did
cuss them out with gestures, point-
jng. out that he had been working
ta- beat the Earl Long crowd for
nearly two years, that he had put
a great deal of his own money into
it, ana that if they—Foster & Co.—
had supported him instead of pick-
ing a “political amateur” out of the
hat, he would at that moment be
governor-elect.

Foster admitted all this was so
and that Noe had a right to feel
grieved. Then he explained things
frankly: Noe hac made a lot of
money in oil, ana Noe had been a
higher-up under Huey Long. Plenty
of men of whom the same things
cuuid be said had recently been
indicted by a federal grand jury.
The business group which persuad-
ed Jones to run had considered en-
dorsing Noe — and had decided,
finally it just was too risky.

Noe stared 'at him for a minute;
then Lie burst out with a big laugh,
slapped his thigh and said, “Well
—inaybe you were right, at that.”
And the deal was made. (Noe, it
should be addeqa, came through the
whole federal quiz unscathed).

JOB SPLIT .-
PUZZLES BOTH

ITHE Jones advisers were not, on
the whole, politically experienced.
Noe is onto all the tricks; further-
more, he had built up a good poli-
ticai organization. And because he
swung into line and played ball
right down to the finish line, Jones
made a deal with him regarding
patronage under the new adminis-
fration: half the.jobs would go to
Junes people ana half to the Noe
people.

This agreement is proving a head-
acne for both men now, and inability
to iron out some of the kinks is
responsible for the administration’s
delay in filling the jobs at its dis-
posal.

Noe followers have been com-
plaiiiing that in the 50-50 job split
the Bood jobs are going to Jones
pcopie and the . poor ones to the
Noe. crowd. Another complaint is
that in some parishes the Jones
leaders- have simply ignored the
agreement,

another complication comes in
because of the special arrange-
ment that had to be made in New
Orleans. - There the city organiz-
tion—the “old regulars” so - called
—nas made its peace with the vie-
tors, and a three-way split ' is
being worked out.

Noe has had to run up to Baton
Rouge for numerous patronage con-
ferences with the governor. Both
mcn emerge from these conferences
smiiing; after the last one, Noe
caine out happy and insisted there
wag going to be no trouble in keep-
ing che agreement. But what hap-
pened immediately after that con-
ference is the tip-off on the kind of
pressure both men are under.

JONES ISN'T
USED TO IT

NOE went back to his suite in a
Buton Rouge hotel, and was imme-
diately buried under a mass of of-
ficeseekers. Eight or 10 men swarm-
ed into his inner room, waiting
their turns to present their claims
personally. A second room was jam-

door. And the corridor leading to the
suite was so full you had to use
your elbows to get through.

In the midst
of the swirl, which would have driv-
en an ordinary man frantic, he turn-
ed toc me, grinned, and cried, “How'd
you like to be a politician?” Later
he remarked: “I've got an oil busi-
n2s up in Monroe, but the Lord
knows when I'll get up to look after
it.”

Gen-
erally, they don’t learn, and their
careers end in failure; the next
coupie of months will tell whether
Jones can satisiy the placeseekers
and the political henchmen and still
go through with the big job of re-
establishing clean, efficient govern-
ment in Louisiana.

WENT TO BAT
ON LAW REPEAL

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Libel Suit Against
Ickes |Is Dismissed

WASHINGTON, Aug. 26 (AP)—
The United States circuit court of
appeals upheld today a federal dis-
trict court decision dismissing a
$75,000 libel suit brought against
Secretary Ickes by John D. Glass,
Tyler, Texas, attorney.

Glass contended a press release
issued by Ickes November 23, 1938,
was defamatory to him.

The three justices held unani-

mously the release was privileged.
Chief Justice Lawrence Groner, in
a separate concurring opinion, ex-
pressed concern, however, over ex-
tending the privilege of executive
officials in such a situation.
“I express with great deference,”
he wrote, “the fear that in this and
previous cases we may have ex-
tended the rule beyond the reasons
out of which it grew and thus un-
wittingly created a privilege so ex-
tensive as to be almost unlimited
and althogether subversive to the
fundamental principle.that no man
in this country is so high that he
is above the law.”
