and suspending the constitution.
With full power yielded to General
Antonescu to save the strife-torn
kingdom from anarchy—arising from
the recent cession of great chunks
of Rumanian territory to Soviet
Russia and Hungary—the rich little
Balkan country for all practical

purposes became one more in the jy 8

growing list of European dictator-
ships.
Lupescu Aboard Yacht ;
Mme. Lupescu, with who Carol
fled into exile in 1925, abandoning
his throne, was reported waiting
for Carol aboard the Royal yacht
anchored at Istanbul,

Now in her 40’s, the Jewish Mme.
Lupescu has frequently been called
the “uncrowned queen” of Ru-
mania and has been bitterly oppos-
ed by the nation’s antizsemitic iron
guard and by the army. .

As Carol was reported on the
verge of quitting his kingdom for
the second time, Hungary's aged
regent, Admiral Nicholas Horthy,
rode astride a white hose leading
80,000 troops of Hungarian army of
into northern Transyl-
vania—the rich timber region wrest-
ed from Rumania under an axis-
supported threat of war.

Mobs of Rumanian peasants in
the ceded area, armed with pitch-
forks and other crude weapons, were
reported clashing with Hungarian
peasants as a result of the occupa-
tion.

Berlin Boombed ¥

British RAF bombers, challeng-
ing Hitler's threat to ‘‘erase” Eng-
land cities in retaliation for night
raids on Germany, dropped high ex-
plosives on the Berlin area in a
two-hour attack, damaging a big
electric works at Spandau, nine
miles from the heart of the capi-
tal, and and army warehouse.

One of the RAF's bombs crash-
ed in Berlin's Tiergarten park, kill-
ing a Nazi policeman. Another fa-
tality resulted when a bomb hit an
apartment house.

Hitler's high command reported
north German town, but the high
command asserted that the British
raiders attack on Berlin itself
“floundered” against anti-aircraft
fire.

German raiders gave London a
56-minute alarm starting at 10 a.

Industrial Center
Of Britain Is Not
Hurt by Bombings

MANCHESTER, Eng., Sept. 5 (AP)
The great Manchester industrial
area—one of the world’s most’'dense-
ly populated—is functioning nor-
mally despite three weeks of sporadic
bombing by German night raiders.
On an unimpeded tour of this
area I have been unable to find a
single factory that has been hit.
All were working full-blast.

Before coming here I completed
a survey of the Birmingham area,
another of England’s'big production
centers. There I saw only two fac-
tories damaged enough to cause
total disruption and they were small.

These surveys were made without
official guidance.

Here in the Manchester area I
checked factory after factory, mill
after mill, along the ship channel in
the industrial suburbs, Stockport
and Trafford Park.

Cotton mills, steel and iron works,
chemical factories and rubber plant
officials said they had not lost
an hour’s production.

MEXICO CITY, Sept. 5 — The
administration of President Carden-
as took extraordinary precautions
today to forestall a possible armed
attempt to seize power which a
leader of General Juan Andreu Al-
mazan’s party declared might begin
“within the next 10 hours or two
days.”

The government patrolled high-
ways, watched airports and kept all
trains under surveillance to check on
movements of Almazan’'s followers,
while responsible sources reported
troop reinforcements were being
moved to northern Mexico, regarded
as an Almazan stronghold.

Peasants Prepared

Graciano Sanchez, head of the
national confederation of 3,000,000
peasants, announced 80,000 trained
members were ready to take up their
rifles in support of the administra-
tion, which backed General Manuel
Avila Camacho against Almazan in
the disputed and bloody July presi-
dential election.

Angel Trechuelo, executive of Al-
mazan’s party, made the predic-
tion of an early outbreak of revolt
just before he left Mexico City for
an undisclosed destination in north-
eln Mexico shortly after midnight.

Declaring plans were so advanced
that publicity would make no dif-
ference ‘“as the government is -un-
able to stop us,” Trechuelo assert-
ed 500 key directors of the revolt
left the capital secretly during the
night for prearranged meeting plac-
€es.
There, he said, they would start
uprisings and proclaim their allegi-
ance ' to- the ‘legal” . goveriment of
Almazan and his “Congress” which
yesterday proclaimed Almazan presi-
dent-elect.

