Four Alarms Sounded
Crilicism of Spending by Many 
Federal Agencies Is Voiced by 
Germany as He Opens Convenlion

MINERAL WELLS, SepL. 10 (A ? ) K e y n a t e r  Hal II. 
Collins fired the state Democratic Convention today with 
blunt appraisal of New Deal legislation and an urgent plea 
for drastic reforms in state government.

Frequently reminding that his tart remarks were “ one 
man’s opinion,” the husiness man and close friend o f Gov. 
W. Lee O’Daniei centered* 
his straight - punching key­
note address around:

1. Criticism of spending by Fed­
eral agencies.

2. An attack on tlie Wagner act, 
coupled with a plea lor cla,speu 
hands between capital and labor 
in these times ol stress.

3. Advocacy ol legislation to re­
strain state oilice holders Irom re- 
lammg tneir posts while campaign-

•ing lor another oilice.
4. Lengtheiring ol IhS governor’s 

tenure in oilice lo eicher lour or six 
years—with statutes precluding re-

,  election.
Hie Keynoter chose a renewed ap­

peal lor return to state's rights to 
Hay Icderal spending.

‘'I'ho best governed people," he 
said, "arc the least governed.

"But we are gettmg expensive 
over doses ol government Irom an 
endless chain ol government em- 
liloyees that inlest the homes, larms 
aqi d bi înes î establishments 
tlirougiiout this great land ol our. 
Kaps Federal Control

" X X X  The dralt in authority to 
Washington has already worked 
liarctships on all kinds and classes 

■ ol people. The main reason lor that 
shilt to Washington is that we have 
kidded ourselves into believing they 
îre paying the bills.

"The lellow who holds the piirse 
can lay down the law, and we nave 
been accepting ledebal ald bn eVeo- 

•iliing Irom killing hogs up to raising 
children—and we had better cut out 
that .sort ol thinking and monkey 
business.”

"Yes and I know that excessive 
cost ol operation will eventually 
break any kind ol business. By the 
same token, excessive • cost ol gov­
ernment, wild extravagance and 
waste will eventually put our gov­
ernment on the rocks, x x x Aroused 
public opinion is the only thing 
that can bring about a reduction 
in governmental expense."

Collins warned that "we try to 
think that il the lederal government 
will pay 50 per cent or more ol the 
cost ol some expenditure it is good 
business lor the state, the county or 

.city to go alter lederal aid and 
start spending.”

In a case like that, tlic local tax­
payers not only pay tlieir part in 

^direct taxation, but tliey pay In- 
’ creased lederal taxes to help take 
care ol tlie lederal government's 
contribution.

"This 50-50 Stull—get something 
lor nothing idea—is the bunk.” 
Responsibility Cited

Collins urged a movement to 
bring back a Teeling ol personal 
responsibility on the part ol every 
citizen. “Instead ol encouraging the 
idea that the government owes ev­
eryone a living."

On the matter ol national de­
fense, Collins said "probably the 
greatest requii'ement of all is that 
normal business must be maintain­
ed to provide the means lor pay­
ing the tremendous cost of arming 
and equipping out nation,”

"Our government must slow down 
on  its political meddling into the 
affairs of capital and labor. Poli­
tical agencies have not only failed 
in their attempt to settle labor dis- 

•putes, but they have made the sit­
uation worse.

"According to our constitution, 
men and management both are en­
titled to court protection—a trial bv 
jury—but under the Wagner Act 
theoretical and biased bureaucrats 
have taken the place of the courts.

"Tlie have encouraged Commun­
ist agitators to foment trouble 
among peaceful and happy laboring 
men.

"X X X America has always deliv­
ered in tne emergency and American 
capital and labor will deliver again

Elections in 8 
Slates Watched 
By Both Parties

Republicans Sweep 
M a ine  Slate; GOP 
O ffic ia ls  Ju b ila n t

By The Associated Press.
Maine' Republicans won an un­

broken series of victories yesterday 
in all the major contests of the first 
state-wide election of the presiden­
tial year, and party leaders prompt­
ly ' hailed the performance as an 
omen for national success in Novem­
ber.

By pluralities exceeding in most 
cases those registered in 1936 and 
1938, the "down east" Republicans 
elected a United States Senator, a 
governor and three members of the 
House pf Representatives.

On the basis of all but complete 
returns. Rep. Ralph O. Brewster had 
a lead of appro.ximately 45,000 votes 
over former Democratic governor 
Louis J. Brann in the Senate race. 
Sumner Sewall, successful guberna­
torial candidate, was ahead by more 
than 70,000 votes.

