Includes Sugar

COLLEGE STATION — June 13
“Sugar already on hand or com-
mitted to the United States for
1963 totals 500,000 tons more than
last year's entire national con-
sumption,” reported Under Secre-
tary of Agriculture Charles S
Murphy in comments made re
cently regarding the upswing in
domestic sugar prices.

“These new commitments have
been made within the past few
days,” he added, “‘and the specu-
lative bubble in sugar is bound to
burst in the face of this plentiful
supply.”

“Speculators may be able to
keep the bubble going for a while,
but not for very long” he declar
ed.

At the same time, he warned
that people who load up high
priced sugar may sustain losses
when the price goes down.

“Current Congressional hearing
on the sugar situation,” he said,
“will show plentiful supplies and
this will help restore stability in
the sugar market.”

He noted that a relatively tight
situation in world sugar supplies
early this year created uncertain-
ty in the market, and gave specu-
