President Makes Statement After

Qualifies Declaration At Press Conference

Intention Staying Near Capital During Crisis 

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25 (AP) .— President Roosevelt 
told his press conference today that he intended to serve 
out the whole four years if he is elected to a third term.

The President made the statement in reply to a re­
porter’s question concerning his speech in Philadelphia 
Wednesday night in which the President said his objec­
tive in the next four years would be to make work for 
every young man and worn-*
an “a living fact. I Forest Wildcat Test

The reporter asked;

ing, you intend the full foui'-year 
tenn if re-elected?”

"Of Course.” Mi-. Roosevelt 
sjionded with a smile.
Could Quote Directly

He then volunteered that the 
newsmen could quote him directly 
on that, and added he was glad the 
repoi-ter had put in “God wiUing.”

The President, in response to 
further questioning, repeated that 
as long as the international situa­
tion continues as it is at present, 
he would not go more than 12 hours 
aw'ay from Washington to campaign.

Tire President said that if the for­
eign situation eased up there were 
many places he would like to go, 
including the Middle West and 
Warm Springs, Ga., for Thanksgiv­
ing.
Negative Reply On Spain.

Mr. Roosevelt would not comment 
on the international situation either 
in Europe or the Par East, but re­
plied in the negative when asked 
about reports that certain inquiries 
would be made to him through 
Spain.

While the President talked to re­
porters, it was learned authorita­
tively that he was watching closely 
these days four different situations 
—Spain, disposition of the French 
fleet, Greece and the Balkans, and 
the Par East.

All four of these questions it was 
said, involved possibilities of trou­
ble.

It was said officially that while 
these questions did not mean in­
volvement of this country ip any 
way, they might require such presi­
dential actions as have been taken 
in the past following other serious 
developments—namely, issuance of 
proclamations getting Americans out 
of trouble zones and freezing of in­
vestments held in this country by 

. certain foreign interests.
Queried On Vichy.

At his press conference, the Pres­
ident was asked whether he consid­
ered the French government at 
Vichy still a friendly power in the 
light of recent conversations between 
Premier Marshal Petain and Adolf 
Hitler.

Tlie President replied certainly, 
adding that this country still had 
diplomatic relations with the Petain 
government.

New, deep pay for the Waples 
Platter area of southeaster^ Yoakum 
County apparently has. been dis­
covered in Forest Development Cor­
poration No. 1 A. C. Whisenant, out­
post a mile and a half north of 
Shell Oil Company, Inc. No. 1 Wap­
les Platter Company, first well in 
the area.

No. 1 Whisenant drilled soft, oil- 
saturated lime from 5,410-85 feet 
in an horizon believed by some to 
correspond to the pay zone of the 
Duggan pool, father north in south­
eastern Cochran County. The Forest 
strike halted drilling at 5,500 feet 
and has cemented 7-inch casing at 
4,942 feet with 250 sacks. It is stand­
ing while waiting for cement to set. 
Low structurally to the two original 
wells in the Waples Platter area. No. 
1 Whisenant had appeared doomed 
to failure when cores from 5,310-69 
feet were only slightly porous, with 
possibility of sulphur water from 5,- 
365-69, The lower pay was found 
when operators decided to drill to 
5.500 to fulfill contract. Location is 
660 feet out of the southeast comer 
of section 553, block D, J. H, Gib­
son survey.
Dean Brown Lime Normal

Atlantic Refining Company and 
Kay R. Rhodes of Midland No. 1 
Carrie Slaughter Dean, Cochran 
wildcat three miles west of the Dug­
gan pool, was normal regionally on 
brown lime marker, topped at 3,930 
feet, and is drilling ahead below 4,- 
630 feet in lime.

