Fierce-fighting Greek troops were reported tonight to

have gained the first victory i
ing through Italian positions a
miles into Albania.

The report, unconfirmed ‘elsewhere, was made by Reu-

ters (British news agency) *
in a dispatch from Athens.

Pledging “unlimited support” Brit-
ain swiftly seized the initiative at
sea nthe new conflict. Informed
quarters in Athens said the British
fleef had already occupied the
strategic Greek island of Crete and
also a small island off Corfu.

A flaming naval battle—presum-
ably between British and Italian
warships—was reported fought off |
Corfu.

Simultaneously, authoritative neu-
tral military sources in Athens re-
ported that Turkish troops had
moved into Thrace and Eastern
Greece.

Turkey has a military alliance
with Great Britain, which in turn|
has guaranteed to protect Greece
with “full support.” !
Greece Appeals {

It was widely believed that Greece
had appealed. to Turkey for military
assistance to combat the Ifalian
invasion, which followed a three-
hour ultimatum served on Greece'’s
Premier-Dictator John Metaxas in

the night.
The authoritative British Press
Association coincidentally hinted

that “with the move against Greece,
German yand Italy may conduct
another peace offensive,” adding:

“If and when Hitler throws out
feelers of peace and they are scorn-
fully rejected, then Britain will be
blamed again for extending and con-
tinuing the war.”
Speeds To Aid

Strong battle forces of the British
Mediterranean fleet were reported
speeding to the aid of beleaguered
little Grecian kingdom, which de-
clared war on Italy shortly after
dawn and threw an estimated 100,000
troops against an invading army of
200,000 TItalians along the Greek-
Albanian frontier.

The Greek radio reported “Brit-
ish forces are even now at hand.”

Magnolia 1-41 Sealy
Tests 104 Barrels In
Two Hours Natural

Attention as the week opened was
turned to the Magnolia Sealy
(South) pool of Northern Ward
County as Magnolia Petroleum Com-
pany No. 1-41 George Sealy, three-
quarter mile north extension well
and second producer in the area,
tested large natural flow.

After gun-perforating 7-inch cas-
ing with nine holes from 2 896-99
feet, it flowed 104 barrels of oil in
two hours through 1l-inch choke on
2 1/2-inch tubing. Gas-oil ratio was
944-1 a favorable figure. No. 1-41
Sealy is located 990 feet from the
south, 2,310 from the west line of
section 41, block F, G.&M.M.B.&A.
survey. Casing was cemented on
bottom at 2901 feet after the well
had flowed oil and gas on two drill-
stem tests. Gauging through tubing
still is in progress.

Both
have been. cooperating on a “Get
out the Vote” campaign that will
be formally opened with the mass
meeting.

The charter change election, de-
spite opinion of- city officials that
it is one of the most important to
be held in the city in years, has
attracted only slight interest.

Britain Admits
Sinking Of Liner

LONDON, Oct. 28 (AP).—Loss of
the Empress of Britain, 42,348-ton
pride of the Canadian merchant
fleet, with a probable death list of
45 persons was acknowledged today
by the British admiralty and war
office.

Of the 643 persons on board most-
ly military families and “a small
number of military personnel,” 598
already have been landed by war-
ships in British' ports, a joint com-
munigue reported. X

German reports said the great
liner was smashed by air attack Sat-
urday and finished off by two tor-
pedoes from a submarine early to-
day.: They described the Empress,
which took King George VI and
Queen Elizabeth across the Atlantic
when they returned from their pil-
grimage to Canada and the United
States, as a “transport.” \.‘
Blew Up And Sank.

The British announcement merely
said the ship had been damaged
“by enemy action” and later blew
up and sank while in tow.

The communique said:

“The admiralty and war office
regret to announce that the S. S.
Empress of Britain has been lost as
the result of enemy action. The
Empress of Britain was attacked by
enemy aircraft and set on fire and
it became necessary to abandon ship.

“Salvage operations were com-
menced immediately but whilst in
tow the Empress of Britain subse-
quently blew up and sank.

