Greeks Drive Back Elnemy On Front
floosevelt Gets 
Behind Increase 
In Aerial Power

U. S. Would Hove Best 
Plane Power In World; 
Craft Also For British

BOSTON, Oct. 31 (AP)—Presi­
dent Roosevelt has given his support 
to a proposed step which he said 
would let Great Britain order 12,000 
kore American planes and, by 
building up production capacity, 
help, make the United States “the 
strongest air power in the world.”
* He selected a political speech In 
the Boston garden last night to an­
nounce that he had asked the de­
fense priorities board to give “most 
sympathetic consideration’’ to a 
British request for permission to 
order the planes.

When these oraers were approved, 
he said—adding “I hope they will 
be”—^Britain would have undertaken 
to purchase a total of 26,000 Amer­
ican planes: and still more new 
plant facilities would be needed. 
Production Holding Up

“The productive capacity of the 
United States that I talk about, 

nvhich has made it the greatest in­
dustrial country in the world,” he 
said, “is not failing now. It is go­
ing to make us, it is making us the 

strongest ah power in the world.”
A capacity crowd in the Garden 

sent up a loud cheer when he added: 
"and that is not just a campaign 
promise.”

The President returned to Wash­
ington for a speech at 3:15 p. m., 
(CST) today, dedicating the Nation­
al Institute of Health, and a final 
brief interlude in pre-election cam­
paigning before traveling to Brook­
lyn for another political address at 
the Academy of Music tomonow 
night.
Works In Two States

Tne Boston speech ended a day in 
which he campaigned in Connec­
ticut and Massachusetts, which gave 
a total of 25 electorial votes.

In this address he denounced 
what he said was “the record of Re­
publicans of .farm legislation,” and 

'singled out for criticism their Na. 
tional Chairman and House Leader, 
Rep. Joseph W. Martin, Jr., whose 
home state is Massachusetts.

'  Republican campaign orators 
were "ridiculous,” Mi\ Roosevelt de­
clared, “when they shed those old 
crocodile tears over the plight of 
the farmer.”

“The American farmers will not 
be deceived,” he asserted, “by pic­
tures of old guard candidates, pat­
ting cows and pitching hay in front 
of moving picture cameras.”

War Deparimenf To 
Gef 12,000 Bombers

WASHINGTON, Oct. 31 (AP). — 
The war department was reported 
today to have planned production of 
12,0Ct0 additional bombing airplanes 
largely with the aid of the automo­
bile industry. ’

This program, to cost possibly $2,- 
060,000,000, was described as sepa­
rate from the 12,000 warplane order 
which President Roosevelt said last 
night Great Britain has propased to 
piace in this country.

Recent conferences of William 
S. Knudsen, defense commissioner 
in charge of production, with auto­
mobile industry leaders, were con­
cerned with plans for the new Ame­
rican bomber production.
Two Plants Planned

The program was reported to call 
for erection of two large plants to 
assemble parts manufactured in 
automobile factories.

Whether the plants would be op­
erated by the government or by 
automobile or aircraft industries was 
said to be undecided thus far. Gov­
ernment operation was favored by 
some authorities.

Tentative estimates for appropria­
tions to finance this newest project­
ed phase of plane construction al­
ready have been submitter to the 
bunget bureau for later transmission 
to Congress, it was learned.

No delivery dates for the new 
planes were indicated.

Northern Pecos Comity’s sensa­

tional Ordovician discoveiY well, 
Taubert, McKee & Siemonelt No. 1 
Mrs. V. W. Crockett, yesterday dis­
appointed no one when it flowed 
through tubing at an estimated 
rate of 100 barrels of 43-gravity oil 
per hour.

The well first indicated opening of 
a major field when estimated flow 
of two baiTels of oil a minute was 
registered on drillstem test from 
5.234 to 5,357 feet, total depth. Pro­
duction is from Simpson, middle 
Ordovician, sand at 5,270-80 and 
5,320-45 feet.
Storage Being Erected.

