improved.

Openly Defied Axis.

With her reported “2,000,000 bay-
onets,” Turkey has openly defied
any Axis attempt to use Turkey as
a passageway to the Near East, but
has maintained a hands-off policy
under pressure from Russia.

The new “friendly turn” in Soviet-
Turkish relations might indicate
that Russia has guaranteed support
to Turkey in the event of an Axis
attack on Turkey—in return for

Texas counted four dead today
after high winds, twisters and thun-
derstorms had left a trail of destruc-
tion, with the southeastern portion
of the state hardest hit.

A dozen persons were injured
in Harris County, five seriously.
Alcide Danos of Cedar Bayou was
killed when blown from an oil der-
rick near Pelly.

Joe Macuza, Houston, was electro-
cuted when he grasped a live wire
for support as he slipped on a wet
floor.

Armando Duran, 10-year-old Vic-
toria boy, drowned in a flooded
storm. sewer,

Ralph R. Blankenship was Kkill-
ed by lightning near Texarkana.
Unroofed houses, crushed oil der-
ricks and damage to ships in the
Houston ship channel marked a 55-
mile wind and driving rain in Har-
ris County.

Barge Sinks

At Sabine a barge loaded with
500 sacks of cement was sunk by
the storm which swept that section
of the Texas coast.

South Texas had streams out of
banks and highways inundated.

Houses were damaged in the Mor-
ris ranch community near Fred-
erickshurg.

Seriously injured in the Houston
area were Lupe Trevino, Richard
Debona and F. M. Traweek of Hous-
ton; Mrs. Chris Franz of Katy, and
Earl Roberts, Katy negro.

Soaking. badly-needed rains fell
in many parts of the state yester-
day.

Along with Harris County, hard-
est hit were the Port Arthur-Beau-
mont and Liberty areas.

A 60-mile wind swept into Lib-
erty County, damaging small houses,
outbuildings, fences, trees and other
property to the extent of several
thousand dollars.

Liberty reported heavy damage
at the fair and rodeo grounds where
carnival and fair tents, small build-
ings and decorations were strewn
over a wide area.

Germany's 0il
Requirements
Are Described

FORT WORTH, Nov. 1 (AP)—
Germany’s present requirements of
crude oil and gasoline, despite
drastic reduction in private auto-
mobile traffic, amounts to more
than 80,000,000 barrels annually, or
twice as much as the Nazis are able
to produce, M. W. Fodor, foreign
correspondent, today told the
twenty-first' annual convention of
the Texas Mid-Continent Oil and
Gas Association.

In an analysis of the require-
ments of Germany concerning oil
and gasoline, Fodor said that dur-
ing his stay in Holland and Bel-
gium during the Nazi invasion he
was able to establish contacts which
brought wuseful information con-
cerning the Germans’ oil stocks.

Since January, he said the supply
of Rumanian oil has increased while
the Russian supply has decreased.
May Increase Supply

Hour After Acid

Pecos Ordovician Test
Responds To Treatment
Of Ellenburger Zones

Ordovician development in North-
ern Pecos County continued today
to hold interest as Humble Oil &
Refining Company No. 1 W. T.
Shearer et ux, one-quarter mile
northwest extender of the Apco El-
lenburger pool, responded to re-
acidizing with 3,000 gallons by flow-
ing 50 barrels per hour through tub-
ing.

The acid job was administered at
10 p.m. yesterday. Injection pressure
of 1,300 pounds broke to 400, indicat-
ing that formation was taking the
acid. The well was shut down over-
night. This morning it started flow-
ing through 2-inch tubing after one
run of the swab. Flow of 50 barrels
per hour was maintained until the
well was shut in, shortly before noon
today. It was showing only six per
cent spent acid the last hour, and
gas-oil ratio figured 520-1.

