Greek quarters said the Italian
war machine was stalled ail along
the snow-banked mountain front
in the nine-day-old Balkan con-
flict.

Trap 30,000 Italians

Defenders of the little Hellenic
kingdom had cut off 4,000 Fascist
troops behind the lines, Greek dis-
patches said, and trapped 30,000
other Italian soldiers in the siege
of Korita, key supply base in Ital-
ian-conquered Albania.

Greek heavy artillery, firing from
heights seized in fierce bayonet
charges, was reported shelling the
encircled city. Yugoslavia dispatches
said the civilian population was
withdrawing.

The Greeks were also said to have
captured the Albanian town of Big-
lista, 3 miles northwest of the fron-
tier, on the road to Koritza.

Workers To Take
Dead Passengers
Out Of Wreckage

SALT LAEKE CITY, Nov. 5
(AP).—A pack train, carrying
the bodies of ten persons killed
in an airliner accident, ambled
out of the silent and majestic
Wasatch mountfains today.

SALT LAKE CITY, Nov. 5 (AP).—

For the third time in six years,
workers prepared today to take from
the canyon-bound fastness of Utah’s
Wasatch mountains the bodies of
airline travelers.
In the dark of yesterday’s early
morning, 10 men and women—seven
passengers and a crew of three—
died as a big, bi-motored United
Airlines transport struck against the
mountainside 13 miles northeast of
here and was destroyed.

the huge plane circled through a
furious snowstorm in an attempt to
“line up” the Salt Lake City airport
and land. Instead, it smashed into
the 25-degree slope of the Wasatch
mountains which rise, at that point,
7,000 feet from the valley floor.
Passengers Piled Up.”

Force of the collision piled seven
passengers and the stewardess in a
fantastic, twisted heap at the front
of the cabin, and broke the plane
almost in half.

The pilots, Captain Howard Fey
of Oakland, Calif., and First Offi-
cer Thomas E. Sandegren of Ta-
coma, Wash., were catapulted from
the cabin and tossed into the snow,
20 feet ahead of the severed nose
of the plane.

Pack horses were led to the scene
last night to transport the bodies
down the mountainside but Coroner
W. L. Rigby of Davis County di-
rected that the attempt be deferred
until today.

Too, théere
were the efforts of no-third-term
and Willkie Democrats which added
to the competitiveness of the sit-
uation in a
state.

The largest general elction vote
heretofore in Texas was 854,957 in
1932. Barring generally bad weath-
er the experts looked for the record
to topple.

still showing progress.

Movement In Epirus

“The movement of our units is
continuing in the Epirus (Ioannina)
sector, where our troops, overcoming
lively resistance, have reached the
headwaters of the Vojussa river,”
the Fascist high command said.

The Vojussa river rises in the
rugged Pindus mountain range in
northwest Greece, just north of
Metsovo and about 35 imiles from
the Greek-Albanian frontier. Met-
sovo is 15 miles northeast of Toann-
ina, the immediate objective of the
Italian drive in the west.

Italian dive-bombers repeatedly
attacked Greek mountain batteries
north of Ioannina, the Italian com-
munique said, while other Fascist
air squadrons bombed the Prevesa
naval base, on the Greek west coast,
and the port of Volos, on the east
coast.

Intense Aerial Action

“Our air force developed intense
actions in cooperation with' land
operations all day long,” the high
command declared, ‘“‘bombing com-
munication lines, columns of troops
and motorcars, barracks and defense
works.”

Greece's high command said Greek
warplanes bombed and machine-
gunned Italian tank and troop con-
centrations, with a loss of only one
Greek plane against five Italian
planes shot down.

Thus the start n the great con-
test in which an American elec-
torate will also express—for the first
time in history—its opinion on the
queston argued pro and con through-
out 1940’s hectic campaign:

Should a Chief Executive be given
a third term in the' White House?

The responsibility of registering
presidential choices was the first
of many confronting voters. In addi-
tion, there were the 35 seats in the
U. S. Senate and the 432 seats in
the House of Representativs to be
filled. Thirty-three states and gu-
bernatorial races, and there were
numerous state, county and local
contests on many of the ballots.
The number of national and state
offices at issue alone totalled 6,-
794.

Urge All To Vote

Both Mr. Roosevelt and Willkie
in ffinal messages to the electorate
urged all qualified voters to exer-
cisel the right and duty of citizens
by ¢asting their ballots. Lesser party
figures seconded this appeal.

While these messages stressed the
duty - of citizenship, and as such
could be considered non-political,
the bi-partisan siege for votes con-
tinued “all out” during election eve
and carried over past midnight into
election day morning hours.

Only then did the campaign end,
and voters—all reduced to the same
individual level by the common de-
nominator of the hallot—had their
opportunity to speak. Assailed for
weeks by partisan oratory, exhorted
by billboards, and beset by all kinds
of electioneering literature, the voter
had the last say in the privacy of
his local polling hooth.

Germany Says Armament
Industry Not Affected

WASHINGTON, Nov. 5 (AP). —
The German embassy made public
today a report from the general staff
of German air corps asserting that
an average of 50 British planes
raided Germany daily in September
and October but that they left the
German armament industry. “vir-
tually unaffected.”

The reports was issued, it said, to
offset reports in ‘‘certain neutral
countries,” which the Germans said
“grossly exaggerated” the extent of
damage done by RAF raiders.

“The German synthetic oil indus-
try is working without interruption
and at full capacity,” the report said,
“and not a single attack on German
or German-occupied airports has
been effective, as is proven by the
continuous German raids over the

British Isles.”

But second in interest to the
presidential race, was the .special
election on the proposal to change
the city charter to give Midland
home-rule. All ballots in this con-
test were cast at the city hall. This
box will close at 6 p. m.

For the general election there were
five voting places—two in the city.
These close at 7 p.m.

Midland County has 2,986 poll
tax receipts and €ounty Clerk Susie
G. Noble expects the vote to "total
between 2,200 and 2500. In the off-
year election in 1938 the total was
only 1,083.

Both the Junior Chamber of
Commerce and the League of Wom-
en Voters were active in getting out
all possible voters.
