API sees more efficient irriga­
tion through use of petroleum-bas- j 
ed sealants; sprays which vastly i 
increase crop yields, and edible | 
foods produced from petroleum j 
itself. In fact all these things, 
API says, are practically here | 
right now — some of them are.

Last April a Houston school 
teacher was tagged in the Mule­
shoe area for speeding. He was 
given a ticket.

He was supposed to have ap­
peared in Justice Joe Vaughn’s 
court within 10 days.

April passed and no Houston 
schoolteacher. Then came May 
and finally June and the gentle­
man who had been in too big a 
hurry while crossing Railey coun­
ty back in April still hadn’t come 
across with his fine money.

I.ate in June. Judge Vaughn 
turned the matter over to officers 
in Houston to track down the 
slow-paying schoolteacher.

They found him. all right, and 
gave him a summons. The gentle­
man was shocked; he got on the 
plion° and called Judge Vaughn 
right away.

“ I’ve written you two letters.” 
he told Judge Vaughn Monday 
via long distance.

“ I never did get them,” the 
Judge informed the Houston man, 
“but if I had I don’t know what 
good it would have done — unless 
vou had included the price of the 
fine in your letters.”

The Houston man admitted that 
he hadn't bothered to include the 
money in either of the leters 
he had written the judge.

“Then I don’t know what good 
it would do just to correspond 
with you." the justice of the peace 
told the Houstonite. "I don’t have

time to carry on a friendly cor­
respondence anyway. All I can do 
to get all my kinfolks written 
once in awhile.”

The Houston man presumably 
was on his way back to Muleshoe 
Thursday. Officers in Houston are 
seeing to it that he gets up in 
this part of the state real pronto.

It’s what’s known as “capias 
protine” which is Latin for words 
meaning “get the body, dead or 
alive.” The Houston sheriff gets 
10 cents a mile going and com­
ing to pick up the defendant, 
plus $1 for his arrest plus jail 
fees. All these little cash items 
come out of the defendant’s poc­
ket.

“ It would just have been cheap­
er and a lot less trouble if he 
had paid off in the first place," 
the justice sums up.

The justice of the peace admits | 
it just wasn't his week all the 
way around. He had to issue two 
more of those capias protine in­
struments Monday.

One went to the sheriff in Co­
chran county and the other to the 
sheriff of Lubbock county. Both 
of the defendants had been given 
tickets in Muleshoe — one on a 
charge of speeding and the other 
for drunkenness.

Unlike the absent-minded Hous- 
j ton .schoolteacher, these two paid 
! their fines with checks.

Utilities provided 
for $124,542 in receipts; taxes and 
penalties provided $96,875.12 of 
the year’s receipts. Fines provid­
ed $4,344.7!) in receipts.

In disbursements, general gov­
ernment operations accounted for 
$90,059.75 of the year’s costs. Wa­
ter and sewer operating expense 
ran to $41,221.06. and bondpd in­
debtedness. principal, interest and 
agent’s fees cost $70,190.75.

On April 1 of 1962 the City had 
on hand a total from all funds 
of $282,788.76. while on March 31 
this year the total cash balance 
was $97,439.91. Capital outlay, 
however, during the vear was 
$206,692.18.

From above, the Great Spirit 
looks down upon his red-skinned 
children and is mightily grieved, 
for he realizes his creatures have 
gone astray and he is a jealous 
Spirit. Some of the braves are 
wearing wolves heads on their 
shoulders, but somewhere in the 
tirbe is a member who, outward­
ly like the rest, wears the heart 
of a wolf. He is a bad medicine 
man and has deliberately deceiv­
ed fellow tribesmen, making them 
believe he was the cause of all 
their victories and prosperity; and 
he must be punished.

The Indian braves and their 
squaws have long ago sensed 
something was wrong. Childlike 

; in the simplicity of their faith in 
the tribal medicine man who pos­
ed as a representative of the 

i Great Spirit, yet they realized 
some mighty tragedy was impend­
ing. Several hours ago they look­
ed o f f  toward the south wheie 
ihe horizon seemed to be filled 
with a murky red atmosphere of 
an angry threatening nature.

The graves are marked in this 
way: Cross- Christian, Wagon 
wheel- Buddhist, Star of Daivd- 
Jewish. Also located here is the 
memorial for the navy men with 
over 36,(MI0 names carved into the 
stones.

We also visited Pearl Harbor 
and saw much of the base and 
were given the history of 'he 
actual happenings on December 
7, 1941. We saw the memorial 
built for the U. S. S. Arizona. This 
was very interesting and very ed­
ucational.

