President Roosevelt Sends Word 
To King George II In Agreement 
That Likely Will Provide Planes

Greek M inister Mokes Appeal To Uncle Sam'
Through W elles For Weapons And M ateria ls;
Announcement Doesn't Specify Type Of Aid
WASHINGTON, Dec. 7 (AP) .— Embattled Greece has 

been promised immediate'American assistance in an ex­
change of messages between President Roosevelt and King 
George II, and high quarters indicated tonight that the 
aid would include warplanes.

Mr. Roosevelt’s message, made public by the State De­
partment, did not specify the form in which help would 
be given, .simply pledging King George that “ steps are 
being taken’’ to provide assistance in line with “the set­
tled policy of the United States to.extend aid to those gov­
ernments and people w'ho defend themselves against ag- 
gre.ssion.”

From the Greek legation and high*------------ -------- -------------------------------
American somxes, however, came
indications that warplanes, ui'gent- 
ly needed because of the overwhelm­
ing Italian odds in the air, were 
first on the list.- 
Minister Bequests.

Uimon Diamantopoulous, th e  
Greek minister, requested assistance 
in securing wai^planes and other war 
weapons and materials three w§eks 
ago in discussions with Sunmer Wel­
les. undersecretary of state.

After Mr. Roosevelt s message was 
made public, an official at the Greek 
legation said that Greece had been 
promised “any kind of help it 
wants.” Warplanes were the major 
item, he added, but emphasized thao 
Iris country had been given wide 
latitude in selecting whatever the 
United States had available in the 
category of war weapons or sup­
plies.

The United States presumably is 
in a position to provide Greece 
with some warplanes and a limited 
amount of surplus army weaixins 
without seriously interfering with 
American defense requirements and 
the flow of war weapons of all kinds 
to Great Britain.

British Cruiser Puts 
In To Uruguay Port

MONTEVODEO, Uruguay, Dec. 7 
(AP)—Hit by nearly a dozen shells 
from a Gennan raider, the British 
auxiliary cruiser Carnavon Castle 
put into Montevido harbor late to­
day and her captain, H. M. H. 
Hardy, declared his opponent “ran 
away so badly damaged that she 
will undoubtedly be caught and 
destroyed.”

He declined, however, to disclose 
how many cf his own sailors had 
been Idlled by the German shells. 
Other details of the horn’ and a 
half battle Thm'sday likewise re­
mained hidden behind “admiralty 
silence.”

However, informed sources said 
there were at least a dozen wound­
ed and some dead on the bulky 
merchant cruiser, which put into 
Montevido harbor a week less than 
a year after the German raider 
Admiral Graf Spee arrived.

Italy Will Penalize 
Farmers And Miners 
For Non-Cooperaiion
By The Associated Press.

.ROME, Dec. 7.—Heavy penalties 
for Italian farmers withholding their 
production from compulsory storage 
and for mine owners failing to speed 
operations were disclosed today al­
most coincidently with the resigna­
tion of the second high Fascist mili­
tary commander to step down with­
in two days.

At tile same time, the govern­
ment’s needs impelled it to order 
“the greatest impetus” in the pro­
duction of war materials generally.

With the same phraseology used 
yesterday in announcing resignation 
of Marshal Pietro Badoglio as chief 
of staff of the Italian armies—“at 
his own request”—the government 
told the people that General Count 
Cesare Maria de Vecchi di Val Cis- 
mon had left his command in the 
Dodecanese Islands to be succeeded 
by General Ettore Bastico.

The cabinet’s decision Dec. 3 to 
penalize recalcitrant farmers was 
made public only today. For any 
farmer withholding his production 
from storage, it provided imprison­
ment for a year and confiscation of 
his crop.

Only last Tliursday an agreement 
by which Italy undertook to help 
feed Germany was announced here.

W ar Department To Held 
Garrison A t Fort Sill

OKLAHOMA CITY, Dec. 7 (AP) 
Congressman Mike Monroney said 
tonight he had been advised that 
the war department intends to 
maintain a garrison of “an average 
of 24,000 men” at Port Sill, despite 
the tmnsfer of the 45tlr division to 
Abilene. Texas.

Monroney said Gen. George C. 
Mai'shall, army chief of staff, ad­
vised him from ‘ Washington that 
the gan-ison “will be immediately 
brought up to its original strength” 
when the division moves to Abilene 
in the near fiitiiri?.

England, Loans

Belligerent Has Money 
For Year But W ants To 
Find Method Thereafter
WASHINGTON, Dec. 7 

(AP).— A two-))oiiit plan for 
financial aid to Great Bri­
tain Ls being discus.sed, it wa.s 
learned today, by highly 
placed administration aides, 
.some of whom predicted it 
would be adopted.

1. The British would use their own 
investments in this country to buy 
war supplies, as long as the invest­
ments lasted.