ALL QUIET IN
McALLEN SECTOR

MCALLEN, Tex. Sept. 5 (AP.)—
Despite the apaprent tension be-
tween Almazan and Camacho parti-
sans in other parts of Mexico, this
section of the Texas-Mexican bor-
der was calm today.

In Reynosa,.small Mexican town
seven miles south of here, 400 fed-
eral troops remained in their bar-
racks, carrying on routine duties.

District Judge Rodrigo Gonzalez
of Reynosa said: “No trouble is an-
ticipated here.

Completion of a quarter-mile
north extension producer on the
east edge of %he Cedar Lake pool in
northeastern Gaines County claimed
top interest among today’s oil hap-
penings.

The extension well, Stanolind Oil
& Gas Company No. i Muvs. M. L.
Bremont, flowed 322 barrels of oil
on official 24-hour gauge through
3/4-inch choke on 2 1/2-inch tub-
ing. It is bottomed at 4,790 feet in
lime and has been shot with 600
quarts.

On the northwest edge of the pool,
Stanolind No. 1-B Thomas S. Riley
swabbed 14 barrels of oil on 24-hour
test of natural production and now
is preparing to run shot, bottomed
at 4,737 feet in lime.

Outpost Drills Ahead

Excess Profits_;Tax’ '
Measure Declared
Discriminatory

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5 (AP)—A
States Chamber of Com-
merce official told the Senate Fi-
nance committee today that the
pending excess profits tax bill was
“discriminatory” and would ‘‘jeop-
ardize the mnational defense - pro-
gram.”

The witness, Ellsworth C. Alvord,
chairman of the chamber’s commit-
tee on federal finance, urged the
senators to separate from the bill
and pass “without further delay”
provisions for liberalizing amortiza-
tion requirements for defense man-
ufacturing facilities.

Declaring that as it passed the
House the bill was “virtually in-
comprehensible,” Alvord declared
that the measure stood “as conclus-
ive proof that, so long as your pres-
ent legislative experts remain in
office, anything can be drafted.”

“Under the guise of taxing ‘ex-
cess profits,’” the witness said, “the
bill is designed to raise revenue
from reasonable, essential profits
which have not in anysense exces-
sive nor related in any way to the
defense program.” He added:

“If additional revenues, rather
than control of excess profits, are
the objective, they should be sought
directly and openly through taxes
on increased incomes and other
available sources.”

“Now I'm going to take that hon-
eymoon I've been promising Mrs.
Johnson 42 years.”

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5 (AP.) —
The House gave its approval today
to a comprehensive version-of a bill

Former Resident of
Germany Is Speaker
At Rotary Luncheon

Dr. Kurt Lekisch, Midland physi-
cian and surgeon who left Germany
as a refugee about two and a half
years ago, addressed the Rotary club
today, telling “How Hitler Came into
Power.” Infroduced by P. F. Bridge-
water, program chairman, Dr. Lek-
isch traced the “new republic”’ of
Germany from signing of the Ver-
sailles treaty in 1919 until 1933. He
said one third of the population was
“against the republic” until it was
destroyed. ] ¢

Hitler, unknown at the start, talk-
ed with influential citizens and con-
ceived the idea of forming a “sec-
ond: army,” creating gradually - the
storm troops, and the body guards.
These men visited all parts of Ger-
many, talking wifh little groups of
citizens, organizing two or three
meetings a week in each community,
and finally increasing the power of
what hecame the Nazi party.

Then came the famous Putsch of
1923, Hitler’s period of imprison-
ment, his subsequent release and
renewed campaign for power. The
financing of his campaign by the
Fritz Thyssen and his industries to
prevent spread of Communism in
Germany was described. Then came
the elections, with a Hitler major-
ity in the Reichstag. A new note re-
sulted in.- 2 larger majority and
then Hitler was given a cabinet posi-
tion. His later gains in power led
to persecution of the Jews, the con-
quiest of ' Czechoslovakia, Poland,
Norway, Denmark, Holland, Belgium,
France and the present war.

“I am thankful I am in America,”
Dr. Lekisch said, “and will try to be
a loyal citizen.”

“The whole nation will stand up
to it, grim and gay.”

While he was speaking the deep
bleat of the London sirens sounded
the “all clear.”

British crews are already taking
over the first of the 50 over-age
American destroyers which are heing
transferred to Britain in exchange
for western hemisphere defense bas-
es in a deal announced only Tues-
day, Churchill reported.