The outcome of the voting did not 
cause Democratic leaders to alter 
their pre-election insistence that the 
election had no significance beyond 
the state’s border. They said then 
that 1936 had effectively disproved 
the saying: “As Maine goes, so goes 
the nation.”
Others Vote Today

While the Maine figures were be­
ing studied by rival party leader.s, 
Alaska was voting today in a “far­
thest north” general election, and 
eig’nt states were holding primaries 
which will designate candidates for 
a total of 5 seats in the Senate and 
47 in the House of Representatives. 
Gubernatorial nominations also were 
on tile tickets in dlT exeept Lousi- 
ana.

The states holding primaries today 
were: Arizona, Colorado, Louisiana, 
Michigan, Minnesota, New Hamp­
shire, Vermont and Washington. 
Georgia will have a primary tomor­
row and New Mexico on Satm'ddy.

Today’s primaries contained sev­
eral contests which attracted spe­
cial interest.

Arizona had a wide-open race for 
the designation of Democratic presi­
dential electors, with Willkie Demo­
crats challenging three different 
sets of electors supporting R(xisevelt. 
Failure of the Democrats to file 
nominating petitions for electors left 
the issue to be decided by write-in 
votes. A victory for the Willkie slate 
would pledge the elctors to cast 
Arizona’s votes for him even though 
he might not can-y the state in 
November.
Long Backers Threatened

Louisiana’s balloting carried echo­
es of the battle which ousted Huey 
P. Long’s political dynasty; with 
Governor Sam H. Jones appealing 
for the defeat of the state’s entire 
delegation in the House of Repre- 
.sentatives. Most’ of the 8 incum­
bents campaigned for Earl K. Long 
in his unsuccessful effort last win­
ter to defeat Jones and to continue 
as governor.

In Minnesota, Senator Shipstead, 
Parmer-Ldborite for 18 years who 
left his party this summer, was 
seeking the Republican Senatorial 
nomination in a four-man race. 
Members of the Farmer-Labor party 
have been urged by their leaders not 
to desert party ranks.

Another Minnesota contest found 
Cjovernor Harold E. Stassen, Repub­
lican national convention keynoter, 
seeking renomination, over two op­
ponents.

In Michigan Senator Vandenberg 
was asking renomination on the Re­
publican ticket.

Rrilish Shipping 
Facilities Raided 
By Nazi Bombers
By 'The Associated Press

BERLIN, Sept. 10.—German rald- 
ers, crossing patlis with British at­
tackers who bombed the outskirts of 
Berlin and northern industrial areas 
of Germany, continued “rolling re­
prisal” asaults on London durhig 
the night, the Nazi high command 
reported today.

Tlie daily communique said war- 
essential targets in the British cap­
ital again were blasted by bombs of 
all calibers and admitted the Brit­
ish inflicted “more or less serious 
damage” on scattered apartment 
houses in the neighborhood of Ber­
lin and other cities.

In addition to the inland raids, 
tlie high command reported British 
warships under cover of hazy weath­
er stole up to the German-iield 
French coast, “aiinlesslji filed sev­
eral salvos wliicli lilt llie liinter- 
laiid without damage,” and were 
repelled by Nazi naval artillery.

Supplementing the London raids 
otlier attacks were said to have been 
carried out yesterday against the 
English west coast and tlie Scottish 
east coast.

Senale-House Commitlee Works to 
Compromise Conscriplion Differences

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10 (AP.) — 
A joint Senate-House conference 
committee whose members already, 
have voted individually 9 to 2 for 
immediate conscription worked today 
to compromise the differences of 
the two branches of Congress on the 
Burke-Wadsworth compulsory mili­
tary trainhig bill.

The big differences were;
1— The House-approved provision 

for a 69-day delay in conscription, 
pending further trial of voluntary 
enlistments:

2— ^The House amendment ex ­
panding the affected age limit from 
the Senate-approved bracket of 21 
through 30 years to 21 through 44 
years.

Leaders insisted that the personal 
views of the conferees would not 
lessen their efforts to maintain the 
position taken by their respective |

Houses — a traditional requirement.
Most unbiased observers believed 

the final compromise submitted to 
both Houses would provide for reg­
istration of the broader 21-44 age 
group, with conscription to follow 
immediately for those selected.