Depth of 4,500 feet in lime had 
been reached by Cascade Petroleum 
Company No. 1 J. M. Walker, wild­
cat nine miles east of southwestern 
Hockley’s Slaughter pool. It topped 
solid lime at 4,290 feet, and is cor­
related as running at least 80 feet 
higher than the old Bates et al No. 
1 F. S. Lockett et al, dry hole three 
and a half miles southwest.-

Magnolia No, 1-G Mallett Land 
& Cattle Company, Hockley test in 
the link area between the Duggan 
and Slaughter pools, swabbed and

United Stales In 
Close Study Of 
French Situation

Welles an<d Ambassador 
Cover Major Problems; 
Committee Established
WASHINGTON, Oct. 25 (AP)— 

France's fate—and hourly expected 
developments which might have a 
vital effect on American interests 
—were under close state department 
study today following tiie dramatic 
conierence between Reischfuehrer 
Hitler and Marshal Petain, Chief of 
the Fi'ench state.

Undersecretary of State Welles 
and Gaston Henry-Haye, the Fi'ench 
Ambassador, confeiTed at the state 
department last night.

It was understood in informed 
quarters they had engaged in a 
general discussion of problems which 
might arise as a result of closer 
collaboration—or even active part­
nership—between conquering Ger­
many and conquered France.
Intent On Meeting

Officials here were particularly in­
tent. on any factual developments, 
resulting from tlie Hitler-Petain 
meeting, which would have an effect 
on specific American interests. For 
example;

1— 'Any new disposition of the 
French fleet which, if turned over to 
Germany—a possibility mentioned in 
several reports from the European 
capitals—might become an actual 
or potential menace to American 
security.

2— Any change in the status of 
France’s colonies, especially the 
possessions in the Western Hemis­
phere.
Establish Committee

A fourteen-nation committee was 
established yesterday which, under 
authority of the Havana Pan-Amer­
ican conference, has emergency pow­
ers to assume control of any Euro­
pean possessions in the Western 
Hemisphere.

’The United States, acting in co­
operation with other American Re­
publics, was reported to have plans 
ready to assume protection of such 
Pei-nch territoi-y if French collabora­
tion with the Axis made it advisable 
as a measure of hemisphere defense 
Eyes On Dakar

Tlie United States also Is vitally 
interested in Dakar, French naval 
base in Africa which might be uti­
lized by the Axis for submarine at­
tacks in the South Atlantic sea 
lanes between Europe, Africa and 
South America.

3— Negotiations which the French 
government is understood to have in 
progi-ess for release of part of the 
$27,000,000 French gold in hoard and 
other millions of French credits 
"frozen” by President Roosevelt’s 
order.

4— Negotiations aimed at securing 
the friendly cooperation of the 
United States government in ob­
taining Groat Britain’s permission 
ior food to be sent through the 
British blockade to unoccupied 
France.

5— Tlie American govemment’s 
efforts to repossess the 100 or more 
American-made war planes now at 
Martinique, F’l-ench Island in the 
Caribbean, where they were taken 
by the Fi-ench aircraft carrier 
Beai'n at the time of France’s 
collapse. The United States seeks to 
repos.sses the planes for defense pur­
poses but negotiations to date have 
been unsuccessful, the French gov­
ernment insisting it can ’ take no 
action without approval of the Ger­
man-French armistice cormnission.

Lewis, it is believed, may 
disclose his choice between President 
Roosevelt and Willkie.

Willkie said there could not be 
a growing national economy "except 
by understandings and cooperation 
between labor and management.”

“With the help of the leaders, 
both of labor and of IndustiY, I 
want to put an end to this era 
of bad feeling,” Willkie said.
Will Reply Directly

Tlie Republican nominee annoupc- 
ed he intended to reply to any "poli­
tical speeches” by President Roose­
velt within 48 and probably 24 hours 
of their delivei-y. Mr. Roasevelt plans 
four more such speeches in his 
third-term campaign for re-election.

Wallace said Republicans had a 
slogan “what helps business helps 
you,” but, lie asserted that, in ef­
fect, they were telling the country 
that whatever helps the “financial 
manipulators of Wall Street” helps 
the worker and farmer.