“Some 598 survivors out of the
total on board of 643 have already
been landed by British warships. In-
cluded in this number were military
families and a small number of mili-
tary personnel.” ;

Reports Agreement At
Conference, Officials
To Palace For Luncheon

FLORENCE, Ifaly, Cct. 28 (AP)—
Adolf Hitler and Benito Mussolini
talked in complete harmony “on all
present questions” here today as
Italy took what were described as
“urgent measures required to face
the danger of the situation” in
Greece.

A communique issued after the
Axis leaders’ first, three-hour ses-
sion, merely said that their conver-
sation, “in the spirit of the alliance
betwen the two countries, develop-
ed as always in the most cordial
form and show a complete identity
of views on all present questions.”
Drive To Palace

When their conference ended at
1:40 p. m., Hitler and Mussolini, with
their respective foreign ministers,
Joachim Von Ribbentrop and Count
Galeazzo Ciano, drove through the
rain to the government palace for
luncheon.

Despite the rain, crowds lined the
streets to watch.

A second conference was expect-
ed to begin about 3 p. m. (8 a. m.
CST). '

On Anniversary .
The conversations took place in

zzo Vecchio on the 18th anniversary
of the Fascist march on Rome,
which put I1 Duce in power in Italy.

Mussolini’s train arrived in Flor-
ence about 10:40 a. m. (2:40 a. m.
SCT). His foreign minister, Count
Galeazzo Ciano, had arrived earlier
and greeted his father-in-law at the
station.

Hitler’s train arrived about 20
minutes later.

As soon as the Fuehrer stepped
from the train he and Mussolini ex-
changed salutes and handshakes, re-
viewed an honor guard on the plat-
form and then passed through the
royal waiting room. of a square in
front of the station, where a crowd
had assembled to cheer them.

Hitler and his staff left for Ger-
many at 6:20 p.m. (10:20 a.m., CST)
aboard the Fuehrer’s special train.
Mussolini and Ciano left in sepa-
rate trains shortly afterward, Ciano
to return to Rome and Il Duce for
an uncertain destination believed
to be either the capital or Forli,
his former home.

Britain's Heads
Promise All Aid

LONDON, Oct. 28 (AP) — Both
King George VI and Prime Minister
Winston Churchill have promised
Greece every possible help against
the Italian invaders in personal
messages to the Greek Sovereign
and Prime Minister, it was learned
tonight.

The messages, from King George
VI of England to King George II of
Greece, and from Churchill to Prem-
ier John Metaxas, conveyed Britain's
“positive” asurances that she in-
tends to redeem the pledge of sup-
port in the event of attack which
was given to Greece by the Cham-
berlain government in April of 1939.

These assurances were dispatched
in response to Greece’s appeal for
help. Presumably they were given
to Greek Minister Simopoulos when
he saw Foreign Secretary Lord Hal-
ifax at the foreign office this af-
ternoon.

Greek Army Composed
Of 600,000 Reserves

WASHINGTON, Oct. 28 (AP)
—Available estimates here credit
the Greek army with a strength
of about 601,200 men counting
trained reserves, but the na-
tion’s active land forces totalled
only 140,000 in the spring of
1940.

With only about 100 airplanes
of all classes, according to these
estimates, the Greeks have an
air force of 1,660 active men and
trained reserves totalling 4,500.

The Greek navy is classed as
“negligible” in naval circles and
as of last spring listed as hav-
ing only one armored -cruiser,
-one erniser-mine-layer; 12 -des~. -
troyers, six submarines, and
several torpedo boats.

“Premier Metaxas conferred early
this morning with the British min-
ister, who told him that Greece in
her fight against Italy would have
the unreserved support of England
to the fullest extent. British sup-
port will be unlimited. :

“Metaxas also conferred with the
Turkish minister to Athens and im-
mediately afterwards communicated
by telephone with the Greek minis-
ter in Ankara. The premier later
communicated by telephone with the
president of the Turkish republic,
Inonu.” ;

The urgent conversations with the
highest authority in Turkey were
taken as evidence that Greek’s dic-
tator, John Metaxas, is making every
effort to bring the Turks in on his
side.

Assistance Pact

Turkey and Britain have a mutual
assistance pact, but the Turks are
not directly bound to go to the aid
of Greece. }

The British fleet was reported to
have made contact with the Italian
fleet somewhere in Greek seas dur-
ing the morning.

By early afternoon Athens had
had six air raid alarms and Italian
bombers had psssed over the an-
cient capital four times, but no
bombs were dropped here.