No. 1 Crockett ran 2-inch tubing 
to 5,265 feet and circulated clear 
water to displace balance of drilling 
mud left in the hole. It unloaded 
through casing an hour after about 
two-thirds of the mud had been 
washed out. Operators "rocked” the 
weil—switching flow from tubing to 
casing and back—to clean out furth­
er. It flowed for four and one-half 
liours into pits and was shut in at 
7'30 yesterday evening. Two high 
500-barrel storage tanks are being 
erected, and high-pressure separator 
capable of carrying 250 barrels an 
hour is being connected. Gas vol­
ume of the strike was estimated 
from 5,000,000 to 8,000,000 cubic feet 
daily. It had 600 pounds flowing 
pressure on casing and 140 on tub­
ing.

Hie discovei-y, one of the most 
important yet found in West Tex­
as, is located 660 feet out of the 
southwest corner of the Crockett 
tract in section 4 1/2, block 3 H, 
& T, C. survey. It topped the Simp­
son at 4.755, datum of plus 2,363 and 
27 feet higher than Magnolia Petro­
leum Company and Tex-Mex Pe­
troleum Corporation No. 1-A J. H. 
Mcee, a mile and a quarter north, 
which fnree yeai's ago headed oil 
and gas from the same zone but 
failed to produce commercially be­
cause of rotary mud having drowned 
out the pay.
Ellenburger Well Flows

Ten miles south and slightly east 
of the Taubert et al well. Humble Oil 
& Refining Company No. 1 W. T. 
Shearer et ux was acidized with 1,- 
000 gallons at total depth of 4,731 
feet. Treatment was administered 
under 69-barrel oil load. Last night 
operators had swabbed out 152 bar­
rels, 83 of new oil, in 10 hours and 
shut the well down. It had 2,700 
feet of oil in the hole while swab­
bing. This morning swabbing was 
resumed, and the well kicked off, 
fiowing 20 barrels of oil the first 
hour. It will be re-acidized with 
3,000 gallons. No. 1 Shearer proves 
a one-quarter mile northw’est exten­
sion of the Apeo deep pool, produc­
ing from the Ellenburger, lower 
member of the Ordovician. It top­
ped the Ellenburger at 4,696 feet.

H. C. McCauley No. 1 E. Hall, 
Loving County wildcat four miles 
southeast of the Wheat Delaware 
pool, is drilling below 892 feet in 
shale and anhydrite.
Crinoidal Topped Low

Continental Oil Company and 
others No. 6 J. S. Todd Unit, one- 
quarter mile south outpost to the 
Todd deep pool of North Central 
Crockett County, topped crinoidal 
lim'e of the Strawn, lower Pennsyl­
vanian, at 5,875 feet, datum of minus 
2,417, The marker is correlated by 
some as approximately 210 feet low 
to Conoco et al No, 5 Todd Unit, 
producer a quarter-mile north, and 
27 feet low tef Amerada Petroleum 
Corporation No. 1 Todd Estate, far­
thest west well in the pool.

Of loannina In Counter Stroke As 
Large Supplies Of Arms Are Seized

Italian High Commantd Reports Meager Drive 
Impetdetd By Torrential Rains While Little 
Greece Decides Turks Not Needed At Present

By The Associated Press.
A Greek counter-attack north of the besieged town of 

loannina (Janina) was reported to have thrown back in­
vading Italian troops on the northwest front today, with 
Greek soldiers storming and recapturing a hill.

Dispatches from Athens, capital of Greece, said Greek 
warriors ru.shed the hill under heavy fire and seized big 
quantities of abandoned arms and equipment.

Proposed New City Charter Is Discussed In 
Detail At Mass Meeting; Urge Citizens To Vote
Soulh Am erica's 
Defense Problem 
Is Told By Grant

Lester Grant told Rotarians at 
their meeting today it will take 
“an enormous fleet to move men 
and supplies to South America if 
we have to defend it.”

Grant, manager of the McElroy 
ranch in Crane and Upton counties 
and former professor in the Colorado 
College of Mines and Metallurgy, 
described conditions in the countries 
below the Rio Grande, He spent a 
number of years in Latin-American 
countries as a mining engineer,

“Read the editorials of your news­
papers and try to understand what 
is going on in the world and do 
not give so much attention to the 
details of battles,” he suggested. 
Selfishness Caused War

“Selfishness is the one great thing 
whieh caused this war. There are 
tv/o kinds of selfishness—blind, un­
reasoning selfishness as in the case 
of the dictators and enulightened 
self i.shn ess.