No. 1 Shearer, in section 99, block
10, H. & G. N. survey, topped the
Ellenburger, lower Ordovician, at
4,696 feet and is bottomed in that
formation at 4,731 feet., It was given
one acid treatment of 1,000 gallons
at 4,719 feet, then was re-treated
with 1,000 and 3,000 gallons after
coring more pay to present depth.
Taubert Well Shows Pressure

After having been shut in for
about a day, Taubert, McKee & Sie-
moneit No. 1 Mrs. Virginia W.
Crockett had built up 900 pounds
pressure on casing and' 1,450 pounds
on tubing. Failure of the pressures
fo equalize is believed due to .cir-
culating mud still in the hole. Stor-
age tanks now are being erected.

Two Seamen Safe After
90 Days In Tiny Boat

NASSAU, The Bahamas, Nov. 1

21.

Roosevelt And Willkie Open Finish
Drive For Votes Which Tell Story
Tuesday, Ending Hlsiorlc ¢ Campaign

Hectic and historic, the 1940 presi-
dential campaign reached its inten-
sive, “all out” final stage today with
both President Roosevelt and Wen-
dell L. Willkie opening their finish
drives for the votes which will tell
the story on Nov. 5.

In Washington, President Roose-
velt donned his “old campaigner”
hat for a tri-state sweep into New
York, Pennsylvania and Ohio. The
timetable called for a major speech
at Brooklyn tonight (8 p.m. C.S.T.),
and another at Cleveland tomor-
row night (8 pm. CST). 5

Willkie, concentrating his. finish
“push” this week in two states that
add up lo 63 electoral votes, marked
one section of New Jersey for his
attention today and had a major ad-
dress down for Madison Square Gar-
den tomorrow night. Aides announc-
ed thal from “somewhere in New
Jersey” he planned to-reply tonight
by radio (7:30 pm. CST) to Mr.
Roosevelt’s Boston speech of Wed-
nesday charging Republicans in the
Congress with obstructing both na-
tional defense program and efforts
to benefit the farmer.

Strenuous Campaign

For Willkie, the final drive be-
tokened the approaching end of a
strenuous campaign which already
has taken him, into 29 states and
over 18,000 miles.

The United Statés, he told a Cam-
den, N. J., audience' last night, “i
sick and tired of the type of gov-
ernment that treats our constitu-
tion like a scrap of paper” and re-
gard the supreme court as an “ob-
struction.”

He attacked his Democratic op-
ponent on the third term question,
asserting “our unwritten law against
granting a third term to any presi-

dent is not even mentioned by the

third term candidate. He doesn’t
even attempt to justify his viola-
ticn of it.” He used the expression
“one man government” to describe
the administration.

Willkie asserted in a statement
today that President Roosevelt’s
foreign policies “are leading us
straight to a war for which we are
totally unready,” and added that his
domestic policies ‘are leading to
complete collapse.”

The statement took up primarily
Mr. Roosevelt's disclosure at Boston
Wednesday of what the Republican
candidate termed ‘‘certain orders
which the British government has
placed with our manufacturers.”

“And the tragic fact,” he said,
that, owing to the policy of neglect
and delay over the pa3t seven years,
they must remain on order for
many, many months to come.” |
Charges Neglect

The Republican candidate argued
that the president “by inference and
innuendo” tried to take credit for
the plane orders to manufacturers
who, he declared, had been neglected
and “even abused” by the new deal.

(In Boston Mr. Roosvelt disclos-
ed he had asked the defense prior-
ities board to give “most sympathe-
tic consideration” to a British re-
quest to order 12,000 more planes
for American manufact;uxms)

“T was surprised by tlle use, in
such a superficial manner,” he said,
“of an effort so vital to Britain aud
our own safety. I cannot understand
the propriety of speaking in a poli-
tical speech, as if from the White
House: of making campaign mater-
ial of the duties of the President of
the United States.”