We arrived In Tokyo, Japan, 
G ifts on June 19, 1963. The following 

1 morning we left for a tour of 
Tokyo. Tokyo as of March 1 had 
a population of 10,250.805. The 
housing and traffic are the two 

j most serious problems in Japan. 
Since the first of the year 5,000 

j  people have been killed in traffic 
{accidents. We visited the Budd­
hist temple and observed the peo­
ple as they came and left as will 
as the ritual inside. At the en­
trance was a large black pot 
from which smoke was coming 
forth; as the people entered they 
put the smoke over themselves 
and children as an act of puri­
fication. Inside before prayer 
was begun they would clap their 
hands. At the end they would toss 

j coins into a large container.
I Japan is a very literate nation, 
the rate is 99.9 percent literate. 
They are taught to read and 
write English from the 7th grade 
up, but very few speak English. 

We learned that is is compul-

We visited in the Oi Baptist 
Church Sunday and had a wonder­
ful time. The whole service was 
in Japanese but we had about 5 
interpertors who interperted the 
whole service. Their order of ser­
vice was a youth Sunday school 
from 8 to 10 and adult worship 
Sunday School from 10 to 12. The 
worship service begins with the 
sermon and invitation then the 
offering and announcements. 
There are about 150-200 members 
of this church and by observing 
I would venture to say that they 
had 200 in the worship service 
that Sunday. The young people 
are the most active group in the 
church having set and reached a 
goal of 50 young people per wor- 
ship service; they have now set j 
their goal as 100.

Instead, the family grape­
vine passed her down as a bit 
of a black sheep, a strong-willed 
woman who left her family of 
Quaker Tories to marry John 
Ross, proprietor of an upholstery 
and flagmaking shop.

Ross was not only an Episco­
palian but was involved in that 
Revolution business as well, and 
when he died of wounds received 
in a skirmish, he left his 24-year- 
old widow to run the business.

Betsy Advises
As Mrs. Buehler heard it from 

Betsy's granddaughter, one day 
Gen, Washington, a man named
Morris and a Col. Ross (John’s 
uncle) came into the shop.

says Mrs. Buehler, "and he had 
a six-point star in mind. But Bet­
sy said a fiv®-pointed stai would 
be more symmetrical. She showed 
them how she could fold a piece 
of paper and with one snip of the 
scissors make a perfect five-point­
ed star.

“Betsy suggested they put the 
stars in a circle so no state would 
be ahead. Then the men suggest­
ed adding a new stripe for each 
new state. But she proposed in­
stead to add a new star and keep 
the stripes for the original 13 
states."

Thus, this nation does not now 
have a 50-stripe flag, which would 
look, as Betsy may have sensed, 
like a seersucker suit flying from 
a flagpole.

She Made More Flags
It’s no, known whether Betsy 

was ever paid for her work on 
the first Old Glory. But she did 
make more flags, Mrs. Buehler 
says, and a receipt for payment 
to her exists, dated 1777.

Betsy stayed on at the uphol- 
sery shop, marrying Joseph Ash- 
burn who was captured and died 
in a British prison. Another Phi­
ladelphian in the prison, John 
Claypoole, was released and later 
married Betsy.

"I expect they all knew each 
other before.”

She has received letters, Mrs. 

Buehler says, usually from per­
sons named Ross, trying to estab­
lish their own lines of descent 
from the heroine of Revolution­
ary times.

Tuesday, while I was giving a 

lesson on Nutrition to a group of 
young homemeakers, I decided to 
pass along some of the same 
hints to you.

When buying bread or cereal 
products one should always check 
to see if they are enriched, whole 
grain, or restored. Modern manu­
facturing processes often remove 
all the food value from cereal pro­
ducts except the calories. If the 
vitamins and minerals are not 
returned to the product (enriched) 
we aren’t getting anything but 
fat. The reason for this is that a 
vitamin called thiamine is neces­
sary for carbohydrate ta be utiliz­
ed as energy. When this vitamin 
is not present, the carbohydrates 
are stored as fat until enough thi­
amine is available to convert it 
to energy.

Vitamin C is the vitamin more 
Americans are deficient in than 
any other. This could be explain­
ed by the fact that few foods are 
high in the Vitamin C. and these, 
such as orange j trier, are consum­
ed chiefly at breakfast. Many 
people neglect to eat breakfast or 
only eat a doughnut and drink a 
cup of coffee. Thie lack of vita­
min C in the diet is the reason 
many people lose their teeth at 
an early age due to gum trouble.