2. The United States would make 
a flat promise to grant loans when 
tliose British resources were ex­
hausted. (Some officials suggested 
that such loans might perhaps be 
backed by certain British collateral.

As seen by persons in influen­
tial positions, the situation is that 
the British have enough money to 
pay for their multi-billion dollar war 
purchases here for a year or more, 
but want to know where tlie money 
is going to come from after that. 
The Britisli were said to have raised 
the question of immediate loans in 
order to pin down future eommit- 
ments.
British View.

The British view was said to be 
that the promise of future loans was 
necessary for these reasons: (A) 
hollering of the morale of the Bri­
tish people; (B better planning of 
war purchases; (C) reassurance of 
American manufacturers who might 
be hesitant to make large expendi­
tures for factories and tools to fill 
British orders unless they knew that 
they were going to be paid.

An indication of the American 
view that the British ought to spend 
their own money before getting 
loans was seen in the conversation 
between treasury secretary Henry 
Morgenthau, Jr., and Sir Frederick 
Phillips, midersecretary of the Bri­
tish treasury. They started their 
talks Friday and will meet again 
Monday.

Inlerslale Oil 
Commission Into 
States' Program

TULSA, Okla., Dec. 7 (AP).—The 
Interstate Oil Compact Commission 
today took the first step toward in­
creasing its activities for greater 
cooperation of states in conserving 
the oil resources of the nation.

After approving a report recom­
mending that no regulatory power 
be sought by the compact, the com­
mission decided to name a commit­
tee to inquire into ways of financing 
wider advisory activities.

The commission also heard from 
J. H. Alphin, representative of Gov. 
Homer M. Adkins of Arkansas, that 
“appropriate steps would be taken 
when the Arkansas legislature meets 
to put Arkansas into the compact.

Ewing Kerr, Wyoming attorney 
general, observer for Wyoming, said 
he saw nothing in the present com­
pact “that would be objectionable to 
Wyoming.”
Commission Recesses.

Present compact members are 
Oklahoma, Illinois, Michigan, Texas, 
Kansas, New Mexico, and Colorado.

The commission recessed until 
Dec. 30, when it will meet in Okla­
homa City to hear further committee 
reports.

J. C. Hunter, Texas representative, 
asserted that the compact could ac­
complish better conservation cooper­
ation by “emphasizing its program 
and functions.” No “other agency” 
would be necessary to accomplish 
conservation, he said, “providing the 
compact does it.”

Oil men interpreted his statement 
to mean that the compact felt fed­
eral control could be avoided for the 
oil industry by better conservation 
practices of the states through, co­
operative effort, without seeking reg­
ulatory powers.

The commission re-elected Gov. 
Leon C. Phillips of Oklahoma as 
chairman; Andrew F. Schoeppel of 
Kansas, vice chairman,. and P. J. 
Hoffmaster of Michigan, second vice 
cliairman.

Italy dropped another of her 
high-ranking generals amid other 
steps “designed to improve her war 
machine dented by the Greeks.

Brigadier General Cesare Maria dc 
Vecchit Count Di Val Cismon, com­
mander of the Aegean forces and 
governor of the Dodecaese Islands, 
was replaced by General Ettore Bas­
tico, commander of the army of the 
Po, trained in Blitzkreig warfare. 
Follows Badoglio.

The resignation of De Vecchi 
came a day aftetr Marshall Pierto 
Badoglio resigned as chief of staff 
in favor of General Nugo Cavallero.

■Wliat led to these sudden changes 
was not said in Rome, but in the 
United States a week ago a depart­
ment of agriculture study noted a 
growmg food shortage in Italy for 
one thing, and observers here had 
remarked also that Britain’s pasition 
in the Mediterranean had been con­
siderably strengthened within the 
last five weeks by the Greeks.

A British broadcast, quoting neu­
tral sources, said today General 
Cavallero was to confer shortly with 
General Field Marshal Wilhelm 
Keitel, chief of Gei-man high com­
mand.
Relief For Britain.

Britain was free yesterday of a\l  ̂
but minor air activity even long  ̂
after the time the sirens usually 
shrill their warning of a night at­
tack on London. Bad weather on the 
continental side of the channel was 
regarded by some as the cause for 
the inactivity—wliich, for the sec­
ond time in 92 days of air siege, gave 
London 24 hours of unbroken “all 
clear.” Others thought British raids 
on Gennan airdromes in France 
and the Lowlands Friday night 
might have something to do with it

The Greeks w’ere in possession of 
all Italy’s bases in southern Alban­
ia, closing in tonight on Ai'girocas- 
tro with the cr-,' “ Tirana by Christ­
mas!” Tirana is the capital. Argiro- 
castro’s fall was expected at any 
hour. The Fascist troops were re­
ported lo have fled from the city 
after pulling part of it to the torch.