That, he said smilingly, “is a
case of . what one. might call the
long arm of coincidence.”

.Churchill conceded that Hitler
should he able to “magnify and
multiply” his air onslaught on Bri~
tain this month, but he added: “we
can stand it.”

Admits 1075 Dead

Then he gave the British civilian
air raid casualties for August as
1,075 dead, slightly more than that
wounded and said 800 houses were
destroyed.

Again, he warned the people that
the danger of invasion is not pass-
ed, and called for “the greatest vigi-
lance.” But he insisted the problem
of invasion, for Hitler, was vastly
harder in September than in June.

Dealing briefly with the Balkan
territorial changes, Churchill said
that Britain intended to recognize
no such changes “unless they take
place with the free consent and good
will of the parties concerned.”

He turned to the near east to dis-
close that the eastern Mediterran-
ean fleet had been almost doubled
by- the. addition of powerful vessels.
The Italians, he said, knew this,
“but we were unmolested.”

Heavy fighting is coming ‘in the
middle east, he said.

The transfer of destroyers did not
constitute “the slightest violation of
international law” or affect “in the
smallest dezree the mnon-belliger-
ency of the United States,” Chureh-
ill declared. ;

The » will be no delay in bringing
the destroyers into active service,
and British crews are already meet-
ing ‘1em at various ports where they
are being delivered “by. the long arm
of coincidence,” Churchill declared
amid loud laughter.

Dispatch of the destroyers to Bri-
tain will allow the United States to
“take danger by the throat whilst
it still is hunlreds of miles away,”
he said.

Praises U. S. i
“That is why I am very glad that
the armed air and naval frontiers of
the U. S. have been. advanced along
a wide arc into the Atlantic ocean
and that this will: enable them to
take danger by the throat while
it is still hundreds. of. miles away
from their homeland,” Churchill
said.

The Prime Minister added, how-
ever, it was a mistake “to lead into
the official notes more than the
documents appeared on their face.”
Turning to Balkan and European
developments, Churchill said “no
one can say how far Herr Hitler's
empire will extend before this war
is over. But T have no doubt it will
pass away swiftly—perhaps more
swiftly—than did Napoleon’s army,
although of course without any of its
’g}itter or glory.”

“We are going to be a good deal
stronger next year than we are
now, although we are quite strong
enough for the immediate work in
hand.”

He said Germany’s need “to ob-
tain a decision is very great” and
warned the House that Germany
should be able to “magnify and mul-
tiply” her attacks during this
month.

INTERPRETING THE WAR

By DeWitt MacKenzie
Associated Press Staff Writer

Herr Hitler’'s Sportspalast speech
last night reaffirmed his promise to
the German people that England
would be smashed—but he didn’t
say when.,

The Fuehrer employed the same
slashing, crowd-swaying technique
which I have seen him use -with
great effect from that same rostrum
before this. Someway, however, it
didn’t produce the impression of
being an announcement of the war's
end.

From his reference to a protract-
ed conflict one gathers that perhaps
he expects a long grind yet.

Maybe the Fuehrer meant that
the hour is at hand. The first of
the week they told us in informed
Nazi quarters in Berlin that the
British air force couldn’t survive
another fortnight of the German at-
tacks—a claim made in connection
with the official assertion that the
Reich now has mastery of the air
over England.

Undoubtedly Hitler had mastery
at the outset of the war and for
long months after that—but he
didn’t take advantage of it. Now it
is fair to say that if the Germans
do indeed have mastery, it is poten-
tial and rests in power which has-
n’t yet been brought into play.

However, I think we must accept
as possibility (I don’t say probability)
that the Nazi chief may be get-
ting ready for his big fling—a crush-
ing blow on England from the air,
and then invasion with troops.

We have been talking a lot about
the bad weather intervening at
the end of September to give Eng-
land a breathing spell. But how
about the weather being used’ by
Her Hitler to save himself from a
spot of bother?

It strikes me as possible that his
strategy involves taking advantage
of the break in the weather. He
may be planning to use it as a
shield in -case his grand coup fails.

We mustn’t forget that if and
when Hitler tries an invasion of
England he wil be undertaking one
ofthe most hazardous of military
projects. The only way he can
achieve it will be first to blast
Britain into near insensibility from
the air. Unless that were done, the
great Brtiish home army and air
force in all likelihood would pour
terrible disaster on the head of the
invading troops.