The Senate gave what some con­
sidered back handed appi'oval of 
such a compromise yesterday by 
voting down two motions by Sena­
tor Clark (D-Mo).

Clark sought to instruct the Sen­
ate conferees to accept the House 
amendment for a 60-day delay in 
conscription. The chamber rejected 
this, 48 to 19.

The Senate also refused, on Clark’s 
motion, to instruct its conferees to 
insist on retention of the 21-30 age 
limit on registrations. The vote was 
44 to 23 against this proposal.

, But there is only one way to mend a political fence 
this year. That is to do the job in Washington and do it 
well before going home.

A long six weeks of debate have now flowed through 
the congressional mills on the conscription bill— longer 
than it took to conquer Poland— longer than it took to 
bring about the fall of France. And during that precious 
six weeks, only the National Guard has been put in line 
fonreal training of the kind required of a soldier in 1940. 
Volunteers have been trickling in, but neither a great 
voliinteering effort nor a national army setup has been 
provided.

The House plan for a 60-day delay, putting the -whole 
busine.ss o ff until aft“er election, is the merest political 
cowardice. Conscription is either right or it isn’t. It is 
either needed or it is not. To take thi^ “ iffy” stand, this 
tentative dipping of a tremulous .toe into the waters of 
preparedne.ss* is to temporize and dally with a crucial prob­
lem that ought to be settled one way or another, and set­
tled now.

The clock ticks on. Every day that passes is 'a day 
lost forever. We cannot get it back by tear or prayer if 
the moment of need should bur.st upon us as it burst upon 
Belgium, Holland, or Norway.

; One way or another, the conscription bill should have 
action, and have it without another moment’s fruitless bick­
ering. Legitimate debate or proper consideration of de­
tails,- yes. But bickering, filibustering, personalities, no. 
More is on trial here than the bill itself— what is on trial 
is the ability of our republic to function cleanly, decisively, 
swiftly.

The defen.se issue must be met eye-to-eye, head-on. 
No Tniserable straddle will do. Five million young Ameri- 
eiuisfj willing and-ready to do what is required to defend 
their land, wait uneasily to know what that is. The world 
wai-bt to see what the United States will do.

propaganda on the part of im­
perialistic moneygrubbers who would 
sacrifice my life on the altar of 
self interest.”

AND as for Bill Dock there is no 
record of his having said, when he 
started out to help Jim Anderson 
on the Wilson farm, that Jim’s an­
cestors had established a greedy 
empire that was no better than it 
should be, and therefore Jim could 
fend for himself. We know from 
what Bill did that he said nothing 
to himself. Perhaps the main feel­

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HARD WEEK OF WORK LOONS FOR RUUDOGS 
AS TRET PREP FOR INVASION RT YSLETA

The Midland high school Bulldogs, 
preparing for their game with the 
Ysleta Indians here next Friday 
night, go through their hardest drill 
of the week this afternoon and then 
start tapering off, winding up with 
a light drill Thursday night.

With 25 boys on hand, coaches 
Taylor, Clark and Johnson yester­
day afternoon put the boys through 
a strenuous workout.

The coaches have not decided up­
on a starting lineup for the Ysleta 
game but have about decided to keep 
“Boog" Eidson at his guard position, 
ban-ing injuries to backfield men.

TULSA, Okla., Sept. 10 (AP.) — 
Daily crude oil production in the 
United States increased 126,979 bar­
rels to 3,617,414 for the week ended 
Sept. 7, the Oil and Gas Journal said 
today.

Biggest increase was in Texas, 
up 94,152 to 1,299,188. California 
production rose 29,000 to 623,500; 
Illinois, 6,183 to 377,683; Louisiana, 
5,340 to 278,080, and Oklahoma 2,- 
475 to 417,475.

Kansas declined 11,150 to 165,750;

Texas, which outlanders associate 
only with cattle, cotton and oil, is 
no less famous for its rose culture. 
Some 16,000 varieties are grown 
commercially in the state at the 
rate of 20,000,000 rose bushes a year, 
of more tlrnn one-half of the world's 
supply. Rose crops, grown in East 
Texas mainly in the region of Tyler, 
cost some $400 an acre, nearly three- 
quarters of which is for labor.

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Failh in Battleship Reaffirmed 
As Navy Department Orders Seven

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10 (AP) .... 
The navy reaffirmed its faith in 
the battleship as the backbone of 
sea power today by staking $700,- 
OOO'.OOO of its present and prospec­
tive building money on seven of the 
floating fortresses.