He contended tliat figures show­
ed that giowth of new enterprises 
was "blighted” under the Republi­
can administration, and added;

" ‘But starting in 1933, the new en- 
teprises opened up were 13,000 more 
than those closed down, and there 
has been a net increase ever since, 
ranging up to 49,000 a year.”
Hoover Speaks

Herbert Hoover made his first 
speech of the campaign at Colum­
bus, Ohio, last night and asserted 
the new deal is creating an econo­
mic system which “drflts down the 
suicided road of national socialism.”

He asserted that Mr. Roosevelt 
had obtained extraordinary powers 
which point to "an American breed 
of totalitarianism” and charged that 
in the past seven years peoples' 
liberties had been shackled.

Write-In Opposed

DALLAS, Tex., Oct. 25 (AP) — 
E. B. Germany of Dallas, chair­
man of tlie state Democratic exe­
cutive committee, said today he was 
opposed to a move to have a write- 
in candidate oppose J. E. McDonald, 
seeking re-election as state agricul- 
tore commissioner, in the November 
general election.

Nazi autliorities meanwhile re­
ported 62.000 German school chil- 
ddren under 14 years of age have 
already been removed from Berlin 
“ to escape recurrent losses of sleep” 
due to British RAP bombing raids, 
and that another 30,000 wiU follow. 
Hamburg Children Removed

In addition, 42,000 children have 
been removed from Hamburg, in 
north Germany, whicit RAF war­
planes have attacked almost night­
ly.

Tlie Berlin exodus represents 
about 10 per cent of the city’s 650,- 
000 school children

More than a score were killed or 
wounded when a stick of bombs 
smashed two streetcars on a crowd­
ed London thoroughfare, exploding 
between the two cars on parallel 
tracks.

The motomian of one car was 
killed, and another stick of three 
bombs wrecked a bus. wounding the 
conductor.

Nazi quarters in Berlin said the 
raiders were dropping bombs of 
"heavier caliber" than usual.

The German capital also experi­
enced the terror of bombs hurtling 
from night skies as British RAP 
l)om';ers. sti iking through low-hang­
ing cloud';, gave Berlin its second 
night raid in a row. The Germans 
(i.' knowlodged a number of casual­
ties were inflicted and that "sev- 
er;d fires’’ were set.
"Mai'C In Britain.”

Germany’s great northern port of 
Hamburg, where warships are under 
constiuction, also felt the lash of 
bombs marked “made in Britain.” 
with a Nazi communique comment­
ing tersely that “fires were set and 
other property damage resulted in 
the harbor and some sections” of the 
city.

The London air ministry said RAF 
warplanes stormed Berlin in a three- 
hour attack, flying low over the Gcr-

Breeder-Feeder Movement Starting 
Decade Ago With Market Collapse 
Takes Place Of Cotton For South
By James B. Billard

DALLAS, Tex. (UP)—Cotton isn’t 
king any more.

Livestock has taken up the crown 
and scepter in farm and ranch in­
come of the biggest state in the 
union and the dethronement has 
an appeal that will spread.

From the East Texas piney farm 
to the srawling range of the Big 
Bend country in the far west, cat­
tle, goats, sheep and hogs now are 
the money crop of the farmer. 
Even in the black land of the oil 
belt cattle are tethered in the der­
rick’s shadow where once cotton 
grew.

The change began a decade ago 
with the birth of the breeder- 
feeder movement. It reached a 
crescendo at the 52nd Texas State 
fair, and the National Hereford 
Association’s second annual here. 
Then $25,000 in prizes, largest 
amount ever to be awarded at any 
show in the world for a single 
classification of animal, was paid.

The bi'ceder - feeder movement 
has as its goal both improvement 
of the breed and the encourage­
ment of Texas farmers to swing 
away from a dependency on a one- 
crop income, the position ruled by 
cotton for many years.
Publisher One of Organizers

In 1928 the cotton market was 
in chaotic condition. There was a 
surplus in bales and acreages 
planted to the crop kept increas­
ing, driving the price down. Year- 
after-year planting on tlie same 
land was depleting the soil and the 
farmer, whose subsistence depend­
ed on cotton alone faced economic 
rain.