The Athens airport, 12 miies away
and the port, Piraeus about 4 miles
irom the city, were raided, however.
The Greeks said one hangar was
damaged slightly. Port facilities and
buildings also were damaged by 15
planes at Patras, another port, with
four killed and 17 injured.

One of the best warnings about Fifth Column activities
to appear lately is in a little pocket booklet issued by the
Veterans of Foreign Wars. These Americans, all of whom
have known war at first hand, have compiled a little
treatise setting forth clearly and circumstantially just how
various Nazi, Fascist, Communist and native quasi-fascist
organizations work, and through whom.

Without hysteria, the writers-warn all Americans to
be on the alert for such aectivities, native and imported,
and if they seem really subversive to report them to proper
authority for investigation. Nothing is gained, and much
lost by amateur vigilante attempts to remedy these situ-
ations. .

To all talk appealing
to prejudice and fear, to hatred and despair, ask yourself
the sober question,’“Is there any sense to this?” If there
isn’t, tell yourself so with electric force—and answer back.

Don’t be a sponge, absorbing everything fed to it.
Think. A sponge can absorb a great amount of slop, but
after it has done so, it's all wet.

The War Today

By DeWitt MacKenzie.

It is too soon tos judge whether
Mussolini’s attack on Greece repre-
sents the beginning of an axis as-
sault on the Dardanelles in an ef-
fort to crash through Turkey into
the Far East, but if it does we are
witnessing the start of a drama
which may easily determine whether
Fuehrer Hitler is to be master of a
goodly part of the world or whether
he is on the skids.

If the senior partner in the axis
firm can break Britain’s control of

her a disaster second in magnitude
only to the smashing of England it-
self—so great -that it likely would
determine the outcome of the war.
Finish If Fails.

Failure to achieve this goal, how-
ever, after his inability to ecrush Eng-
land by bloody bombing and in-
vasion, will just about write his fin-
ish.

We must await developments he-
fore deciding what the Italian in-
vasion of Greece means. It may be
merely a tactical move, designed to
consolidate the axis position in the
Balkans by securing vital air and
-naval bases and, by the same token,
depriving Britain of their use.

would be expected to get into im-
mediate action if London was on
its toes.

There can be no doubt that in
defying the might of Italy, Metaxas
had reason to expect prompt and
heavy assistance. His small, poorly
equipped army and tiny navy would
be wholly unlikely to stand much
chance against Mussolini’'s stream-
line war-machine.

What About Turkey?

An undetermined point of vast
importance is whether Turkey will
come to the aid of her Greek ally
at this juncture.

Should that happen it presuma-
bly would precipitate immediately
the fight for the Dardanelles and
force the axis to inaugurate its big
offensive willy-nilly, whether ready
or not. Probably Turkey's action will
depend on whether Russia gives a
nod of dcquiescence and that in it-
self will be a matter of moment,
since the Bolshevist position is the
big “if” of the moment.

Whether the Italian assault on
Greece is intended merely as a pre-
liminary operation in the battle of
the Mediterranean, it wouldn't be
at all surprising to see the axis
stage an attack on Gibraltar as a
companion piece to the Greek show.
Just as possession of
islands across the mouth of the
Aegean Sea represent a powerful
strategical asset for offense or de-
fense in the eastern Mediterranean,
so Gibraltar is of such wvast im-
portance as to be known as “key to
the Mediterranean.”

Baked Squash With Sausage
‘(Serves 4 to 6)

Six squares of yellow squash, 1 1b.
bulk pork sausage, 6 thick slices
cooking apples, pinch of nutmeg.

Wash and split squash length-
wise. Remove seeds and excess
fiber. Shape sausage into cakes
and fill squash cavities. Do not
peel apple. Core and cut into
rings. Place an apple ring on top
of each sausage cake and sprinkle
sparingly with nutmeg. Arrange
squash sections in shallow
with a little water in bottom. Bake
in moderate oven (375° F.) for an
hour, or until squash is soft. Baste
frequently. <

Two weeks ago Amarillo and
Shernian weére mentioned as almost
certain to clash in the semi-finals.

But sober reflection and a perusal
of the records have sown the seeds
of doubt, along with some other
things that have brought changes
in the critics’ views regarding teams
that a month ago they said couldn’t
niiss.