“Enlightened selfishness is the 
only hope of democracies and with 
it they will progress. Real civilization 
comes from thinking men but it 
didn’t start until their stomachs 
were full.”

He described the area, the high­
ways, transportation, communica­
tions, and population of South and 
Central America and then pointed 
out that water commerce is slow.

“Scientists have led the parade 
too fast with transportation and 
communication and education has 
lagged,” he asserted.
Ocean Travel Is Slow

He said the fastest ship from New 
York to Vaiparaiso requires 17 days 
for the trip, and that aithough some 
passenger liners ean travel 300 miles 
a day, most freighters can not go 
200 miles a day.

Civilization in South America, ex­
cept for a few larger cities, he 
said, compares with that of the 
United States in 1840.

Grant suggested Spanish should 
be a required subject in every high 
school and college in the United 
States so we can communicate with 
the people of South American coun­
tries.

“We’ve got to think about their 
culture.”

Delbert Downing, representing the 
Junior Chamber of Commerce, 
urged all Rotarians to vote in both 
the general and city elections ’Tues­
day.

“We don’t care how you vote,” he 
said, “but vote.”

Colonel John Perkins invited all 
citizeirs of Midland to the American 
Legion breakfast at 6:30 o’clock 
Armistice Day, Nov. 11, at the Boy 
Scout headquarters.

Tax questions bobbed up last night 
at the city-wide mass meeting for 
discussion of the proposed n ew  
charter for Midland and members 
of the commission which drew the 
document pointed out that imder it 
there wiU be no change in the 
method of assessing and collecting 
municipal taxes.

Fi'ank Stubbeman, head of the 
sub-committee which drafted the 
proposed cliarter, said plans for tax 
assessing and coilection are “ identi­
cal, with the system we have now, 
pr^vidfing for an equalization board, 
and also provide that if a taxpayer 
is not satisfied with the board’s de­
cision he can appeal to the city 
council.”

He also pointed out that the pro­
posed charter provides a maximum 
city tax rate of $2,00 per $100 valua­
tion although under the present ar­
rangement the city can set a rate 
of $2.50.

Mrs. J. J. Redfern and Hiida Blair 
Ray brought up the tax questions 
after Stubbeman, Ed. M. Whitaker, 
chairman of the charter commis­
sion, and Joseph H. Mims, a mem­
ber of the sub committee, had dis­
cussed the proposal which will be 
submitted to a vote at the special 
city election Tuesday.
Urge All To Vote

Tire meeting was called by the 
Junior Chamber of Commerce and 
Midland League of Women Voters, 
both non-partisan organizations, to 
acquaint voters with the proposition 
and to urge citizens to vote in botlr 
the city and general elections Tues­
day.

After tax questions, had been dis­
cussed Mrs. W. Watson LaForce said 
the men who took the time to draw 
the proposed charter and persons 
who aiTanged for the open dis­
cussion should be given a vote of 
thanks. Applause followed.

Curt Liman, president of the Junior 
Chamber of Commeree, who presid­
ed, urged eitizens to vote in both 
the special city election and the 
general eleetion to get a true ex­
pression from the community.

Mayor M. C. Ulmer told the more 
than 100 persons who attended the 
meeting in Hotel ScharbaUer’s ball­
room the mayor and 'city council 
wanted to' present the proposed new 
cliarter as “just an offer to the 
people” and not to urge it on them.

“The best foim of government is 
self-government and the nearer 
home you can get it the better the 
people will like it,” he said, explain­
ing- the proposal would give Midland 
home rule.

“I hope we get an intelligent, un­
prejudiced and unbiased vote on the 
proposition. Better than 75 per cent 
of all cities in the state with pop­
ulations more than 5,000 have gone 
under home rule.”