Mr. Roosevelt was at his White

In that first election, only a comparatively few men
were able to vote. Extension of the suffrage to all men,
then to women, has come as the result of long agitation
and struggle. We have broadened our democracy decade
by decade since that early first election of 1789.

That struggling new nation, shakily recovering from
seven long years of devastating war, striking out boldly
toward new institutions of freedom, has today become a
vast nation of #139,000,000 people, occupying the most
fruitful part of a whole continent, whose power and influ-
ence are great in the world.

But all that power and strength are builded on the
same foundation on which they wrought who voted for the
electors who chose Washington in 1789—the ballot.

(Mac) McConal auctioneer.

King has consigned 38 bulls and
Barron six. The animals are from
the widely known herd of the late
B. N. Aycock who, with John Schar-
bauer, established the first herd of
registered Herefords in Midland
County. They improved and bred
up the herd to its present highi
standard.

Herd sires affecting breeding of
these bulls are Beau Blanchard,
Prince Domino, Beau Randolph and
Hector, the last bull having been
owned by Aycock when it won the
grand championship of the South-
western Exposition in 1917 and 1919,
King is a son-in-law of the herd‘s
founder and Barron is a nephew.

The 44 bulls represent the entire
bull calf crop of that age from the
two herds.

Directions Given

For Construction
Of Frame Garden

“I want tc get my frame garden
built and planted right away, and I
would like Some suggestions about
it,”-stated Mrs. B. L. Mason to the
home demonstration agent recently.
Since numerous other calls on frame
gardens are coming, and the season
is Yjust about right for the early
winter planting, the following sug-
gestions by the agent are offered:

The first suggestion is to tune in
at 800 on the radio next Thursday
morning at 6:15 and listen to Miss
Jennie Camp, extension food pro-
duction planning specialist, discuss
“Frame Gardens.”

Then make a frame from scrap or
new material—lumber, adobe, rock
or cement—to fit a spaded up.garden
spot about 4 feet wide and twenty
or more feet long. The garden spot
should run lengthwise North and
South, and should have about 2-
foot-high back on the West side and
a foot high front on the North
side. with the ends tapering smoocti-
ly. from back to front. A cover of
cotton material such as inexpensive
canvas or sacks sewed together to
fit the top of the frame with enough i
for hems to fasten permanently at
the back and with loops to hook
over nails or hooks at the ends
and front of the frames will be
needed. Care should be used in mak-
ing both the frame and the cover in
order to have smooth edges and re-
inforcd edges to prolong the lasting
qualities of the cover.

Roosevelt’s Secretary
Apologizes To Policeman

WASHINGTON, Nov. 1 (AP)—A
message of apology went today to
a New York negro policeman §rom
Stephen Early, White House Secre-
tary, for whatever part Early may
have had in the altercation which
the policeman said resulted in his
injury .

The incident, which Early called
“regrettable” in a formal statement,
occurred in New York’s Pennslyvan-
ia station Monday night when a
party of White House officials and
newspapermen were attempting to
board the Presidential special train
for Washington.

“I do not believe that I did any-
thing wrong in this incident,” Early
said in making the apology. “I did
not attack or kick any officer.”

The policeman, James Sloan, 42,
said the next day that he had suf-
fered abdominal injury from a kick
by a member of the presidential
party. The same day Early told his
press conference that in a jostling
set-to he “gave the knee” to one
of a group of officers who shoved
him after refusing to examine his
credentials, so he could board the
train.

Gayda Charges FDR
With Taking Offensive

ROME, Nov. 1 (AP) — Virginio
Gayda, authoritative Fascist editor,
accused President Roosevelt today
of initiating an offensive against the
Axis and held him and his sup-
porters responsible for creation of
an “ideological political conflict
which is skidding toward belliger-
ency between the United States and
the Axis.”

The editor of Il Giornale D’Ital-
ia, who often reflects official Fasc-
ist opinion, said he was answering
a recent speech of United States
Secretary of State Cordell Hull.