At least 3,000 Italians were cap- 
lurrtl Friday, reports said.

.stark added.

Horace Hicks, 30, was shot to death 
at her farm home last night and 
her father-in-law, W. H. Hicks, 
55, was found wounded fataUy at 
Hagerman, 4 miles away.

Horace Hicks said he was fired 
upon but escaped during the shoot­
ing at the home the two families 
occupied.

Hicks died in a Sherman hospital 
several hours after he was found 
by neighbors, who were attracted 
by a fire at the Hagerman house 
where he formerly lived. It was 
destroyed.

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Mexico Enters a New Phase
The complete calm and lack of disturbance with which 

Manuel Avila Camacho was inaugurated as Mexico’s new 
president may prove to be a happy augury for his six- 
year term. The United States, whose chief interest_ lies 
in a Mexico steadily progressing under stable institutions, 
hopes it may be so.

The rude and unpleasant demonstration staged for 
Secretary Wallace on his arrival to attend the inaugura­
tion need not be taken too seriously. The sheer, fruit­
less bad taste of the affair pretty well identifies it with 
one of those political minorities whose sole influence lies 
in such demonstrations. There is no reason to doubt that 
Wallace’s warm reception later by the Chamber of Depu­
ties is much more representative of a growing cordiality 
toward the United States, which the Avila Camacho re­
gime is pledged to foster.

* * *
The United States has been most patient and sympa­

thetic tow'ard Mexico in the past few years. That is partly 
due to a genuinely increasing good-wull and understanci- 
ing, and partly due, frankly, to the knowledge that Mexi­
can good-will is more important to the United States to­
day than it has been for a long time.
; Our two countries need each other. Each will bene­

fit by cultivating the other’s good-will in the only effec­
tive way— by deserving it.

Avila Ciamacho takes the reins of Mexico at a diffi­
cult time. He succeeds a man, Lazaro Cardenas, who is 
generally conceded to have been a great president. Even 
those who disagree with his policies do not minimize his 
sheer stature. To be successor to such a man is always 
difficult.

Avila Camacho’s own following is by no means united. 
He must restore the confidence of business, both foreign 
and domestic, while guarding the gains made by labor un­
der Cardenas; again, not an easy task. He must revivify 
an economy badlj  ̂ shattered by domestic convulsions and 
the shutting off of foreign trade. He must defend his 
country against foreign influences which have not hesi­
tated to intrigue with his political opponents. He must set­
tle the long-festering “ oil controversy.”

By R. A. Weaver.

26 And he said unto him,
What Is wi'ittcn In the law?
how readest thou?

27 And he answering said,
Thou Shalt love the Lord thy 
God with all thy heart, and with 
all thy soul, and with all thy 
.strength, and with all thy mind; 
and thy neighbor as thyself.

28 And he said unto him,
Thou has answered right: this 
do, and thou shalt live.—Luke 10

The Trapper Trapped.
A certain lawyer stood up and 

made trial of Jesus. ’Iliis lawyer 
came to Jesus, not to hear the truth 
from Him, but to make trial of 
Him. His question was, “What 
shall I do to inherit eternal life”? 
Jesus saw through the lawyer’s de­
sign, for by His divine insight He 
knew the heart and mind of man, 
Jesus replied with a question by 
which He infeiTCd, “Since you are 
a lawyer, surely you ought to know 
what the law requires.” He asked, 
“■What is written in the law? how 
readest thou?” The lawyer found 
himself in the uncomfortable posi­
tion of himself being on the de­
fensive. ’The lawyer replied: “Tliou 
shalt love' the Lord thy God with ail 
thy heart, and with all thy soul, and 
with all thy strength, and with all 
thy mind; and thy neighbor as 
thyself.” Jesus then said to the 
lawyer, “This do, and thou shalt 
tive.”
Who Is My Neighbor?

Once more the lawyer was put on 
the defensive by the implication in 
this statement of Jesus. The law­
yer’s next question was caused by 
embarrassment, and he asked: “And 
woh is my neighbor?” In the Old 
Testament the term “neighbor” 
meant “children of thy people.” In 
this parable Jesus enlarged the hori­
zon to include all men, both Jew and 
Gentle. It does not apply only to 
your next door friend, or a member 
of your lodge or particularly to your 
social set. It includes every per- 
•son under the sun, of every race, 
color and creed. And the teaching 
is, that one should love his fellow- 
man as himself.
The Parable.

“A certain man was going down 
from Jerusalem to Jericho; and 
he fell among robbers, who both 
stripped him and beat him, and de­
parted, leaving him half dead. And 
by chance a certain priest was go­
ing down that way; and when he 
saw him, he passed by on the other 
side. And in like manner a Levite 
also, when he came to the place, 
and saw him passed by on the other 
side. But a certain Samaritan, as 
he journeyed, came where he was; 
and when he saw him, he was moved 
wdth compassion, and came to him, 
and bound up his wounds, pouring 
on them oil and wine; and he set 
him 0.* his own beast and brought 
him to an inn, and took care of 
him. And on the morrow he took 
out two shillings, and gave them to 
the host, and said, Take care of 
him; and w'hatsoever thou spendest 
more, I, w'hen I come back, will 
repay thee.”
Life Attitudes.