This means that when invasion
is attempted, Hitler must fling
into the air all the big reserve
which he may have been holding for
this purpose. In this filling the sky
with planes over England he will
be taking the chance that the
British may shoot them down in
such numbers as to shatter his air
force.

Should this happen he would
have no adequate weapon for the

the barn.

Americans Captured
By Germans Taken
To France, Released

NEW YORK, Sept. 5 (AP)—Cap-
ture of six Americans on a steam-
ship seized by German warships
was reported today in a bhroadcast
by Edwin Hartrich, CBS correspon-
dent in Berlin, quoting the news-
paper Deutsche Allgemeine Zeitung.

HOUSTON, Tex., Sept. 5 (AP). —
Freddy Wolcott, the blond blur, has
finished his collegiate track career,
but for at least one more year fans
will see his churning legs challenge
hurdle records he himself lowered
to seemingly unapproachable marks.

Wolcott said today that after a
{ling at intercollegiate football—his
first—he would compete unattached
next season in various important
non-college meets:

Then he plans to coach track.

The tow-headed Rice Institute
hurdler has set more world  and
American records than any athlete
in history. He is no one-time Char-
ley; most of his record performanc-
es he has duplicated frequently.

More than a year ago Lawson
Robertson, famed. Olympic track
coach, called Wolcott “the greatest
athlete of today; perhaps of tomor-
row.” i Bk«

That was before Wolcott ran
the 200-meters low hurdles in 22.3;
before he sped over the 220-yard
high hurdles in 22,5; before he ran
the 120-yard high hurdles in 13.7;
before he ran the 220-lows around
a turn in 22.9, and before he raced
the 110-meter highs in 13.9.

Freddy is the only man in South-
west Conference annals to sweep the
championships three straight times,
setting records for each event. Be-
sides the hurdles, Wolcott Tuns the
100-yard dash.

Coach Brunson of Rice considers
Wolcott the greatest :athlete ever
turned out in the country. The
record will prove that, he says.

The impressive thing about Fred
is that he was not like those sopho-
more stars who wilt as time goes
on. His best races were his last races.
He ran the 120-yard highs in bet-
ter than record time in five of the
last six meets in which he competed.

Freddy started his track career
by accident. One day at the county
track meet at Snyder, the West
Texas town Wolcott calls home, the
sprinter of the Snyder high school
team became ill. Freddy, a bystand-
er, was hustled into service.

He didn’t even have track shoes.
Donning t{ennis footgear, he won the
100-yard dash, the 220, and the
hurdles.

When he came back to Rice he
was known principally as a speedy
halfback who had been his high
school district’s leading scorer, aver-
aging two touchdowns a game.

Coach Brunson recognized his
track prowess and developed him.

A strong bond grew between tutor
and pupil; a bond so strong that
Wolcott insisted Brunson should
keep the coveted watch awarded
Freddy at Princeton on his-greatest
day—the day he broke two world
and one American recerd.

“It's the one I want you to
have,” he mumbled to the flustered
Brunson.

The coach sometimes unconscious-~
ly uses “we” in speaking of Wol-
cott's doings. “We had a good day
at Minneapolis,” he may say. Brun-
son doesn’t mean to bask in Freddy’s
glory; the two simply have formed
a partnership.

Throughout his collegiate career,
Wolcott has led an absolutely nor-
mal life, He follows no strict regi-
men, He trained only about 45 min-
utes a day; denied himself no nor-
mal pleasures. “* -

Because of the long layoff from
foothall, it is problematical whether
Wolcott may be ‘able to make  the
Rice grid team this fall.

He probably “will' be used as a
“spot. player,” dashing into the line-
up when the situation calls for a
speed demon termake those last few
yvards across thé“goal-line. !

Even if he doesn’t break into the
starting line-up, his nuisance value

should be terrific. It would not be
a comforting thought for an enemy
player to realize a man who can
run 100 yards in 9.5 seconds is
about to break loose.

“I'm going to give ’em the devil
as long as I can,” says Wolcott.

Already Rice fans are going

Health Depots Are
Established After
Floods Hit Pawnee

PAWNEE, Okla., Sept. 5 (AP)—
Eight health depots were estab-
lished in northeastern Oklahoma to-
day in the wake of the worst local
flood since 1923.