Despite contenions of some avia- 
ft»n enthusiasts tliat air power 
has made the dreadnaught obsolete, 
navy officials set aside this sum for 
capital ships in a history-mak­
ing $3,861,053,312 contract letting.

The seven battleships wiU be 
heavily armored, long-range vessels 
of 45,000 tons or more, larger than 
any warships now afloat and the 
equal of those said to be under con­
struction in other nations.

Reports circulated that three of 
them would be of 53,000 tons, but 
this could not be confirmed.

Chairman Vinson (D-Ga) of the 
House naval committee told his col­
leagues all seven would be 45,000- 
tonners.

By the time the latest batch of 
seven giants is completed four or 
five years hence, officials said, the 
navy’s battle line will boast of 32 
dreadnaughts in contrast with the 
15 now in actual service.

1*lie cinrent contract letthig pro­
vided for 8 aircraft carriers to cost 
aromid $47,000,000 each, and offi- 
cWls announced that negotiations 
were m the final stage for con­
tracts covering 2,400 airplanes to 
cost about $108,000,000.

In addition, the orders included 
27 cruisers costing around $30,000,- 
OOO apiece, 115 destroyers to cost 
abbut $8,100,000 each, three sub­
marines costing about $6,000,000 
each, and one repair ship to cost 
atOimd $16,000,000.

A navy statement said this pro­
gram would give tire nation a fleet 
of 688 combatant ships; the largest 
elements of which would be com- 
IJleted in four or five years. This 
would be greater than any navy now 
afloat and, officials said, larger than 
any other power is known to be 
building.

Tucker Honored fo r

AUSTIN, Sept. 10 (API—Texas 
sportsmen today congi-atulated Will 
J. Tucker, Seci’etaiy of the State 
Game, Pish and Oyster Commis­
sion, on honors awarded him for 
game conservation work.

Tucker was voted by Game Com­
missioners of the United States, 
Canada and Mexico as the wildlife 
executive “who has done the most 
during the past two years to furth­
er wildhfe conservation” on this 
continent.

A trophy will be presented Tucker 
at a meeting of the San Antonio 
Anglers club Sept. 21.

He cited the recent gubernatorial 
race where two members of the 
Railroad Commission, Ei'iiest O.

Shortage of Food 
In German Occupied 
France Said Certain
By Roy P. Porter

PARIS, Sept. 6 (Via Berlin, De­
layed)— (AP)— Â sliortage of cer­
tain foodstuffs in occupied Prance 
which can be met only by strict 
rationing this winter was forecast 
today by officials of the agricultural 
section of the German military ad­
ministration.

They said the prospective shortage 
resulted duectly from militaiy op­
erations.

These authorities said German oc­
cupation forces were not sending 
large quantities of food from France 
into Germany. Wheat flour is being 
exported into the Reich from 
Prance, they said, but only in return 
for rye flour from which German 
army bread is made.

The primary reason for the pros­
pective shortage, German officials 
said, was the removal by the French 
government of between 8,000,000 and 
10,000,000 inliabitants from depart­
ments of northern Fi'ance when the 
war started. Included in this num­
ber were between 3,000,000 and 4,- 
000.000 agricultural workers.

This exodus, they pointed out, had 
two effects. First, the crops which 
would have been planted m early 
May were forgottten after the first 
German offensive began May 10. 
Second, crops which, like the first 
cutting of hay, would have been 
harvested m the same period, were 
left standing in tlie fields.

Tlie most urgent rationing needs 
concern meat and fat, German 
sources said. One reason given was 
that cattle herds wer6 abandoned 
by fleeing populations, resulting in 
considerable losses of livestock.

Steps already have been taken 
to boost wheat production in 1941 
through an increase in acreage.

Wine production throughout the 
country was reported “veiy good.”

Colion Production 
Forecast for State 
Shows Big Increase

AUSTIN, Sept. 10 (AP)—Cotton 
production in Texas on Sept. 1 was 
forecast at 3,479,000 bales, a 20 per 
cent increase since Aug. 1, the agri­
cultural marketing seiwice of the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture re­
ported today.

The forecast compared with 2,846,- 
000 bales produced in 1939 and 3,876,- 
000 bales average production for the 
10-year period beginning in 1929.