It was then that Frank Holland, 
Jr., of Dallas, president of the 
Farm and Ranch publishing com­
pany, and W. B. Mitchell, a Marfa, 
Texas, cattleman org^mized thiC 
breeder-feeder movement.

They enlisted aid of cattlemen 
and agricultural organizations to 
encourage farmers to breed live­
stock and plant part of their acre­
age in feedstuffs. Grains and feeds, 
whose value as a chash crop van­
ished when the automobile re­
placed carriage and dray horses in 
the city, had been unprofitable to 
grow. But to “walk these crops to 
market” by feeding them to cattle, 
sheep and hogs and selling the 
fattened livestock made a differ­
ent story.

Thus cotton, which was a once- 
a-year-crop and a once-a-year in­
come. gave way to a many-times- 
a-year return from livestock. In

addition, rotation of land with 
feeds and pasturage rebuilt 
the soil so now the yield per acre 
in cotton is greater than ever. 
Manure from the grazing of live­
stock aided in restoring the de­
pleted land.
Cotton Acreage Down

The result has been that from a 
1926 peak of more than 18,000,000 
acres devoted to cotton today’s 
acreage is barely 8,500,000. The 
farmer-rancher income from live­
stock during the first seven months 
of 1940 was $121,677,000 as against 
$69,779,000 from all other crops, 
including cotton. Livestock pro­
duced 48.7 per cent of the total 
farm cash income from market­
ing products in 1939, the remain­
der divided among cotton and the 
myriad other crops grown in Texas.

The Lone Star state, which long 
ranked as a leader in the breeding 
of fine Jerseys but lagged in 19th 
position among states in produc­
tion of milk and milk products, 
has risen to fourth.

Aside from aiding the farmer 
economically, the breeder-feeder 
movement provides a more health­
ful living.

In the days of “cotton money” 
the farmer took his crop to market 
once a year and received his in­
come in cash, spending it almost 
immediately outfittting his family 
and larder for the coming year. 
Now, his income from sale of dairy 
products brings checks weekly or 
monthly, he sells his stock in a 
year-round market and is able to 
buy. as his needs require.
Fresh Meat Consumption.

Where formerly fresh meat was 
almost unavailable because of dis­
tance from the range and lack of 
rell-igeration except in towns to­
day the farmer can butcher liis 
own beef and keep it for future 
use in a sharp-freeze locker at a 
nearby community cold - storage 
plant. There are 150 of these plants 
in Texas, made possible because of 
a local supply of meat, and plans 
have been made for at least 50 
more.

Use of more fresh meat has pro­
vided a healthier diet, bringing 
needed variation to the “com 
pone, salt pork and greens” that 
long was the standard cotton belt 
family’s meal.

Success of the movement in im­
proving the breed can be seen in a 
tour oP the state. Formerly White 
Paced Herefords were seldom seen 
east of Fort Worth, but today they 
are all over the state. Last year’s 
grand champion at the Port Worth

3 Mexican Criminals 
Before Firing Squad

PUEBLA, Mexico, Oct. 25 (AP)— 
Death before a firing squad today 
awaited three desperate criminals 
in the local penitentiary.

Though the death penalty for 
murder and other major crimes has 
been abolished in all areas under 
the jurisdiction of the federal gov­
ernment, the penalty is still enforc­
ed by several states.

One of those awaiting death was 
convicted of mm-dering his grand­
father; another criminally assaulted 
a 14-year old girl, and the third 
murdered a teacher in a rural 
school.

Executions are rare events here 
and the city was stirring with in­
terest and curious to see whether 
Governor Maximino Avila Cama­
cho, brother of the president-elect, 
would commute the death penalties 
to life imprisonment or let the 
executions go ahead as scheduled.