Amarilloans Doubtful.

Backers ‘of Amarillo are shaky
over a 15-game winning streak on
the part of the swashbuckling West-
erners of Lubbock. And Lubbock’s
smashing 51-0 defeat of Borger in
the opening conference game of Dis-
trict 1 last week didn’t help their
frame of mind any.

The thing that gives Sherman fol-
lowers ‘the jitters is the unbridled
power shown by the Paris Wildeats
as they slowly but surely push their
way into a co-favoriteship for the
District 5 title.

Last week Amarillo was not par-
ticularly impressive in beating five-
times defeated North Side of Fort
Worth. True the margin was the
same as rolled up by Lubbeck over
North Side but the Westerners play-
ed the Fort Worth team in Fort
Worth and it was early in the sea-
son. :

Stout Defense.

Lubbock’s defensive record is bet-
ter than Amarillo’s and when the
Westerners want to turn on the of-
fensive heat they fairly sear the
opposition.

Paris also has a bhetter defensive
showing, than Sherman although |
their point-making ability does not
compare with the Bearcats except
of recent date. {

These four teams are among the |
state’s 15 undefeated, untied aggre-
gations and they come close to be-
ing the top four of the state, al-

Port Arthur is gaining
power with each game and now !
looks like a quarter-finalist. Corpus |
Christi is cutting a wide swath|
through the gulf coast area. |
This Week Important.

Play this week will go far toward
settling the issues in at least three
of the districts.

Jeff Davis meets Lamar of Hous-
ton in one of the state’s feature
games. It will determine the lead-
ership in District 13 in addition to
matching two unbeaten teams. La-
mar has a spotless record except for
a-tie last week with Austin (Hous-
ton).

TEMPLE,; Oct. 28 (AP).—Funeral
services will 'be held tomorrow for
Dr. ‘A, C. Scott, Sr., 75, skilled sur-
geon, cancer expert and hospital ad-
ministrator, who died of a heart at-
tack yesterday.

He received his Doctor of Medi-
cine degree from Bellevue Hospital
Medical College, New York, before
he was 21 years of age.

In 1938, he read a paper at the
American Medical Convention in
San Francisco explaining his de-
velopment of the shadow- test in
diagnosis of cancer of the' breast
A cancer exhibit was highly praised
at the convention. Later he was
asked to show it at the Interstate
Postgraduate Medical Congress at
Philadelphia. Subsequently the ex-
hibit was displayed at the Southern
Medical Association meeting = in
Oklahoma City.

SCOTTSBLUFF, Neb. — Out of
the middle west, which gave the
nation biscuit passing Gov. W. Lee
O'Daniel of Texas, comes another
young man who is mixing business
with politics in his campaign.

He is “Terrible Terry” Carpenter,
chain store magnate who is running
for the governorship of Nebraska
on the Democratic ticket.

He has planked his platform with
a $30 monthly old age péension to be
financed by - the state liquor mo-
nopoly and is still using the radio
and advertising promotion technique
which carried him through the pri-
mary.

Popularizes Name

Carpenter’s strategy has been to
popularize his name so it will prove
magnetic on a store front or on a
ballot. In giant black-and-white let-
ters atop his filling stations, the |
“Terry Carpenter” sign is ‘visible
for a quarter of a mile away. A
variety of his store products always
bear the identifying label.

Carpenter acquired only a grade
schiool education but he has a
knack for practical psychology. He
practices the “power of suggestion”
theory in his three special flour
brands,” “Terry Carpenter Congress-
man,” “Terry Carpenter Senator,”
and “Terry Carpenter Governor.”

Daily radio programs echo the
familiar name again and again. In
his speeches, he never employs the
personal pronoun “I” but always re-
fers to himself as “Terry Carpenter.”

If he doesn’'t happen to get elect-
ed the people still buy more and
more of his gasoline and milk, his
groceries and baby chicks.
Cut-Rates To Politics

TERRY CARPENTER'S rise to
success could rival Windell Will-|
kie's.

At 30, he opened his first filling
station here, a one-pump place. He
had no family financial backing
because his parents had just gone
broke in the same kind of busi-
ness.