“Vote as you wish, but vote,” was 
the urge of all speakers.
Explains Road Bonds

Percy Mims, at the opening of the 
session, explained the $250,000 coun­
ty road bond proposal which will 
be decided at the polls November 
14, and asserted it will not increase 
taxes one cent as the federal apd 
state governments, and the Texas 
and Pacific railway will do the 
work.

“I don’t believe it is possible that 
we will ever have to pay a penny 
of the bonds,” he said.

Whitaker explained the charter 
election had been set the same day 
as the general election in an effort 
to get as many voters as possible 
to express their choice. He said 
such charters are possible only in 
cities of more than 5,000 population 
and that all charters must conform 
with the fundamental laws of the 
state.

Wife Of Browder Is 
Ordered Deporied By 
Justice Department

WASHINGTON, Oct. ,31 (AP). — 
The justice department today order­
ed deportation of Mrs. Raissa Berk- 
man Browder, wife of Earl Browder, 
general secretary of the Communist 
party in the United States, on the 
ground that she had entered this 
country illegally.

The order signed by Attorney Gen­
eral Jackson also denied application 
for suspension of the deportation or­
der on the ground that Mrs. Brow­
der’s “evasive testimony regarding 
her relationship to the Communist 
party had created doubt as to her 
eligibility for leniency.”
Time To Get Ready

Immigration otflcials said that 
Mrs. Browder, who is 43, wouid be 
given a “reasonable time” in which 
to present herself for deportation to 
her native Russia.

The period she will be permitted 
for winding up her affairs -will be 
determined within a few days, it was 
said.

Mrs. Browder and her husband, 
the Communist party candidate for 
president, were mai-ried in Moscow 
in September, 1926, and have three 
sons. ’Two were born in the Rus­
sian capital. One was Iwrn in New 
T’ork city in 1934. The family resides 
in Yonkers, N. Y.

Grand Jurymen 
Summon Leaders 
On Vote Inquiry

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 31 (AP).— 
A federal grand jury investigating 
alleged violations of election laws 
sent out subpoenas today to leaders 
of the Republican and Democratic 
parties in Pennsylvania in what a 
spokesman termed an “unprecedent­
ed” action.

Annoimcement of the move was 
made after Democratic national 
chairman Edward J. Flynn told his 
press conference in New York yes­
terday that Republicans “intend to 
buy this election.” He added “ the 
evidence is pretty positive” that 
Joseph N. Pew, Philadelphia indus­
trialist and Republican leader, “has 
raised $2,000,000 to buy the election 
in Pennsyivania.”
Five Summoned

Summoned to appear November 7 
—two days after election—together 
with Pew were Democratic state 
chairman Meredith Meyers; Jay 
Cooke, Republican candidate for the 
U. S. Senate and city chairman of 
Philadelphia; John B. Kelly, Phila­
delphia Democratic chairman: 
James F. Torrance, Republican stab? 
chairman: and Luther Harr, Demo­
cratic state campaign manager.

The jury also subpoenaed, by title 
treasurers of the city and state com­
mittees of both parties.
Pew terms Flynn’s accusations “ too 

ridiculous for comment and said of 
the jury’s action “I haven’t heard 
of it.”

The heaviest fightmg along the 
whole 100-mile front, much of the 
jattle raging in toirential rains and 
mud, was reported in the loannina 
region.

Athens said there was little 
change in the line, with the Greek 
armies, reinforced by a steady 
stream of reservists, still vvell out in 
front of the main $6,000,000 Metaxas 
line.

The Greeks were reported resist­
ing the Italian invasion so success­
fully that Greece has decided she 
does not need Turkish help, at least 
for the pres'ent.

Semi-official quarters in Ankara, 
capital of Turkey, said Greece had 
informed the Turkish government 
that she can stem the Italian assault 
alone.
Depends On Bulgarians

As a result, these quarters said, 
Turkey 'will enter the. four-day-old 
Balkin struggle only “in case of a 
Bulgarian attack on Greece, or if 
Turkey’s national interests are en­
dangered.”