Each man mentioned in this stoiy 
had a basic life attitude which de­
termined his course of action. The 
lawyer said; Wliat the law demands 
I wall do, but no more. The robber 
said: Wliat is yours is mine. The 
priest and tlie Levits each said: 
■What is mine is my own. ’Tlie Sam- 
ai'itan said: What is mine is yours. 
The innkeeper said: What I am 
paid for, I will do, l  will trust the 
promises of a generous man. 
Individual Differences.

Tlie difference between the Sam­
aritan and the priest and Levite was 
a matter of compassion. Compassion 
means to “suffer with.” Often in 
the New Testament it was said of 
Jesus, “He had compassion.” No one 
would have been willing to help the 
man who fell among robbers, with­
out the impelling urge of compas- 
•sion. Two points are worthy of 
consideration in the study of this 
lesson. One is, Jesus did not iden­
tify the man. He said only that a

Texas Oil Production 
Over Bureau Forecast

AUSTIN, Dec. 7. (AP)—Texas oil 
production the past week averaged 
36,233 ban-els daily over the U. S. 
Bureau of Mines demand forecast, 
railroad conunission engineers esti­
mated today.

Tlie engineers reported a net 
daily allowable average of 1,353,848 
ban-els, 33,049 higher than the pre­
vious week’s pennlssible under the 
90-day proration order which expir­
ed Nov. 30.

Tlie allowable was 76,848 barrels 
in excess of the Federal Bm-eau es­
timate but the commission’s oil and 
gas division substracted 3 per cent 
for assigned but unproduced alloca­
tions, amounting to 40,615 barrels 
a day. -The total number of wells in 
the state was reported at 94,368.

Illuminalion Experts 
Explain Necessities 
For Correct Lighting

It has been said that the ideal 
light for reading is upwards of 
1,000 foot-candles under the shade 
of a tree.

Minimum requirements estimated 
by sight specialists, are for 200-w'att 
capacity for the center ceiUng light 
in living room and dining room, and 
at least 150 watts for any additional 
ceiling light, whether indirect or 
semidirect.
100-Watt Minimum.

No lamp, as a rule, for reading 
purposes should ever have less than 
100 w'atts. A bridge lamp, conceiv­
ably, with a very good shade, might 
get along with 75 watte. But the 
average bridge or one-socket lamp 
needs 100 watts in order to provide 
proper lighting at the average 
reading distance. If the lamp has 
tv.m sockets it needs a minimum of 
two 60's; if it has three sockets, a 
ininimum of two 40’s and one 60, 
or perhaps three 60’s. If lamp 
bulbs of these wattages tend to 
produce glaring light, the chances 
are new shades or new lamps of 
proper design are needed.

Wall lights may be pf small watt­
age, since they are not a main 
source of illumination. Kitchen 
lights both in the ceiling and at 
work centers should be of higher 
wattage than those used in floor 
lamps for decorative lighting.

More New Homes Built In Texas For 
First Ten Months Since Depression; 
Expects $32,000,000 For Year's Outlay

More families started building 
new homes in Texas is 1940 than in 
any other year since the bottom of 
the depression In 1933. It is expected 
that more than 6,000 families will 
spend,$32,000,000 for new homes they 
will build and occupy themselves.'

P. Bruce Forward, general man­
ager of Home Owners’' Catalogue, 
a publication of P. W. Dodge Cor­
poration, receiving accomplisli- 
mente in the fii-st ten months of 
the year, made a conservative es­
timate for November and Decem­
ber.

“Tlie families that decided to 
build new homes for theii- own occu- 
pany was motivated by the obvious­
ly greater personal secm'ity than 
they had as rent payers or by the 
need for improved living conditions,’’ 
Forward conunented. “To'day, it is 
more practical to build new homes 
than at any other time in recorded 
building history. Small homes are in 
high favor. They are planned and

built for convenient, economical 
and efficient living. Favorable fi­
nancing arrangements are offered 
to lower income brackets then were 
considered even ten years ago.”
5,352 Homes Built

There were 5,352 homes for the 
owners occupancy in the ten- 
months’ building contracts awarded 
in Texas. The necessary materials 
and labor were valued at $27,121,000. 
Estimates of the year-end recorded 
more than 6,000 owner-to-occupy 
houses. The materials-and-labor 
valuation will be $32,000,000.

Last year 5,886 homes were built. 
The 1938 and 1937 totals were 5,154 
and 3,797 homes respectively.