More than 200 families were
homeless and the Red Cross and
health officials worked to prevent
an outbreak of disease.

Dr. G. F. Mathews, State Health
Commissioner, said that if dysentry
and typhoid fever outbreaks ap-
peared imminent mass immuniza-
tion would be started.

Under a clear sky waters swoll-
en by cloudburst began to recede,
but many sections were still inun-
dated.

Four-fifth of leby, Arkansas riv-
er bottomland town of 1,500 resi-
dents, was under water during the
night. More than 150 families were
removed in boats.

The Frisco railroad reported water
over the tracks at Kellyville was
holding up service between OKkla-
homa City and Tulsa.

Cleveland was hardest hit. Waters
chewed gaps in the top of the dam
at the Municipal lake, leaving the
reservoir with only a week’s supply.
The city was without gas service.

Six homes were washed away at
Haskell, Heavy livestock losses were
reported and much cotton and corn
was destroyed.

The waters fell fast at Sapulpa,
and water service was restored. One
hundred families were chased from
their homes yesetrday.

Forty national guardsmen called
by Governor Phillips last night re-
mained on patrol duty.

Several highways remained inun-
dated. They included U. S. 64 be-
tween Tulsa and Muskogee and U.
S. 66 between Sapulpa and Tulsa.

37 Rescued Seamen
Of Torpedoed Boats
Dock in Baltimore

BALTIMORE, Sept. 5 (AP.)

Thirty-seven -haggard and dishevel-
ed British seamen, eight of them
injured, told a grim tale today.of
disaster and death in'the war at
sea.

Landed here unexpectedly last
night by the Swedish freighter Ek-
naren they were the sole survivors
of crews of two British vessels, the
4,000-ton freighter Blairmore and
the Royal Navy sloop Penzance, both
torpedoed and sunk Aug. 24 about
700 miles off the Irish coast.

More than 100 of their shipmates
were lost.

Their - stories, pieced together
through a wall of censorship clamp-
ed down by British consular offi-
cials, indicated the eight injured
men were the only survivors of the
Penzance.

These, burned, cut and dazed,
were among the ‘Penzance sailors
taken aboard the Blairmore when it
sped to the flaming warship’s aid—
only to be torpedoed in turn a few
minutes later by the same U-boab.
With 29 Blairmore survivors, they
were rescued ag'un by the Ekna-
ren.

Fist Fight Breaks
Out in House Over
Conscription Talk

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5 (AP).—
With the spectacle of a hard-hitting
fistfight on the floor to testify to
the shortness of some tempers, the

House began its final drive today
for a decision on the Burke-Wads-
EV‘(l)lrm compulsory military training
ill.

The chamber settled down to con-
sider the measure section by section
and to act on the scores of pehding
amendments. The vote on conscrip-
tion was expected tomorrow night or
Saturday.

Tense feelings burst into the open
last night when the epithet “traitor”
was spoken and the House beheld
Rep. Vincent (D-Ky) and Rep.
Sweeney (D-0O) throwing punches at
gach other in the well of the cham-

er.

The fight followed a speech by
Sweeney, who is 55, in which he
assajled conscription and accused
President Roosevelt of seeking to
embroil the United States in war.

In the course of the speech, Swee-
ney mentioned that the slogan dur-
ing Woodrow Wilson’s 1916 cam-
paign was: “He kept us out of
war.”

“And the people helieved it,” he
said, “and they returned that indi-
vidual to the White House.

“Then they were brought to their
senses 5 months later when he put
us into war.” ’

Sweeney returned to a seat be-
side Vincent, 5 years his junior, and
the flare-up occurred. Each repre-
sentative landed hard blows to the
face until colleagues intervened.

Sweeney apologized to the House.
‘Vincent at first repeated his charge
of “traitor’—but later withdrew it.
Each gave the House his version of
the altercation.

Sweeney’s account:

“As I resumed my seat, the gentle-
man with whom I had difficulties
called me a traitor. He repeated it
again and you know what happen-
ed.”

Vincent’s account:

“I served in the World War. X X X
To say that my President of that
time brought on that war to me was
an untruth. x x x

“When he came down to sit with
me, I got up and moved. X X X

“I said I did not want to sit by
a traitor to my country. Then he
attacked me and you know what
happened.”