Although the greater part of the 
increase in prospects occurred in 
the northwest, production indica­
tions were above those of a month 
ago in all districts except the south 
central and extreme south. South 
central Texas alone showed a loss 
due primarily to weevil and boll 
worm in counties receiving excessive 
moisture in June and early July and 
to unfavorable droughty conditions 
fbr late planted cotton m the 
coastal bend coimties.

On Aug. 1 conditions were becom­
ing acute in much of the western 
half of the state as a result of con­
tinued drought and hot winds. Most 
of this territory received timely 
rains early in August, completely 
reversing the unfavorable sitliation, 
particularly in tremendous increas­
es in productive production, parti­
cularly in the Panhandle districts. 
Conditions also were favorable in 
the northern and eastern parts for 
the development of late bols.

Abandonment of acreage was esti­
mated at 2.1 per cent of the 8,963,- 
000 acres in cultivation on July 1, 
leaving 8,779,000 for harvest. In­
dicated yield per acre this year is 
190 pomids compared with 160 
pounds in 1939 and 149 pounds aver­
age for the 10-year period.

Rumanian Generals 
Are Dismissed by 
Military Dictator

BUCHAREST, Sept. 10 (AP.) — 
Dismissal of eleven Rumanian gen­
erals. held partly responsible for 
Rumania’s recent loss of territory, 
was announced today as Gen. Ion 
Antonescu, military dictator, con­
tinued his investigation of fonner 
King Carol’s regime.

The decree dismissing the men, 
who included George Argeseanu, a 
former premier, and Ion Ilcusu. 
former wai' minister, said they 
practiced political activity contrary 
to the good of the state and used 
“flatteiy to gain high office.”

How badly Carol himself fared 
when he abdicated last week was 
still a matter of conjecture. The king 
left a vast “personal empire” under 
the shadow of expropriation when 
he went into exile, but he had shrew­
dly converted many of his ancebtral 
holdings into cash long ago, in­
formed sources said.

Whether he carried any of this 
cash with him in his flight was not 
known but iie and his small retinue, 
including the red-haired Magda 
Lupescu, travelled on a ten-car 
railway train filled with no one 
knows what.

Millions of dollars worth of his 
stock in armament companies, sugar 
refineries, locomotive works and gold 
mines already have been sequesteied 
by General Antonescu, who is re­
ported planning similar action 
against tile former monarch’s real 
estate holdings.

The “empire” left by the dethroned 
king—who now is in Lugano, Swit­
zerland, seeking sanctuary in the 
United States, South America, on the 
Island of Madeira or on tiie French 
Riviera—includes vineyards stretch­
ing as far as the eye can see.

Doubling Miles Per 
Gallon of Gasoline 
Is Expecled of Cars
By Howard W. Blakcslee.
Associated Press Science Editor.

DETROIT, Sept. 10. — The next 
major change in automobile driving, 
the American Chemical Society was 
informed today, is likely to be dou­
bling the miles per gallon of gaso­
line.

Laboratory tests already show 
both that it can be done, and that 
while the gasoline for doubled mile­
age will cost more, the driver still 
may cut his fuel bill by perhaps 20 
per cent.

The reports were made by T. A. 
Boyd of the research laboratories of 
the General Motors Corporation. Up 
to now, he said, the buyers of cars 
have preferred more power, more 
acceleration and more hill-climbing 
capacity rather than just more miles 
per gallon, Tlrey can’t have both, 
he explained.

“It begins to appear,” he then 
added, “ that from now on car users 
may prefer to take the benefits of 
further improvements in fuel and 
01 advances in engineering in terms 
of more miles per gallon.”

Ariierican drivers today ride on 
vmat is known as 70 octane gaso­
line, on the average. Boyd said that 
100 octane experiments show 55 per 
cent moi[e miles per gallon at 20 
miles an- hour, and more than 40 
per cent 'gain at higher speeds.

But above 100 octane a car gives 
50 per cent more miles at 60 miles 
an hour and 70 per cent more at 20 
miles an hour. One hundred octane 
is already on the market for avi­
ation.

Japanese Troops in 
IneJo-China Retreat

HONKGONG, Sept. 10 (AP)—One 
thousand Japanese troops who ov­
erstepped the Indo-China frontier 
at Dong Dang have withdrawn after 
an emphatic French- protest, reports 
from Hanoi said today.

Scattered Favorites 
Advance on M a rk e t

NEW YORK, Sept. 10 (AP.) — 
Rallying tendencies, while rather 
feeble, crept Into the stock market 
today and enabled scattered favor­
ites to erase portions of Monday’s 
decline.