LOSS BY CARELESSNESS

KANSAS CITY, Oct. 25 (AP). — 
The burglar who stole a pm'se con­
taining $4.50 from the apartment of 
Stanley W. Ward should have been 
more careful.

Departing, the prowler dropped 
his own purse containing 50 cents, 
cutting his profit to $4.

INTERPRETING THE WAR

Adolf Hitler will have made a 
great stride—at least on paper—to­
ward consolidation of his conquests 
if tlie French government accedes 
to the new Nazi terms for Franco- 
German cooperation which he is 
understood to have discussed with 
Premier Marehal Petain yesterday 
at their meeting “somewhere in 
France.’’

These demands are said to in­
volve even a moderate French co­
operation in the war against Eng­
land, as well as participation in the 
reconstruction of Europe under the 
Fuehrer’s plans for a “new order.” 
Their acceptance would seem to 
wipe out the last vestige of chance 
that Democracy would sprout again 
in un'nappy France if the totalitar­
ian dictators win the war.
Support Is Moral

I believe Hitler’s move cuts far 
deeper than any mere preparation 
for another offensive against Bri­
tain. To my mind, the support he 
seeks from France is chiefly moral, 
his idea being to safeguard himself 
in the event of a stalemate in the 
war with Britain.

If he can secure French moral 
support or even op'en acquiescence, 
he will have removed one of the 
chief obstacles to his scheme for 
remoulding the continent into a unit 
whose sole business will be to con­
tribute to the might of Germany.

The all-important obstacle he has 
to eliminate is, of course, the Bri­
tish empire. That is a continuing 
program.
Act Ofi Expediency

If Marehal Petain and his gov­
ernment decide to play along with 
Hitler it surely will represent an act 
of expediency rather than of de­
sire.

If Prance accepts the Nazi terms 
it may get a modification of the 
fierce conditions under which it 
labors, and the release of some of 
its occupied' territory. If it refuses, 
the country faces even greater tor­
ment and privations than it now 
endures.

■What would you yourself do under 
such conditions? Would you grasp 
at the soil of your fatherland and 
cling to it with all your strength, or 
would you feel that there was some 
stronger call to answer?

Tlien there’s another problem 
which tha. aged Marshal must face. 
He must get peace so that his peo­
ple can get back to work. They need 
food, and they’re going to need it 
a lot more desperately before this 
coming winter is over.

Believe me. who saw it in the 
World War, the pinched and hungry 
faces of little children provides a 
powerful motive for desperate ac­
tion.

Here's Novel Way 
To Add Color To 
Halloween Table
BY MRS. GAYNOR MADDOX

EVEN a strict budget can em­
brace a wise old owl sitting on a 
tree for the Halloween supper party. 
For vei-y few pennies you can plan 
a table spread ■with a yellow crepe 
cover, green napkins with red, yel­
low and gi-een dishes and an owl on 
a tree. A little gaiety belongs in ev­
ery American budget for living.
Owl Centerpiece

FOUNDATION, LEGS AN D 
CLAWS: Cut 8 pieces of No. 15 wire 
each 9 inches long. Wrap each wire 
separately wtih strip of gray 
crepe paper cut across grain 1/2 
inch wide. Wrap 4 wires together, 
leaving 2 inches unwrapped at one 
end for the claws. Repeat with 
remaining 4 wires.

BODY AND HEAD: Crush several 
sheets of tissue paper into a large 
oval about 7 inches long, 5 inches 
across. Place leg wires in front 
and wi'ap all together with strips 
of brown crepe paper.

For head, crush tissue paper into 
baU 4 inches in diameter. Wind two 
No. 10 wires around ball. Separate 
wires and fasten to body with gum­
med paper tape. Wrap head and 
body with brown crepe paper until 
owl Is desired shape and size.

FEATHERS: Cut strips of sand 
and brown crepe paper across 
grain 1 1/2 inches deep and 6 inches 
long. Fold strip in half .then in 
half again, then once again until 
you have piece 3/4 inch across 
and 1 1/2 inches deep. Slash folded 
edges down l inch and cut cor­
ners to center point. Open strip 
and curl pointed feathers slightly 
with edge of scissors.