Terry plunged in with price-cut- |
ting tactics and in a decade has
built far-flung operations reaching

“The only solution to this crisis in
our national leadership,” the Re-
publican Presidential nominee said,
“is to defeat the third term candi-
date.”

'On Hull’'s Remark

Commenting on the Secretary of
State’s speech in Washington Sat-
urday night, Willkie said Hull “has
made it more than ever obvious that
such a defense was essential to the
n;aintenance of our influence in for-
eign affairs.

“The Secretary’s statement that
as early as'June, 1935, ‘speaking for
the government, I pointed out that
we would not serve the cause of
peace by not having adequate pow-
ers of self-defense,” makes the whole
tragedy of world conditions and our
present precarious position in rela-
tion to them even more apparent.

“Had. the President not then also
been a candidate for re-election, he
might have done better than merely
send up verbal trial balloons to see
how the popular emotion ran to-
ward foreign- events. He could have
given an effective leadership then
that would have saved us from what
the Secretary of State now calls ‘the
gravity of the présent situation.”

Plans For Draft
gLottery Finished

WASHINGTON, Oct. 28 (AP) —
| From the cobalt blue cavnsules to the
historic accessories of the 1917 draw-
ing, everything was pronounced in
readigess today for the great man-
power lottery which will determine
the order in which several millions

of young Americans will be sub-
ject to call for the next five years.

In the inter-departmental audi-
torium—where the drawing will get
under way shortly after noon tomor-
row—workmen finished the prepara-
tions for the occasion. Doors were
locked and guards posted.

Capsules In Vault

The capsules—some ‘8,500 of them,
each containing a serial number—
spent the weekend in a treasury
vault, where they will remain ,until
the zero hour tomorrow. The World
War accessories—the big glass bowl,
the wooden ladle for stirring up the
capsules, and the blindfold to be
used during the drawing—were in
the custody of selective service of-
ficials.

Once the initial ceremonies are
over tomorrow, officials estimate
that the drawing will proceed at the
rate of between 700 and 800 num-
bers an hour. From start to finish,
the lottery is expected to require a
minimum of 12 hours.

With few exceptions, local draft
boards were believed to have fin-
ished the job of shuffling, num-
bering and posting the serial num-
bers of almost 17,000,000 registration
cards. Unfinished details were to
be cleaned up today.

Ground Guns Opened.

The city's anti-aircraft batteries
began firing from their positions
atop Lycabettus Hill when planes
were- sighted for the first time at
10 a. m. No bombs were dropped.

In an earlier raid alarm no planes
were seen over the city.

The king and Metaxas were cheer-
ed by crowds as they drove through
the streets. Later the premier con-
ferred with ministers from Britain,
Turkey and Yugoslavia.

A Greek communique said “Ital-
ian forces have been attacking since
5:30 this morning our advanced posts
along the Greek-Albanian border.
Our forces are defending their na-
tional soil.”

(Reports from anxiously-watching
Yugoslavia said 10 Italian divisions
of at least 200,000 troops swarmed
across the Greek border from Ital-
ian-held Albania promptly at six
and were met by beskirted Greek
soldiers.”

Treaty Promised.

A British treaty of 1939 promised
Greece “all possible support” if her
independence were threatened. Tur-
key has been understood recently
fo feel that any armed push across
Greece would be a direct menace.

{London reported that Greece ap-
pealed for help as soon as her hor-
der was crossed and authoritative
sources predicted “all advisable aid”
would be rushed.

VICHY, France, Oct. 28 (AP). —
A foreign ministry spokesman said
today Marshal Philippe - Petair,
France's chief of state had received
from President' Roosevelt a “per-
sonal  message” which could be
disclosed only by Petain “because
of the privacy of its character.”

The spokesman said the foreign
ministry had been informed only
orally of the arrival of the mes~
sage.

Diplomatic sources here believed
Roosevelt’s note concerned the cur-
rent negotiations hetween Petain
and Adolf Hitler.

Delivered Saturday

The note was said to have been
delivered to Henri Haye in Wash-
ington and to Petain directly by
the United States Charge D’Affair-
eés, H. Freeman Matthews, last Sat-
urday morning.

Vice-Premier Picrre Laval was
named foreign minister today to
succeed Paul Baudcuin, who be-
came secretary of state attached to
the presidency of the council.