While Premier Mussolini’s liigh 
command reported Fascist legions 
had made a five-mile advance to 
the Kalamas river—in a drive ap­
parently aimed at the Greek in­
dustrial city of loannina, 25 miles 
away—the Greek general staff said 
the Italian invaders had been held 
m check throughout yesterday after 
a “slight withdrawal” on the north­
west front “according to a pre-ar­
ranged plan.”

Greek strategy, it. was said, was to 
lui'e the Fascist columns into narrow 
mountainous bottle-necks, where 
Greek sharp-shooters on the cliffs 
above could pour down a murderous 
fire.

In the absence of any decisive 
successes, the Italian press com­
plained that incessant heavy rains 
were hindering the Fascist advance. 
Swamp Battlefield

The Rome newspaper II Messa- 
gero’s war correspondent said the 
rains had transfoi'med the battle­
field into ‘a vast swamp from which 
the mountain peaks emerge dark 
and spectral.”

Brisk outpast fighting along the 
entire front was reported in dis­
patches reaching London, but 
authorized quarters said they had 
infoirnation on reported British 
troop landings in Greece.

Reports from Salonika, Greece, 
said however that British troops, 
landing under the big guns of Brit­
ish warships, have already occupied 
several strategic Greek islands. 
Russian Plane Report

A Reuters (British News Agency) 
dispatch from Salonika said 134 
Russian planes have arrived in 
Greece in the last few days under 
a recent Soviet-Greek agreement— 
despite, if true, Russia’s professed 
“friendship” with the Rome-Berlin 
Axis Powers.

Tass, the official Soviet News. 
Agency, later described the Reuters 
report as “a fantasy” and said “it 
does not correspond to the facts in 
any extent whatsoever.”

Mexico For Hemisphere Solidarity
One’s devotion to a cause or a principle may be pretty 

accurately measured by what he is willing to sacrifice 
to it.

Weighed in that .scale, Mexico’s adherence to hemis­
phere defense and .joint Pan American solidarity looks 
better today than ever before. In cancelling a large oil 
concession to Japanese interests, and in rejevting a Japa­
nese high bid for 20,000 tons of scrap iron, Mexico has 
made a real sacrifice of potential profit. It has plainly 
done this in an effort to improve relations with the United 
States.

At the time when the American nations at the Lima 
conference decided on a “ united front” against foreign 
aggression and infiltration, Mexico was no better than 
lukewarm. Continued friction with the United States over 
the expropriation of oil properties left always some doubt 
whether the resulting coolness toward the United States 
migh1̂  not offset the warms of better inter-American re­
lations. Since spring of this year, however, the Mexican 
government has been showing increasing revulsion against 
the Axis powers and a tendency to cleave closer to the 
Pan-American front and the United States.

It would be useless to claim that Mexico has suddenly 
been suffused with a great rush to the head of love for 
the United States, though unquestionably there is less 
“ aipti-Gringo” feeling than in the days when the oil con- 
quistadores ran Tampico and the Marines were in Vera 
Cruz. Americans as such are not unpopular today in Mex­
ico, and increasing contacts during the past 10 years have 
gradually built good-will.

In years past the post office de­
partment has had a rule against al­
lowing Christmas stamps or stick­
ers on the address side of articles 
mailed to foreign countries.

Saddened by the whole Christmas 
situation, the department has lifted 
this regulation for the period Nov. 
15 to Jan. 15, 1941.

So go ahead, if you want to bright­
en up your foreign mail with bright 
little stickers proclaiming “Merry 
Christmas” or "Peace on Earth, 
Good Will to Men.” Tlie department 
knows it’ll mean more work, but 
conceivably it may do a little good

WASHINGTON, Oct. 31 (AP).— 
Charles F. Palmer, defense housing 
coordinator, announced today that 
President Roosevelt had approved 
“immediate construction of housing 
projects in 63 vital defense areas” 
with $45,762,500 of defense funds.

This money, Palmer told a press 
conference, will provide 13,315 fam­
ily dwelling units scattered through­
out the United States.

“disconnected” and suggested it 
should be unified.

The city marshal is elected but 
not responsible to the council which 
pays the bills,” he asserted. “The 
government is too disorganized. Let’s 
be frank about this thing.