TAIL: Cut sepai'ate tail out of 
wrapping paper 3 inches squai'e. 
Paste brown feathers in rows on 
botlr sides, overlapping each row 
about 3/4 inch. Place feathers so 
that points come in between 
feathers of previous row.

BEAK: Beak is triangle of light­
weight cardboard 2 inches deep 
and 1 1/2 inches across base. Cover 
with black crepe paper.

E'YES: Cut two ciicles of orange 
mat stock 1 1/4 inches in diameter. 
Paint eye' pupils with black ink. 
Cut strip of sand crepe paper 1 
inch wide and long enough to 
gather into circle. Gather with 
needle and thread along one long 
edge. Place orange eye in center 
of circle, then paste both in place.

EARS: Make earn 1 1/2 inches wide 
and 2 inches long out of double 
thickness of brown crepe paper. 
Cover one side with brown and 
black feathers.

The Southern Appalachian open 
pair championship at Asheville, N. 
C., was won this year by Stanley 
J. Maxwell and George H. Swan­
son of Coral Gables, Fla., probably 
Florida's strongest pair. They won 
their title at Asheville -over 68 strong 
pairs assembled from all parts of 
the country.

Some players might class Max­
well as a reckless bidder, but I have 
found that he senses the situation 
pretty well and can back up his 
daring bidding with fine play.

When the dummy , went down. 
Maxwell (South) could see that it 
would not be easy to make six-odd 
on today’s hand, but he went to 
work. He won the opening lead 
with the ace of diamonds, cashed 
the king and ace of spades, and the 
ace, king and queen of clubs. He 
ruffed tlie fourth club and returned 
to his hand by rubbing a heart. Note 
t.hat he did not return to his hand 
by playing a diamond.

Maxwell then cashed the king 
of diamonds, ruffed his last club, 
led the ace of liearts and discarded 
a diamond. Now he led the queen 
of hearts.

If East trumped with the queen 
of spades, declarer 'Â ould simply 
discard the losing diamond and the 
five of spades would win the last 
l.rick. If East refused to tnunif, as 
he did. Maxwell trumped with Uic 
five of spades and conceded the last 
trick to the spade queen.

■WASHINGTON, Oct. 25 (AP) — 
Americans can begin whetting their 
appetites now for extra large serv­
ings of roast turkey for their 
Thanksgiving dinners.

There will be a bountiful supply of 
turkey meat. The largest crop in. the 
nation’s history Ls being fattened 
and prepared for market. Farm 
officials estimate that at least 15,- 
000,000 birds of this year’s 33,138,- 
000 crop win be sold within the next 
five or six weeks.

These birds, added to supplies al­
ready in cold storage would pro­
vide sufficient meat, officials, said 
to give each American man, woman 
and child about two pounds for hol­
iday consumption. And that with 
all the trimmings is a lot of eating.

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Government Acquiring In Excess Of 
One And Quarter Million Acres Of 
Military Units By Purchase, Lease

effective combined operations 
against and enemy equipped with 
modem means of combat.

By W. B. Ragsdale
WASHINGTON, Oct. 25 (AP) —

Upwai-d of one and a quarter mil­
lion acres are being added to the 
nation’s military establisliment this 
winter for training a two-million 
man army.

Three fifths of these are being 
bought for permanent use. The re­
mainder is being leased and if the 
emergency continues the leases will 
Ife renewed.

A few of the bigger purchases are 
360,000 acres at Savannah, Ga., 100,- 
000 acres in the Sabine River area 
of Louisiana 154,000 acres at Camp 
Merrian, California, and 16,346 acres 
at Port Dix, New Jersey.