The fundamental question is 
whether the mayor and city coun­
cil is the group to run the city and 
hire and fire and hold the respon­
sibility or whether to leave things 
di-sconnected as they are. At present 
we operate under the general laws 
of Texas.

“Now we have the privilege of 
setting up one document—a charter 
—under which to operate., It would 
make the mayor and city council 
the only elective officials and make 
them responsible to the people and 
they in turn would operate business 
affairs of our city.

“The proposed charter would con­
tinue the present mayor and coun- 
cilmen in office until their terms 
expire. Under the new charter, 
councilmen would be elected for 
certain places on the council. It pro­
vides that a public utility can’t be 
granted a franchise for more than 
five years without a vote of the 
people.

“It provides for recall, to get rid 
of offigials; initiative, so taxpayers 
can demand new legislation, ajid 
referendum so taxpayers may recind 
ordinances.

“The charter cannot take away 
homestead rights and makes prac 
tically no change concerning paving 
work.
Can Be Amended

“It would be unusual for us to 
have a perfect charter and it prob­
ably will have to be amended every 
two years if necessary. Shall we 
unify our government, or leave it 
disconnected?

“Once we get a charter we can 
change the form of government 
and work to perfect it and advance 
with pi-ogress.

There was no intention to afr 
feet the schools in any way. Provis­
ions of tlie proposed charter are 
similar to those already provided 
by general law for the city concern­
ing schools.

“It would take a specific vote of 
the people to get rid of the inde­
pendent school district and put the 
schools in the hands of the city.”

Stubbeman read an opinion from 
the state attorney general’s office, 
and communications from the 
League of Texas Municipalities and 
the state superintendent of public 
instruction’s department and said 
all agreed the proposed charter does 
not affect the status of Midland 
schools.
Urges Home Rule

Mims said he was glad to see so 
many Midland people interested in 
their government and asserted now 
is the time for the voters to choose 
their form of government.

“Under the proposed charter, the 
city is free from going to the legis­
lature evei-y time it needs a law 
passed and the legislature is free 
of the problems of a specific com­
munity,” he said.

"Home - rule government stimu­
lates Interest in government. You 
are solely responsible for the kind 
of government you have under a 
charter,” he said, and explained the 
provisions for recall, initiative and 
referendum.
Need Safety Valve

"Any goverimient to do the job 
must have power and steam but 
needs a safety valve. . You have 
that in the power to recall. The 
question is, do the benefits and 
advantages outweigh the Imperfec-

tions that may be found in this 
proposal? Whatever you do, vote. 
Let the city adopt the form of gov­
ernment it wants. I hope we have 
a representative vote Tuesday.”

Suggestions were heard that the 
council should hold as few closed 
metings as possible a n d  that it 
shouldn’t be necessary for a peti­
tion for recall to contain signatures 
of 10 per cent of the voters who 
favored the official whose ouster is 
■sought. The recall provision pro­
vides 20 per cent of the voters must 
sign the petition and the number 
must include 10 per cent who voted 
for him at the last election.

Mrs. Hal Peck, and others sug­
gested that closed meeting at times 
are necessary. Stubbeman said that 
while recall should be possible it 
should be difficult so that every 
time a voter became dissatisfied on 
some minor matter he couldn’t try 
to smear an official.
Explains Bids and Contracts

J. C . Hudman, city secretary, ex­
plained the method of handling bids 
and contracts and speakers asserted 
the proposed charter calls for similar 
procedure. City Councilman Tom 
Sealy said that although the coun­
cil was required to call for bids only 
on items costing more than $2,500, it 
recently ordered bids on an $87 
door, and said it usually accepts the 
“cheapest offer.”

Stubbeman said the proposed 
charter provides the most “ad­
vantageous bid” be accepted.

City Councilnran Ralph Barron 
pointed out that the city charter 
must not conflict witli state law and 
the state constitution and that they 
have requirements concerning bids 
and contracts.

Stubbeman suggested that regard­
less of the type of charter or law, 
the kind of government depends 
largely on the type of men elected 
to office.

J. R. Martin, a member of the 
charter commission, said in the 18- 
months it worked it held no closed 
meetings.