The others are strewn, in parcels 
ranging from 36 acres up to areas 
of tens of thousands across the wide 
reaches of the continent from Maine 
to Washington and Oregon. Prices 
rbnge from two dollars to $75, with 
the average about $25.
70-Cent Rentals

Tlie twenty tracts of land being 
rented are dispersed as widely as the 
sixteen that are being sought. Tire 
rentals average about 70 cents an 
afire.

On these lands, men will march 
through ordered maneuvers. Target 
ranges will bo set up for rifle 
practice. Macliine giuis will drum 
Out their deadly missiles. Pine trees 
Will shudder at the belch of heavy 
artiUery. Tanks will mutter and roar 
through their paces into tlie path 
of giuilire,.

'I'o Broaden Maneuvers

But eventually as in the class 
room,, will come examination day.

Proposed Charter 
Change Election Is 
Explained To Jaycees

Explaining how the city chai-ter 
plan would effect the residents of 
Midiand in the event the change 
is voted in the city election Novem­
ber 5, Attorney Prank Stubbeman 
was the principal speaker at the 
Jimior chamber of commerce lunch­
eon today.

Stubbeman explained how a com­
mittee of 15 was named to draw 
up tlie proposed charter, with a 
sub-committee composed of himself 
and Joseph H. Mims, and T. Paul 
Barron doing most of the work.

Stubbeman said the main objec­
tive of the charter change was to 
centralize pow'er in the hands of the 
mayor and city council, thereby 
making tlicm responsible to tlie city 
for all departments. If the change 
is voted, the city marshal and city 
secretary offices hereafter will be 
filled by appointment.
Schools Not Affected

Tlie speaker explained that adop­
tion of the charter change would 
make no difference in the present 
system of school management in 
the city. School board members 
would continue to be elected by 
voters, as heretofore, he said. He 
explained that present statutes gave 
city officials power to take over 
management of the schools onlj' 
upon passage of an election called 
expressly for that purpose. The same 
clause remains in the revised char­
ter, which is merely a protection 
for the citizens, the speaker said.

Berlin Toll High.

A German radio broadcast said 
the death toll in Berlin and Ham­
burg was “extremely high” and that 
“ indiscriminate bombing of the Ger­
man civilian population by the RAF 
is vastly increasing.”

Italian fliers aiding Germany in 
the aerial siege of Britain were re­
ported to have established an air 
base on the English Channel coast 
with a “tremendous" accumulation 
of men and materials.

Amid strict official secrecy, some

of the Nazi yoke.
Europe Back On Legs.

In Berlin, authorized sources said 
the Hitler-Petain meeting in the 
German fuehrer’s railway car “some­
where ill Prance” yesterday provided 
“new evidence that we are trying 
to put Europe back on her legs un­
der Axis leadership—independent of 
exterior influences which have been 
trying to stick their noses into af­
fairs which don’t concern them.”

A Nazi spokesman, asked to speci­
fy these outside “influences,” said;

“For the present, it is England. 
Our fight is against whoever op- 
IXI.SCS European peace.' The night­
mare of interference will be dis­
pelled."

Coincidentally. Russian, German 
and Italian delegates arrived at 
Bucharest, Rumania, for a confer­
ence on Danube river traffic. Mos­
cow observers interpreted Soviet par­
ticipation in tile conference as Axis 
recognition of Russia as a Danube 
power since her occupation of Bes­
sarabia.

Originally, the Danube commis­
sion did not include Russia, but the 
Kremlin protested and insisted on 
representation.

Tlie summary showed that 56 per 
cent of the actual appropriations— 
or $9,114,345,921—was chargeable to 
national defense and enforcement 
of the neutrality act, leaving about 
$7,000,000,000 for other functions in 
the government.

Tlie chainnan figm’od that Con- 
gre-ss liad made appropriations and 
obligations for national defense 
amounting to $17,692,227,930.

Taylor’s aides disclosed that only 
once before in history had the totsd 
coimnitments been higher than tills 
year’s total. That was in 1918 when 
appropriations totalled $27,0902,094,- 
720 and contract authorizations 
reached $9,027,441,362—a $36,119,082 
total.
